This act of naked
terrorism, perpelrated with the encoura~ement ~nd support of the racist Pretoria
regime, deserves the strongest condemnation.

In your hour of grief, I reaffirm to Your Excellency and to the friendly
people of Mozambique India's full solidarity with your valiant struggle to resist
the forces of terrorism and ciestahil1zation operating with the acti'/e support or
the apartheid regime of South Africa.
