Mr. CoROMINAS (Argentina) proposed that 
the Vice-Chairman whom the Committee had 
just elected should remain in the chair in the 
absence of the Chairman. 

Mr. MARTIN (Canada) supported the propo­
sal of the representative of the Argentine. He 
considered that it would be an unfortunate pre­
cedent for the Committee to be primarily moti­
vated by considerations of national origin in 
selecting a replacement for an officer who was 
unable to serve. 

Mr. PARODI (France) had expected the Vice­
Chairman to continue to preside in the absence · 
of the Chairman, but was willing to support the 
election of Mr. Lange, subject to confirmation 
that it did not infringe upon the rules of proce­
dure. 

Mr. BARANOVSKY (Ukrainian SSR) sug­
gested that the Chairman's proposal be adopted, · 
not only on grounds of geographical representa­
tion, but in view of the great personal compe­
tence of the representative in question. 

- Mr. AReA PARRO (Peru), Mr. WILSON (New 
Zealand), Mr. KRAFT (Denmark), Mr. CHANG 
(China), Nawab JuNo (India), Mr. ANDREWS 
(Union of South Africa) and Mr. MuNIZ 
(Brazil) agreed with the representative of the 
Argentine. 

Mr. LEONTIC (Yugoslavia) suggested that the 
Committee should agree to the Chairman's sug­
gestion that Mr. Lange be appointed temporary 
Chairman. 

Mr. GROMYKO (Soviet Union), quoting rule' 
104 of the rules of procedure of the General 
Assembly, pointed out that equitable geographi­
cal distribution, experience and personal com­
petence had all to be taken into account in the 
election of officers. Geographical representation 
had not been ignored in the elections to which 
the Committee had just held. 

Mr. WILSON (New Zealand) agreed, but con­
sidered that there was nothing in the rules of pro­
cedure to warrant the election of a temporary 
Chairman when a Vice-Chairman had already 
been elected and could fill the office. 

Mr. RAJCHMAN (Poland) said that he had 
not intervened earlier in the discussion since it 
was being considered as a point of procedure. 
He was, however, convinced that he was voicing 
the sentiments of Mr. Lange, who was absent 
from the meeting, in requesting the Vice-Chair­
man to continue in the chair. 

The CHAIRMAN withdrew his proposal and 
agreed to preside over the meetings of !he Com­
mittee in the absence of Mr. Konderski. 

M. CoROMINAS (Argentine) propose que pen­
dant !'absence du President, la presidence soit 
assuree par le Vice-President que Ia Commission 
vient d'elire.

14. Adoption of the agenda1

cussion 
Mr. AGLION (Secretary of the Committee) 

read the letter addressed to the Chairman by the 
President of the General Assembly, listing the 
various items which the General Assembly had 
decided to refer to the Second Committee. 

Mr. NoEL-BAKER (United Kingdom) sug­
gested that the report of the Temporary Trans­
port and Communications Commission, which 
dealt with a purely economic question, should 
also be considered by the Second Committee. 

Mr. OwEN (Assistant Secretary-General) 
pointed out that the questions which figured on 
the agenda of the Committee had been referred 
to it on the recommendation of the General 
Committee. The subject of transport was men­
tioned in the report by the Economic and Social 
Council to the General Assembly (document A/ 
125) 2, which according to present arrangements 
would be considered by the Joint Committee of 
the Second and Third Committees. When the re­
port came up for consideration, the Joint Com­
mittee might deem it appropriate that certain 
parts of it be referred to the Second Committee. 

Mr. NoEL-BAKER (United Kingdom) felt 
that it was desirable to limit as much as possible 
the number of subjects to be discussed by the 
Joint Committee, and hoped that the Chairman 
would be able to suggest to the Chairman of 
the Third Committee that it be agreed to refer 
economic questions dealt with in the report to 
the Second Committee. 

Mr. GROMYKO (Soviet Union) considered 
that the agenda of the Committee should con­
tain only the items referred to it on the recom­
mendation of the General Committee. 

Mr. OwEN (Assistant Secretary-General) 
made an explanatory statement on each of tlie 
items on the Committee's agenda; the Secretariat 
was of the opinion that the Committee's work 
would be facilitated if officials from the inter~ 
national organizations primarily concerned with 
the items under consideration were invited to be 
present for consultation. 

He therefore proposed that, if this suggestion 
were approved in principle by the Committee, 
representatives of the Food and Agriculture 
Organization and the International Emergency 
Food Council be invited to make statements at 
the discretion of the Chairman in respect of 
the Report of the Secretary-General on action 
taken to implement the Resolution on the World 
shortage of cereals. Representatives of UNRRA, 
the Food and Agriculture Organization, the 
International Bank, the International Monetary

Fund and the International Labour Organiza­
tion should receive a similar invitation in con­
nexion with the discussion of the Report of the 
Director-General of UNRRA and of the Resolu­
tion of the Economic and Social Council on the 
economic reconstruction of devastated areas. 

Finally, in reply to the observations of the 
representatives of the Soviet Union and the 
United Kingdom, the Assistant Secretary-Gen­
eral pointed out that both the economic and 
social aspects of the report of the Economic and 
Social Council would be considered by the Joint 
Committee, as instructed by the General Assem­
bly, but that the Joint Committee might recom­
mend the reference of specific items in the report 
to either the Second or the Third Committee 
separately.
