Spcurlt.y Council, which constltlltf" the only comprehensive and
authoritat.lve aC.~Ollnt: of its deliherationa, hut 8S 1'1 guide to the activitie& of the
Council durlna lh~ r)erlod COVE-reu. It Rhould be notE-d, in this connf"ction, that in
December 1974 ti'~ (~o'.Jncil declilf"d to Il,ke Ita report shorter and more concise,
without chanqin'1 its basic structure. MorE:over, in 1985, the Cnuncil agreed, in
keeping with the ~pirit of its 1974 dec'sion, to discontinue the practice of
summarizing documents addressed to the President of th@ Counc; 1 or to the
Secretary-General and circulatE-d 8S official documents of the Council and instead
simply to lnd:'cate the subject-matter of thol,e documf'nts which related to th~

procedure of the Council. This report has been prepared in accordan~e with those
decisions.

3. Chapters in part I are arranq~d in chronological ord~r based on the first
occasion on which the Security Council conAidered the item in a formal meeting
during the period covered by the present report. Similarly, chapters in part IV
are arranqpd in chronological order based on the nate of the first c~~munication on
each item ,eceived during the same period.

4. With respect '0 the member.ship of the Security Council during the period
covered, it will he recalled that the General AS8~mbly, at the 40th plenBry meeting
of its fort.y-first sesAion, on 16 Octoher 1986, el~ctf'd Argentina, the Fec'leral
RepUblic of Germany, Italy, Japan and Z~mhia as non-permanent members of the
Council to fill the v!lC£lOcies reRultinq from the expiration, on 31 December 1986,
of the terms of office of Australia, Denmark, Madagascar, Thailand and Trinidad and
Tobago.

5. The period covered in the present report is from 16 .June 1986 to
15 June 1987. The Security Council held 59 meetings durlnq that period.

6. One member of the Security Council is not in a position to agree to the
Russian languaqe version of this report for the reasons referred to in the first
paragraph of chapter Ll (para. 495) of the report of the Security Council to the
General ASBPmhly covering the ppriod from 16 .lune 1976 to 15 .lune 1977.

endanger peace and security in the region.

"The members of the Counc 11 express grave concern oo",r the dangers of An
extenaion of the conflict to other States in the regio~.

"They reiterate their call for respect fo: the territorial integrity of
all States in the region.

"The members of the Council reaffirm resolution 582 (1~86) and call on
both parties to co-operate with the efforts of the Secu,ity Oounoil to open
the way to an early settlement of the conflict on the basis of justice and
honour.

"They express support for the Secretary-General' s efforts to reatore
peace to the peoples of Iran and Iraq and call on both States to respond
positively to his efforts."
