Mr. KOSANOVIC (Yugoslavia): I do nol
think it is necessary to add to what has been
said about our colleague, Mr. Winiewicz. In
the name of the Yugoslav delegation, 1 support
his candidacy, and ] hope that he will be
elected unanimously.
