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SECURITY COUNCIL

Onr instructions from my Government, I have the honour to enclose herewith
two articles that were recently published in the official Iraqgi media, and which
contain unequivocal proof of Iraq’s unwillingness and insensitivity in
implementing Security Council resolutions, especially resoclutions 687 (1991) and
773 (1992).

The first article, entitled "The Kuwait Governorate Administration puts a
ceiling on migrant workers", was published on 6 March 1993, in BABIL newspaper,
whose editorial board is chaired by Udayy Saddam Hussein, son of the President
of the Iragi regime. The said article unequivocally uses phrases that are meant
to indicate that Kuwait is still part cof Iraq. The article, for example, refers
to the State of Kuwait as "the Governorate of Kuwait". It alsoc refers to the
Minister of Social Affairs and Labour of the State of Kuwait as "a local
official of the Department of Social Affairs in the Kuwaiti Governorate
Administration”. And furthermore, refers to the official Kuwaiti news agency as
"the Governorate’s local news agency".

The second article, entitled "the Unity of Iraq’s territory and people is a
timeless truth", was published in AL KHUADISSIYAH newspaper, which is the
official publication of the Ministry of Defence, on 16 March 1993. The content
of this article is irrefutable proof of the falsity of Irag’s claims that it has
accepted Security Council resolution 687 {(1991). The article clearly states
that "the acceptance by Irag of the ill-reputed resolution 687, was in reality
an acceptance of an imposed status-gquo paving the way to a time when it could be
overcome and changed". The article further states "To adhere to the bitterness
of a status-quo under certain circumstances does not, by any means, imply
acceptance of that status-quo ... The borders of Iraq and the unity of its
people and territory are holy, and can be compared to the edge of a blade that
cuts the hand of whoever tries to touch it".

Such articles which appear regularly in the Iraqi official media, are a
testimony to Iraq‘’s flagrant violation of the letter and substance of relevant
Security Council resolutions. Furthermore, such articles are intended to poison
Iragi public opinion which, in turn, manifests the sinister aggressive designs
the Iraqi regime still harbours against Kuwait, thus threatening future security
and stability in the regime.
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The Security Council, on the basis of its responsibility for peace and
security in the world, must therefore take appropriate measures to ensure Iraq’'s
compliance with the letter and substance of its relevant resolution.

I should be grateful if the attached article could be brought to the
attention of the members of the Security Council and also be circulated with its
enclosures as a document of the Security Council.

The Kuwait Governorate Administration puts a ceiling on
migrant workers

Kuwait Governorate/Mr. Jassem Al Aoun, a local
official at the Department of Social Affairs in the Kuwait
Governorate Administration, said today that the
Governorate has put a ceiling on the migrant labor force
as not to exceed half a million workers.

The official indicated in a statement, related to
migrant workers and released by a Governcrate local news
agency, that the number of migrant wcrkers in Kuwait has
reached 436,757 workers.

The statement mentioned that the Egyptian
workers, amounting to 90,773 workers (25%) came in first
place, followed by the Syrian with 33,461 workers and the
Lebanese with 12,954 workers.

The official said that foreign workers include
nationals from Iram, Sri Lanka. Philippines, Thailand,
Afghanistan, Turkey, India, Bangladesh, United States of

America and Britain.

To adhere
to the bitterness of a status-quo under certain
circumstances does not, by any means, simply acceptance of
that status quo as already mentioned. The borders of Irag
