 6. The Office of the IGAD Special Envoy to support the JDB Secretariat with 

capacity building. 

 7. The Head of Secretariat to develop the ToR and structure of the Secretariat 

once appointed. 

 8. Follow up on the opening of river transport. 

 9. The next JDB meeting to be held in Juba on 11 and 18 December 2018.
