Parliament voted to approve the legislation on the establishment of the
Transitional Executive Council, thereby opening the way to a democratic
government in South Africa. This has enabled the President of the African
National Congress, Mr. Nelson Mandela, during his statement to the Special
Committee against Apartheid in the United Nations General Assembly Hall on
24 September last, to call for the lifting of the economic sanctions against
South Africa.

In view of this happy development, which will certainly benefit
international stability and the development of our region, | have the honour and
the pleasure to convey to you, on my own behalf and on behalf of the Government
and people of Madagascar, our sincere congratulations.
