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LETTER DATED 9 FEBRUARY 1994 FROM THE CHARGE D'AFFAIRES A.I.
OF THE PERMANENT MISSION OF AZERBAIJAN TO THE UNITED NATIONS
ADDRESSED TO THE SECRETARY-GENERAL

In my letter (S/1994/108), I informed you and the members of the Security
Council of new acts of aggression by the Republic of Armenia against the
Azerbaijani Republic; in particular I informed you that, on the night of 21 to
22 January 1994, a motor-rifle battalion of the 555th independent motor-rifle
regiment (military unit 59016) of the armed forces of the Republic of Armenia,
approaching from the direction of the Vardenis district of Armenia, invaded the
territory of the Kelbajar district of the Azerbaijani Republic.

In addition to the facts contained in that letter, I have the honour to
present you with new and incontrovertible proof of the direct aggression of the
Republic of Armenia against the Azerbaijani Republic. The documents contained
in the annexes to this letter were confiscated on 22 January 1994 during a
battle with sub-units of the 555th independent motor-rifle regiment (military
unit 59016) of the armed forces of the Republic of Armenia, near the village of
Chaply in the Kelbajar district of the Azerbaijani Republic:

1. Operational map** of the commander of the third motor-rifle battalion of
the third independent motor-rifle brigade of the armed forces of the Republic of
Armenia, Major S. O. Barsegyan, on which was drawn the plan (combat task) to
seize the territory of the Kelbajar district of the Azerbaijani Republic, dated
1 April 1993 and containing his signature.

The map indicates, in particular:

- the deployment of- the third motor-rifle battalion as of 2 March 1993
near the settlement of Basargechar in the Republic of Armenia;

- the starting lines on the Armenian-Azerbaijani frontier for the third
motor-rifle battalion's invasion c¢f :he territory of the Azerbaijani
Republic and the battalion's subseqguent advance into Azerbaijani
territory;

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- the battalion's launching and conduct of the operation to seize the
Kelbajar district;

- and even the deployment of each of the battalion's companies and
platoons in the territory of Azerbaijan after the completion of the
operation.

I should like to remind ycu that, in his letter (S/25491), the Permanent
Representative of Azerbaijan to the United Nations immediately informed the
President of the Security Council and the Secretary-General of the armed
invasion on 27 March 1993 by sub-units of the armed forces of the Republic of
Armenia of the Kelbajar district of the Azerbaijani Republic, and called upon
the world community to condemn the aggressive actions by Armenia against
Azerbaijan.

2. Military map* (scale 1:50 00C) labelled “"Secret, copy No. 1", signed by the
chief of staff of the armed forces of the Republic of Armenia,
Lieutenant-General G. Andresyan.

Written on the map is the operation order (submitted separately) addressed
to the commander of the 555th independent motor-rifle regiment of the armed
forces of the Republic of Armenia and the plan (combat task) to retain
Azerbaijani territories that were seized earlier, on 8 and 9 January 1994.

3. Statements by military personnel of the armed forces of the Republic of
Armenia, Captain A. A. Grigoryan (annex I) and Senior Lieutenant S. D. Badoyan
(annex II), made after they were captured on 22 January 1994 in the territory of
the Azerbaijani Republic.

4. Copies of the personal documents of servicemen of the armed forces of the
Republic of Armenia who took part in the invasion of Azerbaijani territory on
21 and 22 January 1994 (annexes III to VII).

5. Copies of recommendationg for the promotion of members of the 555th
independent motor-rifle regiment (military unit 59016) of the armed forces of
the Republic of Armenia, Major A. E. Bagdasaryan, Captain A. S. Saakyan, Senior
Lieutenant V. A. Akopyan and Lieutenant A. V. Akopyan {(annexes VIII to XI).

The recommendations, which were signed by the regiment commander,
Major S. N. Karapetyan, point out the merits of the officers recommended for
promotion, namely, their direct participation in combat operations both against
the Azerbaijani Republic and in the territory of the Azerbaijani Republic
itself, in particular in the Lachin and Kelbajar districts.

