I mmunodefi ci ency Syndrome (H V/ AIDS) which was established to provide an
i nternationally coordinated response to the H V/ Al DS pandenic, to provide gl oba
| eadership in response to the epidemc and to achi eve and pronpote gl oba
consensus on policy and programmati c approaches to the fight against H V/ Al DS

Recalling further that the Programme is charged wi th pronoting broad-based
political and social nobilization to prevent and respond to H V/AIDS within
countries, ensuring that national responses involve a w de range of sectors and
institutions, and advocating greater political commtment in responding to the
epidem c at the global and country levels, including the nobilization and
al l ocation of adequate resources for H V/AIDS-rel ated activities.

Enphasi zi ng the urgent need to nake the Programme operational as soon as
possi bl e, but no later than January 1996,

1. Wl cones the report of the Conmittee of Co-sponsoring O ganizations of
the Joint and Co-sponsored United Nations Programe on H V/AIDS, 1/ which wll
be of assistance in the further consideration of the operations of the new
programe, while recognizing the nodifications that have been made to the
arrangenents set out in the report, as outlined by the Chairperson of the
Committee, and the need for the Programme to operate in accordance with the
provi sions of Council resolution 1994/ 24,

2. Endorses the arrangenents outlined in section VI of the report
(Governance and managenent) and decides to add the following to the functions of
t he Programme Coordination Board listed in paragraph 101 of the report:

(a) To establish broad policies and priorities for the Programre, taking
i nto account the provisions of General Assenbly resolution 47/199 of
22 Decenber 1992,

(b) To make recommendati ons to the co-sponsoring organi zations regarding
their activities in support of the Programe, including those of mminstream ng;

3. Requests the Programme Coordi nati on Board to give detailed
consideration to the report of the Commttee of Co-sponsoring O ganizations and
to agree on the nodalities for inplementation of the arrangements set out in
that report, taking into account the changes referred to in paragraphs 1 and 2
above,;

4. Calls upon the co-sponsoring organi zati ons, as soon as possible, to
finalize and sign a | egal docunent in the formof a menorandum of under standi ng
outlining the responsibilities and functions of the co-sponsors, consistent with
t he provisions of Council resolution 1994/24, and to submit that docunment to the

5. Requests the Executive Director of the Joint and Co-sponsored United
Nat i ons Programme on H V/ AIDS to report on the status of inplenmentation of the
new progranmre, through the Board, to the Council early in 1996;

6. Deci des that each of the six co-sponsors will participate in the work
of the Programre Coordi nati on Board and have full rights, except the right to
vot e;

7. Deci des further that five non-governnental organizations will be
invited to take part in the work of the Programme Coordination Board, in
accordance with the report on the informal consultations on arrangenments with
regard to non-governnmental organizations, submtted to the Council by the
Per manent Representative of Australia and annexed to the present resolution

8. Calls upon each of the six co-sponsoring organizations to give their
full support to the establishnment of, transition to and snooth functioni ng of
the Joint and Co-sponsored Progranme;

9. Appeal s to all CGovernments, international institutions,
non- gover nnent al organi zati ons and the private sector to support the Programe
wi th adequate contributions to its resources;

10. Decides that the participation, as observers, of Mnber States and
non- nenber States that are not nmenbers of the Board, in the work of the Board,
shoul d be consistent with the rules of procedure of the Council

BOARD: REPORT ON THE | NFORMAL CONSULTATI ON OF THE
ECONOM C AND SCCI AL COUNCI L

1. The nmeeting on 9 June 1995 considered the question of the fina

arrangenents for the Programe Coordination Board, particularly the

partici pati on of non-governmental organizations, and the report of the Committee
of Co-sponsoring Organizations of the Joint and Co-sponsored United Nations
Programme on H V/ AIDS. The Board is a governance structure conposed of Menber
States, with the participation of the six co-sponsors and eligible

non- gover nent al organi zati ons.

