The General Assembly, 

Having considered the resolution adopted by 
the Economic and Social Council at its fifth ses­
sion on 22 July 1947,1 concerning the request of 
the Interim Commission of the World Health Or­
ganization for the transfer to it of certain assets of 
the League of Nations which have been trans­
ferred to the United Nations, and 

Recoym:in.~ the desirability of transferring cer­
tain of such assets to th(: \Vorld Health Org:mi­
zation, 

Instructs the Secretary-General 

1. To take the necessary steps, subject to the 
agreements concluded between the Secretary­
General of the United Nations and the Secretary­
General of the League of Nations, to effect the 
following transfers to the World Health Organi­
zation: 

(a) Title of ownership of the archives and 
correspondence files of the League of Nations 
Health Section; 

( b) Title of ownership of the stock of pt1b]ic;.1-
tions of the League of Nations Health Section, 
provided the W oriel Health Organization shall 
reimburse to the United Nations the value of such 
publications as may be established by negotiatiull 
between the Secretary-General of the United ! 

Nations and the Director-General of the World 
Health Organization; 

(c) Title of ownership of the archives, furni­
ture and financial assets of the Easterll Bureau of 
Epidemiological lntelligen( e of the League of 
Nations in Singapore:

Noting that acceptances of the constitution of 
the World Health Organization by Members of 
the United Nations fall considerablv short of the 
number required to bring the corntitution of th, 
Organization into force; 

JI rwing regard to the urgent and important 
problems of public health and hygiene that re 
quire international action for their solution, 

Recommends all Members of the United Na•• 
tions which have not already done so to accept 
the constitution of the World Health Organization 
at the earliest possible date, and 

Authorizes the Secrctarv-Ct'ncral to trans111it 
the above recommendatio;.. to all Statt~s, which, 
whether Membrrs of the United Nation, or not, 
sent representatives or obserHrs to the Interna­
tional Health Conference.
