135 (II). Entry into force of the Protocol of 
11 December 1946 on Narcotic Drugs 

The General Assembly, 

Desirous of completing as soon as possible the 
transfer from the League of Nations to the United 
Nations of the powers and functions relating to 
the control of narcotic drugs, 

Urges those States which have signed the Pro­
tocol of 11 December 1946 on narcotic drugs but 
have not yet deposited instruments of acceptance, 
to deposit these instruments with the United Na­
tions at the earliest opportunity so that the amend­
ments to the previous international agreements, 
conventions and protocols may enter into force by 
the end of 1947; 

Endorses the invitation of the Economic and 
Social Council to all Member States and all non­
member States which are parties to the interna­
tional agreements, conventions and protocols on 
narcotic drugs to become parties to the Protocol 
of 11 December 1946.

136 (II). International co-operation for the 
prevention of immigration which is 
likely to disturb friendly relations be­
tween nations 

The General Assembly, 

Having noted that its resolutions 8 (I) 1 of 12 
February and 62 (I) 2 of I 5 December 1946 on 
the question ofrefugef',S, and its resolution 103 (I)• 
of 19 November 1946 condemning racial and re­
ligious discrimination, have not been fully imple­
mented, and that hundreds of thousands of vic­
tims of aggression remain in displaced persons 
camps; 

Recalling that one of the principles of the In­
ternational Refugee Organization is that it 
"should exercise special care in cases in which the 
re-establishment or resettlement of refugees or dis­
placed persons might be contemplated, either in 
countries contiguous to their respective countries 
of origin or in non-self-governing countries. The 
Organization should give due weight, among 
other factors, to any evidence of genuine appre­
hension and concern felt in regard to such plans, 
in the former case, by the country of origin of the 
persons involved. or, in the latter case, by the

L' Assemblee generale, 

Ayant constate q ue ses resolutions 8 (I)' du 12 
f evrier et 62 (I) 2 du 15 decembre 1946 relatives 
a la question des refugies, et sa resolution 103 (I)• 
du 19 novembre 1946, condamnant les distinc­
tions de race et de religion, n'ont pas ete complete­
ment mises a execution, et qu'il reste des centaines 
de millicrs de victimes des agressions dans les 
camps de personnes deplacces; 

Rappelant que l'un des principes de !'Organi­
sation internationale des refugies est d'exercer 
"une vigilance particuliere dans lcs cas ou l'on 
peut envisager le rcetablissement OU la reinstalla­
tion de refugies OU de personnes deplacees, soit 
dans des pays limitrophes de leurs pays d'origine, 
soit clans un territoire non autonome quelconque.
