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RESCOLUTI ON 1093 (1997)

Adopted by the Security Council at its 3731st neeting., on
14 January 1997

The Security Council

Recalling its earlier relevant resolutions, and in particular its
resol utions 779 (1992) of 6 Cctober 1992, 981 (1995) of 31 March 1995,
1025 (1995) of 30 Novenber 1995, 1038 (1996) of 15 January 1996, and 1066 (1996)
of 15 July 1996,

Havi ng considered the report of the Secretary-General of 31 Decenber 1996
(S/1996/ 1075),

Reaffirm ng once again its commtnment to the independence, sovereignty and
territorial integrity of the Republic of Croatia,

Noting the Joint Declaration signed at Geneva on 30 Septenber 1992 by the
Presidents of the Republic of Croatia and the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia
which reaffirned their agreenment concerning the demlitarization of the Prevl aka
peni nsul a, enphasizing the contribution that this dem litarization has nade to
t he decrease of tension in the region, and stressing the need for the Republic
of Croatia and the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia to agree on a settlenent which
woul d peacefully resolve their differences,

Noting with concern the violations in the United Nations designated zones
in the region and other activities, including restrictions on the freedom of
nmoverent of United Nations mlitary observers, referred to in the report of the
Secretary- General, which have dangerously increased tensions,

Wel comi ng the mutual recognition anong all the successor States to the
former Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia within their internationally
recogni zed borders, and stressing the inportance of full normalization of
rel ati ons among t hose States,

Commendi ng t he Agreenent on Normalization of Relations between the Republic
of Croatia and the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, signed in Bel grade on
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23 August 1996, committing the parties to resolve peacefully the disputed issue
of Prevlaka by negotiations in the spirit of the Charter of the United Nations
and good nei ghbourly rel ations,

Determ ning that the situation in Croatia continues to constitute a threat
to international peace and security,

1. Aut hori zes the United Nations mlitary observers to continue
monitoring the demlitarization of the Prevlaka peninsula, in accordance with
resol utions 779 (1992) and 981 (1995) and paragraphs 19 and 20 of the report of
the Secretary-General of 13 Decenber 1995 (S/1995/1028*), until 15 July 1997

2. Urges the parties to abide by their nutual commitnents and to
i mpl enent fully the Agreenment on Normalization of Relations between the Republic
of Croatia and the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, and stresses that these are
critical for the establishment of peace and security throughout the region;

3. Calls upon the parties to adopt the practical options proposed by the
United Nations mlitary observers for the inprovenment of safety and security in
the area as referred to in the report of the Secretary-CGeneral of
31 Decenber 1996, and requests that the Secretary-General report by
15 April 1997 on progress nade in inplenenting these practical options, in
particul ar regarding the freedom of novement of the mlitary observers
t hroughout the entire area and respect for the denmilitarization regine;

4. Calls upon the parties to cease and refrain fromall violations and
frommlitary or other activities which may increase tension, to cooperate fully
with the United Nations mlitary observers and to ensure their safety and
freedom of novement, including through the renoval of |andm nes;

5. Requests the Secretary-CGeneral to subnmit to the Council by 5 July 1997
a report for its early consideration on the situation in the Prevl aka peninsul a
as well as on progress nmade by the Republic of Croatia and the Federal Republic
of Yugoslavia towards a settlenment which woul d peacefully resolve their
di f f erences;

6. Requests the United Nations mlitary observers and the nultinationa
stabilization force (SFOR) authorized by the Council in resolution 1088 (1996)
of 12 Decenber 1996 to cooperate fully with each other

7. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter
