The Security Council

Recalling all its relevant resolutions and the statenents of its President,

Havi ng considered the reports of the Secretary-Ceneral on the situation in
Taji kistan of 4 Septenber 1997 (S/1997/686 and Add. 1) and of 5 Novenber 1997
(S/ 1997/ 859),

Havi ng considered also the letter of 17 Cctober 1997 fromthe Secretary-
Ceneral to the President of the Security Council (S/1997/808),

Reaffirmng its conmitnent to the sovereignty and territorial integrity of
the Republic of Tajikistan and to the inviolability of its borders,

Wl com ng the progress made by the parties in the inplenentation of the
Ceneral Agreement on the Establishment of Peace and National Accord in
Taji kistan (S/1997/510) and the effective maintenance of the ceasefire between
t he Governnment of Tajikistan and the United Tajik Opposition (UTO,

Expressing concern that the security situation in Tajikistan renmains
volatile with, in particular, a high level of violence in the central part of
the country, although |arge parts of the country are relatively calm

Wl com ng the decision of the Conmonweal th of |ndependent States to
authorize its Collective Peacekeepi ng Forces (the CI'S Peacekeepi ng Forces) to
assist in providing security for United Nations personnel at the request of the
United Nations Mssion of Cbservers in Tajikistan (UNMOT) and with the agreenent
of the parties,

Taki ng note of the requests of the parties, contained in the CGenera

Agreenent and in the letter of 27 June 1997 fromthe President of the Republic
of Tajikistan and UTO | eader to the Secretary-Ceneral (S/1997/508), for the
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further assistance of the United Nations in inplenmenting the General Agreenent,
and recogni zing that the inplenentation of this Agreenment will require the
consi stent good faith and constant effort of the parties, as well as the
sust ai ned and vi gorous support of the United Nations and the internationa
conmuni ty,

1. Wl cones the reports of the Secretary-General of 4 Septenber 1997 and
of 5 Novenber 1997;

2. Wl cones al so the serious efforts nade by the Governnment of Tajikistan
and the UTOto carry out their conmtments under the General Agreement and the
progress achieved in the activities of the Conm ssion on National Reconciliation
(CNR), the exchange of prisoners of war and detai nees, the registration of UTO
fighters inside Tajikistan and the repatriati on of refugees from Af ghani stan

3. Notes with appreciation the agreement of the parties to forma joint
security unit with the task of providing security, including armed escorts, for
UNMOT personnel and transports mainly in the central part of the country and
calls upon themto establish it w thout delay;

4. Aut hori zes the Secretary-CGeneral to expand the size of UNMOT in
accordance with his recomendati ons;

5. Decides to extend the mandate of UNMOT until 15 May 1998;
6. Decides that the mandate of UNMOT shall be as foll ows:

To use its best efforts to pronote peace and national reconciliation and to
assist in the inplenmentation of the General Agreenent and, to this end, to

(a) Provide good offices and expert advice as stipulated in the CGenera
Agr eenent ;

(b) Cooperate with the CNR and its subcomn ssions, and with the Centra
Commi ssion on El ections and the Hol di ng of a Referendum

(c) Participate in the work of the Contact Group of guarantor States and
organi zations and to serve as its coordinator

(d) Investigate reports of ceasefire violations and report on themto the
United Nations and the CNR

(e) Mnitor the assenbly of UTO fighters and their reintegration
di sarmanent and denobil i zati on;

(f) Assist in the reintegration into governnmental power structures or
denobi | i zati on of ex-conbatants;

(g) Coordinate United Nations assistance to Tajikistan during the
transition period;

(h) Miintain close contacts with the parties, as well as cooperative
liaison with the CI'S Peacekeeping Forces, the Russian border forces and the
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M ssion of the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) in
Taj i ki st an;

7. Calls upon the parties to cooperate further in ensuring the safety and
freedom of novenment of the personnel of the United Nations, the C'S Peacekeeping
Forces, and other international personnel

8. Wl cones the intention of the Secretary-General to convene in Vienna
on 24 and 25 Novenber 1997 a Donor Conference to obtain international support
dedicated to the fulfilment of the General Agreenment, and encourages Menber
States and others concerned to respond pronptly and generously to ensure that
this opportunity is not lost to contribute to the success of the peace process;

9. Further encourages Menber States and others concerned to continue
assistance to alleviate the urgent humanitarian needs in Tajikistan and to offer
support to Tajikistan for the rehabilitation and reconstruction of its econony,;

10. Wel conmes the continued contribution made by the CI'S Peacekeepi ng
Forces in assisting the parties in the inplenentation of the General Agreenent
in coordination with all concerned;

11. Commends the efforts of the Special Representative of the Secretary-
Ceneral and of the personnel of UNMOT and encourages themto continue assisting
the parties in the inplenentation of the General Agreenent;

12. Requests the Secretary-CGeneral to keep the Council inforned of al
significant devel opnents, in particular regarding the security situation, and
al so requests himto report within three nonths of the adoption of this
resolution on its inplenentation;

13. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter
