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. 1 NTRODUCTI ON

"Recalling that respect for human rights and fundamental freedons is
enbodi ed in the Rwandan Constitution as anended by the Peace Agreenent
bet ween t he Governnent of the Rwandese Republic and the Rwandese Patriotic
Front, signed at Arusha on 4 August 1993,7 and that a strengthened human
rights conmponent is indispensable for national reconciliation and
reconstruction,

"10. Reaffirnms that ending inmpunity for acts of genoci de and
violations of human rights and international humanitarian law is an
essential step towards reconstruction and reconciliation in Rwanda;

"11. Calls upon States, bodies and agencies of the United Nations
system and ot her international organizations to intensify their efforts to
contribute further financial and technical support to efforts of the
Governent of Rwanda ained at the resettlenment of all the refugees and
survivors of the 1994 genoci de and nassacres, as well as to the
i npl enentati on of the national reconstruction and resettl enent programre;

"18. Condemms in the strongest terns any acts of viol ence or
intimdation against the staff of the United Nations or any other
i nternational staff serving in Rwanda, and pays tribute to the nenory of
t hose kill ed;

"19. Reconmends that the international community take note of the fact
that the presence of highly experienced and hi ghly professional human
rights field operation staff in Raanda would contribute towards the
est abl i shnent of the Rwandan human rights conm ssion, and al so recomends
that, after consultation with the Governnent of Rwanda, its activities
shoul d aimat strengthening the capacity of Rwandans to deal with human
rights and other related issues and that sufficient resources and | ogistic
support shoul d be provided for that purpose;

"20. Appeals to the international community to contribute further
financial and technical support to the Government of Rwanda towards the
strengt heni ng of the Rwandan judicial systemand the reconstruction of the
human rights infrastructure

violence and intimdation ainmed at driving peopl e away;

"28. Urgently calls upon all States and all parties to the Peace
Agreenent to neet their obligations to cooperate fully with the
International Tribunal for the Prosecution of Persons Responsible for
Serious Violations of International Humanitarian Law Conmitted in the
Territory of the Former Yugoslavia since 1991, as required by Security
Council resolution 827 (1993) of 25 May 1993, including with respect to
surrendering persons sought by the International Tribunal, and urges al
States and the Secretary-General to support the Tribunal to the fullest
extent possible, in particular by helping to ensure that persons indicted
by the Tribunal stand trial before it, and urges all States to consider
providing the Tribunal with I egal and technical expertise not available to
the organization, as provided for in General Assenbly resolution 51/243 of
15 Sept enber 1997;

agents, and the inposition of oppressive neasures directed in particular at
ethnic and religious mnorities,

protection of victinms of war and the Additional Protocols thereto, of 1977,% as
wel |l as the principles and conm tnments undertaken by participating States of the
Organi zation for Security and Cooperation in Europe,

Reaffirm ng that all Menber States have an obligation to pronote and
protect human rights and fundanental freedons and to fulfil their obligations
under the human rights instruments to which they are party, and reaffirm ng al so
the obligation of all to respect international humanitarian |aw,

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Reaffirm ng the territorial integrity of all States in the region, within
their internationally recogni zed borders,

Wl coming the entry into force and inplenentation of the General Franework
Agreenent for Peace in Bosnia and Herzegovina and the annexes thereto
(collectively, the "Peace Agreenent"), initialled at Dayton, Cnhio, on
21 Novenber 1995, and signed by Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Republic of Croatia
and the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (Serbia and Montenegro), representing
al so the Bosnian Serb party, in Paris on 14 Decenber 1995, which, inter alia,
committed the parties in Bosnia and Herzegovina to respect fully human rights,

G avely concerned nonethel ess at the continuing evidence of violations of
human rights and fundanmental freedons taking place to varying degrees in Bosnia
and Herzegovina, the Republic of Croatia and the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia
(Serbia and Mont enegro),

