1.  Atits 33rd meeting, on 23 November 1998, the Fifth Cattee, pursuant to rule 153

of the rules of procedure of the General Assembly, considered the statement by the Secretary-

32, Staff assessment, to be offset by a correspondirauatrunder income section 1, Income
from staff assessment.
