Draft condusions by the Chaiman

1 The Subsidiary Body for Scientific and Tedchnologicd Advice (SBSTA) noted with
appreaation the report of the Chairman of the Global Climate Observing System (GCOS)
Steaing Committeg on behalf of the agencies participating in the Climate Agenda.

2. The SBJ A expressedts appreiation for the preparion by the GCOS sectarnat of the
preliminary draft guidance for reporting on systematic observation, prepared for the workshop on
the revised guddinesfor the preparion of national communicaions by Patiesincludedin
Annrex | to the Convention (Bonn, 17-19 Mart 1999) It notedthat the GCOS drft gudanceis
undergoing further review. The SBS A deddedto considerthe issue atts deventh sesson and
it urgedthe GCOS sectariat to makethe revised drét gudance available in suficient time for
that ses®n.

3. The SBSTA invited the agencies participating in the Climate Agenda, through the GCOS
secetariat, to report to the SBS A atits deventh sesgon on their further a¢ions and pans, in
acwordance with deasion 14/CP4, including proposds to hold workshops and, in prepaing to do
S0, to consut widdy, including, inter alia, with the Convention secetariat, the Chairman of the
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) and the Global Environment Fadlity (GEF).

4, The SBS A noted with concem reports of the mntinued degrad#on of the obsening
cgpability in developing countries and urged Parties to enhance support for capady-building in
developing countriesto enable them through, inter alia, GCOS and related adivities, both to

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reversethat degradon and to improve the olledion, exchange and utili zation of daato meet
locd, regona and intemational needs.

5. The SBIA, in acordance with paragrap 5 of deagsion 2/CP4, invitedthe GEF to
includein its report to the Conference of the Patiesthe spedic depsit hastaken to implement
the povisions of paragrap 1 (c)of dedsion 2/CPA4.

6. The SBJ A dsonotedthat, whilst degsion 14/CP4 focuseson adions to improve dobal
monitoring cgpabilities for climate to med the needs of the Convention, Parties also need
similarly to supprt researh on dimate change, both nationally and internationally.

7. The SBS A notedthat the secetariat would asses#s capaity to cary out the adivities
requegedin this conclugon in the light of the piogramme budgetfor 2000-20010 be
recommendedby the SBIfor appioval by COP 5 ad would report back on this matter to the
SBSTA atits deventh sessn.
