Having consideredhe information submitted pursuant to dedsion13/CP.4 by Parties, by
intergovernmental organizations, in particular the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change
and the Technology and Economic Assessient Panel underthe Montred Protocol, and by
non-governmental organizations, on potential and avail able ways and means of limiting
emissons of hydrofluorocarbons and perfluorocarbons,
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1. Inviteseach Party to give consideration to this information on available and
potential ways and means of limiting emissions of hydrofluorocarbons and perfluorocarbons,
taking into accountnter alia, health, medical, environmental and safety considerations, energy
efficiency and associated emissions in carbon dioxide equivalent, and technical and economic
considerations;

3. Requestshe Subsidiary Body for Scientific and Technological Advice to further

consider information aspects of this issue at its first session following the sixth session of the
Conference of the Parties.
