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SECDRITY COUNCIL STRONGLY CONDEMNS REW OUTBREAK OF VIOLENCE BETWEEN BOSNIAN
GOVERRMENTAL FORCES ANWD BOSNIAN CROAT PARAMILITARY UNITS

Members Appalled by Reportg of Atrocities and Killings of Muglim Families

Following consultations held this evening, the President of the Security
Council, Jamsheed K.A. Marker (Pakistan), made the following statement to the
press:

"The members of the Security Council are deeply concerned by the reports
on the outbreak of military hostilities between Bosnian governmental forces
and Bosnian Croat paramilitary units north and west of Sarajevo. They are
appalled by the reports corroborated by the United Nations Protection Force
(UNPROFOR) of atrocities and killings, in particular the setting on fire of
Muslim houses and the shooting of entire families in two villages by Bosnian
Croat paramilitary units.

"The members of the Security Council strongly condemn this new outbreak
of violence undermining the overall efforts to establish a cease-fire and
achieve a political solution of the conflict in the Republic of Bosnia and
Herzegovina and demand that Bosnian governmental forces and Bosnian Croat
paramilitary units cease immediately those hostilities and that all parties
refrain from taking any action which endangers the lives and well-being of the
inhabitants of the region, strictly comply with their previous commitments
including the cease-fire and redouble their efforts.to settle the conflict.
They call upon all the parties to cooperate with the current efforts in this
regard by UNPROFOR and Lord Owen, Co-Chairman of the Steering Committee of the
International Conference on the Former Yugoslavia.

"The members of the Security Council also demand that the Bosnian Serbs
fully implement resolution 819 (1993), including the immediate withdrawal from

the areas surrounding Srebrenica, and allow UNPROFOR personnel unimpeded
accees to the town."
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