The documents contained in the annexes to this letter prove fully and
beyond the shadow of a doubt that the Republic of Armenia is perpetrating

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aggression against the Azerbaijani Republic with troops from its regular armed
forces, thereby infringing upon the sovereidgnty and territorial integrity of a
sovereign State. The Republic of Armenia is taking great pains to conceal - and
it persistently denies - its involvement in the occupation and "ethnic
cleansing"” of more than one fifth of the territory of Azerbaijan.

I am confident that the international community, as embodied by the United
Nations and the Security Council, will not allow itself to be misled any longer.

The situation is urgent and the time has come for the Security Council to
take resolute measures, in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations, to
halt Armenia‘'s aggression against Azerbaijan.

I should be grateful if you would have this letter circulated as a document
of the Security Council.

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Annex I

I, Ashot Agasievich Grigoryan, born in 1950, an ethnic Armenian, native of
the town of Gyumri (formerly Leninakan), 41 Agayan Street, Republic of Armenia,

On the occasion of my capture by the armed forces of the Azerbaijani
Republic on 22 January 1994, during the invasion of the Kelbajar district of the
Azerbaijani Republic, wish to make the following statement:

STATEMENT

I was the officer in command of the fourth division of the Gyumri municipal
military commissariat of the Republic of Armenia. On 21 January 1994, the
commissar of the Gyumri municipal military commissariat, Lieutenant-Colonel
Artyun Artovazovich Minasyan, assembled the staff of the military commissariat
and declared that the Azerbaijani armed forces had bombed the town of Vardenis.
In order to ensure the evacuation of civilians, he sent me and four servicemen
from the military commissariat with six transport vehicles to Vardenis.

However, on arriving in Vardenis we saw that the situation was completely
different. There had in fact been no bombing. I was then taken by the military
commissar of the Vardenis district military commissariat, Lieutenant-Colionel
Zakharyan, to the chief of staff of the Armenian Ministry of Defence, Major-
General Andriasyan, who ordered me toc use those vehicles to transport
approximately 240 armed servicemen. I soon learned that they were soldiers of
the Echmiadzin ninth fortified area who had been assigned to support units of
the armed forces of Armenia in the territory of the Kelbajar district of
Azerbaijan, where they were to conduct offensive operations. Thus, I found
myself in an area of combat operations in the territory of Azerbaijan, where I
was captured by the armed forces of Azerbaijan.

In connection with the foregoing, I wish to state that the majority of the
Armenian people is against the war being waged in the territory of the
Azerbaijani Republic by the Armenian national army. I condemn the leaders of
the Republic of Armenia who are forcing their people into an annexationist,
aggressive war against Azerbaijan.

I, Samvel Derenikovich Badoyan, born in 1966, an ethnic Armenian, native of
the town of Gyumri (formerly Leninakan) of the Armenian Republic, residing in
Gyumri, 20 Griboyedov Street,

On the occasion of my capture by the armed forces of the Azerbaijani
Republic on 22 January 1994, during the invasion of the territory of the
Kelbajar district of the Azerbaijani Republic, wish to make the following
statement:

STATEMENT

I worked as an assistant to the officer in command of the second division
of the Gyumri municipal military commissariat of the Republic of Armenia. On
21 January 1994, I and all the other staff of the municipal military
commissariat were assembled by the military commissar of the Gyumri municipal
military commissariat, Lieutenant-Colonel Artyun Artovazovich Minasyan, who
declared that the Vardenis district had been subjected to bombing from the
Azerbaijani side. We therefore needed to help evacuate civilians from that
area. On the same day, at 1330 hours, I and four members of the municipal
military commissariat, who were assigned to accompany six transport vehicles,
set out for the Vardenis district. When we arrived and found no traces of
bombing, we understood that we had been deceived. We were then ordered to
transport 240 soldiers, armed with machine-guns, grenade-throwers and
sub-machine-guns, to the area where the Armenian armed forces were being
deployed in the Kelbajar district of Azerbaijan; that is, we invaded a foreign
land. On the way, I learned that the soldiers were from the Echmiadzin ninth
fortified area of the Armenian national army. After I brought the soldiers to
their destination and was on my way back, I found myself in a combat zone, where
I was captured by the armed forces of Azerbaijan.