2. The del i berations of the nmeeting are sunmarized in the follow ng terns:

(a) Non-governmental organizations would be invited to take part in the
wor k of the Programme Coordination Board. Such invitations would need to be
revi ewed periodically. Non-governnental organizations invited should be those
either in consultative status with the Econom ¢ and Social Council or in
relationship with one of the six co-sponsoring organizations or on the roster of
non- governmental organi zations dealing with matters pertaining to HV/ AIDS, in
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accordance with the rules, procedures and well-established practice of the
United Nations system

(b) The process of identification of the non-governnmental organizations
that sought to participate in the work of the Board woul d be determ ned by the
non- gover nnent al organi zati ons thensel ves. The Board would formally approve the
nom nati on of those organizati ons;

(c) There would be five such non-governnental participants, three from
devel opi ng countries and two from devel oped countries and countries with
economies in transition

(d) In making the selection, non-governnental organizations would be
encouraged to seek conpetent and rel evant representatives, for exanple
participation by groups concerned with econom ¢ and soci al devel opnment and
groups representing people affected by H V/ Al DS

(e) The need for rotation anbong non-governnental organizations was
recogni zed; the appointnent of an individual organization should not exceed
three years;

(f) Non-governnental organizations woul d be advised of the terns and
conditions of their participation. It would be nade clear to themthat such
participation woul d incl ude:

A seat at the table with 6 representatives of the Committee of
Co- sponsoring Organi zations and the 22 Menber States;

Non- gover nment al organi zati ons woul d be able to speak
Non- gover nment al organi zati ons woul d have no negotiating role;

Non- gover nment al organi zati ons woul d not participate in any part of the
formal decision-nmaking process, including the right to vote, which is reserved
for representatives of Governnents;

(g) These arrangenents for the participation of non-governnenta
organi zations are not to be regarded as setting a precedent;

(h) Funding woul d be nade available for the representatives of devel opi ng
countries and for each of the three non-governnmental organizations from
devel opi ng countries to cover the costs of one representative each to attend
Board neetings. Such funds would cover the cost of daily subsistence all owance
and travel only and would be based on existing eligibility criteria.

Recogni zing the value of multilateral food aid as inplenented by the Wrld
Food Programre since its inception and the necessity for continuing its action
both as a formof capital investnment and for neeting energency food needs;

1. Establ i shes for the period 1997-1998 a target for voluntary
contributions to the Wrld Food Programme of $1.3 billion

2. Urges States Menbers of the United Nations and nenbers and associ ate
menbers of the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations and

Taking note with appreciation of the reports prepared by the panels and
wor ki ng groups of the Conm ssion, pursuant to decisions taken at its first
session, entitled "Science and technol ogy for basic needs: a bridge", 3/
"Science and technol ogy for sustainable human devel opnent: the gender
di mensi on", 4/ "Science and technol ogy for integrated | and managenent” 5/ and
"Strengt heni ng of |inkages between the national research and devel opnent systens
and industrial sectors”, 6/ and the recomrendations contained therein,

Noting also the other rel evant docunments submitted to the Conm ssion for
consideration at its second session, 7/

Recogni zi ng the need to focus the future inter-sessional activities of the
Commi ssion on a |limted nunber of substantive thenes,

Recogni zing further that informati on and conmuni cation are inportant

1. Invites Governments to undertake systematic reviews of each major
conmponent of their macroeconom c policy frameworks and to take measures to
address any unwarranted disincentives for healthy and progressive informal and
smal | and medi um si zed productive sectors, and to create an enabling environnent
for the scientific and technol ogical comunity to take initiatives to link
technol ogies, in a participatory manner, with entrepreneurs fromthose sectors;

2. Decides to draw the attention of Menber States to the inportance of
targeted research and devel opnment and the application of science and technol ogy
in helping to satisfy basic needs, requests the relevant United Nations bodies
and donor organizations to assist interested countries in formulating policies
and action plans to inplenent, evaluate and inprove efforts for that purpose,
and requests Menber States and rel evant organi zations to report on the outcone
of those endeavours to the Comm ssion on Sci ence and Technol ogy for Devel opnent
at its third session;

3. Deci des that the Comm ssion should assist the United Nations systemin
identifying and promoting replicable denonstration activities and programmes,
i nvolving different countries fromdiverse regions, that apply science and
technol ogy to the satisfaction of basic needs, and recommends that the
operational nechanisns of the United Nations system including the Departnent
for Devel opnent Support and Managenent Services of the United Nations
Secretariat, the regional conm ssions and ot her rel evant organi zations, such as
the United Nations Devel opnment Programme, dissem nate information and facilitate
the application of science and technol ogy in neeting basic needs;