Expressing its concern for fostering denocracy and the rule of lawin the
area, noting the recommendati ons nade by the personal representative of the
Chairman-in-Ofice of the Oganization for Security and Cooperation in Europe on
the situation in the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (Serbia and Montenegro) and
expressing its di sappoi ntnent that those recommendati ons have not been foll owed,

Calling attention to the reports and recomendati ons of the Speci al
Rapporteur of the Comm ssion on Human Rights on the situation of human rights in
the territories of Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Republic of Croatia and the
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (Serbia and Montenegro), including her nost
recent report, of 17 Cctober 1997, %

Recalling all relevant General Assenbly resolutions, especially its
resol ution 51/116 of 12 Decenber 1996, Conmi ssion on Human Rights resol ution
1997/57 of 15 April ® and all relevant resolutions and presidential statenents
of the Security Council, in particular resolution 1009 (1995) of 10 August 1995
and the statenent of 20 Cctober 1997 by the President of the Security Council, %

1. Calls for the full and consistent inplenmentation of the CGenera
Framewor k Agreenent for Peace in Bosnia and Herzegovi na and the annexes thereto,
(the "Peace Agreenent") and the Basic Agreenment on the Region of Eastern
Sl avoni a, Baranja and Western Sirmum (the "Basic Agreement”) by all parties to
t hem

2. Expresses its serious concern about continuing human rights violations
wi t hi n Bosnia and Herzegovina and the delays in fully inplenmenting the human
rights provisions of the Peace Agreenent;

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3. Condemns in the strongest ternms the continued forcible expul sion of

i ndividuals fromtheir homes in Bosnia and Herzegovi na, and the practice of
destroying the hones of those forcibly expelled, and calls for the innmedi ate
arrest and puni shnent of individuals engaged in these actions;

4. Al so condems the continuing restrictions on freedom of novenent, as
noted by the Special Rapporteur in her report, 8 between the Republika Srpska and
the Federation and urges all parties to guarantee the freedom of novenent of
returnees and residents of Bosnia and Herzegovi na;

5. Urges all parties in Bosnia and Herzegovina imedi ately to create
conditions conducive to the safe and voluntary return of refugees and internally
di spl aced persons to their pre-war honmes, and calls upon all entities to repea
property |laws which prevent pre-war residents fromreturning to their homes in
accordance with annex 7 to the Peace Agreement and to ensure the passage of
non-di scrimnatory | egislation as soon as possi bl e;

6. Encourages all parties in Bosnia and Herzegovina to cooperate with and
support the work of the property conm ssion to resol ve outstanding property
cl ai s;

7. Expresses concern for wormen and children, especially in Bosnia and
Her zegovi na, who were victinms of rape used as a weapon of war, and calls for the
perpetrators of rape to be brought to justice while ensuring that victins and
W t nesses recei ve adequate assi stance and protection

8. Urges all States and rel evant organi zations to continue to give
serious consideration to the recommendations in the reports of the Specia
Rapporteur of the Comm ssion on Human Rights on the situation of human rights in
the territories of Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Republic of Croatia and the
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (Serbia and Mntenegro), in particular the
recomendati on concerning provision for the continuation of necessary nedica
and psychol ogi cal care to victins of rape within the framework of programes to
rehabilitate wonen and children traumati zed by war, as well as the provision of
protection, counselling and support to victins and w t nesses;

9. Recogni zes the extraordinary suffering of the victinms of rape and
sexual violence and the necessity for an appropriate response to provide
assistance to those victins, and expresses its concern, in particular, for the
wel fare of those victins who are currently anong the internally displaced or
otherw se affected by the war and who have experienced severe trauma and require
psychol ogi cal and ot her assi stance;

10. Insists that all parties inplenent fully the commitnents nade in the
Peace Agreement to protect human rights, and also insists that the parties act
to pronote and protect denocratic institutions of governnent at all levels in

their respective countries, to ensure freedom of expression and of the nmedia, to
al l ow and encourage freedom of association, including with respect to politica
parties, and to ensure freedom of novenent, and that the parties in Bosnia and
Her zegovi na conply with the human rights provisions of their nationa
Constitution;
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11. Calls upon all parties and States in the region to ensure that the
promotion of human rights, including the fulfilnent of their respective human
rights obligations by the parties to the Peace Agreenent, as well as the
strengt hening of national institutions, will be a central elenment in the new
civilian structure inplenmenting the Peace Agreenent, as prom sed at the peace
i npl enent ati on neetings held in London on 6 Decenber 1996 and in Sintra,
Portugal, on 30 May 1997,