4. Recogni zes that the role of the United Nations in pronoting better
awar eness of rel ationshi ps between gender and science and technol ogy is cruci al
and requests the Secretary-Ceneral and United Nations organs and bodies to
consi der and take the necessary action to inplenment the reconmendati ons
addressed to the United Nations systemcontained in the report of the Panel on
the Gender Inplications of Science and Technol ogy for Devel opi ng Countries, 8/
and to report thereon to the Comm ssion at its subsequent sessions;

5. Recommends that all Governnents adopt the Declaration of Intent on
Gender, Science and Technol ogy for Sustainabl e Human Devel opnment set out in the
annex to the present resolution, conduct reviews of the national situation
regardi ng gender and sci ence and technol ogy through special comittees within or
out si de exi sting suitable mechani snms, fornulate action plans, and report
publicly and to the Comm ssion on progress in achieving the goals of the
declaration of intent by the end of 1996 and 1998, and calls upon donor
countries and agencies to assist the followup activities of the commttees;

support for countries undertaking reforns in their research and devel opnent
systens and their efforts in building innovative capacities;

8. Requests CGovernnents and intergovernnental and non-governnenta
organi zations to give priority to effective access to networks, such as the
Internet, by scientific and technical institutions in devel oping countries, in
particul ar the | east devel oped countries, and countries with econonmes in
transition, through the provision of technical and other support for related
i nvestments, and to facilitate appropriate el ectroni c comruni cati on anong
institutions engaged in science and technol ogy for devel opnent;

9. Requests the Conm ssion on Science and Technol ogy for Devel opment and
the United Nations Conference on Trade and Devel oprment to liaise in establishing
a programme of country reviews on science, technol ogy and i nnovation policy for
interested countries, also requests the Conm ssion to consider providing
advi sory inputs, analytical support and eval uation, as need be, in the carrying
out of such country reviews, and requests the United Nations Devel opnent
Programme to explore the possibilities of contributing to the funding of such
activities fromits centrally controlled resources.

10. Recogni zes that technol ogical capacity-building is a major factor in
the process of effective technology transfer and | ong-termgrowh, and invites
the United Nations systemand the international comunity to support the
i npl enentati on of projects specially designed to foster technol ogi cal capacity-
building in interested countries, including | east devel oped countries;

11. Recalls the agreed conclusions on coordination of the policies and
activities of the specialized agencies and ot her bodies of the United Nations
systemrelated to science and technol ogy for devel opnment adopted at its
substantive session of 1994, 10/ and, in that context, decides that the
Conmmi ssion, in its substantive work, should maxim ze coordi nation in undertaking

concepts and designs of common interest and bring themto the attention of the
sci ence and technol ogy community, with an indication of their resource
i mplications, and should use themas a basis for building ad hoc resource
coal i tions;

13. Decides also that the main substantive theme that will constitute the
focus of the work of the Conm ssion during the inter-sessional period 1995-1997
will be information technol ogies and their inplications for devel opnment;

14. Decides further to set up panels and/or working groups to anal yse,
el aborate and make reconmendati ons on issues related to information
t echnol ogi es, possi bly including:

greater extent in the devel opnment and application of information technol ogy;

(h) Assessment of experiences and progress made with regard to access to
networks, as referred to in paragraph 8 of the present resol ution

15. Notes the reconmendati ons adopted at the Consultative Meeting on a
Coalition of Resources for Science and Technol ogy for Devel oprment; 11/

17. lnvites the Conm ssion on Science and Technol ogy for Devel opnent to

QGUI DELI NES FOR COOPERATI ON AND TECHNI CAL ASSI STANCE
IN THE FI ELD OF URBAN CRI ME PREVENTI ON

A. Design and inplenentation of cooperation and assi stance
activities

1. Cooperation projects for urban crime prevention should take account of the
principles set out bel ow

1. Local approach to probl ens

2. Urban crime is characterized by a nultiplicity of factors and forms. A
mul ti-agency approach and a coordi nated response at the local level, in
accordance with an integrated crine prevention action plan, will often be

hel pful. This should involve:

(a) A local diagnostic survey of crinme phenonena, their characteristics,
factors leading to them the formthey take and their extent;

(b) The identification of all the relevant actors that could take part in
conpi ling the above-nentioned diagnostic survey in crime prevention as well as
in the fight against crine, for exanple public institutions (national or |ocal),
local elected officials, the private sector (associations, enterprises), the
vol untary sector, comunity representatives etc.
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(c) The establishnment, wherever appropriate, of consultation nmechani sns
promoting cl oser liaison, the exchange of information, joint work and the design
of a coherent strategy;

(d) The el aboration of possible solutions to these problens in the |oca
cont ext .