12. Calls upon the Governnment of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia
(Serbia and Montenegro) to undertake substantially greater efforts to institute
denocratic norms, especially in regard to the pronotion and protection of free
and i ndependent nedia, and full respect for human rights and fundamenta
freedons;

13. Also calls upon the Government of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia
(Serbia and Montenegro) to ensure the speedy and consi stent investigation of
acts of discrimnation and viol ence agai nst refugees, and to ensure the arrest
and puni shnment of those responsible for those acts;

14. Further calls upon the CGovernnent of the Federal Republic of
Yugosl avia (Serbia and Montenegro) to allow for the return of Federal Republic
of Yugoslavia (Serbia and Montenegro) nationals and refugees currently outside
its territory;

15. Urgently denmands that the authorities of the Federal Republic of
Yugosl avia (Serbia and Montenegro) take i medi ate action to put an end to the
repression of, and prevent viol ence against, non-Serb popul ati ons i n Kosovo,
i ncluding acts of harassment, beatings, torture, warrantl ess searches, arbitrary
detention and unfair trials, and also to respect the rights of persons bel ongi ng
to mnority groups in the Sandjak and Vojvodi na and of persons belonging to the
Bul garian mnority and to allow the i medi ate, unconditional return of the |ong-
termm ssion of the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe to
Kosovo, Sandjak and Vojvodina, called for in Security Council resolution
855 (1993) of 9 August 1993;

16. Calls upon the Governnent of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia
(Serbia and Montenegro) to respect the denocratic process and to act i mediately
to allow freedom of expression and assenbly and full and free participation by
all residents in Kosovo in the political, economc, social and cultural life of
the region, particularly in the areas of education and health care, and to
ensure that all the residents of the region are guaranteed equal treatnent and
protection regardl ess of ethnic affiliation

17. Strongly urges the Covernnent of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia
(Serbia and Montenegro) to revoke all discrimnatory |legislation and to apply
all other legislation without discrimnation and to take urgent action to
prevent arbitrary evictions and dism ssals and discrimnnation against any ethnic
or national, religious or linguistic group

18. Calls upon the Governnment of the Republic of Croatia to undertake
greater efforts to strengthen its adherence to denocratic nornms, especially in
regard to the pronotion and protection of free and i ndependent nedia; and to
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cooperate fully with the United Nations Transitional Adm nistration for Eastern
Sl avoni a, Baranja and Western Sirmumto ensure that the reintegration of
Eastern Sl avonia occurs peacefully and with respect for the human rights of all
residents and returning displaced persons and refugees, including those
belonging to mnorities, and their right to remain, |leave or return in safety
and dignity; and to enable refugees to return, as agreed by the Governnent of
the Republic of Croatia on 5 August 1997;

19. Strongly condemns instances of harassment of displaced Serbs and
reports of collusion or active participation in such acts by Croatian nmemnbers of
the Transitional Police Force of the Region of Eastern Sl avonia, Baranja and
Western Sirmium and calls upon the Governnent of the Republic of Croatia to
strengthen and to take continuing neasures to end all fornms of discrimnation by
Croatian authorities in the areas of enploynent, pronotion, education, pensions
and health care, anpbng others;

20. Wl cones the recent establishnent by the Governnent of the Republic of
Croatia of the national programme for the re-establishnent of trust and calls
for its full and pronpt inplenentation

21. Insists that all authorities in Bosnia and Herzegovi na cooperate fully
wi th the Conm ssion on Human Rights for Bosnia and Herzegovi na, created under
annex 6 to the Peace Agreement, in particular by providing information and
resource reports requested by the Human Ri ghts Orbudsman and by participating in
heari ngs before the Human Ri ghts Chanber, and demands that the Republika Srpska
cease its pattern of non-cooperation with the Conm ssion