2. Integrated crime prevention action plan

3. The authors of an integrated crine prevention action plan, in order for it
to be conprehensive and efficient, should:

(a) Define:

(i) The nature and types of crime problens to be tackled, such as theft,
robbery, burglary, racial attacks, drug related crinmes, juvenile
del i nquency and illegal possession of firearns, taking into account
all the factors that may directly or indirectly cause such probl ens or
contribute to them

(ii) The objectives being pursued and the tine by which they shoul d be
att ai ned;

(iii) The action envisaged and the respective responsibilities of those
i nvol ved vis-a-vis the inplenentation of the plan (for exanple,
whet her | ocal or national resources are to be nobilized);

DRAFT | NTERNATI ONAL CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PUBLI C OFFI CE HOLDERS a/
I. GENERAL PRI NClI PLES

1. A public office, as defined by national law, is a position of trust,
inplying a duty to act in the public interest. Therefore, the primary loyalty
of public office holders shall be to the public interests of their country as
expressed through the denocratic institutions of government, and not to persons,
political parties or specific governnent departnents or agencies.

2. Public office holders shall ensure that they performtheir functions in an
efficient and effective manner. They shall at all times seek to ensure that

al The draft international code of conduct for public office hol ders was
prepared by the Secretariat pursuant to resolution 7 of the Ei ghth United
Nati ons Congress on the Prevention of Crinme and the Treatnment of Offenders. An
earlier version of it was contained in annex Il to the discussion guide on
denonstrati on and research workshops (A/ CONF. 169/ PM 1/ Add. 1). The Conmm ssi on on
Crime Prevention and Crimnal Justice reviewed the draft and conmented on it at
its third session. Pursuant to Econonic and Social Council resolution 1994/19,
adopted on the recomendati on of the Conm ssion, the Director-Ceneral of the
United Nations Ofice at Vienna sent the draft code to Menber States seeking
their comments. To date only two countries have provided comments and
suggestions for amendnents. The draft code in its present formwas prepared by
the Secretariat in the light of those conmments and suggestions, the observations
made during the third and fourth sessions of the Conmm ssion, and the input of
the five regional preparatory neetings for the Ninth Congress. Revisions in the
text are clearly marked for ease of reference.

[1. CONFLICTS OF | NTEREST AND DI SQUALI FI CATI ON

4. Public office holders shall never in any way use their official authority
for the d/ advancenent of their own or their famly's personal or financia
interest. They shall not engage in any transaction, acquire any position or
function, or have any financial, conmrercial or other conparable interest that is
i nconpatible with their office, functions and duties, or the discharge thereof.

5. Al public office holders designated under national |aw shall, unless
exenpt ed, decl are rel evant business, commercial and financial interests, or
activities undertaken for financial gain upon entering the service. This

i nformati on shall be updated regularly. |In situations of possible or perceived
conflict of interest between public office holders' public duties and private
interests, they shall disqualify thenselves fromany decisi on-nmaki ng process
relating to such conflict of interest.

6. Public office holders shall at no tine use public property, services, or
information acquired in the performance of, or as a result of, their officia
duties for activities not related to their official work.

7. Wthin a stated period after separation frompublic service, public office
hol ders hol di ng nanageri al positions shall, within the framework of nationa

| aw, obtain governnmental perm ssion prior to accepting enpl oynent or consultancy
assignnents from business or private concerns that are in financial relationship
with the governnmental departnent or agency in which such officials were

During the same period after separation, such perm ssion shall also
be required prior to engaging in any private or business activity related to, or
dependent on, their previous position in public service.

9. Public office holders shall not place thenselves in a position of being
under the noral obligation to accord preferential treatnment of specia

consi deration to any person or entity [, for instance by accepting directly or
indirectly any gift, gratuity, favour, entertainnment, |oan or anything of
nonetary val ue, above a certain linmt to be defined by their enployer].

V. CONFI DENTI AL | NFORMATI ON