22. Calls upon the Comm ssion on Human Rights for Bosnia and Herzegovi na
to intensify its activities concerning alleged or apparent violations of human
rights, or alleged or apparent discrimnation of any kind;

23. Urges the parties to inplenment wthout delay, the results of recent
muni ci pal el ections, through the Constitution, of councils in all nunicipalities
of Bosnia and Herzegovi na

24. Calls for the continuing inplenentation by the Republic of Croatia of
a new general ammesty |aw, enacted on 20 Septenber 1996 and intended in part to
pronot e confidence on the part of the local Serb popul ation

25. Wl conmes the signing of cross-border agreenents between the Federa
Republ i ¢ of Yugosl avia (Serbia and Montenegro) and the Republic of Croatia on
14 Septenber 1997 and the easing of border crossing between Bosnia and
Her zegovi na and the Republic of Croati a;

26. Calls upon the CGovernnent of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia
(Serbia and Montenegro) to undertake a consistent border reginme with al
nei ghbouring countri es;

27. Strongly urges the Government of the Republic of Croatia to allow the
expedi tious voluntary return of all refugees, including those fromthe Federa
Republ i ¢ of Yugoslavia (Serbia and Montenegro), and of displaced persons, and to
take all appropriate nmeasures to secure their safety and human rights, to
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resolve in the franework of the rule of law, in conformty with internationa
standards, the issue of property rights, to make a sustained effort to ensure

t he provision of equal access to protection and to social and housing
reconstruction assistance regardless of ethnicity, and to investigate and arrest
t hose responsi ble for acts of violence and intimdation ained at driving people
away;

28. Ugently calls upon all States and all parties to the Peace Agreenent
to neet their obligations to cooperate fully with the International Tribunal for
t he Prosecution of Persons Responsible for Serious Violations of Internationa
Humani tarian Law Committed in the Territory of the Former Yugoslavia since 1991
as required by Security Council resolution 827 (1993) of 25 May 1993, incl uding
with respect to surrendering persons sought by the International Tribunal, and
urges all States and the Secretary-General to support the Tribunal to the
fullest extent possible, in particular by helping to ensure that persons
indicted by the Tribunal stand trial before it, and urges all States to consider
providing the Tribunal with I egal and technical expertise not available to the
organi zation, as provided for in General Assenbly resolution 51/243 of
15 Sept enber 1997;

29. Strongly condemms the continuing refusal of the authorities of the
Republ i ka Srpska and the CGovernnent of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia
(Serbia and Montenegro) to arrest and surrender indicted war crimnals known to
be present in their territories, as they have agreed to do;

30. Welconmes with satisfaction the measures recently taken by the
Government of the Republic of Croatia to facilitate the voluntary return of ten
persons indicted by the International Tribunal, in accord with the Peace
Agreenent, and wel conmes in this regard the increased cooperation with the
Tribunal by the Republic of Croatia and the central authorities of Bosnia and
Her zegovi na, whi ch have enacted inplenmenting | egislation and have transferred
i ndictees to the Tribunal

31. Demands that the Governnment of Bosnia and Herzegovina, in particular
the authorities of the Republika Srpska, and the Governnment of the Federa
Republ i ¢ of Yugoslavia (Serbia and Montenegro) ensure full and free access to
their territories to all institutions and organi zati ons concerned with the
i npl enentati on of the present resolution, including non-governnenta
or gani zati ons;

32. Welcones the interimreports of the Special Rapporteur of the
Conmmi ssion on Human Rights on the situation of human rights in the territories
of Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Republic of Croatia and the Federal Republic of
Yugosl avia (Serbia and Montenegro), and commends the Special Rapporteur and the
United Nations Human Rights Field Operation in the Former Yugoslavia for their
continuing efforts;

33. Urges all parties to inplenment fully the recomendati ons of the
Speci al Rapporteur of the Conm ssion on Human Ri ghts;

34. Calls upon the authorities of the States and entities within the
mandat e of the Special Rapporteur to cooperate with her and to provide her on a

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regul ar basis with informati on about the actions they are taking to inplenent
her recommendati ons;

35. Wl cones technical cooperation and assi stance programmes pl anned by
the Ofice of the United Nations Hi gh Comm ssioner for Human Rights in
consultation with the Governnent of Croatia, and calls upon the Ofice of the
United Nations H gh Comm ssioner for Human Rights to initiate, at the earliest
possi bl e opportunity, projects enphasizing human rights training for
prof essionals involved in | aw enforcenent and the rule of law, as well as hunman
rights educati on;

36. Reaffirnms, as recommended previously by the Special Rapporteur, that
maj or reconstruction aid nust be nmade conditional on denonstrated respect for
human rights, and enphasizes in that context the necessity of cooperation wth
the International Tribunal, and welconmes in this regard the concl usions of the
meeting of the Steering Board of the Peace Inplenmentation Council and of the
Presi dency of Bosnia and Herzegovina held in Paris on 14 Novenber 1996 and in
Sintra, Portugal, on 30 May 1997

37. Wl comes the commtnents of the international conmunity for post-war
reconstructi on and devel opnent assi stance, and encourages the expansi on of that
assi stance, while noting that such assistance should be conditioned on ful
conpliance by the parties with the agreenents that have been made;

38. Welcones the efforts of the Oganization for Security and Cooperation
in Europe, the Council of Europe, the Organization of the Islamc Conference,
t he European Community Monitoring M ssion and the United Nations Hi gh
Conmmi ssioner for Human Rights in nonitoring and strengthening respect for human
rights and fundamental freedons in Bosnia and Herzegovi na and the regi on and
wel cones the Republic of Croatia's adherence to and firmand formal comm tnent
to abide by the European Convention for the Protection of Human Ri ghts and
Fundanent al Freedons and its additional protocols, the European Convention for
the Prevention of Torture and |Inhuman or Degradi ng Treatnent or Punishnent, the
Eur opean Charter of Local Self-CGovernnent, the Framework Convention for the
Protection of National Mnorities and the European Charter for Regional or
M nority Languages;

39. Calls for an imediate end to illegal and/or hidden detention by al
parties, and requests that the Special Rapporteur investigate allegations of
hi dden det ai nees;

40. Calls upon the parties to the Peace Agreenent to take i medi ate steps
to determine the identity, the whereabouts and the fate of m ssing persons,
inter alia, near Srebrenica, Zepa, Prijedor, Sanski Mst and Vukovar, including
t hrough cl ose cooperation with the International Conm ssion on M ssing Persons
in the Forner Yugoslavia, other international humanitarian organizations and
i ndependent experts, the Special Rapporteur, the Wrking Goup on the process
for traci ng persons unaccounted for, chaired by the International Committee of
the Red Cross, and the Expert G oup on Exhumation and M ssing Persons, chaired
by the H gh Representative, and stresses the inportance of coordinating work in
this area;
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41. Encourages all Governnents to respond favourably to the appeals for
vol untary contributions for the benefit of the Conmm ssion on Human Rights for
Bosni a and Herzegovi na, the Conmm ssion for Real Property Cains of Refugees and
Di spl aced Persons for Bosnia and Herzegovi na, the International Comm ssion on
M ssing Persons in the Forner Yugoslavia, the Ofice of the United Nations Hi gh
Conmi ssioner for Human Rights and other institutions of reconciliation,
denocracy and justice in the region

42. Encourages, inter alia, the Organization for Security and Cooperation
in Europe, the Council of Europe, the Organization of the Islamc Conference,
t he European Community Monitoring M ssion, the United Nations H gh Comn ssioner
for Human Ri ghts and other relevant international organizations to coordinate
closely their efforts in the field of human rights, with a view to contributing
to the inplementation of the present resolution

43. Decides to continue its exam nation of this question at its fifty-
third session under the itementitled "Human rights questions”.
