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Durante el periodo que abarca el informe, factores regionales e internacionales
han fortalecido las iniciativas en favor de la pacificacion en el Yemen. El acuerdo entre
la Republica Islamica del Iran y la Arabia Saudita firmado en marzo de 2023 bajo los
auspicios de China, las conversaciones entre los huzies y la Arabia Saudita con la
mediacion de Oman, el acuerdo sobre el intercambio de prisioneros entre la Republica
Islamica del Iran y los Estados Unidos de América y la creciente implicacién de China
en las cuestiones de Oriente Medio han generado un impulso positivo en la region.

Desde diciembre de 2022 el conflicto en el Yemen se encuentra en un nivel de
intensidad bajo, que algunos analistas describieron como una “tregua oficiosa”. Sin
embargo, durante el periodo que abarca el informe aumento la difusion de contenidos
provocadores y belicosos propagados por plataformas mediaticas afiliadas a los huzies
y al Gobierno del Yemen, lo cual obstaculizé los avances en las conversaciones. En
particular, los huzies emitieron recientemente numerosas declaraciones en las que
amenazaron a la Coalicion para Apoyar la Legitimidad en el Yemen con que
reanudarian las hostilidades si no se atendian sus exigencias.

El Consejo Presidencial de Liderazgo viene atravesando una fase de importantes
conflictos internos. Esos problemas estructurales repercutieron en su capacidad para
prestar servicios publicos basicos, por lo que fue objeto de duras criticas por parte del
pueblo yemeni. Si persistiesen estos problemas, la cohesion del Consejo Presidencial
de Liderazgo correria peligro, y podrian estallar enfrentamientos militares entre las
fuerzas afiliadas a sus miembros.

Los huzies siguen negandose a entablar conversaciones directas con el Gobierno
del Yemen. Persisten en sus exigencias, como el pago de los sueldos, en particular los
del personal militar y de seguridad, el aumento del numero de vuelos desde y hacia
Sana, y la obtencion de una parte importante de los ingresos derivados del petroleo.
Asimismo, exhibieron sus capacidades militares en varios desfiles y ejercicios con el
fin de ejercer mas presion sobre la Coalicion y sobre el Gobierno del Yemen.

En las primeras lineas continuaron las operaciones militares entre los huzies y
las fuerzas afiliadas al Gobierno, con enfrentamientos, bombardeos y ataques con
aeronaves no tripuladas que causaron bajas civiles y destruccion de propiedades. Un gran
porcentaje de los conflictos tiene lugar entre grupos armados no asociados a los huzies.
Tanto en las zonas controladas por el Gobierno como en las controladas por los huzies se
registran conflictos tribales entre tribus y conflictos entre tribus y grupos armados.

Hasta abril de 2023, la mayoria de los incidentes atribuidos a Al-Qaida en la
Peninsula Arabiga habian estado dirigidos contra las fuerzas armadas afiliadas al
Consejo de Transicion del Sur en Abyan. Posteriormente, gran parte de los ataques
pasaron a tener lugar en Shabwa.

Desde diciembre de 2022 se han denunciado tres incidentes relacionados con la
proteccion maritima, de los cuales uno involucroé a un granelero y los otros dos a yates.
La tensién estd aumentando en el mar Rojo, donde los huzies estan estableciendo una
presencia naval en la isla de Kamaran, frente a Al-Hudayda. Al mismo tiempo, la
Guardia Costera Yemeni tiene bases en islas del mar Rojo cercanas a Al-Hudayda, lo
cual genera potenciales riesgos para los buques y pequefias embarcaciones que
transitan por aguas territoriales yemenies. El 11 de agosto de 2023 se evitd un desastre
ambiental de grandes proporciones al completarse el trasbordo de 1,1 millones de
barriles de petrdleo de la unidad flotante de almacenamiento y descarga (FSO) Safer

al buque Yemen (antes Nautica). Alin quedan cuestiones pendientes relacionadas con
la propiedad del petroleo, el buque Yemen y los ingresos derivados de la venta de la
FSO Safer.

En cuanto al embargo de armas selectivo, el Grupo observa que se han registrado
violaciones a gran escala que involucran material militar, como misiles balisticos,
misiles de crucero, misiles antibuque, aeronaves no tripuladas de ataque, artefactos
explosivos improvisados flotantes y cientos de vehiculos todoterreno convertidos para
transportar diversos sistemas de armas que fueron exhibidos por los huzies durante los
desfiles militares realizados en Al-Hudayda y Sana en septiembre de 2022.

Entre noviembre de 2022 y junio de 2023, el Gobierno del Yemen interceptd 254
aeronaves no tripuladas, 100 motores para aeronaves no tripuladas, casi 5 toneladas de
precursores quimicos para explosivos, 2 vehiculos de propulsion para buceo y diversas
piezas de equipo militar. Entre diciembre de 2022 y enero de 2023 se incautaron en
aguas internacionales varios miles de fusiles de asalto, una gran cantidad de
municiones, y componentes de sistemas de vigilancia electrodpticos y de misiles
balisticos de mediano alcance.

Todas esas incautaciones de material, corroboradas por declaraciones formuladas
por varios oficiales huzies, demuestran que los huzies estan reforzando drasticamente sus
capacidades militares terrestres y navales, incluso a nivel subacuatico, asi como su arsenal
de misiles y aeronaves no tripuladas, en contravencion del embargo de armas selectivo.

Las partes en el conflicto del Yemen continian perpetrando violaciones del
derecho internacional humanitario y del derecho internacional de los derechos
humanos. El Grupo document6é numerosos casos relacionados, entre otras cosas, con
detenciones arbitrarias y desapariciones forzadas, torturas y otras formas de malos
tratos o castigos, en particular contra migrantes, reclutamiento y utilizacion de nifios,
y violencia sexual y de género. La mayoria de las violaciones investigadas por el
Grupo fueron atribuidas a los huzies, que siguen reclutando y utilizando a nifios, sobre
todo en el contexto de los campamentos de verano, en proporciones alarmantes. La
introduccion de nuevos cambios en los planes de estudios, con contenidos centrados
en el odio, la violencia y el adoctrinamiento militar, es profundamente preocupante.

La decision de los huzies de aplicar en forma mas estricta la norma relativa al
varoén acompafiante (mahram) esta obstaculizando el acceso de las mujeres y las niflas
a los servicios sanitarios basicos, incluida la salud reproductiva. La libertad de
expresion esta restringida en el Yemen. Los periodistas, los activistas de derechos
humanos y los activistas de la sociedad civil son acosados y sometidos a malos tratos
por muchas de las partes involucradas en el conflicto. A menudo permanecen detenidos
durante periodos prolongados, incluso en régimen de incomunicacion, por haber
denunciado casos de corrupcion, extorsion o abusos contra los derechos humanos.

Las minas terrestres, que suelen ser colocadas cerca de edificios civiles, como
viviendas, escuelas y mezquitas, los artefactos explosivos improvisados y los restos
explosivos de guerra siguen constituyendo graves amenazas para la poblacion civil,
especialmente para los nifios.

También se denunciaron casos de ciberviolencia de género relacionada con el
conflicto, como acoso y difamacion contra mujeres activistas, incluidas las que estan
en la didspora, en particular por parte de los huzies. Por tltimo, algunas partes en el
conflicto contintan obstaculizando la entrega de asistencia humanitaria. Las denuncias
recibidas sobre el desvio de fondos humanitarios y articulos de socorro por parte de
los huzies son especialmente preocupantes.

En el frente econdmico, una guerra econdmica a gran escala ha sustituido a la
guerra militar a gran escala. Los problemas econémicos que asolan al Yemen estan
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ahora estrechamente vinculados con la situacion politica y militar en general. El
Yemen esta dividido en dos zonas monetarias, comerciales y econémicas distintas. Los
huzies parecen haber desplegado un conjunto calibrado de medidas econdmicas
coercitivas relacionadas con los sectores maritimo, terrestre y aéreo con el fin de
incapacitar al Gobierno del Yemen e impedir que funcione como Gobierno. Los
ataques a los activos maritimos, la prohibicion de las exportaciones de petroleo crudo,
el desvio del comercio internacional de Adén a Al-Hudayda, el bloqueo de carreteras,
la prohibiciéon de la comercializacion interna de un producto clave, como el gas para
cocinar, y la mas reciente congelacion de fondos de la aerolinea nacional, Yemenia,
son algunos indicadores de la estrategia de los huzies. El mantenimiento de la
prohibicion de algunas series de billetes emitidos por el Banco Central del Yemen en
Adén, el posible uso de billetes y pasaportes falsos y los continuos enfrentamientos
regulatorios entre los dos bancos centrales amenazan la estabilidad monetaria y
econdmica del Yemen.

Como consecuencia de los ataques contra la terminal petrolifera de Dabbah, el
Gobierno del Yemen esta perdiendo unos 1.200 millones de doélares de ingresos al afio.
Durante el periodo comprendido entre abril de 2022 y junio de 2023 el desplazamiento
de las importaciones de Adén a Al-Hudayda se tradujo en una enorme pérdida de
ingresos para el Gobierno del Yemen, que ascendié a 637.360 millones de riales
yemenies, y en una importante ganancia para los huzies. Se estima que la pérdida total
de ingresos derivada de la prohibicion de comprarle al Gobierno del Yemen gas para
cocinar es de 64.000 millones de riales yemenies al afio. Con el nuevo mecanismo de
recaudacion de ingresos en los puntos aduaneros terrestres, implementado en marzo
de 2023, los huzies han comenzado a tratar a las zonas controladas por el Gobierno
como territorio extranjero a efectos aduaneros, lo cual de hecho ha dividido al Yemen
en dos paises.

Como consecuencia del continuo deterioro de la situacidon econdmica en las
zonas controladas por el Gobierno, en particular las elevadas tasas de inflacion, la
depreciacion del rial yemeni, que cruzé la barrera de los 1.400 en julio de 2023, y el
deficiente sistema de prestacion de servicios publicos, especialmente de electricidad,
se produjeron disturbios civiles en varias ciudades. El Yemen ha sido testigo del
resurgimiento de un movimiento politico que exige la libre determinacion del sur. A
pesar de que las cuestiones econémicas han sido un tema clave en los didlogos politicos
y diplomaticos de los Gltimos meses, la imposibilidad de encontrar un terreno comutn
al respecto ha llevado al estancamiento de las conversaciones de paz.

Sin embargo, habida cuenta de la implicacion de actores regionales e
internacionales, es menos probable que los huzies, a pesar de sus amenazadoras
declaraciones, emprendan otra guerra a gran escala. En lugar de ello, es posible que
continien con sus calculadas politicas destinadas a extremar las tensiones e
intensifiquen los ataques en varios frentes para resolver la cuestion del pago de los
sueldos. En términos generales, no obstante, es probable que adhieran al marco del
acercamiento entre la Arabia Saudita y el Iran. Es esencial adoptar un plan de multiples
fases que tenga en cuenta las variables contextuales. En esta etapa, la prioridad deberia
consistir en la consecucion de un alto el fuego oficial. Por consiguiente, seria
importante acordar la adopcidén de medidas graduales y reciprocas de fomento de la
confianza sobre cuestiones menos conflictivas a fin de alcanzar el objetivo.

Introduccion

1. El presente informe, que es presentado al Consejo de Seguridad en
cumplimiento de lo dispuesto en el parrafo 3 de la resolucion 2675 (2023), abarca el
periodo comprendido entre el 1 de diciembre de 2022 y €l 31 de agosto de 20231 e
incluye la informacion solicitada en el parrafo 16 de la resolucion 2624 (2022), asi
como conclusiones actualizadas sobre algunos de los casos investigados en el marco
del informe final del Grupo de 21 de febrero de 2023 (S/2023/130).

2. El Grupo adopto las mejores practicas y los métodos recomendados por el Grupo
de Trabajo Oficioso del Consejo de Seguridad sobre Cuestiones Generales relativas a
las Sanciones (S/2006/997). El Grupo ha hecho hincapié en el cumplimiento de las
normas relativas a la transparencia, la objetividad y las fuentes, las pruebas
documentales, la corroboracion obtenida de fuentes independientes verificables y el
ofrecimiento de la posibilidad de responder?. Asimismo, el Grupo siguié cooperando
con el Equipo de Apoyo Analitico y Vigilancia de las Sanciones establecido en virtud
de la resolucion 1526 (2004) y también colabord estrechamente con el Grupo de
Expertos sobre Somalia establecido en virtud de la resolucion 2444 (2018).

3. El 15 de febrero de 2023, en su resolucion 2675 (2023), el Consejo de Seguridad
prorrogd el mandato del Grupo hasta el 15 de diciembre de 2023. De los cinco
miembros del Grupo nombrados por el Secretario General (véanse S/2023/235 y
S/2023/518), los contratos del experto en finanzas y de la experta en grupos armados
comenzaron el 29 de marzo de 2023, y los de la experta en derecho internacional
humanitario, el experto en armas y el experto en asuntos regionales comenzaron el 3
de abril, el 22 de abril y el 24 de julio de 2023, respectivamente.

4.  En 2023, los miembros del Grupo viajaron a la Arabia Saudita, Djibouti, los
Emiratos Arabes Unidos, el Irdn (Republica Islamica del), el Reino Unido de Gran
Bretafia € Irlanda del Norte y el Yemen (Adén, Dabbah y Al-Mukalla)®. El Grupo llevo
a cabo inspecciones fisicas y virtuales del material, incluidos componentes de misiles
y municiones incautados por los Estados Unidos de América, Francia y el Reino
Unido, y de los restos hallados en los lugares de las explosiones. El Grupo mantuvo
reuniones presenciales y se comunic6 en forma virtual con multiples interlocutores,
y también se reunio con el Presidente del Consejo de Liderazgo Presidencial y con el
Primer Ministro y otros representantes del Gobierno del Yemen.

5. El Grupo enviéo 74 cartas oficiales, 64 de las cuales estaban dirigidas a
24 Estados Miembros y 10 a organizaciones, entidades y empresas; al 31 de agosto
de 2023, todavia habia 35 respuestas pendientes (véase el anexo 3).

Acontecimientos que afectan a la paz, la seguridad
y la estabilidad en el Yemen

6. Desde diciembre de 2022 el conflicto en el Yemen se encuentra en un nivel de
intensidad bajo, que algunos analistas describieron como una “tregua oficiosa”. El

L El periodo abarcado en el informe final del Grupo (S/2023/130) finalizo el 30 de noviembre de
2022; por consiguiente, el presente informe final abarca el periodo comprendido entre el 1 de
diciembre de 2022 y el 31 de agosto de 2023. La fecha limite para examinar las respuestas de
los Estados Miembros a las preguntas formuladas por el Grupo con miras a la preparacién del
presente informe fue el 31 de agosto de 2023.

3 Los principales toponimos del Yemen se reproducen en consonancia con el mapa del sistema de
informacion geografica de las Naciones Unidas que figura en el anexo 2.
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enfoque proactivo de la comunidad internacional para encontrar una solucion
permanente al conflicto en el Yemen ha proporcionado el espacio necesario para las
gestiones diplomaticas a nivel regional y bilateral. Asimismo, el intercambio de
prisioneros que tuvo lugar en abril de 2023 representd un elemento importante en el
proceso de distension entre algunas de las partes beligerantes, especialmente dado que
entre los detenidos liberados se encontraban figuras prominentes (véase el parrafo 134).
Sin embargo, los contenidos provocadores y belicosos difundidos por plataformas de
medios sociales afiliadas a los huzies y al Gobierno siguieron teniendo un efecto
negativo a la hora de lograr avances en las conversaciones. Presionados por la
inestabilidad interna y por las huelgas, los huzies emitieron recientemente numerosas
declaraciones en las que amenazaron a la Coalicion para Apoyar la Legitimidad en el
Yemen con que reanudarian las hostilidades si no se atendian sus exigencias*.
Continuaron los desacuerdos sobre cuestiones controvertidas, y las conversaciones con
la Arabia Saudita se han estancado. Las partes interesadas pertinentes deberian hacer
todo lo posible para evitar que la situacidon se deteriore y vuelvan a producirse
enfrentamientos militares.

7.  Las continuas violaciones del derecho internacional humanitario y del derecho
internacional de los derechos humanos perpetradas por las partes en el conflicto han
dado lugar a un entorno de violencia normalizada en el que prevalece la impunidad. La
poblacion civil, en particular las mujeres y los nifios, sigue siendo la mas afectada por
el prolongado conflicto y es sometida a todo tipo de violencia y abusos. La violencia
sexual y de género, el reclutamiento y utilizacion de nifios, la detencion arbitraria y la
tortura sistematica son algunas de las principales amenazas para la paz y la seguridad
en el Yemen. El Grupo considera que sin un sistema solido de rendicion de cuentas y
justicia en el pais, las perspectivas de lograr una paz sostenible son muy limitadas.

Dindamica regional e internacional

8. Distintos factores regionales e internacionales contribuyeron a lograr que
imperara en el Yemen una situacion similar a una tregua. Por ejemplo, el acercamiento
entre la Arabia Saudita y el Iran bajo los auspicios de China desemboc6 en un acuerdo
en marzo de 2023. Asimismo, la iniciacidén de conversaciones directas entre la Arabia
Saudita y los huzies en Sana, bajo los auspicios de Oman, alland el camino para la
celebracion de conversaciones concretas, lo cual podria llevar a la consecucion de un
acuerdo de paz. Ese nuevo enfoque saudi para lograr una solucién negociada del
conflicto yemeni fue percibido como una sefial de buena voluntad y fue elogiado por
varias instancias regionales. Algunos analistas interpretaron la nueva estrategia como
un reflejo de la determinacion saudi de poner fin a los enfrentamientos militares para
centrarse en su estrategia de desarrollo para 2030.

9.  Entretanto, el intercambio de prisioneros que tuvo lugar entre la Republica
Islamica del Iran y los Estados Unidos de América en agosto de 2023 y la liberacion
de los activos iranies congelados crearon sin duda un entorno regional positivo. Esta
importante novedad, que sigui6é a un aumento de la presencia militar estadounidense
en la region, podria verse fortalecida mediante la adopcion de otras medidas
complementarias. La creciente implicacion econdémica de China en Oriente Medio ha
creado un nuevo vinculo entre China, la Arabia Saudita y la Republica Islamica del
Iran. Esto quizas aliente a China a desempefiar un papel en la estabilizacion de la
relacion entre la Arabia Saudita y el IranS.

En diciembre de 2022, durante la visita del Presidente Xi Jinping a Riad, China firmé 35 acuerdos
con la Arabia Saudita (véase https://www.arabnews.com/node/2213196/amp).
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Acontecimientos en el seno del Gobierno del Yemen

10. El Consejo Presidencial de Liderazgo ha enfrentado muchas dificultades y
criticas. Las divergentes opiniones y aspiraciones politicas de sus miembros
repercutieron en su unidad y su desempefio. Los cuatro comités que se formaron tras
la creacion del Consejo Presidencial de Liderazgo — a saber, el juridico, el econémico,
el de seguridad y militar y el de reconciliaciéon — no pudieron lograr ninglin avance
tangible en las tareas que se les asignaron®. Lo que es mas importante, el comité
militar no logré unificar las distintas fuerzas armadas bajo un mando unico.

11. Aumentaron las tensiones entre el Consejo Presidencial de Liderazgo y el
Consejo de Transicion del Sur. La incorporacion de dos miembros del Consejo
Presidencial de Liderazgo afiliados al Gobierno en el Consejo de Transicion del Sur
dio una ventaja numérica a este Ultimo y aumentdé su influencia con miras al
establecimiento de un Estado independiente en el sur. Ademas, el Consejo de
Transicion del Sur design6é a una destacada figura de Hadramaut, Saleh Alquaiti,
como asesor especial, en un intento de obtener el apoyo de la provincia, rica en
petroleo’.

12. Esta creciente influencia del Consejo de Transicion del Sur fue contrarrestada
por la creacidn, en junio de 2023, del Consejo Nacional de Hadramaut, que actuara
como organo representativo de la provincia bajo la autoridad del Consejo Presidencial
de Liderazgo®. De modo similar, en enero de 2023 se crearon las Fuerzas del Escudo
Nacional, bajo el mando del Presidente del Consejo Presidencial de Liderazgo,
Rashad Al-Alimi, con el objetivo de equilibrar el papel dominante del Consejo de
Transicion del Sur en la provincia de Adén. Esto podria provocar mas conflictos y
posibles enfrentamientos militares entre los miembros del Consejo Presidencial de
Liderazgo. Por ejemplo, recientemente los medios de comunicacion informaron de
que las fuerzas de las Brigadas Amaliqah, dirigidas por un miembro del Consejo
Presidencial de Liderazgo, asediaron la oficina del Primer Ministro en Adén®. El
Grupo no pudo verificar de forma independiente la veracidad de ese incidente.

13. Esos factores generaron fragmentaciones en el seno del Consejo Presidencial de
Liderazgo, lo cual repercutiéo negativamente en su capacidad para desempefiar sus
tareas, especialmente las relacionadas con el mejoramiento del nivel de vida del
pueblo yemeni y la reforma de las instituciones del Estado. A pesar de la ayuda
financiera exterior, el Gobierno del Yemen tiene dificultades para prestar servicios
publicos y para gestionar la crisis econémica. Ademas, la prolongada ausencia del
pais de ministros y otros altos funcionarios gubernamentales repercutio
negativamente en la credibilidad y el desempefio del Gobierno del Yemen. Esto obligd
al Presidente del Consejo Presidencial de Liderazgo a emitir una circular en la que
dispuso que todos los ministros y gobernadores debian regresar a sus lugares de
trabajo en el Yemen a mas tardar el 6 de agosto de 2023. En la circular se sefialaba
que el incumplimiento de esa directiva daria lugar a medidas legales contra los
funcionarios en cuestion (véase el anexo 4).

14. Las cuestiones econdmicas nunca habian tenido una importancia politica y
militar tan considerable como la que adquirieron a partir de diciembre de 2022, ya
que han dividido al pais en dos zonas econdmicas y politicas distintas y asimétricas.

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La posicion de los huzies

15. Los huzies siguen negandose a entablar cualquier tipo de didlogo con el
Gobierno del Yemen, y prefirieron mantener conversaciones directas con la Arabia
Saudita. Como los huzies se sienten fortalecidos por su ventaja militar sobre el
Gobierno del Yemen, sus exigencias para aceptar cualquier propuesta de paz siempre
se han basado principalmente en consideraciones econémicas. Entre ellas figuran el
levantamiento de las restricciones impuestas sobre el puerto de Al-Hudayda, el pago
de los sueldos, en particular los del personal militar y de seguridad, y la obtencion de
una parte importante de los ingresos derivados del petroleo. También desean que la
Arabia Saudita participe en las negociaciones como parte en el conflicto y, por
consiguiente, piden que la Arabia Saudita pague, entre otras cosas, los costos de la
reconstruccion y las indemnizaciones.

16. Presionados por las huelgas de empleados de distintos sectores que exigen el
pago de sus sueldos, los dirigentes huzies han estado emitiendo declaraciones
amenazadoras como moneda de cambio para fortalecer su posicion en las
conversaciones en curso, especialmente en lo que respecta a la cuestion de los
sueldos. En agosto de 2023 el lider de los huzies, Abdulmalik al-Houthi (YEi.004),
formulé una advertencia a la Coalicion: “La situacion actual no puede continuar. Los
saudies no quedaran impunes si dejan a nuestro pueblo asediado y sumido en el
sufrimiento, y a nuestro pais destruido”!’. Asimismo, el jefe del Consejo Politico
Supremo de los huzies, Mahdi Al-Mashat, advirti6 a la Coalicion: “Estamos
dispuestos a emprender una escalada militar con el fin de obtener los fondos para
pagar los sueldos de todos los empleados de la Republica del Yemen”!t.

17. Con el fin de asegurarse mas concesiones, los huzies también han llevado a cabo
varios desfiles militares y ejercicios con fuego real para exhibir su poder. EI Grupo
esta especialmente preocupado por el volumen y la naturaleza del material militar
exhibido por los huzies.

18. A finales de junio de 2023, el Ministro de Defensa nombrado por los huzies,
General de Division Muhammad Nasser al-Atifi, se dirigié a los combatientes de la
Cuarta Region Militar destacados en el eje de Taiz: “Les decimos a los enemigos que
las marchas, los desfiles militares y las maniobras no son para consumo mediatico,
sino que estamos preparando a combatientes profesionales capaces de cumplir
cualquier mision de combate en las situaciones mas dificiles”. También dijo: “Nos
estamos preparando para liberar al Yemen de la agresion y de quienquiera que ocupe
tierras yemenies, sean los emiraties, los saudies o quienes estén detras de ellos, o
quienes luchen con ellos, y no estamos en absoluto en contra de los yemenies”??,

19. En el frente militar, las operaciones entre los huzies y las fuerzas
progubernamentales continuaron en todas las primeras lineas, con ocasionales
intensificaciones de los enfrentamientos y los bombardeos. Seglin se ha informado,
ha habido enfrentamientos entre grupos armados, y entre grupos armados y facciones
tribales, tanto en las zonas controladas por los huzies como en las controladas por el
Gobierno. Si bien los ataques de Al-Qaida en la Peninsula Arabiga (AQPA) contra los
huzies han cesado, la mayoria de sus ataques actualmente estan dirigidos contra
fuerzas afiliadas al Consejo de Transicidn del Sur.

Perspectivas

20. El Grupo considera que la solucion del complejo conflicto yemeni es un proceso
prolongado y que quizas no resulte posible lograr una solucion pacifica integral en un
futuro proximo. Esto podria ser atribuido a muchos factores, entre ellos la disparidad
militar y econdmica entre los huzies y el Gobierno del Yemen. Sin embargo, se
deberia alentar el logro de acuerdos sobre algunas cuestiones menos controvertidas,
que deberian ser complementados con otras medidas de fomento de la confianza
destinadas a sostener y ampliar la distension actual.

21. Habida cuenta de la implicacion de actores regionales e internacionales, es menos
probable que los huzies, a pesar de sus amenazadoras declaraciones, emprendan otra
guerra a gran escala. En lugar de ello, es posible que contintien con sus calculadas
politicas destinadas a extremar las tensiones e intensifiquen los ataques en varios
frentes para resolver la cuestion de los sueldos. En términos generales, no obstante, es
probable que adhieran al marco del acercamiento entre la Arabia Saudita y el Iran. En
ese sentido, algunos analistas cuestionan la capacidad de la Republica Islamica del
Iran para influir en las decisiones de los huzies, ya que estos gozan de una relativa
independencia econdémica y no dependen completamente de la ayuda irani.

22. El Grupo considera que los huzies intentaran aprovechar la situacion actual y
presionar a las distintas partes para que los reconozcan como entidad legitima.
Algunos analistas consideran que si se reconoce a los huzies como entidad legitima y
se les otorgan concesiones desproporcionadas se podria terminar aislando a otras
partes yemenies y colocandolas en una posicion vulnerable. Por consiguiente, en
cualquier acuerdo futuro sera crucial tener en cuenta las opiniones politicas y los
intereses de todas las partes.

23. Dadas las circunstancias, quizas lo mas conveniente para todas las partes sea
acordar un alto el fuego oficial y resolver las cuestiones pendientes, entre ellas las
relacionadas con el pago de los sueldos, la reanudacion de las exportaciones de
petroleo por parte del Gobierno del Yemen y la asignacion de recursos.

24. Para ello es esencial evitar cualquier estancamiento en las conversaciones
actuales, ya que de lo contrario se volveria a los enfrentamientos militares y habria
mas bajas civiles.

25. El Grupo considera que es importante que las partes interesadas adopten un plan
de varias fases que tenga en cuenta las variables contextuales. En esta fase, la
prioridad deberia consistir en la consecucion de un alto el fuego oficial. Por
consiguiente, seria importante acordar la adopcion de medidas graduales y reciprocas
de fomento de la confianza sobre cuestiones menos conflictivas a fin de alcanzar el
objetivo.

Actividades de los grupos armados que amenazan la paz,
la seguridad y la estabilidad

26. De conformidad con el parrafo 17 de la resolucion 2140 (2014), reafirmado por
el Consejo de Seguridad en su resolucién 2216 (2015), el Grupo continud
investigando a las personas y entidades asociadas con grupos armados que podrian
estar participando en actos que amenazan la paz, la seguridad o la estabilidad del
Yemen o prestando apoyo a ese tipo de actos.

27. Durante el periodo que abarca el informe no se documentaron ataques
transfronterizos de los huzies contra ningun Estado Miembro ni ataques contra
puertos, terminales petroliferas o buques tanque en zonas controladas por el
Gobierno. No obstante, se sigue sintiendo el efecto de los atentados contra las
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instalaciones petroliferas perpetrados en 2022 (véase el parrafo 167). Desde que
comenzo la tregua el 2 de abril de 2022 no se ha informado de ninglin ataque aéreo
de la Coalicion.

Zona de la provincia de Al-Yawf controlada por los huzies

28. Hay tension entre los huzies y varias tribus debido a los intentos de los huzies
de subyugar a los miembros de las tribus y confiscar sus propiedades. A finales de

enero de 2023, en Sayl, distrito de Al-Hazm, miembros de la tribu bani nawf

secuestraron a un dirigente huzi y a sus acompaiiantes para presionar a los huzies a
fin de que liberaran a un miembro de la tribu que habian detenido algunos meses
antes. Ese hecho dio lugar al estallido de enfrentamientos armados entre las fuerzas
huzies y miembros de la tribu bani nawf.

29. En julio de 2023 se produjeron violentos enfrentamientos que provocaron la
muerte de varios miembros huzies, entre ellos el comandante del frente de Maraqiz.
Los huzies trajeron importantes refuerzos y cortaron las carreteras a Sayl, lo cual hizo
que la tension aumentara aun mas. Los huzies exigieron la rendicién de 11 miembros
de la tribu, pero 10 de ellos huyeron a la zona controlada por el Gobierno y solo una
persona se entreg6®s.

El conflicto en las primeras lineas

30. En las primeras lineas continuaron las operaciones militares entre los huzies y
las fuerzas afiliadas al Gobierno, con enfrentamientos, bombardeos de artilleria y
ataques con aeronaves no tripuladas que causaron bajas civiles y destruccion de
propiedades. Los huzies llevaron a cabo desfiles militares y ejercicios con fuego real en
Ib, Damar, Al-Bayda, Al-Yawf, Marib y Saada. Esos acontecimientos suelen ir
acompafados de una retorica sobre la disposicion a reanudar las operaciones militares
(véase el anexo 5).

31. Enjulio de 2023, las Fuerzas Armadas del Gobierno del Yemen denunciaron un
aumento de la presencia de fuerzas militares en las primeras lineas, especialmente en
la zona de Marib-Shabwa-Al-Bayda, que incluia sistemas avanzados de armas y
unidades especiales. Segln esas fuentes, los huzies han estado despejando sus propios
campos de minas, lo cual sugiere la preparacion de una ofensiva.

Marib

32. EIl conflicto en Marib es multidimensional y complejo. Los bombardeos, los
enfrentamientos y los ataques con aeronaves no tripuladas entre los huzies y las
fuerzas progubernamentales se concentraron en el oeste del distrito de Harib, al sur
de la ciudad de Marib, y en las inmediaciones del campamento militar de Umm Rish,
en el distrito de Jubah (véase la Figura I). También se informé de que hubo
enfrentamientos entre grupos armados y fuerzas gubernamentales y tribus. Ademas,
Marib es una de las provincias mas contaminadas por municiones sin detonar y minas

terrestres, lo cual provoca un elevado numero de bajas civiles.

33. Los dias 1 y 2 de diciembre de 2022 se registraron bombardeos de artilleria y
violentos enfrentamientos entre las fuerzas gubernamentales, respaldadas por tribus
leales, y los huzies en las inmediaciones de la cordillera de Balaq y el frente de Akd,
al sur de la ciudad de Marib (véase la figura II)'4. Al parecer, los huzies tomaron el
control de algunas posiciones en el frente. Segiin se informo, en marzo y abril se
registraron ataques similares en las mismas zonas; el 11 de abril de 2023, también se
registraron enfrentamientos en los frentes de Kasara y Raghwan, al oeste de la ciudad
de Marib?®,

34. Entre marzo y julio de 2023 estallaron en los frentes occidentales del distrito de
Harib® oleadas de enfrentamientos armados entre los huzies y las Brigadas Amaliqah.
En marzo se registraron intensos combates en torno a Jabal al-Yahmum, Jabal
Jandalah y Jabal Buwarah, que desembocaron en la toma de Jabal Buwarah, un lugar
estratégico desde el que se domina la ciudad de Harib, por parte de los huzies. Las
fuerzas del eje de Saba y las Brigadas Amaliqah afirmaron que habian recuperado el
control de esas zonas’.

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Frente de Shabwa

35. En las zonas fronterizas situadas entre Al-Bayda y Shabwa se registr6 una
intensificacion de los combates entre las fuerzas huzies y las Brigadas Amaliqah y las
Fuerzas de Defensa de Shabwa?®,

36. A finales de febrero de 2023, al parecer las Fuerzas de Defensa de Shabwa
frustraron un ataque lanzado por los huzies contra sus posiciones en la zona de Aqabat
Umm Quwwah, en el distrito de Merkhah al-Ulya'®. Segtin algunos informes, el 26 de
marzo de 2023, tras enfrentarse con las Brigadas Amaliqah, las fuerzas huzies tomaron
el control de Jabal Al-Khashibah, asi como de algunas zonas del distrito situadas al
oeste de Wadi Markhah. Segun los informes del Gobierno, las Fuerzas de Defensa de
Shabwa, tras recibir refuerzos de Ataq, repelieron los ataques de los huzies en esas

posiciones?.

37. EIl 25 de febrero y el 10 de marzo de 2023 se registraron enfrentamientos entre
fuerzas huzies y las Brigadas Amaliqah y las Fuerzas de Defensa de Shabwa en el
frente de Makhdara, en el distrito de Ayn?*.

Al-Hudayda

38. En Al-Hudayda continuaron los bombardeos y los enfrentamientos entre los
huzies y las Fuerzas Conjuntas en la Costa Occidental??. En los distritos de Al-
Tuhayta y Hays (provincia de Al-Hudayda), las fuerzas del Gobierno acusaron a los
huzies de bombardear zonas residenciales y granjas y causar bajas civiles?®, y de cavar
trincheras y tineles hasta el mar?. El naimero de explosiones de minas terrestres y de
municiones sin detonar sigue siendo elevado en esos dos distritos. Los medios de
comunicacion huzies acusaron a las fuerzas del Gobierno de llevar a cabo bombardeos
y ataques con aeronaves no tripuladas en Jabaliyah y Hays?®.

Taiz

39. En octubre de 2022, el General de Brigada Tariq Saleh y el Gobernador de Taiz,
Nabil Shamsan, inauguraron la ejecucion del proyecto de la carretera Al-Kadaha-Al-
Bireen, denominado “romper el asedio” de Taiz, que conecta las ciudades de Moca y
Taiz. Desde entonces, se han registrado cinco atentados en esa carretera. Tres de los
ataques tuvieron lugar el 25 de marzo de 2023: un ataque contra el convoy del
Gobernador de Taiz; un ataque contra el convoy del Ministro de Defensa del Gobierno
del Yemen, Mohsen al-Da’eri, y un ataque con una aeronave no tripulada contra un
puesto de control gubernamental, que causé la muerte de dos soldados. Segun se
informo, el 4 de mayo de 2023 las fuerzas huzies atacaron el equipo de una empresa
que participaba en la construccion de la carretera?®. Por ultimo, segun se informo, el
7 de mayo de 2023 el ex jefe de policia del distrito de Jabal Habashi (Taiz), Coronel
Tawfiq al-Waqar Jabari, muri6é en un ataque selectivo perpetrado con una aeronave
no tripulada (véase el anexo 6). El Grupo considera que es probable que el objetivo
de los huzies sea impedir la llegada rapida de refuerzos militares y la circulacion hacia

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el frente de Kadaha, ya que la carretera pasa cerca de las primeras lineas y también
proporcionara acceso a otras primeras lineas situadas al oeste de Taiz.

40. EI 21 de julio de 2023, el Jefe de la oficina de Taiz del Programa Mundial de
Alimentos, Moayad Hameidi, fue asesinado a tiros?” en Turbah, ciudad de Taiz, por
dos hombres enmascarados que circulaban en motocicleta. Las autoridades
pertinentes estan llevando a cabo investigaciones.

41. En julio de 2023 se registraron en la provincia de Taiz dos asesinatos similares
perpetrados por hombres enmascarados que se desplazaban en motocicletas?. El 5 de
julio, un destacado miembro del partido Islah, Sheik Ali Mohammed al-Haisi, fue
asesinado en la ciudad portuaria de Moca cuando viajaba en su vehiculo?®. Un oficial
yemeni de las Fuerzas Especiales de Seguridad, Salah al-Omrani, fue asesinado el 10
de julio por motociclistas armados cerca de su casa en la ciudad de Taiz®C.

Abyan

42. Se registraron bombardeos y enfrentamientos esporadicos entre los huzies y las
Fuerzas de Resistencia del Sur. Las fuerzas huzies intentaron infiltrarse en localidades
del frente de Aqabat Al-Tharah situadas junto a la frontera del distrito meridional de
Mukayras (Al-Bayda) y del distrito septentrional de Lawdar (Abyan). También se
registraron enfrentamientos entre los huzies y las fuerzas del eje de Abyan en el frente
de Agabat Halhal.

Conflictos entre grupos armados

43. Un gran numero de las protestas y conflictos que tienen lugar en las provincias
se produce entre grupos armados no asociados a los huzies. El conflicto suele
producirse cuando esos grupos armados no pertenecen a la poblacion del lugar donde
estan desplegados.

44. En enero de 2023, el Consejo Presidencial de Liderazgo formalizé la creacion
de las Fuerzas del Escudo Nacional (véase el parrafo 12)%. Las Fuerzas del Escudo
Nacional estan destinadas a ser la fuerza de reserva del Presidente del Consejo
Presidencial de Liderazgo y Comandante Supremo de las Fuerzas Armadas, Rashad
al-Alimi. Las Fuerzas del Escudo Nacional establecieron una base en Adén®? y Lahij
y sustituyeron a la 141* Brigada de Infanteria en el paso fronterizo de Wadi‘ah con la
Arabia Saudita, en Hadramaut, en mayo de 2023%. El 27 de abril de 2023, Al-Alimi
cred la Direccion de Operaciones Conjuntas, que depende del Ministro de Defensa®.
La Direccion se encarga de coordinar las operaciones de varias fuerzas armadas
afiliadas con el Gobierno del Yemen. Sigue resultando dificil evitar el faccionalismo
entre los grupos armados y unirlos bajo un mando conjunto®®.

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45. La divergencia de intereses politicos entre la Primera Region Militar, afiliada a
Al-Islah, y las Fuerzas de Elite Hadramies, afiliadas al Consejo de Transicién del Sur
en Hadramaut, generd protestas comunitarias movilizadas por partidos rivales en
Sayun, Tarim y Qatan entre el 7 de diciembre de 2022 y el 13 de enero de 2023. El
7 de julio, durante la concentracion organizada en Sayun por el Consejo de Transicion
del Sur con motivo del aniversario del “Dia de la Patria”, se produjo un tiroteo en el
que cinco personas resultaron heridas. Se realizaron concentraciones similares en Al-
Mukalla, Qatan, Al-Shihr, Tarim y Ghayl Ba Wazir®®.

Al-Qaida en la Peninsula Arabiga

46. AQPA mantiene una fuerte presencia en las provincias de Abyan y Shabwa. Su
operacion “Flechas de la verdad” continud durante el periodo que abarca el presente
informe y crecié6 en intensidad en las provincias ¥. AQPA utiliza tacticas de
hostigamiento bien planificadas contra las fuerzas gubernamentales y las fuerzas
afiliadas al Consejo de Transicion del Sur, y opera en pequefios grupos, a saber, las
Fuerzas del Cintur6n de Seguridad, las Brigadas de Apoyo y Reserva y las Fuerzas de
Defensa de Shabwa. Utiliza como cobertura las zonas montafiosas, como las que
rodean a Wadi Amran. Alrededor del 80 % de los incidentes registrados entre
diciembre de 2022 y abril de 2023 tuvieron lugar en Abyan, seguida de Shabwa y
Marib. Sin embargo, desde mayo de 2023 se ha observado un cambio en la
localizacion geografica de los incidentes, la mitad de los cuales ocurren actualmente
en Shabwa. En Abyan, el distrito de Mudiyah fue el blanco de la mayoria de los
ataques lanzados por AQPA. Esos ataques se han centrado en Wadi Amran y en la
cercana Bagqira, donde también se han concentrado las operaciones antiterroristas del
Gobierno y de las Fuerzas del Cinturén de Seguridad. En el distrito de Mahfad y, en
menor medida, en el distrito de Lawdar también se registraron incidentes. EI 10 de
mayo de 2023, las Fuerzas del Cinturén de Seguridad lanzaron una operacion
antiterrorista a gran escala en el distrito de Mahfad®®. AQPA también mantiene una
presencia en Hadramaut y Al-Bayda.

47. Hasta finales de abril de 2023, la mayoria de los ataques perpetrados por AQPA
tenian como blanco a las Fuerzas del Cinturon de Seguridad, pero también hubo
ataques contra las Brigadas de Apoyo y Reserva y contra las Fuerzas de Defensa de
Shabwa. En mayo de 2023, cuando un gran porcentaje de los ataques se traslado a
Shabwa, las Fuerzas de Defensa de Shabwa se convirtieron en el principal objetivo.
Mediante la utilizacion de informacion confidencial se llevaron a cabo ataques con
aeronaves no tripuladas y artefactos explosivos improvisados contra comandantes que
viajaban en vehiculos militares.

48. Segun se informd, el 16 de mayo de 2023 AQPA reivindicé un ataque con una
aeronave no tripulada contra las Fuerzas de Defensa de Shabwa en el que se utilizd
una granada de alto explosivo de 40 mm® y proporcioné documentacién fotografica
captada por la camara situada a bordo de la aeronave. AQPA no suele utilizar
aeronaves no tripuladas en sus ataques. El primer ataque de esa indole se registré en
abril de 2022%°. Desde entonces, AQPA ha lanzado al menos seis ataques de esas
caracteristicas, todos ellos contra las Fuerzas de Defensa de Shabwah en Musayni‘ah,
en el distrito de Sa‘id (Shabwah). Seguin indican algunos informes, miembros de

Fue
atacado con un artefacto explosivo improvisado, por segunda vez, cuando se dirigia
al hospital en un vehiculo militar. AQPA suele atacar a combatientes heridos, a
menudo mientras son transportados en ambulancias (véase el parrafo 115)*.

49. El 18 de febrero de 2023, AQPA anunci6 que habia tenido lugar un intercambio
de prisioneros y habia recuperado a dos de sus miembros que estaban en poder de los
huzies*®. Al dia siguiente, el jefe del Comité Nacional Huzi para Asuntos relacionados
con los Prisioneros, Abdulqader al-Murtada, confirmé que habia tenido lugar un
intercambio de prisioneros en la linea del frente de Shabwa e indic6 que se habia
recuperado a tres prisioneros huzies*.

50. El 3 de junio de 2023, AQPA present6 un video de prueba de vida del Oficial de
Coordinacion sobre el Terreno del Departamento de Seguridad en Adén, Akm Sufiul
Anam, nacional de Bangladesh, que fue secuestrado el 11 de febrero de 2022 en
Abyan junto con cuatro miembros del personal de contrataciéon nacional *®. Los
rehenes fueron liberados el 11 de agosto de 202346,

Unidad flotante de almacenamiento y descarga Safer

51. El 9 de marzo de 2023, el Programa de las Naciones Unidas para el Desarrollo

(PNUD) anunci6é que habia concertado un acuerdo con Euronav* para adquirir por

55 millones de ddlares un superpetrolero con capacidad para transferir petroleo crudo
desde la unidad flotante de almacenamiento y descarga Safer. Con ese fin se adquirid
el superpetrolero Nautica“®,

52. El Programa de las Naciones Unidas para el Desarrollo contrat6 a SMIT
Salvage® para que retirara el petrodleo de forma segura y preparara la unidad flotante
de almacenamiento y descarga Safer para remolcarla a un astillero ecologico de
recuperacion. Se informo6 al Grupo de que el presupuesto total para la fase de
emergencia del proyecto era de 121,2 millones de dolares. El déficit de financiacion
para la fase de recuperacién asciende a 21,8 millones de dolares®.

53. EI 25 de julio de 2023, tanto el buque de apoyo en alta mar Ndeavor, elegido
para la recuperacion, como el buque Nautica (con el nuevo nombre Yemen) se
encontraban en el lugar donde estaba la Safer, 4,8 millas nauticas al norte de
Al-Hudayda, y comenz¢ el transbordo de petréleo crudo de buque a buque. El 11 de
agosto de 2023 se completo el transbordo de los 1,1 millones de barriles de petroleo
de la unidad flotante Safer al buque Yemen®?.

54. Aunque de ese modo se evitd un desastre ambiental de grandes proporciones,
siguen sin resolverse las cuestiones relativas a la propiedad del petroleo y del Yemen,
asi como a la propiedad de los ingresos derivados de la venta de la unidad flotante Safer.

Proteccion maritima

55. En las aguas territoriales situadas frente a las costas del Yemen se produjeron
en total tres incidentes relacionados con la proteccion maritima en que se vieron
implicados buques. A finales de agosto de 2023, Mahdi al-Mashat amenaz6 a dos
empresas propietarias de los buques cisterna de transporte de gas de petroleo licuado

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Sanmar Regent y Epic Bolivar para que no cargaran gas en el puerto de Adén®?. Las
investigaciones del Grupo revelaron que el patréon de navegacion de ambos buques
era compatible con la amenaza. E1 25 de agosto, el Sanmar Regent modifico su rumbo
cuando se encontraba a 18 millas nauticas de Adén. El 29 de agosto, el Epic Bolivar
dio un giro de 180 grados cuando se encontraba a 430 millas nauticas de Adén y
regres6 a Dugm (Oman). Segun el sistema de identificacion automatica (SIA), el
destino del buque era Adén®. En 2022, los huzies enviaron mensajes amenazadores
similares antes de lanzar ataques contra petroleros (S/2023/130, parrafo 24).

56. El 17 de marzo de 2023, a 38 millas nauticas (70 km) al sur del puerto de Al-
Hudayda, hombres armados que se desplazaban en un esquife abrieron fuego desde
una distancia de una milla ndutica contra el granelero de pabellon liberiano Arietta®.
El equipo de seguridad de a bordo respondio al fuego y el esquife se alejo. Pese a las
recomendaciones formuladas en ese sentido, el buque no estaba utilizando el corredor
de transito de proteccién maritima®®, y se dirigia hacia el este de las islas Hanish, ya
que el capitan desconocia el dispositivo de seguridad®®. E1 Grupo considerd que el
incidente probablemente no habia estado relacionado con la pirateria ni con el
conflicto armado en el Yemen (véase el anexo 7).

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57. La tension en el mar Rojo es elevada, y los huzies estan estableciendo una
presencia naval en la isla de Kamaran, frente a Al-Hudayda. La Guardia Costera
Yemeni también tiene una base en el archipiélago de Zubayr, en el Mar Rojo, situado
a unas 44 millas nauticas (82 km) al oeste-suroeste de Al-Hudayda. Esta situacion
pone en peligro el transporte maritimo internacional, especialmente en el caso de las
pequeias embarcaciones de recreo que estan regresando a la zona tras la represion de
la pirateria somali. El 18 de abril, mientras se dirigia a Djibouti, la tripulacion del
yate de motor 30 Minutes se refugioé de un temporal en un fondeadero frente a la isla
de Saba, que forma parte del archipi¢lago de Zubayr. Una embarcacion gris de la
guardia costera se acerco a la tripulacion y efectud disparos, uno de los cuales impacto
en yate, después de lo cual el 30 Minutes huyo de la zona. Segun la tripulacion, no
hubo advertencias por radio antes de los disparos. Al llegar a Eritrea, las autoridades
nacionales detuvieron a la tripulacion durante una semana, porque un orificio de bala
en el casco del yate les llamo la atencion. La tripulacion establecid contacto con el
propietario del buque tras llegar a Djibouti el 27 de abril de 2023. Segun la Guardia
Costera Yemeni, seglin los requisitos de procedimiento se debe establecer contacto
por radio antes de disparar contra un buque. El Grupo esta esperando un informe
detallado de la Guardia Costera Yemeni acerca del incidente (véase el anexo 8).

58. EIl 27 de abril de 2023, el yate Kalizma zarp6 del puerto de Salala (Oman). El
Kalizma navegd hacia el corredor de transito situado frente a la costa del Yemen,
rumbo a Egipto. Llevaba a bordo una tripulacion de diez ciudadanos indios y un
equipo de seguridad armado formado por un ciudadano griego y dos ciudadanos
indios. Su ruta lo llevo a través de las aguas territoriales del Yemen a unas seis millas
nauticas de la costa de Ra’s Fartak y Haswayn (provincia de Al-Mahra)®’ (véase el
anexo 9).

59. Enlamanana del 28 de abril de 2023, dos pequeiias embarcaciones de la Guardia
Costera Yemeni y una embarcacion de la Marina del Yemen estaban patrullando la
zona®®, Las embarcaciones patrulleras intentaron establecer contacto por radio con el
yate a través de la radio de VHF, pero el capitan del yate no respondio a las repetidas
llamadas. Segtn la Guardia Costera Yemeni, el yate no enarbolaba pabellén mientras
se encontraba en aguas territoriales, y llevaba guardias armados a bordo. La Guardia
Costera Yemeni efectud disparos de advertencia. Ante la sospecha de que estaba
siendo atacada por piratas, la tripulacion del Kalizma emitié una llamada de socorro,
informando de que estaba siendo atacada por tres esquifes, a las Operaciones
Comerciales Maritimas del Reino Unido®, que posteriormente emitieron una alerta

informando de que habia un ataque en curso y de que se habian efectuado disparos®°.

60. Segun la Guardia Costera Yemeni, un oficial de la marina muri6é y dos miembros
de la Guardia Costera resultaron heridos como consecuencia del intercambio de
disparos®. Segun se informo, uno de los guardias armados del Kalizma resultd herido
de bala. Cuando el Kalizma llegd a Djibouti, las autoridades yemenies solicitaron a
las autoridades locales que detuviesen a la embarcacion.

Ejercicio naval de los huzies frente a la isla de Kamaran (véase el anexo 10)

61. EI 13 de abril de 2023, los huzies realizaron un ejercicio naval®? frente a la isla
de Kamaran, al norte de Al-Hudayda®. Se exhibieron multiples tipos de lanchas
rapidas, equipadas con diversos tipos de armas, como un sistema de lanzamiento
multiple de cohetes de 107 mm, asi como ametralladoras pesadas y ametralladoras
ligeras (véase el parrafo 67).

62. El 5 de agosto de 2023, a las 3.00 horas, se oyd una explosion en la planta de gas
natural licuado de Balhaf (véase el parrafo 167)5%. El cohete cayé a unos 2,5 km de la
terminal de gas natural licuado de Balhaf, donde se hallaron un hoyo de unos dos
metros de didmetro y también restos del cohete. En el lugar del lanzamiento se hallaron
cables eléctricos, un pequefio teléfono movil sin tarjeta SIM, varias plataformas de
lanzamiento de madera y pequefios hoyos en la arena. Se estimo que los perpetradores
habian disparado més de un cohete, y que algunos no habian explotado®.

63. Segun se informo, AQPA afirmé que habia atacado una base militar en las
inmediaciones de la planta de gas de Balhaf con varios cohetes de 122 mm (Grad) el
5 de agosto®. AQPA ha lanzado ataques contra Balhaf, asi como contra su gasoducto
y contra bases militares cercanas, en otras ocasiones, entre ellas el 6 de abril de 2021°.

Armas y aplicacion del embargo de armas selectivo

64. De conformidad con lo dispuesto en los parrafos 14 a 17 de la resolucion
2216 (2015), el Grupo se centra en una serie de actividades de vigilancia e
investigacion con el fin de detectar violaciones del embargo de armas selectivo que
impliquen, de forma directa o indirecta, el suministro, la venta o la transferencia de
armas a personas o entidades designadas por el Comité establecido en virtud de la

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resolucion 2140 (2014), o en su beneficio. De conformidad con el parrafo 16 de la
resolucion 2624 (2022), el Grupo se centra en los componentes disponibles en el
mercado que han sido utilizados por personas o entidades designadas por el Comité
para fabricar aeronaves no tripuladas, artefactos explosivos improvisados flotantes
teledirigidos y otros sistemas de armas.

65. El Grupo analizd el material exhibido por los huzies durante los desfiles
militares realizados en Al-Hudayda y Sana en septiembre de 2022. EI Grupo investigo
cuatro nuevos casos de contrabando maritimo de armas y municiones, en particular
un caso relacionado con componentes de sistemas de vigilancia electroopticos y de
misiles balisticos de mediano alcance, y el contrabando por tierra de motores de
aeronaves no tripuladas y grandes cantidades de detonadores y precursores quimicos
explosivos. El Grupo también investigd dos vehiculos de propulsiéon para buceo®®
incautados por el Gobierno del Yemen en noviembre de 2022 y analiz6 los restos de
un misil lanzado en 2022 por los huzies en Dabbah.

66. El Grupo sefiala que el Gobierno del Yemen efectud diez incautaciones de
material que, en violacion del embargo de armas selectivo, estaba presuntamente
destinado a los huzies.

Contrabando maritimo de armas pequefias, municiones conexas,
dispositivos electronicos y componentes de misiles balisticos

Incautaciones efectuadas por los Estados Unidos
Buque Marwan-1

67. El 1 de diciembre de 2022, el pesquero de arrastre Marwan-1, que transportaba
una importante cantidad de municiones, fue interceptado por los Estados Unidos en el
Golfo de Oman. Se recuperaron en total 1.080.000 cartuchos de municion de 7,62x54
Rmm para ametralladoras ligeras, 25.000 cartuchos de 12,7x99 mm para fusiles
antimaterial®, 6.960 espoletas para cohetes de 122 mm (Grad)™ y 870 cajas de
propulsores en tiras PG-7"t. Con excepcién de los cartuchos de 12,7x99 mm, que alin
estan siendo investigados por el Grupo, las marcas y el embalaje del material incautado
son compatibles con los de los que se fabrican en la Republica Islamica del Iran. Segin
los documentos encontrados a bordo, que fueron proporcionados al Grupo, el buque
procedia de Bandar Abbas (Republica Islamica del Iran) (véanse los anexos 11 a 14).

Dhow apatrida

68. EI 6 de enero de 2023, los Estados Unidos interceptaron en el Golfo de Oman
un dhow apatrida que transportaba una cantidad significativa de armas. Se
recuperaron en total 1.918 fusiles de asalto de tipo 56-1 con caracteristicas técnicas y
marcas similares a las de los fabricados en China y 198 fusiles de asalto compactos
AKS20U con caracteristicas técnicas y marcas similares a las de los fabricados en
Rusia (anexo 15). En total se recuperaron 1.918 fusiles de asalto de tipo 56-1 con
caracteristicas técnicas y marcas similares a los de los fabricados en China y 198
fusiles de asalto compactos AKS20U con caracteristicas técnicas y marcas similares
a los de los fabricados en la Federacion de Rusia (véanse los anexos 15 y 27).

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Incautacién efectuada por Francia

69. El 15 de enero de 2023, Francia intercepté en el Golfo de Oman un dhow
apatrida que transportaba una cantidad significativa de armas y municiones. Se
incautaron en total 2.999 fusiles de tipo 56-1, 100 fusiles AKS20U, 50 ametralladoras
ligeras’ y 201 cafiones asociados con caracteristicas técnicas y marcas similares a las
de los fabricados en Bulgaria, China, Hungria, Iran (Republica Islamica del) y
Rumania (véanse los anexos 16 a 23 y 27), 23 misiles guiados antitanque Dehlavieh "
(S/2023/130, parrafo 56; S/2021/79, parrafo 84 y anexo 13; S/2020/326, parrafo 52,
y S/2018/594, parrafos 115 y 116 y anexo 42) con caracteristicas técnicas y marcas
similares a las de los fabricados en la Republica Islamica del Iran, y 578.400
municiones de calibre 7,62x54 Rmm, también con marcas y embalajes similares a los
de los fabricados en la Republica Islamica del Iran (véase el anexo 23)7.

Analisis de los fusiles de tipo 56-1 y AKS20U incautados

70. El Grupo observa que, desde diciembre de 20177, se han incautado 22.152
fusiles de asalto de tipo 56-1, en su mayoria en el mar (véanse los anexos 24 a 26).

71. El Grupo de Expertos sobre Somalia ha informado de que el 20 de diciembre de
2021 los Estados Unidos se incautaron en el mar de un total de 1.406 fusiles de asalto
de tipo 56-1 cuyos numeros de serie pertenecian al mismo lote que los incautados a
principios de 2023 (S/2023/130, parrafo 42, y S/2022/754, parrafo 104).

72. El Grupo sefiala que los nimeros de serie de los 298 fusiles AKS20U incautados
forman parte del mismo lote (véase el anexo 28).

73. El Grupo no ha recibido respuestas de China ni de la Federacion de Rusia sobre
la cadena de custodia de las armas incautadas. La Republica Islamica del Iran informo
al Grupo de que no habia fabricado ese material.

Incautacion efectuada por el Reino Unido

74. EI 25 de febrero de 2023, el Reino Unido interceptd en el Golfo de Oman un
buque de contrabando procedente de la Republica Islamica del Iran que navegaba a
gran velocidad por aguas internacionales. Segin el Reino Unido, la tripulacion era de
nacionalidad irani. Se recuperaron siete misiles guiados antitanque Dehlavieh, cuatro
de ellos con ojiva termobarica (véase el anexo 29), y componentes de un sistema de
vigilancia electrodptico’® y de un misil balistico de mediano alcance (1 sistema de
navegaciones por inercia, 6 conos delanteros y 16 paletas de chorro)’’. Todo ese
material presenta caracteristicas técnicas similares al fabricado en la Republica
Islamica del Iran.

El Grupo observa que en las incautaciones efectuadas desde 2018 (S/2022/50, parr. 65 y anexos
19 y 20, figuras 19.7, 20.6 y 20.7) se han encontrado muchas veces ametralladoras ligeras con
caracteristicas técnicas y marcas similares.

El Grupo observa que en distintas incautaciones se han encontrado varias veces misiles guiados
antitanque con caracteristicas y marcas similares (S/2023/130, parr. 56; S/2021/79, parr. 84y
anexo 13, figura 13.1, y S/2020/326, parr. 52 y anexo 20, figuras 20.1y 20.2).

Los sellos y nimeros de lote marcados en los paquetes de batalla indican que la mayor parte de
las municiones 7.62x54 Rmm fueron fabricadas en 2006.

Desde diciembre de 2017, se han incautado 30.830 armas pequefias y armas ligeras, en su
mayoria en el mar (véase el anexo 27).

También denominado EOSS-1-103.

Los componentes incautados son suficientes para al menos cuatro misiles balisticos de mediano
alcance.
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75. El Grupo ha documentado sistemas de navegaciones por inercia similares que
han sido hallados en: a) los restos de los Borkan-2H® lanzados el 25 de marzo y el

11 de abril de 2018 contra la Arabia Saudita, b) los restos del Borkan-3" lanzado el

17 de enero de 2022 contra los Emiratos Arabes Unidos, y ¢) los restos de uno de los

Qiam iranies (S/2018/594, parrafo 90) lanzados el 8 de enero de 2020%° contra una

base estadounidense situada en Erbil, en el norte del Iraq (véanse los anexos 30 a 37).
El Gltimo fue reivindicado por la Republica Islamica del Iran®.

76. Las caracteristicas técnicas de los componentes incautados por el Reino Unido
son similares a las del misil balistico de mediano alcance Rezvan, que pertenece a la
serie Qiam fabricada por la Republica Islamica del Iran®2.

Incautaciones efectuadas por el Gobierno del Yemen
Estopines eléctricos y cordon detonante

77. Segln se informo, el 13 de agosto de 2020, en la costa, cerca de Ra’s al-Arah
(provincia de Lahij), las Brigadas Amaliqah se incautaron de 40.000 estopines
eléctricos y 100 carretes de cordon detonante® que estaban siendo descargados de
una embarcacion no identificada. Un adhesivo colocado en una caja indicaba que el
destinatario era la empresa Wahah Trading Company, situada en Djibouti® (véase el
anexo 38). El Grupo esta investigando el caso para averiguar el destino final de esos
productos e identificar a su fabricante.

78. Segun una fuente del Grupo, en diciembre de 2021, en zonas controladas por los
huzies, se observaron en el mercado negro cordones detonantes similares fabricados
en junio de 2020.

Detonadores no eléctricos

79. Segun se informo, el 24 de abril de 2021 las Brigadas Amaliqah interceptaron
en la provincia de Taiz un camién que transportaba 1,5 millones de detonadores no
eléctricos (véase el anexo 39).

80. La marca visible en una de las cajas indica que la fecha de fabricacion fue el 27

de febrero de 2021 y que el fabricante fue Gulf Oil Corporation Limited®®, una

compaiiia registrada en la India®. En un adhesivo colocado en la caja se menciona a
Wahah Trading Company como destinataria (véase el parrafo 77).

81. EI Grupo observo que entre el 9 de marzo y el 25 de octubre de 2021 Wahah
Trading Company recibié otros cuatro envios por un total de 225 toneladas de
productos quimicos identificados como posibles componentes para la preparacion de

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explosivos o propulsores de misiles. El Grupo esta investigando si ese material ha
sido transferido a los huzies en violacion del embargo de armas selectivo.

82. Djibouti no respondio a la solicitud del Grupo de que proporcionara informacion
sobre Wahah Trading Company.

83. El Grupo observa que los huzies utilizan en gran medida detonadores no
eléctricos de caracteristicas similares para fabricar artefactos explosivos
improvisados y minas terrestres de diversos modelos. Segun fuentes del Grupo, al
parecer hay mas de 2,5 millones de artefactos explosivos improvisados y minas
antitanque y antipersonal que han sido colocados por los huzies®, principalmente en
las primeras lineas. E1 Grupo no pudo verificar esos datos de forma independiente.
No obstante, habida cuenta de que se necesita una media de 5 kilogramos de material
quimico explosivo para fabricar uno de los artefactos colocados por los huzies, el
Grupo estima que los huzies habrian adquirido unas 12.500 toneladas de material
quimico explosivo de ese tipo en violacion del embargo de armas selectivo.

84. Segun un analista especializado en minas terrestres, los mismos huzies
fabricaron en forma local un gran nimero de las minas que han colocado desde 2018.

Productos quimicos precursores de explosivos

85. Segun el informe de investigacion suministrado por las Fuerzas del Cinturdén de
Seguridad, los dias 17 y 22 de febrero de 2023, en el distrito de Al-Burayqa de Adén,
esas Fuerzas se incautaron de cerca de cinco toneladas de productos quimicos, a saber,
aluminio en polvo, 6xido de hierro en polvo, cola de arroz en polvo y resina fenoélica,
asi como de piezas de repuesto de ametralladoras, drones, Opticas y maquinaria que
presuntamente iban a utilizarse para la fabricacion de armas y que habian sido
adquiridos a una compaiiia china e importados a través del puerto de contenedores de
Adén. EI material era transportado en dos contenedores y se habian hecho arreglos
para que tres conductores del norte del Yemen recogieran el envio en Adén®. Seglin
las Fuerzas del Cinturon de Seguridad, el material estaba destinado a los huzies
(véanse los anexos 40 y 41).

86. EI Grupo sefialdo que ese envio de aluminio en polvo habia sido descrito como
“resina floral” por el exportador, lo cual plantea la posibilidad de que el material muy
probablemente haya sido importado con fines ilicitos. El aluminio finamente
pulverizado puede utilizarse como precursor para explosivos caseros, y se sabe que
los huzies han utilizado explosivos con aluminio y nitrato de amonio y explosivos
con cloratos de aluminio en sus artefactos improvisados. Ademas, el aluminio en
polvo puede mezclarse con perclorato de amonio para producir un potente
combustible para cohetes. El Grupo documentd un intento de contrabandear
perclorato de amonio al Yemen, que fue interceptado en el Golfo de Oman el 7 de
noviembre de 2022 (S/2023/130, parrafo 48). El Grupo esta investigando la cuestion.

Dos vehiculos de propulsion para buceo

87. En noviembre de 2022, poco después de un ataque fallido de los huzies con
aeronaves no tripuladas contra el puerto petrolero de Qanah (provincia de Shabwa)
(S5/2023/130, parrafos 23 y 24 y anexo 6), las fuerzas de la Coalicién encontraron en
Ataq dos vehiculos de propulsidon para buceo cuyas marcas eran compatibles con las

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de los vehiculos fabricados por Bonex GmbH, una compaiiia ubicada en Alemania, y
con las del modelo Constellation HP® (véase el anexo 42). Segln se informo, tras la
incautacion el material fue destruido a peticion del Gobierno del Yemen.

88. Segun una fuente, se informo6 de la presencia de vehiculos de propulsion para
buceo operados por la unidad de comandos navales de los huzies en la region de Al-
Hudayda.

89. El Grupo observa que los vehiculos de propulsion para buceo documentados son
similares a los exhibidos a principios de marzo de 2023 durante una muestra militar
efectuada en la region de Arvand Kenar (provincia de Juzestan, Republica Islamica
del Iran) (véase el anexo 43).

90. Bonex no respondidé a la solicitud del Grupo, y las autoridades alemanas
pidieron que el Grupo les otorgara mas tiempo para investigar la cuestion.

Cien motores de aeronaves no tripuladas

91. El 31 de diciembre de 2022, la aduana yemeni intercepté un camion que entraba
al Yemen procedente de Oman por el paso fronterizo de Shahn. Segun las autoridades
yemenies, el camion infringia la normativa legal para ingresar al pais y el conductor
no presentd los documentos necesarios para el cargamento. El conductor logrd
escapar. El importador, que fue interrogado por la aduana yemeni, afirmo que el
camion transportaba un cargamento de ropa.

92. Segun los documentos de que dispone el Grupo, el cargamento contenia 100
motores DLE 170 para aeronaves no tripuladas (S/2023/130, anexo 5, figura 5.26;
S/2021/79, anexo 12, figura 12.3; S/2020/326, parrafo 62, y S/2019/83, parrafo 85 y
anexo 12) con caracteristicas similares a las de los fabricados en China (anexos 44
a 47)%.

93. El Grupo observa que se han montado motores DLE 170 en aeronaves no
tripuladas de ataque Samad-3 (S/2023/130, anexo 5, figura 5.26) operadas por los
huzies. Habida cuenta del nimero de motores de drones incautados, no se puede
descartar que los huzies estén reforzando su capacidad de ataque con aeronaves no
tripuladas.

Material diverso (véanse los anexos 48 a 50)

94. En agosto de 2023, las Fuerzas del Cinturén de Seguridad informaron al Grupo
de que poco tiempo antes se habian incautado de un cargamento de 30 pistolas en Adén.

95. Las autoridades aduaneras yemenies informaron al Grupo de que el 12 de marzo
de 2023 se habian incautado de 54 aeronaves no tripuladas en el paso fronterizo de
Shahn. El 22 de marzo de 2023, en el puesto fronterizo de Shahn, fueron incautados
2.990 cinturones tacticos. Ademas, el 21 de mayo de 2023 fueron incautadas en el
mismo paso fronterizo 5.175 fundas para pistolas, 1.232 pares de guantes tacticos y
498 binoculares de observacion nocturna. Las autoridades aduaneras también
informaron al Grupo de que el 23 de junio de 2023 se habian incautado en el paso
fronterizo de Shahn de un cargamento de 40 cajas de pistolas de un modelo no
especificado con el logotipo de fabrica de Glock GmbH.

96. El Gobierno del Yemen informé al Grupo de que en febrero de 2023, en la
provincia de Adén, se habia procedido a la incautacion de 200 drones equipados con

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camara de vigilancia, cuatro plataformas de lanzamiento de misiles guiados
antitanque y 15 misiles asociados, asi como 200 tanques de oxigeno para buzos y
equipos de comunicacion naval.

97. El 31 de agosto de 2023, el comandante huzi de la Brigada de Defensa Costera
al parecer declar6 que los huzies habian perfeccionado sus capacidades navales
durante la tregua®.

98. El Grupo esta investigando si los huzies son los usuarios finales de ese material.
El Gobierno del Yemen atn no ha respondido a las solicitudes de informacion e
inspeccion del material incautado formuladas por el Grupo.

Ataques con misiles y vuelos de reconocimiento con aeronaves
no tripuladas documentados en zonas controladas por el Gobierno

Lanzamiento de un misil de crucero Quds-2 contra la terminal petrolifera
de Dabbah

99. El 21 de noviembre de 2022, la terminal petrolifera de Dabbah (provincia de
Hadramaut), fue atacada con un misil de crucero (S/2023/130, parrafo 37, figura I11
y anexo 9). El ataque fue reivindicado posteriormente por los huzies (véanse los
anexos 51 a 53).

100. El Grupo inspecciono los restos el 25 de junio de 2023. Las caracteristicas
técnicas y las marcas son compatibles con las de los misiles de crucero Quds %2
documentados por el Grupo tras los ataques cometidos en las siguientes fechas: 14 de
septiembre de 2019 (S/2020/326, parrafo 54 y anexo 14); 23 de noviembre de 2020
contra las instalaciones de distribucion de petroleo de la Arabian American Oil
Company (Aramco) en Yeda (Arabia Saudita) (S/2022/50, anexo 16); 17 de enero de
2022 contra el aeropuerto internacional de Abu Dhabi y el depdsito de combustible
de la Abu Dhabi National Oil Company, en los Emiratos Arabes Unidos (S/2023/130,
parrafo 17 y anexo 5, figuras 5.11 a 5.19), y 28 de enero de 2022 contra un esquife
incautado por el Reino Unido que, al parecer, se desplazaba a gran velocidad desde
la costa irani en direcciéon a Oman.

Exhibicion a gran escala de material militar por parte de los huzies

101. El Grupo observa que los dias 1 y 22 de septiembre de 2022, los huzies llevaron a
cabo desfiles militares a gran escala en Al-Hudayda® y Sana® (S/2023/130, anexo 10).

102. Segln el Gobierno del Yemen, en esos desfiles hubo alrededor de 25.000
participantes uniformados. También observo que el material exhibido incluia misiles
balisticos, misiles de crucero, misiles antibuque, sistemas de vigilancia electroopticos
y armas pequefias y armas ligeras que no estaban en posesion de las Fuerzas Armadas
del Gobierno del Yemen antes de 2015. De los 63 articulos que el Grupo esta
investigando por posibles violaciones del embargo de armas selectivo®®, solo 12
habian sido documentados previamente (véanse los anexos 54 a 74).

Durante el desfile de 1 de septiembre de 2022 Abdulmalik al-Houthi (YEi.004) habria
declarado: “Nuestro bendito ejército es fiel a su patria, y se esta trabajando para seguir
perfeccionando el ejército”, (véase https://english.almanar.com.lb/1680318).
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103. El Grupo esta investigando la capacidad de los huzies para desarrollar, probar,
producir o reensamblar, y operar el sofisticado material exhibido durante los desfiles.

Mercado negro

104. El Grupo observa que, al parecer, en el mercado negro, especialmente en las
ciudades de Sana y Saada, controladas por los huzies (S/2015/125, parrafos 148
y 149), se ofrecen a la venta diversos modelos de armas pequefias y armas ligeras, en
particular sistemas portatiles de defensa antiaérea y misiles guiados antitanque.

105. Entre el material que al parecer se ofrece a la venta, el Grupo ha encontrado fusiles
de tipo 56-1 y AKS20U (véanse los parrafos 68 a 73) cuyos numeros de serie son
compatibles con los de las armas incautadas en el mar (véanse los anexos 75 y 76). El
Grupo cree que hay otras transferencias de armas que no han sido interceptadas por
ninguna de las autoridades pertinentes y que llegaron a zonas controladas por los huzies.

106. El Grupo considera que las ventas no reguladas de armas pequefias y armas
ligeras contribuyen a su proliferacion en la subregion, lo cual puede socavar la paz,
la seguridad y la estabilidad en el Yemen y mas alla de sus fronteras. Ademas, la
naturaleza de algunos articulos especificos, como los sistemas portatiles de defensa
antiaérea, podria suscitar el interés de grupos armados, en particular grupos
terroristas, y por consiguiente representa una amenaza para la seguridad de la aviacion
civil. La investigacion del Grupo sigue en curso.

Pistolas pertenecientes al mismo lote documentadas en el Yemen y en Somalia

107. EIl Grupo observa que en zonas controladas por los huzies también se ofrecen a
la venta pistolas CF98-9 con caracteristicas técnicas y marcas compatibles con las de
las pistolas fabricadas en China®. El Grupo observa que el Grupo de Expertos sobre
el Yemen y el Grupo de Expertos sobre Somalia han documentado pistolas con el
mismo numero de lote. Por ejemplo, el Grupo de Expertos sobre Somalia documentd
las pistolas utilizadas por el grupo terrorista Harakat Al-Shabaab Al-Mujaahidiin (Al-
Shabaab) (SOe.001) en un intento de asesinato perpetrado en agosto de 2019
(S/2019/858, anexo 2.6, figura 6), que pertenecen al mismo lote que otra pistola
documentada por el Grupo de Expertos sobre el Yemen y presentan una diferencia de
18 digitos entre los respectivos niimeros de serie (véase el anexo 77). Otras cinco
pistolas CF98-9 con numeros de serie compatibles con los de las mencionadas
anteriormente también fueron documentadas por investigadores en Somalia en 2021.
El Grupo de Expertos sobre el Yemen considera que existe una red de contrabando
estrechamente coordinada que opera entre el Yemen y Somalia y recibe armas de una
fuente comun.

Contrabando al Sudan de fusiles de asalto G3 reacondicionados en el Yemen

108. EIl Grupo observa que, desde junio de 2023, multiples fuentes han informado de
que desde abril de 2023 las Fuerzas de Apoyo Répido®” cuentan con fusiles de
asalto G3, que son reacondicionados en zonas controladas por los huzies (véase el
anexo 78). Al parecer, se los estd utilizando en el conflicto armado que tiene lugar
actualmente en el Sudan. El Grupo considera que existe una red de contrabando
estrechamente coordinada que opera entre el Yemen y el Sudan.

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VI

Actos que violan el derecho internacional humanitario
y el derecho internacional de los derechos humanos

109. De conformidad con los parrafos 9, 17, 18 y 21 de la resolucion 2140 (2014) del
Consejo de Seguridad, leidos conjuntamente con el parrafo 19 de la resolucion
2216 (2015) y el parrafo 6 de la resolucion 2511 (2020), el Grupo continud
investigando las violaciones del derecho internacional humanitario y el derecho
internacional de los derechos humanos perpetradas por todas las partes en el conflicto
en el Yemen, incluidas las obstaculizaciones a la prestacion y distribucion de la
asistencia humanitaria.

110. La poblacion civil, en particular los nifios, sigue siendo la mas afectada por el
conflicto en curso y esta expuesta a graves amenazas, como la presencia generalizada
de restos explosivos de guerra, en particular minas terrestres, los ataques contra
civiles e infraestructuras civiles y la proliferacion no regulada de armas. La mayoria
de las violaciones investigadas por el Grupo durante el periodo que abarca el informe
han sido atribuidas a los huzies.

Ataques indiscriminados contra civiles e infraestructuras civiles

111. Las partes en el conflicto continuaron perpetrando ataques indiscriminados
contra civiles y bienes de caracter civil en violacion del derecho internacional
humanitario.

112. Entre los incidentes investigados por el Grupo figuran ataques que causaron
dafios a infraestructuras civiles y tuvieron repercusiones negativas en la vida cotidiana
de los habitantes del Yemen y en su acceso a servicios basicos.

113. A pesar de que tras el acuerdo de tregua de abril de 2022 disminuy6 la violencia
en varios lugares de las primeras lineas, el nimero de bajas civiles sigui6 siendo
elevado, especialmente debido al aumento del nimero de bajas causadas por restos
explosivos de guerra.

Ataques contra civiles y bienes de caracter civil

114. EIl Grupo investigd numerosos ataques presuntamente perpetrados por diversas
partes en el conflicto. Seglin los datos a que ha tenido acceso el Grupo, desde
diciembre de 2022 hasta el 31 de agosto de 2023 se produjeron 1.436 bajas civiles,
de las cuales 253 eran nifios, y 341 ataques contra infraestructuras civiles %,
principalmente edificios residenciales y vehiculos. La provincia de Saada registro el
mayor niamero de bajas civiles en cada uno de los meses abarcados por el informe,
con excepcion de julio de 2023, cuando la mayoria de las bajas fueron documentadas
en la provincia de Taiz®.

115. Entre los diversos incidentes, parece haber una tendencia creciente a atacar
ambulancias, incluidas ambulancias militares, principalmente por parte de AQPA.

Bajas civiles causadas por minas terrestres, artefactos explosivos improvisados
y municiones sin detonar

116. La poblacion civil del Yemen sigue expuesta a amenazas relacionadas con minas
terrestres, artefactos explosivos improvisados y municiones sin detonar, que han
causado numerosas bajas civiles, especialmente nifios. En julio de 2023 se registro el
mayor numero de victimas infantiles a causa de restos explosivos de guerra (23, de
las cuales 9 murieron) desde principios de afio?.

117. Entre el 1 de diciembre de 2022 y el 31 de agosto de 2023, los incidentes con
restos explosivos de guerra, incluidas las minas terrestres y las municiones sin
detonar, causaron 417 victimas civiles, de las cuales 140 murieron y 277 resultaron
heridas. Las provincias de Al-Hudayda, Al-Yawf, Marib y Taiz fueron algunas de las
mas afectadas. Por ejemplo, el 25 de julio una municioén sin detonar explotéo en Wadi
Ubayda, en el distrito de Marib, y causé la muerte de un hombre, su esposa, su madre
y cinco nifios. Otros dos nifios resultaron heridos en la explosion®®,

118. EIl Grupo recibio denuncias sobre varios lugares en los que se habian ocultado
minas y artefactos explosivos improvisados en aldeas rurales para causar dafio a las
poblaciones que regresaran después de que los huzies abandonaron esas zonas.
Habitualmente, los huzies colocan minas antipersonal en escuelas, en mezquitas, en
viviendas, incluso debajo de colchones, en pozos y otras fuentes de agua, y en las
inmediaciones de esos lugares.

Ataques a grupos vulnerables, incluidas las minorias religiosas y los migrantes

119. EIl Grupo investig6 casos de ataques indiscriminados perpetrados contra grupos
minoritarios. Por ejemplo, el 25 de mayo de 2023, en Sand, fuerzas huzies
secuestraron a 17 personas pertenecientes a la comunidad bahai, entre ellas cinco
mujeres, que estaban celebrando una reunidn para elegir a los miembros de su 6rgano
rector nacional'®?. La redada fue grabada en video por una de las personas que estaban

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participando en la reunion a través de Zoom%. Once de las personas que participaban
en la reunion siguen detenidas, entre ellas dos mujeres?®,

120. Los migrantes, solicitantes de asilo y refugiados en el Yemen, especialmente las
mujeres y los nifios, sufren violaciones sistematicas de sus derechos. El Grupo recibio
denuncias creibles de torturas y otras formas de malos tratos, en particular
violaciones, especialmente contra migrantes etiopes, perpetradas por bandas de
traficantes presuntamente relacionadas con algunas de las partes en el conflicto.
Seglin datos compartidos con el Grupo por la Organizacion Internacional para las
Migraciones y fuentes gubernamentales, hay en el Yemen unos 200.000 migrantes,
incluidos los solicitantes de asilo y los refugiados, en su mayoria etiopes (89 %) y
somalies (véase el anexo 79)1%.

Detencion arbitraria y desaparicion forzada

121. Todas las partes en el conflicto han detenido arbitrariamente o hecho
desaparecer por la fuerza a hombres, mujeres y nifios, principalmente por su presunta
asociacioén con partes que se oponen a ellas, para fines relacionados con la lucha
contra el terrorismo o para pedir rescate. Entre los civiles sometidos a detenciones y
desapariciones forzadas figuran, entre otros, activistas de derechos humanos y de la
sociedad civil, personal nacional e internacional que trabaja para organizaciones
locales e internacionales, y periodistas. En algunos casos, los hombres desaparecidos
o detenidos son el tnico sostén de sus familias y son percibidos por sus comunidades
como ciudadanos yemenies corrientes sin afiliacion politica o militar.

122. Las investigaciones del Grupo revelaron que, en algunos casos en los que se
creia que los hombres desaparecidos habian muerto, sus esposas se habian vuelto a
casar y su herencia habia sido repartida entre sus descendientes, por lo cual, cuando
los hombres fueron liberados, no tenian nada. Esto hizo que su terrible situacion se
deteriorara ain mas, y llevo a algunos de ellos al suicidio.

123. El Grupo también ha recibido informes segun los cuales el personal
penitenciario de los huzies y del Gobierno impedia que los detenidos obtuviesen los
articulos de socorro humanitario proporcionados por los organismos de ayuda
pertinentes. Al parecer, el personal penitenciario se quedaba con esos articulos.

Torturas y otras formas de tratos o penas crueles, inhumanos o degradantes

124. El Grupo investigd varios casos de hombres, mujeres y nifios detenidos o
sometidos a desaparicion forzada que habian sido y seguian siendo sometidos a
torturas y otras formas de tratos o penas crueles, inhumanos y degradantes.

125. Segln las pruebas reunidas por el Grupo, que incluyen informes médicos, los
prisioneros detenidos por los huzies son sometidos a tortura psicoldgica y fisica
sistematica, incluida la denegacion de la intervencion médica para el tratamiento de
las lesiones causadas por las torturas infligidas, que en el caso de algunos prisioneros
provocaron discapacidades permanentes o la muerte. El1 Grupo documenté casos de
torturas perpetradas por los huzies en varios centros de detencidén oficiales y no
oficiales, entre ellos la prision situada en el campamento de seguridad central de San4,
también conocido como la prision Exchange House, que esta a cargo del jefe del

126. Los huzies retienen a mujeres por diversos motivos relacionados con el
conflicto, como su supuesta afiliacion a partes contrarias en el conflicto, su afiliacion
politica, su participacion en organizaciones de la sociedad civil o su activismo en
materia de derechos humanos, o por presuntos “actos indecentes”. Por ejemplo, dos
conocidas modelos yemenies'® fueron detenidas arbitrariamente en febrero de 2021
y condenadas en noviembre del mismo afio a cinco afios de prision'?’. Las mujeres
retenidas por los huzies son objeto de torturas y otras formas de malos tratos, entre
otros por parte de la Zaynabiyat'®, Las mujeres detenidas también sufren agresiones
sexuales, en algunos casos son sometidas a pruebas de virginidad, y a menudo se les
impide acceder a articulos esenciales, como productos de higiene femenina. En agosto
de 2023, los huzies remitieron a su tribunal penal especializado a la activista de
derechos humanos Fatima al-Arouli, detenida desde agosto de 2022%,

127. Las decisiones adoptadas por el tribunal penal especializado de los huzies, o por
otros tribunales huzies, son consideradas fetuas, por lo cual tienen un peso judicial y
religioso que puede tener importantes repercusiones a largo plazo en la vida de las
personas condenadas, en particular en lo que respecta a su seguridad una vez que son
puestas en libertad.

128. Segln los informes recibidos por el Grupo, los huzies también detienen a nifios
de apenas 13 afos. Algunos de ellos son considerados “casos éticos” y se les acusa de
“actos indecentes” por su presunta orientacion homosexual. Otros nifios detenidos son
considerados “casos politicos”, a menudo porque ellos o sus familias no siguen la
ideologia o las normas de los huzies (véase el parrafo 142). Esos nifios comparten
celdas con presos adultos. El Grupo recibiéo denuncias creibles de que los nifios
recluidos en la comisaria de policia de Al-Shahid Al-Ahmar, en Sané, son sometidos
sistematicamente a violaciones.

129. El Grupo recibié multiples denuncias de torturas y malos tratos contra
prisioneros retenidos por las fuerzas afiliadas al Consejo de Transicion del Sur. El
periodista Ahmed Maher (S/2023/130, parrafo 108), sigue detenido en la prision de
Bi’r Ahmad, al parecer sometido a torturas y malos tratos (véase el anexo 81). El
Grupo también reunid pruebas creibles de que fuerzas afiliadas al Consejo de
Transicion del Sur torturan en forma sistematica a los hombres detenidos en prisiones
oficiales o secretas, entre ellas la prision secreta de Waddah (zlbss), en la provincia
de Adén, y de que esas torturas al parecer han causado la muerte de hombres cuyo
paradero sigue siendo desconocido.

130. El Grupo también recibié denuncias de torturas y malos tratos contra presos
retenidos por fuerzas afiliadas al Gobierno, entre ellos mujeres detenidas en la prision
de seguridad politica de Marib, principalmente por su presunta vinculacion con los
huzies. Tras su liberacion, Samira Marsh (véase el parrafo 134), que presuntamente
pertenece a la minoria muhamashin **°, denunci6 las torturas a las que al parecer fue
sometida mientras estuvo detenida durante alrededor de cinco afios. La Comisién

131. AQPA sigue secuestrando, haciendo desaparecer por la fuerza y privando de su
libertad a yemenies y extranjeros. En agosto de 2023, cuatro funcionarios nacionales
y un funcionario internacional del Departamento de Seguridad fueron liberados tras
18 meses de cautiverio en manos del grupo (véase el parrafo 50), al parecer en
terribles condiciones. El paradero de la mayoria de las personas detenidas por AQPA
sigue siendo desconocido.

Liberacion de detenidos en el marco del Acuerdo de Estocolmo

132. Durante el periodo que abarca el informe se llevd a cabo la tercera ronda de
intercambio de prisioneros en el marco del Acuerdo de Estocolmo®2.

133. En marzo de 2023, la Coalicion y los huzies acordaron liberar a 887 prisioneros
durante un periodo de tres dias!'3. Del 14 al 16 de abril de 2023, la Coalicién liber6 a
706 prisioneros a cambio de 181 que fueron liberados por los huzies. Entre los
prisioneros liberados por los huzies, al parecer habia 16 soldados saudies y tres
sudaneses, en tanto que los demas eran principalmente civiles, que fueron tratados
como prisioneros de guerra.

134. Entre los prisioneros liberados habia solo una mujer, que habia sido detenida
por su presunta vinculacion con los huzies y su participacion en la movilizacion de
otras mujeres para que se unieran a la autoridad de facto (véase el parrafo 130). Los
huzies liberaron a varios detenidos de alto nivel, entre ellos el hermano del ex-
Presidente Abd Rabbuh Mansur Hadi y el hijo de Tariq Saleh. Los cuatro periodistas
que habian sido detenidos por la autoridad de facto en junio de 2015 y que el juez
Mohamed Mufleh, nombrado por los huzies, habia condenado a muerte en octubre de
2020 en el tribunal penal especializado de los huzies!!, también fueron incluidos en
el intercambio tras extensas negociaciones que duraron afioss.

Violencia sexual y de género relacionada con el conflicto

135. El Grupo documenté casos de violencia sexual y de género relacionada con el
conflicto perpetrados por las partes en conflicto en el Yemen, en particular casos de
violacion y otras formas de violencia sexual contra hombres, mujeres y nifios, muchos
de los cuales no habian sido denunciados debido principalmente al estigma asociado
a esas violaciones. El Grupo recibié denuncias de casos de violencia sexual
perpetrada contra hombres y mujeres en centros de detencion, principalmente como
medio de tortura. que en su mayoria fueron atribuidos a los huzies. EI Grupo también
recibid denuncias acerca de varios casos de violencia sexual perpetrada por los huzies
contra niflos en centros de detencion o comisarias de policia (véanse los parrafos 128
y 145). Asimismo, hay bandas de tratantes de seres humanos afiliadas a algunas de
las partes en el conflicto que en forma sistematica perpetran violaciones contra
migrantes, en particular contra solicitantes de asilo y refugiados procedentes
principalmente del Cuerno de Africa (véase el anexo 79).

136. El Grupo reuni6 pruebas sobre los problemas que afrontan las mujeres y las
nifias como consecuencia del conflicto, en particular debido a la adopcion o

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implementacion de normas o medidas ad hoc impuestas por algunas de las partes en
el conflicto.

137. El Grupo recibié numerosas denuncias segun las cuales en las zonas controladas
por los huzies a algunas mujeres no se les habia permitido viajar, en algunos casos
para recibir tratamiento médico en el extranjero, debido a que no contaban con un
varon acompafiante’®. En algunas situaciones, las mujeres y las nifias no habian sido
autorizadas a viajar a pesar de que, en cumplimiento de las normas vigentes, contaban
con los certificados alternativos firmados por su varén acompaifiante o por el jeque
pertinente. En algunos casos, si no cuentan con acompaifiantes varones adultos, las
mujeres deben viajar con los familiares varones mas cercanos, incluso nifios muy
pequefios. Los huzies detienen durante largos periodos a las activistas de derechos
humanos, o a las mujeres a las que consideran vinculadas con un partido politico de
la oposicion, y a menudo las obligan a pagar una multa o a firmar documentos en los
que se comprometen a respetar las restricciones impuestas recientemente.

138. Las operaciones humanitarias que llevan a cabo las Naciones Unidas y las
organizaciones no gubernamentales en el Yemen se han visto gravemente
obstaculizadas por las normas relativas a los varones acompafantes impuestas por los
huzies. Esto dio lugar a un cambio en los términos de referencia del personal femenino,
que ahora se dedica principalmente al trabajo de oficina (véase el parrafo 148).

139. El requisito del varon acompaifiante se aplica estrictamente en las zonas
controladas por los huzies, y en particular en las provincias de Amran, Hayya,
Al-Hudayda y Sa‘dah. No obstante, al parecer se ha convertido en un requisito
anecddtico para viajar en algunas zonas especialmente conservadoras controladas por
el Gobierno, concretamente en las provincias de Abyan y Labhij.

140. Otra tendencia creciente incluye la segregacion por sexos y la aplicacion de
otras medidas limitativas impuestas por los huzies en los espacios publicos, incluidas
las universidades (véase el anexo 82). La Facultad de Comunicacion de Masas de la
Universidad de Sana fue uno de los primeros lugares en que se aplicaron esas normas,
lo que se hizo a través de una circular emitida en julio de 2023 por el Foro de
Estudiantes Universitarios, afiliado a los huzies, en la que se anuncid que los
estudiantes y las estudiantes no asistirian a clase durante los mismos dias de la semana
(véase el anexo 83). El Grupo considera que esas directivas, al igual que otras
dirigidas a estudiantes mas jovenes, forman parte de una campafia mas amplia
relacionada con el conflicto que estd perjudicando gravemente a las mujeres y las
nifias en el Yemen.

141. EIl Grupo recopilé numerosas pruebas acerca del uso de la difamacion publica,
que habitualmente incluye alegaciones de prostitucion, contra mujeres yemenies,
incluidas mujeres de la diaspora. Las mujeres que participan o participaron
previamente en politica, en organizaciones de la sociedad civil o en activismo por los
derechos humanos también reciben amenazas personales, incluso amenazas de
muerte, y amenazas contra sus familiares. Ese tipo de violencia, que incluye el acoso
virtual a través de los medios sociales, tiene un grave impacto negativo en esas
mujeres, en particular habida cuenta del caracter conservador de la sociedad yemeni
(véase el anexo 84). La mayoria de esos casos fueron atribuidos a los huzies.

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Violaciones de los derechos de los nifios

142. El Grupo document6 un amplio espectro de violaciones de los derechos de los
nifios relacionadas con el conflicto que fueron perpetradas por las partes en el
conflicto y que son especialmente preocupantes dado el impacto indeleble que habran
de tener en las futuras generaciones yemenies. En particular, los cambios adoptados
recientemente en los planes de estudios y la campafa sistematica de adoctrinamiento
para garantizar la adhesion de la poblacion a la ideologia huzi!!’ estan alimentando
un entorno basado en el odio, la violencia y la discriminacion, con un componente
militar basico, todo lo cual estd socavando gravemente la paz, la seguridad y la
estabilidad en el Yemen (véase el anexo 85).

Reclutamiento y utilizacion de nifios

143. El Grupo verific6 una tendencia creciente a someter a los nifios a propaganda y
adiestramiento militares, en particular en el contexto de los campamentos de verano,
en los que en 2023 habrian participado mas de un millon de nifios yemenies que vivian
en zonas controladas por los huzies'!®. Aunque supuestamente los huzies tomaron
medidas positivas después de firmar en abril de 2022 un plan de accioén con las
Naciones Unidas destinado a hacer cesar y prevenir esa violacion, las pruebas
reunidas muestran la tendencia contraria'?®,

Los huzies afirmaron que mas de 700.000 nifios asistieron a los campamentos de verano en
2022, y que en 2023 esperaban inscribir a 1,5 millones de nifios (véase https://www.saba.ye/
ar/news3236884.htm?file_id=1).

Incluidas las plataformas de medios de comunicacion pertenecientes a los huzies.
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144. Los campamentos de verano que se llevaron a cabo en las zonas controladas por
los huzies tuvieron lugar entre mayo y junio de 2023 en nueve provincias'?® y
respondieron a tres modalidades: a) campamentos abiertos, para nifios y nifias de entre
6 y 12 afios de edad'?, b) campamentos modelo, para nifios y nifias de entre 6 y 17
afios de edad*?, y ¢) campamentos cerrados (residenciales), en los que nifios de entre
13 y 17 afios de edad pasan entre 30 y 45 dias sin regresar a sus hogares. Solo los
docentes tienen acceso a los centros residenciales, donde al parecer se imparte
entrenamiento militar. E1 Grupo document6 que nifios de apenas diez afios de edad
estan expuestos a entrenamiento militar. Los huzies también estan ofreciendo
incentivos monetarios, mediante la exencion de los aranceles de inscripcion para el
siguiente afio escolar, con el fin de promover una mayor tasa de asistencia a los
campamentos de verano (véase el anexo 86).

145. Los nifios suelen ser reclutados mediante coaccidn y amenazas a sus familias.
El Grupo ha recibido denuncias creibles que indican que en las zonas controladas por
los huzies las familias que se niegan a enviar a sus hijos para que se unan a las fuerzas
huzies o de forma manifiesta no se alinean con la ideologia huzi son objeto de
represalias. Las represalias incluyen la eliminacion de la familia de las listas de
beneficiarios con derecho a recibir asistencia humanitaria y el secuestro y detencion
de los nifios afectados, que son sometidos a diversas formas de malos tratos, incluida
la violencia sexual (véase el parrafo 135). En otros casos, los nifios son llevados por
la fuerza a campamentos de verano cerrados y posteriormente enviados a las primeras
lineas.

Obstruccion de la prestacion y distribucion de asistencia
humanitaria

146. La situacion humanitaria en el Yemen es extremadamente grave como
consecuencia de mas de ocho largos afios de conflicto. La respuesta humanitaria sigue
sufriendo un grave déficit de financiacion, lo cual priva a miles de personas de una
asistencia humanitaria vital.

147. Ha aumentado en forma notable la desinformacion contra el personal
humanitario, lo cual ha dificultado atin mas sus operaciones. En las zonas controladas
por los huzies continué la propagacién de rumores infundados sobre la eficacia de las
vacunas, y siguieron existiendo diversos impedimentos operacionales. Eso hizo que
los nifios tuviesen menos posibilidades de acceder en forma oportuna a vacunas contra
enfermedades prevenibles, como la poliomielitis, el sarampion, el tétanos y la
difterial?,

148. Las restricciones a la libertad de circulacion impuestas al personal nacional
femenino por motivos relacionados con la cuestion del varéon acompafiante han
obstaculizado gravemente su capacidad para brindar los servicios necesarios a
mujeres y nifias, especialmente los servicios relacionados con la salud reproductiva
(véase el parrafo 137). Esas limitaciones también estan afectando a los trabajadores
humanitarios varones como consecuencia de los retrasos en los puestos de control y
otros impedimentos burocraticos.

149. Como consecuencia del limitado nimero de vuelos desde y hacia el aeropuerto
de Sand, las personas que vivian en zonas controladas por los huzies tuvieron
dificultades para recibir tratamiento médico en el extranjero.

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150. Los déficits en materia de financiacion estan repercutiendo negativamente en la
prestacion de asistencia humanitaria. En particular, la reciente decision del Programa
Mundial de Alimentos de interrumpir inicialmente las actividades de prevencion de
la malnutricion a partir de agosto de 2023, y la posterior decision de recortar aun mas
su financiacion'?*, son motivo de gran preocupacion, ya que los habitantes del Yemen,
especialmente los nifilos que padecen malnutricién aguda grave, dependen totalmente
de la ayuda humanitaria internacional para su supervivencia.

151. Continuan las interferencias en el suministro de asistencia humanitaria y los
obstaculos impuestos por algunas de las partes en el conflicto. El Grupo recibid
algunas denuncias sobre demoras en el suministro de asistencia humanitaria causadas
por trabas burocraticas impuestas por el Gobierno del Yemen, asi como multiples
denuncias segun las cuales en los puestos de control los huzies y otros grupos armados
cobraban tasas ilegales'® a los convoyes que transportaban articulos humanitarios.
Seglin se informo, como consecuencia de las prolongadas demoras impuestas por los
huzies en la entrega de articulos humanitarios la poblacion recibio alimentos y
medicamentos que ya habian caducado.

152. Seglin multiples denuncias recibidas por el Grupo, los huzies desvian fondos
humanitarios y venden articulos de socorro, en particular en centros de detencion, y
la autoridad de facto elimina de las listas pertinentes a algunos beneficiarios debido
a que tienen afiliaciones politicas contrarias o se niegan a acatar las normas
impuestas.

Cuestiones economicas y financieras

Problemas econémicos que plantean una posible amenaza
para la paz, la seguridad y la estabilidad

Sinopsis

153. Los problemas econémicos que asolan al Yemen estan ahora tan estrechamente
entrelazados con la situacion politica y el conflicto en general que ya no pueden verse
como problemas exclusivamente “econdémicos”; antes bien, son problemas que
representan una grave amenaza para la paz, la seguridad y la estabilidad del Yemen.
La persistencia del conflicto y el caracter fragmentario de las respuestas en materia
de politica macroeconémica y microeconémica que brindan las autoridades han
agravado la ya fragil situacion econémica. A pesar de que las cuestiones econémicas
han sido un tema clave en los didlogos politicos y diplomaticos de los ultimos meses,
la imposibilidad de encontrar un terreno comun al respecto ha llevado al
estancamiento de las conversaciones de paz.

154. El continuo deterioro de la situacion econdémica en las zonas controladas por el
Gobierno, en particular las elevadas tasas de inflacion, la depreciacion del rial yemeni
y las deficiencias en la prestacion de servicios publicos, especialmente en lo que
respecta a la electricidad, ha sido explotado por los partidos politicos del sur. En
consecuencia, los problemas econémicos han adquirido dimensiones politicas, y en
varias ciudades han desembocado en disturbios civiles. Esos problemas también
generaron una fuerte division entre el norte y el sur, que llevé al resurgimiento de un
movimiento politico que exige equidad, juego limpio y justicia para las personas que
residen en las zonas controladas por el Gobierno. Las tendencias separatistas y

secesionistas, influidas por las ensefianzas del pasado y por el deseo de lograr la libre
determinacion del sur, parecen ser innatas en esos arrebatos politicos.

155. Esas cuestiones econdmicas contenciosas, que aun no se han resuelto, amenazan
no solo el proceso de paz en curso, sino también la unidad e integridad del Yemen.

Guerra econéomica

156. Los huzies parecen haber desplegado un conjunto calibrado de medidas
econdémicas coercitivas con el fin de incapacitar al Gobierno del Yemen ¢ impedir que
funcione como Gobierno. El Ministro de Relaciones Exteriores y Asuntos de los
Expatriados del Gobierno del Yemen declaré que los huzies tenian el propdsito de
utilizar “el hambre como arma en su agresion” 26,

Fragmentacion del sistema bancario y financiero

157. Al haber tomado el control del Banco Central del Yemen en Sand, los huzies
pasaron a tener acceso a enormes sumas de dinero depositadas en el Banco Central y
un control total sobre el sector bancario. Ante esa situacion, el Gobierno del Yemen
cre6 un banco central paralelo en Adén. A lo largo de los afios, los respectivos
regimenes reguladores, con el fin de afirmar su autoridad sobre la otra parte, han
emitido a menudo instrucciones contradictorias con implicaciones punitivas en caso
de incumplimiento (véanse los anexos 87 a 89). Esa bifurcacion administrativa
constituye un importante obstaculo para la estabilidad economica del Yemen.

Banco de Crédito Cooperativo y Agricola - Adén

158. El 19 de mayo de 2021, los huzies emitieron la circular naim. 70 (2021), en la
que dispusieron que las compaiiias e instituciones de cambio no debian tratar con el
Banco de Crédito Cooperativo y Agricola, que operaba en las zonas controladas por
el Gobierno (véase el anexo 90). Posteriormente, el Consejo Supremo para la Gestion
y Coordinacion de Asuntos Humanitarios y Cooperacion Internacional, afiliado a los
huzies, emitié la circular nim. 2084, en la que advirti6 a las organizaciones
internacionales y otras entidades que, si deseaban operar sin obstaculos en las zonas
controladas por los huzies, no debian tratar con bancos y compaiiias de cambio no
autorizados por el Banco Central del Yemen en Sana, incluido el Banco de Crédito
Cooperativo y Agricola (ibid.).

159. El Banco Central del Yemen en Adén y el Banco de Crédito Cooperativo y
Agricola informaron al Grupo de que el Banco habia participado en la licitacion
(llamado a presentacion de propuestas num. 100-14489) anunciada por el Fondo
Social para el Desarrollo para proporcionar servicios de transferencias en efectivo de
emergencia a familias de bajos ingresos residentes en zonas controladas por el
Gobierno. Asimismo, el Banco Cooperativo y de Crédito Agricola informé al Grupo
de que, a pesar de cumplir todas las condiciones indicadas en el llamado a
presentacion de propuestas, habia sido declarado inelegible y se le habia impedido
participar en ese proyecto humanitario porque figuraba en la lista de entidades
“sancionadas por el donante”. El Banco sostiene que esa denegacion de la posibilidad
de participar en la licitacién fue una represalia de los huzies por haber trasladado su
sede a Adén en 2019 (véase la figura VII).

ices in providing the fi ial services and has the
widest correspondent banking network around the
world and it's considered the largest bank in
contributing to the continuation of the flow of
commodities and the arrival of humanitarian aid
throughout the conflict period.

160. Los huzies desafiaron la politica monetaria del Gobierno del Yemen al anunciar
que la nueva serie de billetes emitida por el Banco Central del Yemen en Adén era
falsa y prohibir su circulacion (S/2022/50, anexo 26, parrafos 10 a 12). Eso provocod
enormes diferencias en los tipos de cambio, una inflaciéon incontrolable y el
debilitamiento del rial yemeni en las zonas controladas por el Gobierno (véase la
figura VIII).

Prohibicion de la aplicacion de intereses en las transacciones bancarias
y comerciales

161. En marzo de 2023, los huzies aprobaron una ley sobre la prohibicion de las
transacciones usurarias que prohibi6 el pago de intereses sobre depositos, letras del
tesoro, bonos del Estado e instrumentos o transacciones comerciales similares.

162. El Yemen ha sido dividido en dos zonas monetarias, comerciales y econdmicas
distintas (véase el anexo 91).

Control del comercio internacional, las aduanas y la tributacion

163. Los huzies controlaban el comercio internacional y cobraban aranceles
aduaneros y otros impuestos en los puertos que estaban bajo su control. Recurrieron
a la doble tributacion, ya que también se pagaban aranceles aduaneros sobre las
mercancias cuando se las importaba a través de puertos controlados por el Gobierno
del Yemen. El 8 de agosto de 2023, los huzies publicaron una circular sobre un
“mecanismo de recaudacion de ingresos publicos en los puntos aduaneros terrestres”, en
la que se determind que se aplicaria un arancel aduanero equivalente al 50 % del valor
aduanero total sobre todas las mercancias que llegaran a los puntos aduaneros terrestres
a través de pasos terrestres o maritimos de “zonas ocupadas” (véase el anexo 92). Por
consiguiente, los huzies tratan a las zonas controladas por el Gobierno como territorios
extranjeros a efectos aduaneros, y de hecho han dividido al Yemen en dos paises.

Denegacion de la posibilidad de que el Gobierno del Yemen perciba sus ingresos
164. Ademas, los huzies privan al Gobierno del Yemen de cualquier oportunidad de
recaudar ingresos.

Sector del petroleo

165. Este sector fue el mas afectado por el conflicto (véase el anexo 93). Antes del
conflicto, los ingresos derivados del petrdleo eran de alrededor de 7.900 millones de
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dolares. En 2014, el Yemen producia unos 167.000 barriles diarios, pero entre 2020 y
2022 la produccién diaria disminuyé a entre 50.000 y 60.000 barriles'?’,

Ataques contra la terminal petrolifera de Dabbah

166. Después de que en octubre de 2022 no se renovo la tregua, se produjeron ataques
contra la terminal petrolifera de Dabbah. Los ataques ocasionaron el cese de la
produccion y exportacion de petroleo crudo procedente de los sectores de los campos
petroliferos de Masilah (14), East Shabwa (10), East Hajar (51), East Sir* (53) y Malik
(9)*8. Cada aflo, el Gobierno del Yemen pierde unos 1.200 millones de ddlares en
ingresos?®. En 2021 los ingresos totales derivados del crudo fueron de 993 millones
de dolares, y en 2022 (hasta noviembre), de 980 millones. Teniendo en cuenta el costo
de las reparaciones y la sustitucion de equipos e instalaciones de la terminal
petrolifera de Dabbah, las pérdidas del Gobierno del Yemen serian en total de unos
2.000 millones de délares*®, El Gobierno del Yemen se ve asi privado de su principal
fuente de divisas, que son fundamentales para importar alimentos esenciales y
combustible para la generacion de electricidad. Ademas, esto ha socavado la
capacidad del Banco Central del Yemen en Adén para intervenir y detener la caida del
rial yemeni.'®!

Ataques perpetrados cerca del proyecto de gas natural licuado del Yemen en Balhaf

167. El proyecto de gas natural licuado del Yemen en Balhaf fue la mayor inversion
industrial del pais, por un total de unos 4.500 millones de dolares, y tenia el objetivo
de exportar 6,7 millones de toneladas anuales de gas natural licuado durante al menos
20 afios. Sin embargo, sus operaciones fueron interrumpidas en 2015 debido al
conflicto'®. Segin se ha informado, el gasoducto que alimenta la terminal de gas fue
atacado varias veces por AQPA®, Al parecer, el 5 de agosto de 2023 se lanzaron
cohetes contra la base militar cercana a la planta de gas natural licuado del Yemen
(véase el parrafo 62). Segin la compaiiia, “como consecuencia de la situacion
imperante en materia de seguridad, Yemen LNG contintia afrontando una situacion de
fuerza mayor y la planta permanece en modo de preservacion” 34,

Comercio internacional: desvio de las importaciones de Adén a Al-Hudayda

168. En abril de 2022 se autorizo la importacion de combustible y otros productos
derivados del combustible a través del puerto de Al-Hudayda. E17 de febrero de 2023,
los huzies obtuvieron autorizaciéon para importar todo tipo de mercancias, con
excepcion de los articulos prohibidos, a través de sus puertos. Con el aumento de las
importaciones a través de Al-Hudayda, de enero a julio de 2023 los huzies ganaron
unos 4 millones de dodlares en concepto de servicios maritimos. Se prevé que para
diciembre de 2023 esas ganancias serdn de 7 millones de dolares™®®.

169. El Grupo recibio informacion segun la cual los huzies obligaban a quienes
importaban mercancias a través del puerto de Adén a firmar un documento en el que
se estipulaba que se comprometian a efectuar sus importaciones a través del puerto
de Al-Hudayda y que en caso contrario serian objeto de medidas punitivas. Se advertia

a los comerciantes que, a partir de la fecha del mensaje, no se permitiria el ingreso a
las zonas controladas por los huzies de ninguna mercancia que hubiese sido
transportada a través del puerto de Adén. Los huzies recomiendan a los comerciantes
una compaflia de transporte maritimo internacional especifica, Saba, de Mahir y
Saddam al-Sharafi, que transporta contenedores desde cualquier lugar del mundo a
Al-Hudayda por el mismo precio que si el envio tuviese como destino Adén (véase el
anexo 94).

170. Ese desplazamiento de las importaciones de Adén a Al-Hudayda se tradujo entre
abril de 2022 y junio de 2023 en una enorme pérdida de ingresos para el Gobierno del
Yemen, que ascendié a 637.360 millones de riales yemenies'®, y en una importante
ganancia para los huzies.

Comercio interior entre el Norte y el Sur: prohibicion de comprar gas para cocinar
y otros articulos procedentes de zonas controladas por el Gobierno

171. En marzo de 2023, los huzies dejaron de comprarle al Gobierno del Yemen gas
para cocinar, que constituia alrededor del 60 % del gas para cocinar producido en
Marib. No se permiti6 el ingreso de camiones procedentes de zonas controladas por el
Gobierno que transportaban cemento, acero, madera y clinker en las zonas controladas
por los huzies. Los huzies comenzaron a importar esos articulos a través de los puertos
de Al-Hudayda y Ras Isa, lo cual los hizo menos dependientes del Gobierno del Yemen
para esos suministros. En contraste con las 52.819,4 toneladas de gas licuado de
petroleo importadas en 2022, en 2023 la importacion aumentd bruscamente y para
finales de julio era de 234.649,7 toneladas, un aumento del 444 % respecto de 2022,
Solo entre abril y julio de 2023 se importaron 216.072,6 toneladas, es decir, el 92 %
de las importaciones totales registradas hasta julio de 2023%,

172. La produccion diaria, que era de entre 60 y 70 remolques, ha pasado a ser de
entre 25 y 40 remolques. Durante el primer trimestre de 2023 se vendieron a las zonas
controladas por los huzies 70.367,38 toneladas de gas para cocinar, cifra que en el
segundo trimestre disminuyo a 38.380,65 toneladas, lo cual representa una reduccion
de 31.986,73 toneladas (45 %) y una pérdida de ingresos de 7.800 millones de riales
yemenies. E1 Gobierno del Yemen estima que las pérdidas anuales totales en concepto
de ingresos son de 64.000 millones de riales yemenies®°.

Bloqueo de carreteras principales

173. El conflicto ha afectado gravemente a las principales carreteras y puentes, que
han sufrido importantes dafios. Las restricciones y el cobro ilegal de tasas que los
huzies han impuesto en las principales carreteras interprovinciales, y que diversos
grupos armados han impuesto en los puestos de control erigidos en las zonas
controladas por el Gobierno, han afectado gravemente a la circulacion de bienes y
personas, lo cual ha restringido atin mas el comercio interno. El asedio de Taiz duplicd
los costos de transporte de los productos basicos#?. Las mas afectadas son las
principales autopistas que conectan las ciudades mas importantes del norte y el sur, a
saber, la ruta N1 (que une Taiz, Ib, Damar y Sana con Adén). Los huzies han
bloqueado la carretera de 6 km que une Taiz y Hawban, un importante centro
econdémico, lo cual obliga a desviarse 100 km. No solo se tarda muchos dias en
transportar mercancias de Adén a Taiz por la ruta alternativa Adén-Rahidah, que tiene

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una extension de 128 km, sino que ademas el costo del transporte practicamente se
duplica, y se torna altamente prohibitivo. Asimismo, dado que la importante carretera
comercial de 160 km de extensién que une Sand con Marib ha sido cerrada por
motivos de seguridad, algunas personas recorren 400 km adicionales, pasando por Al-
Bayda. Otras personas utilizan las traicioneras rutas del desierto que pasan por Marib
y Al-Yawf.

Recursos financieros de las personas designadas y sus redes

174. Las personas designadas en virtud del régimen de sanciones de conformidad con
la resolucion 2140 (2014), quienes actiian en su nombre o bajo su direccion y las
entidades que son propiedad de esas personas o estan bajo su control siguen
recibiendo, poseyendo o controlando, directa o indirectamente, fondos, otros activos
financieros y recursos econémicos. Los huzies, que cuentan con abundantes fondos,
se han vuelto economicamente superiores, y en los tltimos meses se ha producido una
inversion en el equilibrio de poder econémico en favor de los huzies. El impacto de
las sanciones financieras impuestas a esas personas ha sido limitado.

Impresion de billetes, sellos financieros y pasaportes

175. El Grupo recibié varias denuncias segun las cuales los huzies imprimian y
utilizaban moneda falsa para satisfacer sus necesidades de financiaciéon. Por ejemplo,
el 28 de agosto de 2023 la Embajada del Yemen en Beijing recibi6é de una compaiiia
de papel moneda de China una solicitud en la que se la consultaba acerca de un
ciudadano yemeni que, al parecer, se habia puesto en contacto con la compaiiia en
relaciéon con la impresion de billetes de banco, sellos financieros y pasaportes. El
Grupo recibié copias de los documentos pertinentes, incluido el pasaporte de la
persona en cuestion y una carta de fecha 26 de marzo de 2023 del Director General

del Departamento de Pasaportes y Ciudadania del Ministerio del Interior del Yemen
en la que se solicitaba que se facilitara la compra de papel de seguridad y tinta. Las
investigaciones del Grupo revelaron que esa persona no representaba al Gobierno del
Yemen y que su pasaporte, en el que se indicaba que habia sido expedido el 19 de
marzo de 2023, no habia sido expedido por el Gobierno del Yemen.

176. El Grupo no descarta la posibilidad de que la autoridad designada por los huzies
haya expedido el mencionado pasaporte y que en el pasado se hayan utilizado en el
Yemen moneda y pasaportes falsos'#!. El Grupo esta investigando esa cuestion.

Impuestos y tasas

177. Los huzies contintian recaudando tasas ilegales, el azaque y el impuesto khums
(20 %), llevan a cabo operaciones en el mercado negro y recurren a la doble
tributacion, la extorsion y la confiscacion de fondos de las cuentas bancarias y otros
activos pertenecientes a personas y entidades que se les oponen, con el fin de sostener
sus esfuerzos bélicos (S/2023/130, parrafos 72 a 86 y anexos 22 a 26).

178. E19 de julio de 2023, durante la celebracion de la festividad chii Eid al-Ghadir
en Saada, y como parte de las actividades del dia, las mujeres recaudaron dinero que
seria enviado a los combatientes desplegados en las primeras lineas.

Ingresos procedentes del sector de los combustibles

179. Los huzies generan importantes ingresos a través del sector de los combustibles.
Debido a que se han incrementado las importaciones de combustible a través del
puerto de Al-Hudayda, los huzies han pasado a recibir importantes ingresos aduaneros
procedentes de ese sector.

Congelacion de cuentas de Yemenia (Yemen Airways) y otros

180. Segln informacién recibida por el Grupo, el 8 de marzo de 2023 los huzies
congelaron los fondos de las tres cuentas bancarias de Yemenia en Sana, por un total
de 80 millones de dolares. Con los fondos adicionales que se acreditaron en las
cuentas bancarias de la aerolinea en Sana y la liberacion de algunos fondos, a 5 de
agosto de 2023 el monto de los fondos congelados era de 78 millones de ddlares.
Asimismo, a la aerolinea se le ha prohibido utilizar las piezas de repuesto que se
encuentran en su hangar de mantenimiento en Sana. El principal objetivo era obligar
a Yemenia a aumentar de tres a seis el nimero de vuelos semanales entre Sana y
Amman y a transportar a peregrinos del hach a Yeda. Yemenia llevo a cabo 6 vuelos
a Amman en julio, 5 vuelos de ida a Yeda en junio y 12 vuelos de regreso de Yeda y
Medina a Sana en julio de 2023. No obstante, como los huzies no liberaron los fondos,
Yemenia redujo el nimero de vuelos semanales a Amman a tres. E1 Gobierno del
Yemen tiene derechos de propiedad sobre el 51 % de la aerolineal®?, otro posible
motivo por el que los huzies han tomado como blanco al sector de la aviacion civil.
La congelacion de fondos ha afectado a las operaciones diarias de la aerolinea y ha
retrasado la compra de nuevas aeronaves. Esto también repercute en cualquier plan
destinado a aumentar el servicio aéreo desde Sana a mas destinos en el extranjero, en
particular para fines humanitarios.

181. Al parecer, los huzies también han confiscado los activos de la Camara de
Comercio e Industria de Sana. El Grupo esté investigando esas cuestiones.

Contrabando y trafico de drogas, objetos culturales y otros articulos

182. El Grupo recibio informacion acerca del aumento del nimero de incidentes de
contrabando y trafico de estupefacientes en el Yemen y de incautaciones de
cargamentos por parte de las autoridades yemenies e interceptaciones de dhows que
transportaban cargamentos de estupefacientes por parte de fuerzas navales
internacionales. Entre 2016 y 2021, la superficie de cultivo de khat (Catha edulis),
un estimulante suave ampliamente consumido en todo el Yemen, aument6 mas de un
40 %3, El Grupo estd investigando la presunta implicacion de los huzies en el
aumento de la produccion de khat y en el trafico y contrabando de drogas, que tendria
el objetivo de generar fondos para sus actividades militares.

183. Como consecuencia del conflicto en el Yemen, gran parte de las infraestructuras
que forman parte del patrimonio del pais ha quedado en ruinas. El Grupo esta
investigando el alcance de la destruccion de sitios que forman parte del patrimonio
del pais y del contrabando de piezas antiguas y antigiiedades.

Problemas econémicos en las zonas controladas por el Gobierno

Crisis de electricidad en Adén

184. Segln se ha informado, entre mayo y agosto de 2023 continuaron los cortes de
electricidad en Adén, que se prolongaron durante mas de 15 horas al dia, debido a la
escasez de combustible para las centrales eléctricas. El Banco Central del Yemen en
Adén inform6 al Grupo de que la subvencion de 170 millones de ddlares para petrdleo
concedida por la Arabia Saudita fue utilizada entre noviembre de 2022 y marzo de
2023 y que a partir de entonces el Gobierno del Yemen pagaba el combustible. Seglin
se inform6, en muchas zonas controladas por el Gobierno se registraron protestas y
disturbios civiles contra el deterioro de los servicios publicos, en las que se acusoé al
Gobierno del Yemen de incapacidad para hacer frente a esos problemas (véase el
anexo 95).

185. Enjunio de 2023, con el fin de sefialar esos problemas a la atencion del Gobierno
del Yemen, el Gobernador de Adén anunci6 que los ingresos aduaneros y tributarios
recaudados en el puerto de Adén y en la Zona Franca de Adén no serian depositados
en el Banco Central del Yemen en Adén. El 12 de junio, se impididé que los empleados
del Banco Central del Yemen en Adén trasladaran dinero de los puertos a las bovedas
del Banco Central'**. No obstante, el asunto se resolvié y el 19 de junio de 2023 el
dinero fue depositado en el Banco Central del Yemen en Adén.

Inspeccion de cargamentos

186. Los buques que se dirigian a los puertos controlados por los huzies estaban
sujetos a inspeccion por parte del Mecanismo de Verificacion e Inspeccion de las
Naciones Unidas, de conformidad con la resolucion 2216 (2015), en Djibouti, y por
parte de la Coalicion, un ejercicio conjunto de la célula de evaluacion y operaciones
humanitarias y el Gobierno del Yemen, en el area de espera de la Coalicion. En febrero
de 2023 se suspendieron todos los tipos de restricciones a la importacion de

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mercancias, con excepcion de las prohibidas, a través de los puertos del mar Rojo, lo
cual incluy¢ la suspension de las inspecciones de la Coalicion en el area de espera de
la Coalicion.

187. Sin embargo, el sistema de inspeccion del Mecanismo de Verificacion e
Inspeccion de las Naciones Unidas sigue vigente, y ahora tiene que ocuparse de mas
buques, especialmente portacontenedores. En contraste con los 265 contenedores que
transportaban cargamento importado registrados en agosto de 2020, en julio de 2023
el nimero de contenedores fue de 3.511, y el peso del cargamento aument6 de 5.939
toneladas a 109.829 toneladas, lo cual representa un crecimiento récord de 1.325 %
en el nimero de contenedores y de 1.849 % en el peso del cargamento.

188. En cuanto a la inspeccion por parte de la Coalicion, en marzo de 2023, con el
fin de acelerar el movimiento de los cargamentos y apoyar el proceso de paz y las
conversaciones, la célula de evaluacion y operaciones humanitarias habia permitido
que los buques procedentes de los puertos de Yazan y Yeda (Arabia Saudita) se
dirigieran directamente al puerto de Al-Hudayda. El Grupo tomé conocimiento de que
esa medida ha quedado sin efecto y de que la Coalicion y funcionarios
gubernamentales llevan a cabo inspecciones en Djibouti junto con el Mecanismo de
Verificacion e Inspeccion de las Naciones Unidas y también examinan algunos
contenedores.
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189. La eficacia del sistema de inspeccion para garantizar el cumplimiento de la
resolucion 2216 (2015) resulta importante, dado el considerable aumento del nimero
de buques y tipos de cargamento. Segin se ha informado, el Mecanismo de
Verificacion e Inspeccion de las Naciones Unidas enfrenta graves limitaciones en
materia de financiacion y recursos humanos. Como consecuencia de esa situacion, el
Mecanismo no pudo proporcionar al Grupo informacién crucial para sus
investigaciones y analisis. Un sistema solido, basado en el riesgo y automatizado para
el perfilado y la inspeccion de los cargamentos ayuda a facilitar la aprobacion de los
cargamentos humanitarios y comerciales de buena fe y a combatir el contrabando de
mercancias prohibidas.

Vigilancia de la aplicacion de las medidas relacionadas con
la congelacion de activos y la prohibicion de viajar

190. El Grupo contintia vigilando la aplicacion por los Estados Miembros de las
medidas relacionadas con la congelacion de activos y la prohibicion de viajar
impuestas en los parrafos 11 y 15 de la resolucion 2140 (2014), respectivamente, en
lo que respecta a las personas designadas.

Recomendaciones

191. El Grupo recomienda que el Consejo de Seguridad:

a)  Aliente a las partes en el conflicto y a otras partes interesadas, incluidos
los mediadores internacionales, a que incluyan en el proceso de paz medidas que:

i) Ayuden a estabilizar la tregua oficiosa actual y a prevenir cualquier retorno
al enfrentamiento militar, con el objetivo de allanar el camino hacia un alto el
fuego oficial;

ii)  Elaboren e implementen medidas graduales y reciprocas de fomento de la
confianza, como la liberacion de los nifios reclutados y utilizados por las partes
en el conflicto y la liberacion de los detenidos relacionados con el conflicto, a
fin de poder abordar cuestiones complejas como el pago de sueldos, el
levantamiento del asedio a Taiz y el levantamiento de la prohibicion de exportar
petroleo impuesta al Gobierno del Yemen;

iii) Garanticen la participacion del Gobierno del Yemen y de todas las otras
partes interesadas yemenies;

iv) Desarrollen una vision comun para la unidad del Yemen que incluya una
configuracion politica y administrativa adecuada;

v) Incluyan elementos de justicia transicional para la proteccion de los nifios
y preserven la libertad de expresion;

b) Condene en los términos mas enérgicos todos los ataques dirigidos contra
civiles y contra la infraestructura civil, que estin prohibidos en virtud del derecho
internacional humanitario, y reafirme la necesidad de que las partes en el conflicto
cumplan las obligaciones que les incumben en virtud del derecho internacional;

c) Considere la posibilidad de establecer dentro de la entidad pertinente de
las Naciones Unidas una unidad que se ocupe de vigilar atentamente las violaciones
del embargo de armas selectivo y de fortalecer la capacidad del Gobierno del Yemen
para contrarrestar el flujo ilicito de armas, municiones y material conexo;
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d) Exhorte al Gobierno del Yemen y a la Coalicion a que establezcan un
mecanismo conjunto para recoger los restos de armas, incluidas las aeronaves no
tripuladas utilizadas por los huzies o0 AQPA en sus ataques, y el material incautado y
garantizar la documentacion, el analisis forense y el almacenamiento adecuados y la
preservacion de la cadena de custodia;

e) Exhorte a las partes en el conflicto a que adopten medidas para poner fin
al uso indiscriminado de minas terrestres y retirar las minas terrestres existentes de
las zonas civiles que controlan y aliente a los Estados Miembros a que aumenten su
apoyo a las labores de desminado humanitario en el Yemen, entre otras cosas mediante
el suministro de especialistas, equipos y financiacion adecuada, con las salvaguardias
apropiadas a fin de evitar cualquier uso indebido;

f)  Exhorte a los Estados Miembros a que presten apoyo al Programa Mundial
contra la Delincuencia Maritima de la Oficina de las Naciones Unidas contra la Droga
y el Delito con el fin de aumentar la capacidad de la Guardia Costera Yemeni en los
ambitos de la intercepcion del contrabando de armas, drogas y otros articulos de
contrabando, el rescate y recuperacion de migrantes y otras personas, y la busqueda
y salvamento de embarcaciones en peligro, incluidos los pesqueros yemenies;

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Annex 1: Methodology

1. The Panel uses satellite imagery of Yemen procured by the United Nations from private
providers to support investigations. It also uses commercial databases recording maritime
and aviation data and mobile phone records. Public statements by officials through their
official media channels are accepted as factual unless contrary facts are established. While
it has been as transparent as possible, in situations in which identifying sources would
expose these sources or others to unacceptable safety risks, the Panel does not include
identifying information.

2. The Panel reviews social media, but no information gathered is used as evidence unless it
could be corroborated using multiple independent or technical sources, including
eyewitnesses, to appropriately meet the highest achievable standard of proof.

3. The spelling of toponyms within Yemen often depends on the ethnicity of the source or
the quality of transliteration. The Panel has adopted a consistent approach in the present
update.

4. The Panel places importance on the rule of consensus among the Panel members and
agrees that, if differences and/or reservations arise during the development of reports, it
would only adopt the text, conclusions, and recommendations by a majority of the members.
In the event of a recommendation for designation of an individual or a group, such
recommendation would be done based on unanimity.

5. The Panel has offered the opportunity to reply to Member States, entities and individuals
involved in most incidents that are covered in this report. Their response has been taken into
consideration in the Panel’s findings. The methodology for this is provided in appendix A.
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Appendix A ‘The opportunity to reply’ methodology used by the Panel

1. Although sanctions are meant to be preventative not punitive, it should be recognized that
the mere naming of an individual or entity'*® in a Panel’s public report, could have adverse
effects on the individual. As such, where possible, individuals concerned should be provided
with an opportunity to provide their account of events and to provide concrete and specific
information/material in support. Through this interaction, the individual is given the
opportunity to demonstrate that their alleged conduct does not fall within the relevant listing
criteria. This is called the ‘opportunity to reply’.

2. The Panel’s methodology on the opportunity to reply is as follows:

@ Providing an individual with an ‘opportunity to reply’ should be the norm;

(b) The Panel may decide not to offer an opportunity of reply if there is credible
evidence that it would unduly prejudice its investigations, including if it would:

0] Result in the individual moving assets if they get warning of a possible
recommendation for designation;

(i) Restrict further access of the Panel to vital sources;

(iii)  Endanger Panel sources or their relatives or Panel members;

(iv)  Adversely and gravely impact humanitarian access for humanitarian actors in the
field;

v) For any other reason that can be clearly demonstrated as reasonable and justifiable
in the prevailing circumstances.

3. If the circumstances set forth in 2 (b) do not apply, then the Panel should be able to provide
an individual an opportunity to reply.

4. The individual should be able to communicate directly with the Panel to convey their
personal determination as to the level and nature of their interaction with the Panel.

5. Interactions between the Panel and the individual should be direct, unless in exceptional
circumstances.

6. In no circumstances the third parties, without the knowledge of the individual, can
determine for the individual its level of interaction with the Panel.

7. The individuals, on the other hand, in making their determination of the level and nature
of interaction with the Panel, may consult third parties or allow third parties (for example,
legal representative or their government) to communicate on their behalf on subsequent
interactions with the Panel.

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Appendix B Investigations methodology on violations relating to IHL, IHRL,
and acts that constitute human rights abuses

1. The Panel adopts the following stringent methodology to ensure that its investigations
meet the highest possible evidentiary standards, despite it being prevented from visiting
places in Yemen. In doing so it pays particular attention to the “Informal Working Group on
General Issues of Sanctions Reports”, (S/2006/997), on best practices and methods,
including paragraphs 21, 22 and 23, as per paragraph 14 of resolution 2564 (2021).

2. The Panel’s methodology, in relation to its investigations concerning alleged IHL, IHRL
and human rights abuses, is as set out below:

All Panel investigations are initiated based on verifiable information being made
available to the Panel, either directly from sources or from media reports.

In carrying out its investigations on the use of explosive ordnance, the Panel relies on
at least three or more of the following sources of information:

(i) At least two eyewitnesses or victims;

(ii) At least one individual or organization (either local or international) that has also
independently investigated the incident;

(iii) If there are casualties associated with the incident, and if the casualties are less than
ten in number, the Panel will endeavour to obtain copies of death certificates and
medical certificates. In incidents relating to mass casualties, the Panel relies on
published information from the United Nations and other organizations;

(iv) Technical evidence, which includes imagery of the impact damage, blast effects,
and recovered fragmentation. In all cases, the Panel collects imagery from at least
two different and unrelated sources. In the rare cases where the Panel has had to
rely on open source imagery, the Panel verifies that imagery by referring it to
eyewitnesses or by checking for pixilation distortion:

a) Inrelation to air strikes, the Panel often identifies the responsible party through
crater analysis or by the identification of components from imagery of
fragmentation; and

b) The Panel also analyses imagery of the ground splatter pattern at the point of
impact from mortar, artillery, or free flight rocket fire to identify the direction
from which the incoming ordnance originated. This is one indicator to assist in
the identification of the perpetrator for ground fire when combined with other
sources of information.

(v) The utilization of open source or purchased satellite imagery, wherever possible, to
identify the exact location of an incident, and to support analysis of the type and
extent of destruction. Such imagery may also assist in the confirmation of timelines
of the incident;

(vi) Access to investigation reports and other documentation of local and international
organizations that have independently investigated the incident;

(vii)Other documentation that supports the narrative of sources, for example, factory
manuals that may prove that the said factory is technically incapable of producing
weapons of the type it is alleged to have produced;

(viii)  Inrare instances where the Panel has doubt as to the veracity of available facts
from other sources, local sources are relied on to collect specific and verifiable
information from the ground, for example, if the Panel wished to confirm the
presence of an armed group in a particular area;

The victims, where they are able and willing to speak to the Panel, and where
medical and security conditions are conducive to such an interview;

Interviews with at least one individual or organization (either local or international)
that has also independently investigated the incident;

Medical documentation and, where applicable, death certificates;
Documentation issued by prison authorities;
Interviews with medical personnel who treated the victim, wherever possible;

Investigation and other documentation from local and international organizations
that have independently investigated the incident. The Panel may also seek access
to court documents if the detainee is on trial or other documentation that proves or
disproves the narrative of the victim;

Where relevant, the Panel uses local sources to collect specific and verifiable
information from the ground, for example, medical certificates;

Statements issued by the party to the conflict responsible for the incident;

Open-source information to identify other collaborative or contradictory
information regarding the Panel’s findings;

Detainees do not have always access to medical care, nor is it always possible to
obtain medical reports, especially in cases of prolonged detention. Therefore, the
Panel accepts testimonies received from detainees alleging that violence was used
against them during detention by the detaining parties as prima facie evidence of
torture;

For the same reasons, medical and police reports are not required by the Panel to
conclude that rape or sexual violence took place.

(d) In carrying out its investigations on other violations, including forced displacement
human rights violations and abuses against migrants, or threats against medical workers,
the Panel relies on information that includes:

In carrying out its investigation in respect to the recruitment of children by parties to
the conflict, the Panel is particularly mindful of the risk pose by its investigations for
the children and their family. The Panel also refrains from interviewing directly the
victim, unless it is sure that this will not have a negative impact on them. Therefore, the
Panel often relies on sources such as:

Investigations and other documentation from local and international organizations
that have independently investigated the incident;

Interviews with people and organizations providing assistance to these children;

Interviews with other people with knowledge of the violations such as family
members, community leaders, teachers, and social workers.

The standard of proof is met when the Panel has reasonable grounds to believe that the
incidents had occurred as described and, based on multiple corroboratory sources, that
the responsibility for the incident lies with the identified perpetrator. The standard of
proof is “beyond a reasonable doubt”.

Upon completion of its investigation, wherever possible, the Panel provides those
responsible with an opportunity to respond to the Panel’s findings in so far as it relates
to the attribution of responsibility. This is undertaken in accordance with the Panel’s
standard methodology on the opportunity to reply. Generally, the Panel would provide
detailed information in any opportunity to respond, including geo-locations. However,
detailed information on incidents are not provided when there is a credible threat that it
would threaten Panel’s sources, for example, in violations related to deprivation of
liberty, violations associated with ground strikes on a civilian home, or in violations
associated with children.

If a party does not provide the Panel with the information requested, the Panel will
consider whether this is of sufficient gravity to be considered as non-compliance with
paragraph 18 of resolution 2624 (2022) and thus consideration for reporting to the
Committee.

3. The Panel does not include information in its reports that may identify or endanger its

sources. Where it is necessary to bring such information to the attention of the Council
or the Committee, the Panel deposits such information in the custody of the Secretariat
for viewing by members of the Committee.

4. The Panel does not divulge any information that may lead to the identification of victims,

witnesses, and other particularly vulnerable sources, except: 1) with the specific
permission of the sources; and 2) where the Panel is, based on its own assessment,
certain that these individuals would not suffer any danger as a result of such disclosure
of information. The Panel stands ready to provide the Council or the Committee, on
request, with any additional imagery and documentation to support the Panel’s findings
beyond that included in its reports. Appropriate precautions will, however, be taken to
protect the anonymity of its sources.

Office of the Presidency of the Republic

1 August 2023
Subject: Circular

With regard to the aforementioned subject, minister, governors, deputy ministers,
under-secretaries and the heads of executive agencies are hereby notified that they must
abide by the following:

1. Starting on 6 August 2023, they must be present in their places work in the capital and
in the governorates. Whosoever violates this instruction will be subject to legal measures.
Those who have been tasked with official duties on the basis of a written authorization
from a competent authority are exempt from this instruction.

2. All authorizations to expend sums from the State budget or the budgets of agencies are
revoked. Expenditure authority is restricted to those who are legally authorized, ministers
or their deputies, governors or their deputies, heads of agency or their deputies and
representatives of the Ministry of Finance within the agencies.

3. In exceptional and justified cases, such authorization may be granted, with the approval
of the Prime Minister, for a period not exceeding two weeks to the directors of the facility
who are not consultants.

4. Decisions previously taken by the Presidential Leadership Council with regard to high-
level appointments that were made by other than the legally mandated authority must be
implemented faithfully.

5. The Central Bank must be informed regarding the implementation of the provisions of
paragraphs 3 and 4. No requests for expenditure that are contrary thereto must be accepted.

6. The results must be reported to us one week from today’s date. The Civil Service
Ministry and the Central Audit and Accounting Organization must monitor
implementation of the present circular.

3. On 8 May 2023, the Houthis’ 4th Military Region, held a live-fire exercise in Al-Bayda
in an area of 100 square km. According to sources, the aim of the exercise was to raise
combat readiness. 4’

4. In June 2023, thousands of soldiers from the 4th Military Region moved on foot from
Dhamar to Ibb Governorate.'4®

6. On 10 July, the 3rd Military Region held a live-fire exercise in the Serwah district of
Ma’rib province. An Mi-17 helicopter was also displayed at the exercise. Several senior
Houthi military leaders attended the event.*°

7. On 6 August, the Houthis held a graduation parade for the Republican Guard and Special
Forces in the central military region in Ma’rib Governorate using live-fire. During the event,
the Houthi-appointed Minister of Defence, Major-General Muhammad Nasser Al-Atifi,
stated that the graduation of these forces represents a strong tributary to strengthening the
military capabilities of Yemen, keeping pace with the requirements of the current situation,
mostly dedicated to preparation and constant readiness to face all challenges. He indicated
that the Houthi leadership and its forces are in the stage of de-escalation, and are ready for
peace, while at the same time keeping the military option open. He stated that the Houthis
are capable of imposing new rules of engagement with their enemy.*5!

Attack on the convoy of Governor Nabil Shamsan on 25 March 2023
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1. On Sunday, 25 March 2023, at 7:20am the convoy of Ta’izz Governor Nabil Shamsan
departed from the city of Al-Mukha. They were planning to join the convoy of the Minister
of Defence in the Al-Kadaha area. They were travelling in an armoured Land Cruiser with
distinctive plates via the Al-Mukha-Al-Kadaha road to Ta‘izz city. When the convoy
reached the Ugmah area in the Mawza’, district, the Governor’s car was attacked by either
a missile or explosive-laden UAV which caused serious damage to the vehicle. The GoY
claimed that it was a missile attack, and that the missile was launched from a location under
the control of the Houthis in Jabal Al-Urf very close to the area they were travelling (map
6). After disembarking from the car, the Governor was ambushed and fired-on with mortar
and machine gun fire. The Governor was evacuated via footpaths and wadis to an area out
of gunfire range. He was taken to the December 2 Hospital in Al-Mukha for medical
examination. This was one of three attacks recorded on the day.'*

2. On the same day, the convoy of the GoY Minister of Defence, Mohsen Al-Da’eri and
Chief of Staff Saghir bin Aziz’s was attacked on the Al-Mukha-Al-Waziyah road. The
Minister of Defence continued his travel to Mayoun Island in the Bab-el-Mandab strait,
located 70km south of Al-Mukha, for a field visit. No casualties were reported during the
first two incidents.®>*

3. The third incident on the same day was a UAV strike targeting a GoY military checkpoint
on the same road, Killing two soldiers.

4. On 4 May, the Houthis targeted the construction and asphalting equipment of the company
involved in tarring the road with UAVSs, damaging bulldozer and crawler excavator, and
injured three workers on the project.

Background

1. On 17 March 2023, the Liberian-flagged Bulk Carrier, Arietta (IMO 9446403%), came
under fire from armed men in a skiff, 38 nautical miles (70 kilometres) south of the port of
Hudaydah. The attackers did not approach but fired at the vessel from a distance of one
nautical mile (nm). The onboard security team returned fire and the skiff turned away. The
vessel was not using the Maritime Security Transit Corridor (MSTC), as recommended, and
was travelling to the east of the Hanish Islands as the captain was not aware of the security
arrangement. The Panel assessed that the incident likely is not linked to piracy nor the armed
conflict in Yemen.

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Annex 8: Maritime Security Incident involving the Motor yacht 30 Minutes
Background

1. On 17 April 2023, the crew of motor yacht, 30 minutes (MMSI 262064900'%%) underway
to Djibouti left Jizan commercial port in KSA.**° They had a crew of three Russian and one
Egyptian nationals. On 21 April 2023, the Jeddah Maritime Rescue Coordination Centre
(JMRCQC) received calls from the Russian Search and Rescue Centre and the agent of the
Russian owner, that the owner lost contact with the yacht on 19 April 2023.16°

2. According to the crew, they left Jizan port and spent the night off a small island in KSA
territorial waters. On 18 April, at around 4:00-5:00pm, while underway to Djibouti, the crew
took shelter from heavy weather at an anchorage off Saba Island, a volcanic island in the
Red Sea and part of the Zubair Island group in Yemeni territorial waters. The island is
located approximately 44 nm (82km) WSW off Hudaydah. While they were there, they were
approached by a grey coast guard type boat approximately 10m long with a weapon mounted
on the front. They were shot at and hit once by a 12.7mm round. They were not sure if the
shots came from the coast guard vessel or the land. They fled the area. According to them
there were no radio warning prior to the shooting.®*

3. When the yacht reached Eritrean waters on 19 April, the crew and the yacht were detained
by Eritrean authorities in Assab, after a bullet hole in the hull of the yacht caught the

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authority’s attention. According to the crew, they were told by the Eritrean authorities that
the Russian embassy would be contacted to verify their identities, and that the authorities
would investigate whether the bullet hole was caused by an attack and identify those
responsible. They were treated well by Eritrean authorities and were allowed to leave after
a week.

4. The crew reached Djibouti on 27 April. According to the JMRCC, they received
confirmation from both the owner and the Head of the Consular Section of the Russian
Federation in KSA on 27 April that the yacht had arrived in Djibouti and that the crew was
safe. In addition, the Jeddah Maritime Information Sharing Centre (JMISC) received a
message from the Djibouti Navy via the MERCURY Maritime Security Community
Information Exchange Platform informing them that the yacht had arrived in Djibouti on 27

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Annex 9: Maritime Security Incident involving the Yacht, Kalizma
Background

1. On 27 April 2023, the 117-year-old, 165-foot yacht Kalizma (IMO 2869864) left the port
of Salalah, Oman where the yacht spent five hours. The Kalizma sailed towards the transit
corridor off the coast of Yemen in the Gulf of Aden, underway to Egypt. She had a crew of
ten Indian nationals onboard and an armed security team consisting of one Greek and two
Indian nationals. Her route brought her through the territorial waters of Yemen about six nm
off the coast of Ras Fartak and Hasween, Al Mahra Governorate, Yemen.'®® On the
morning of 28 April 2023, two small boats from the Yemeni Coast Guard (YCG) and a boat
from the Yemeni Navy were on patrol in the area. The YCG established radio
communication instructing the vessel to stop and fired warning shots at the yacht when they
did not comply. Believing that they were under attack by pirates, the Kalizma’s crew issued
a distress call, reporting that they were under attack by three skiffs each with three to four
people onboard, to the United Kingdom Marine Trade Operations (UKMTO), which is
responsible to provide maritime security information in the region. UKMTO issued an alert
about an ongoing attack reporting that shots had been fired.*6

2. According to the YCG, one naval officer was killed and two coast guard personnel were
injured as a result of the exchange of fire. One of the armed guards on the Kalizma was
reportedly injured by a bullet. The Kalizma reached Djibouti, and the Yemeni authorities
requested the local authorities to detain the vessel.

The second to the warehouses of the Al-Ostora office for transportation by a means of transporting a Hilux type car, and
on the same date, a seizure force was sent to the Al-Othmani warehouses after (Othman) confessed to storing and
possessing a shipment of other raw materials, and 120 bags of the material were seized. On 28/2/2023, the accused,
Muhammad Hussein Ahmed Haidar, was arrested next to Al-Othmani’s stores, after a process of monitoring and tracking
his return from China, and after proving his participation in the process of shipping and entering the seized goods.

Second: the customs entry incident

Through the process of tracking the source, the entry of the shipment to the capital, Aden, it was shown in the preliminary
inference collection records that it had entered through the customs port Free Zone / Aden on 11/20/2022 AD within the
load of container No. 173 according to the following entry data:

- Customs declaration number: C31658

- Manifest No.: NR16720221026 Country of Origin: CHINA

- Bill of lading number: 21027200 NGJH

- Shipping port: CHIWAN

- The carrier company: KOTA NASRAT

- Source sender: SUIFENHE

- Labeling the container load according to the customs declaration: empty bottles. . Designation of the entry of the
explosive substance according to the bill of lading: under the name (FLOWER GUM), literal translation: flower glue,
common nomenclature: ceramic glue.

Circumstances accompanying the entry of the shipment into the customs of the Aden Free Zone:

It was found that there was a prior communication (from one of the partners due to a dispute, according to the confessions,
about the entry of two containers to the customs of the free zone / Aden with No. 173 and No. 935 in the name of the
importer Yasser Abdel Salam for Trade, carrying spare parts for weapons and turning machines for weapons, drones and
night vision material.

Seizure action taken in the customs base:

According to the inspection minutes No. 8/0559 and No. 0562/10 conducted by the customs police at the customs base:

1. The container load was subjected to inspection, and a shipment of drones, binoculars, weapon spare parts and
machines suspected of being used to lathe weapons was seized.

2. Financial fines were imposed for the crime of entry and confiscation of the reported prohibited shipments, and
the exit of container No. 935 with the rest of its cargo on 16/12/2022 AD, including 120 bags of raw materials
that were seized in Al-Othmani’s warehouses, and the exit of container No. 173 with the rest of its cargo on
1/1/2023 AD, including 40 barrels of raw materials which was seized.

3. Not taking any seizure and legal measures against the persons directly involved in the crime.

Through the aforementioned data and facts, we are facing evidence of material acts constituting a crime of non-tax
customs evasion, or rather (security smuggling), which is represented in the introduction of military materials and
explosive materials in violation of the provisions of restriction, prevention and restriction, with the aim of delivering
them to areas under the control of a belligerent enemy, and in light of a situation witnessing wars and armed conflicts,
security instabilities, and parties to the conflict targeting security, stability, and tranquility in the liberated governorates,
with the availability of the element of knowledge and the intent to introduce explosive materials.
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The following actions are prohibited:

Knowledge before and during the shipping process.

Knowledge before and during the clearance process

Knowledge during the process of inspection, inspection and release of the shipment from the borders of the customs
authorities.

Third: The incident of cooperation with the enemy (the purpose of entry):

The process of seizing the materials took place at the stage of possession and the storage process before the transfer
process to its final destination, in the warehouses of the Al-Ostora Office for Transport in the possession of the accused
Ahmed Al-Imad, the mediator of transporting the shipment to the Houthi-controlled areas / Sana’a for a person named
Abdul-Malik Al-Osaimi, after agreeing on the transportation process and fees, (which is the same destination and the
same purpose as entering the airline shipment sights and machine gun parts, with different recipients).

These are material acts constituting the crime of complicity and cooperation with a belligerent enemy by introducing
explosive materials in which the will of the perpetrators was moving towards the completion of its result and the
realization of its danger and damage had it not been for the intervention of other reasons and barriers that have nothing
to do with the will of the perpetrators that prevented its delivery to the areas of control of the Houthi militia, and terrorist
groups that target the southern governorates. Liberated by all means and tools.

Fourth: the actions attributed to each of the detainees in the case:

Evidence of the following:

Evidence of the act of transporting, storing and possessing prohibited explosive materials. Evidence of material acts
constituting the crime of customs evasion (non-tax) represented by shipping, clearance and entry of explosive raw
materials in addition to military binoculars, drones and weapon spare parts to the country through the Aden Free Zone
port, contrary to the provisions of prohibition and prohibition. Evidence of the acts constituting the crime of attempting
to bring in prohibited materials with military uses for the purpose of delivering them to areas controlled by the enemy.

This is against:
The accused / Muhammad Hussein Al-Haidari and the accused / Othman Muhammad Saeed Abdullah with their persons,
characteristics, and their representation of the means and means that were used in the crime.

2. Evidence of the following:

The act of storing and being in possession of prohibited explosive materials

Proof of the initiation of the process of transporting prohibited explosive materials to Houthi-controlled areas. Failure to
prove the element of intent and knowledge of the possession, storage and transportation of prohibited explosive materials.
This is against the accused / Ahmed Abdullah Ali Al-Emad.

Fifth: The scope of criminal responsibility:

Criminal responsibility in customs crimes is based on expanding the circle of officials, so the responsibility extends to
every person who came into contact with the smuggled materials physically and extended his authority over them
(whether he was a natural or legal person), even for a short period, or participated in any of the activities of the warehouse
in which they were seized. . authorized by them. storage).

Complicity or facilitation in its commission or acts of prevention in seizing it, and therefore it includes:

1. Owners, purchase, shipping and import brokers, transport brokers, and the possessor under any capacity, and the owner,
manager, or tenant

2. Customs brokers, as they are fully responsible for violations and smuggling crimes committed by their employees.

3. Legal persons (the trucking and importing company, the means of external transport, the means of internal transport,
and the means of storing.

4. the employees of the customs authorities are governed by two cases:

The first: direct penal responsibility with proven knowledge.
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The second: tort liability by proving negligence, negligence, and refraining from performing one's duty, in light of the
presence of a shipment that falls within the scope of suspicion in terms of the existence of a prior notification and in
terms of its destination to the Houthi-controlled areas, and in terms of the existence of a difference (that an ordinary
employee can notice by simply examining the theoretical characteristics of an explosive material characteristics and the
properties of the glue that entered the material under its name.

Sixth: Available evidence and evidence:

1. Physical evidence: represented in the seized materials, seizure records and documentation of the seizure process.

2. Data and information of customs papers, bills of lading and invoices for the shipping price of the material.

3. Acknowledgments and confessions in the minutes of interrogation of the accused.

4. The physical evidence extracted and documented (attached within the file, which confirms the following in its content):
- Confirmation of the agreement process in China regarding the shipping process, which proves the availability of
knowledge that they are prohibited raw materials. . Mining containers with drone cargo, weapon spare parts, and
aluminum powder, knowing that they are prohibited materials. . The process of agreeing to ship materials at a price of
(1,400) dollars per CBM, while the usual price and acquaintance with it is (500) dollars) only for licensed goods.

- Evidence of the availability of knowledge during the inspection process at the customs that the released materials are
prohibited explosive materials.

- Evidence of the entry of three types of prohibited materials estimated at about 3 tons, of which the forty barrels are
included in one bill of lading sent to the mediator for the purchase of materials in China and sent to the owner of the
goods Abdul Malik Al-Osaimi, indicating the total weight of the materials (5,645) CBM, including the forty barrels, and
clarifying In which the total shipping price is (7,916 dollars) from calculating the shipping price (1,400) dollars per CP.
M) and a difference of more than (900) dollars) from the declared goods (in addition to confirming this equation with the
confessions of the interrogation records).

- Conversations, letters, agreements and acknowledgments between the sender and the clearing agent refer to the process
of customs clearance in a boycott manner in the amount of 5,000 dollars for each container without opening or inspection,
and the process of sharing the customs fine with the customs authority obtaining a 40%, committee members 20%, state
treasury 40%.

1. Eight models of ballistic missiles, six models of long-range guided rockets, three models of cruise missiles, and 13 models
of UAV (surveillance and/or attack)'® which were displayed by the Houthis during the parades are being investigated by
the Panel for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo (annexes 56-57 and 59-61).

2. Air defence
2. Four models of air defence systems which were displayed by the Houthis during the parades are being investigated by the
Panel for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo (annex 62).

3. Surveillance and communication material

3. Two models of EOSS and high frequency communication equipment which were displayed by the Houthis during the
parades are being investigated by the Panel for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo. The main body of one of
the EOSS, designated as “Sadiq” by the Houthis shows a similar shape as one of the materials seized by the UK, referred to
in para. 74 (annex 63).

4. Mobility

4. The Panel observes that during the military parade held in Sana’a on 22 September 2022, the Houthis displayed hundreds
of Toyota Land Cruiser pickups, which the Panel is investigating for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo. Most
of these vehicles that appear to be new have been transformed into ‘technicals’,3* equipped with a wide range of armaments
such as Heavy Machineguns (HMG), anti-aircraft canons, Man-Portable Air Defence System (MANPADS), ATGMs,
recoilless guns and MLRS (annex 65).

5. The Panel believes that such a large number of light 4x4 vehicles gives the Houthis the capacity to conduct large
movements of troops in a short time and over great distances while providing them with significant firepower.

5. Maritime capability

6. During the parades, the Houthis also displayed the following materials which are being investigated by the Panel for
potential violations of the targeted arms embargo: a) Four models of AShM (annex 71); b) Seven models of armed speed
boats and/or remote controlled WBIEDs (annexes 72-73); ¢) Two models of large volume influence naval mines, one model
of naval limpet mine, one model of naval shape charge and three models of naval contact mines (annex 74).

6. Small Arms and Light Weapons (SALW)

7. The Panel observes that during the military parade held in Sana’a on 22 September 2022, the Houthis displayed new
assault rifles, sniper rifles and Anti-Material Rifles (AMR) (annexes 66-68). This material is being investigated by the Panel
for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo.

8. The Panel observes that similar new assault rifles have been displayed by the Houthis during their naval show of force
held on April 2023 in Kamaran Island, north of Hudaydah (para. 61). The Panel notes that these assault rifles, similar to the
AK-103, are allegedly manufactured locally by the Houthis!® (annex 67). In addition, the Panel documented that the Houthis
reportedly manufactured locally clones of AK-104 compact assault rifle (annex 68). This material is also being investigated
by the Panel for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo.

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Annex 79: Brief overview of the situation of migrants in Yemen

1. The Panel has been investigating the situation of migrants in Yemen. Based on the
data received by the International Organization for Migration (IOM) and GoY
sources, it is estimated that there are nearly 200,000 migrants in Yemen, including
asylum seekers and refugees, mostly Ethiopian (89%) and Somali. More than 77,000
of them arrived as of January 2023, marking a significant increase from the previous
year, which counted a total of 73,233 arrivals.

2. The vast majority of migrants in Yemen are subjected to severe ill treatment and
live in extremely dire conditions. Of the 200,000, IOM estimates that some 40,000
want to be repatriated,'®® while about 160,000 are on the move trying to reach other
Gulf countries. The summer months of June, July, and August 2023 witnessed a major
spike in arrivals. Most of the migrants reaching the Yemeni shores are not aware that
there is an ongoing armed conflict.

3. Once in Yemen, migrants are dependent on trafficking networks who deprive them of
their liberty if they are unable to pay additional fees. They are subjected to torture and other
forms of ill treatment, including sexual violence, and are forced to request money from their
families. Some of them become pregnant as a result of rape, which creates a major stigma,
including when they are able to return to their country of origin. Those who are able to pay,
are set free and can continue their journeys upwards. Reportedly, migrants are asked to pay
fees at checkpoints, which are managed by various parties to the conflict, including the STC,
GoY, and the Houthis. Also, the practice reported in the communication by the group of UN
independent experts to the Houthis of October 2022 is still ongoing.2%°

4. The Panel also received reports of targeted killing of migrants attempting to cross the
border with the KSA, including the presence of mass graves on the Yemeni side of the
border. Migrants who manage to reach Sa’dah Governorate and those who are unable to pay
the requested fees to cross the KSA border, are allegedly forced to be the first ones
attempting to cross, so that they would be shot first by the Saudi Border Guards. Children
are reportedly most likely to be those put forward.?%

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Annex 80: The Central Security Camp in Sana’a and the so-called Exchange House
prison

1. The Central Security Camp in Sana’a includes several buildings, such as the so-called
Exchange House prison, operated by the Houthi National Committee for Prisoners’ Affairs
under the leadership with Abdulgader Al-Murtada. The prison hosts the detainees, mostly
civilians, some of whom are supposed to be included in prisoner exchange deals between
the Houthi and other parties to the conflict. Some detainees have been living in this prison
for years. These include political prisoners, journalists, prisoners of war from the battle of
Jabara Valley of 2019, men detained on criminal charges, mentally ill detainees, and drug
addicts, among others.

2. Prisoners are systematically subjected to torture and other forms of cruel, inhuman, or
degrading treatment or punishment perpetrated by the prison’s staff. Based on the multiple
reports received by the Panel, various members of the prison’s management were and still
are torturing the prisoners, including Abdulgader Al-Murtada.

3. Some of the types of torture inflicted to the prisoners include: 1) Pointing guns at the head
and pretending to shoot; 2) Making them stand for long hours and stand while spreading
their legs and hitting between the thighs, including on the genitals; 3) Hitting their heads on
the wall; 4) Removing chairs so that they fall on the ground and subsequently stepping on
them, and dragging them; 5) Beating with metal, wooden, and electric sticks; 6)
Administering electric shocks; and 7) Hanging in outdoor areas to intimidate other detainees.
Prisoners are mostly denied the required medical treatment, including for injuries caused by
the torture, and in some cases of emergency, the prison staff prevented medical personnel to
perform surgeries, explicitly requesting the provision of antibiotics as an alternative to
surgical procedures. As a result, some prisoners have permanent disabilities, and some have
reportedly died.

4. The Panel also gathered evidence of extortion. Prisoners and their families are forced to
pay high amounts of money to be able to make brief phone calls or to be able to meet. Often,
the phone calls are allowed for the sole purpose of requesting families to transfer additional
money, which will be administered by the prison’s management on behalf of each prisoner.
The prisoners who can pay more, are usually given a better treatment and better cells, while
those who cannot pay, are subjected to torture and other cruel, inhuman, or degrading
treatment.

5. The prisoners must pay for the medicines they need while detained. For example, a box
of paracetamol is reportedly sold at a price that is five times the regular local price. Based
on multiple reports received by the Panel, some of the medicines purchased by the prisoners
were contained in boxes with a “not for sale” label, or that were known to be medical
products donated by humanitarian agencies and sold to the prisoners. Allegedly, some of the
prison guards were providing these details and other information about internal affairs of the
prison to the prisoners, mostly in exchange of money or gat purchased by the prisoners
through their available funds controlled and managed by the prison’s management.

6. Periodically, some of the prisoners are held in incommunicado detention for months.
Detainees are also held in solitary confinement, in cells with no mattress, no blankets,
sometimes in abandoned bathrooms converted into cells for long periods of time. Some of
the cells are called “squeezers”, as their size is reportedly 1 meter by 0.5 meters with no
access to water and ventilation. Some of the prisoners have reportedly been held in the
“squeezers” for months. During the day, through loudspeakers, detainees are forced to listen
to lessons from Shia’ clerics and Al-Masirah channel broadcasting, among others, lectures
by Abdulmalik Al-Houthi (YEi.004), aimed to “re-educate” prisoners, a vast majority of
whom are reportedly Sunni.

7. According to multiple sources, there are some 3,000 detainees currently held in the Central
Security Camp. Some of these prisoners were minors at the time when they were initially
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detained, some became mentally ill as a result of the severe torture inflicted, and some died
under mysterious circumstances.

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Annex 81: The impact of the protracted conflict on the freedom of expression,
including of the media, in Yemen

1. The protracted conflict has negatively impacted freedom of expression, including
the media, in the country. Propaganda and disinformation deepened ideological and
socio-political divisions across Yemen, which served to delegitimize the work of
journalists fostering a climate of self-censorship. In addition, the increasingly strict
enforcement, since early 2022 of mahram (male guardian) imposed by the Houthis in
areas under their control on women’s travel, has further challenged the work of female
journalists.20?

2. Civil society and human rights activists, journalists, and other people active on
social media are primarily accused of spreading false and malicious misinformation,
espionage, including for foreign entities, and disruption of public security.

3. In Yemen, there are nearly no independent media outlets, and public information
is generally highly manipulated by parties to the conflict and their supporters to
promulgate disinformation and misinformation that would result in increasing
political leverage. Often, this results in the abduction, detention, or enforced
disappearance of people engaged in the media, or online platforms.

4. During the reporting period, the Panel has investigated several cases of men and
women who have been and that are currently detained or forcibly disappeared for
having expressed their views online or on paper.

5. The multiple evidence gathered indicates that the Houthis use popular or relatively
known figures to support their own propaganda, forcing them to sign (often
blindfolded) declarations of guilt that include the spreading of false information or
espionage. Another regular practice by the de facto authority, is to force the detainees,
in exchange of freedom, to record videos in which they admit their responsibilities on
the alleged charges. In some cases, after the video is recorded, the detainee is freed,
while in other cases, the video is widely broadcasted, but the person remains in
detention often for the purpose of either negotiating their release through other means.
Of particular concern, the Houthis, through their specialized criminal court, have
issued death sentences against the four journalists Abdelkhaliq Amran, Tawfiq Al-
Mansouri, Harith Hamid, and Akram Al-Walidi.

6. The STC is also detaining, forcibly disappearing, or threatening journalists and
activists who publicly criticize them and are also forced to sign or deliver confessions.
Based on reports received by the Panel, the STC-affiliated forces have also abducted and
forcibly disappeared many men and women who have been publicly vocal, through online
videos and social media posts against their operations. Panel sources indicate that many of
the abductees are held in secret detention facilities. One of the emblematic cases is the
one of the journalist Ahmad Maher,?% particularly in relation to his right to a fair trial
in the Specialized Criminal Court of Aden. Reportedly, since his arrest and detention by the
STC-affiliated forces on 6 August 2022 until the end of February 2023 he was prevented
from being brought before the court for 13 times, allegedly due to logistical impediments,
partly attributed to the GoY.

7. The Panel also received reports of threats by the GoY against people who criticize
its actions, including via social media and other public fora. Arrest warrants have
been issued against some journalists who accused the judiciary in Ma’rib of
corruption.?%

Subject: Standards of appearance and dress for university students

In respect of the above-mentioned subject, and having regard to the teachings of our true
religion, as well as the imperative to uphold our Yemeni moral and social values and our
university’s values, and considering that students’ appearance is something that matters to
us and a reflection of their development, students in all the colleges and centres of the
university must adhere to the following:

. Students must carry and clearly display their university card when they attend
lectures, engage in practical studies, are in the library or engage in any activity at the
university during the academic day.

. Students must maintain personal hygiene and wear clean clothes that cover the body,
are not transparent or revealing, are not of extremely bright, eye-catching colours, and are
not indecent. The following is strictly forbidden:

I. Males

. Male students may not enter the campus and the campuses of colleges located away
from the main campus carrying a weapon of any kind. Whosoever violates this directive will
be referred for investigation.

. They must not cut or style their hair in an unsuitable fashion and use light-coloured
hair dyes.

. They must cut long and unclean nails.
. They must not sport tattoos, colours and piercings.
. They must not wear metal rings, earrings and chains on the neck, hands or clothing.

. They must not wear t-shirts or any inappropriate shirt that reveals the chest, or large
parts of it, and the forearms.

. They must not wear tight, body-hugging trousers, trousers that sit below the waist
and trousers that touch the ground.

. They must not wear any clothing that bears political, regional or sectarian slogans.
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. They must not wear shoes, sportswear, shorts, tanks tops and extremely loose
clothing.

Il. Females
. Females must not wear tight, body-hugging or tight-waisted clothing and dresses.

. They must not wear clothing that bears decorations or political, regional, sectarian
or inappropriate slogans.

. They must not sport manicures, colours or any dyes on the body and hands, as such
are considered to be unclean.

. They must not have long nails and fingernail extension, which demonstrate lack of
personal hygiene.

. They must not wear high heels and open shoes, which make the legs vulnerable to
being pricked by contaminated needles.

. They must not wear an excessive humber of accessories on their hands and legs,
other than the usual accessories.

. They must not have nose piercings or use teeth decorations and coloured lenses.

. They must not use excessively bright cosmetics on the face, eyes and lips, as well as
false eyelashes.

These directives shall be implemented, and implementation must be monitored on a daily
basis in order to ensure compliance.

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Annex 83: Houthis’ gender segregation policy: the case of the Faculty of Mass
Communication of Sana’a University

1. On 17 July 2023, the Houthi-affiliated Student Forum, which reportedly replaced the
Students Union of Sana’a University, published a new circular to the students of the faculty
of Mass Communication.

2. According to the circular, the academic year would start on 22 July 2023 and that three
days per week would be allocated for male students, namely Saturday, Sunday, and Monday,
while female students would attend on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday.

3. This prompted immediate reactions by students and professors who did not support this
decision. Reportedly, Dr Samia Al-Aghbary, head of the journalism department of the
Faculty of Mass Communication, was removed from her function because of her
disagreement on this decision and was subsequently replaced with the Houthi-appointed Dr.
Ali Hussein Hassan Al-Ammar.2%®

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4. The Houthi public media outlets reacted to the criticisms received on this decision. They
published some articles presenting the findings of research reportedly conducted by
renowned international universities such as Harvard University, alleging the devastating
effects of gender mixing. Among the reported findings of the Harvard university research, a
quarter of the number of female students are raped in western universities because of the
policy of gender mixing.2°® The Panel wrote to Harvard University to verify the veracity of
the above-mentioned research and findings and is awaiting a response.

5. Mohammed Ali Al-Houthi, Chairman of the Houthi Revolutionary Committee, publicly
informed that “this decision was done in accordance with the wishes of the students, because
they carry modesty, pride, and high Islamic values”.2” He also noted that fathers can choose
if they want their daughters to study with male students, and if so, they can submit the request
to the university. Multiple sources indicated that Al-Houthi is well aware that Yemeni
fathers would not dare to submit such a request.

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Annex 84: Defamation as a gender-based violence tool against Yemeni women,
including diaspora women

1. The use of public defamation against Yemeni women, particularly those previously or
currently involved in politics, as well as human rights activists was widely documented by
the Panel during the reporting period through multiple unrelated sources and interviews with
survivors.

2. In the specific context of Yemen, accusing women of being prostitutes, or performing the
so-called “indecent acts”, can ruin their reputation for life creating a major stigma. This also
has severe societal implications, which in some cases results in the same outcome that
survivors of rape face, namely, to be disowned by their family members.

3. At the beginning of June 2023, Noura Al-Jarwi, the Director of the Coalition of Women
for Peace in Yemen currently living in the UK, was subjected to public defamation through
the publication of a video documentary produced by the Houthi-affiliated Al-Masirah TV
channel, in which she is featured together with other women. The documentary aims to
demonstrate that they are part, or have been forced to be part, of a “prostitution network
used by the KSA in their propaganda war”. Specifically, Al-Jarwi is described as a leading
figure in procuring prostitutes that would work for the Coalition, primarily to seduce their
opponents. Inthe documentary, she is accused of recruiting other girls held in Houthi prisons
to be engaged in prostitution. Al-Jarwi is a former Houthi prisoner, who was previously the
undersecretary of the Houthi Minister of Youth and Sports. She is now targeted reportedly
due to her active involvement in advocating the release of all women detained by the
Houthis, who are mostly accused of “indecent acts” and treason. According to the
information shared with the Panel, she is subjected to threats on social media, including from
people reportedly affiliated with Al-Qaeda.

4. The same documentary is also featuring Samira Al-Houri,?*® who used to be detained by
the Houthis and reportedly a victim of sexual violence while in detention. She was released
in 2019 and later moved to Riyadh, KSA. In April 2022, she was arrested and detained by
the Saudi authorities. Upon its request, the Panel received official information that Al-Houri
is currently detained on charges related to her possible affiliation with an [unspecified]
terrorist group.

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Annex 85: Houthi revision of textbooks in primary and secondary schools, including
summer camps

1. The Houthis recently introduced changes in the textbooks, starting with primary education
levels, in areas under their control. These changes are reflecting their ideology and political
views, influenced by Shia’ religious beliefs.

2. In November 2022, the Houthi-appointed Minister of Education Yahia Bader Al-Din Al-
Houthi presided over the first national conference “to develop education curricula and
diversification of education paths”. In his interview to Al-Masirah channel,2® Al-Houthi
informs that the textbooks that have been used within the Yemeni education system contain
multiple mistakes and inaccuracies, hence the need for an in-depth revision. The ongoing
revision of the textbooks is reportedly undertaken in partnership with Yemeni and foreign
specialists. According to Al-Houthi, “What is required is not an amendment, what is required
is a replacement, a complete renewal [of the textbooks]”.

3. On 5 April 2023, the Head of the Houthi Supreme Political Council, Mahdi Al-Mashat,
used his official twitter account?'® to urgently “call on the Arab and Islamic countries to
consolidate the state of enmity and discontent with the enemies of the nation, the Zionists

and the Americans in their media and in the school curricula”. The same message was posted
again on 20 April 2023?!* and 27 June 2023.212

4. During his speech at the opening of the school year in Sana’a on 22 July 2023,% Al-
Mashat, informed that “the Prime Minister [Abdel Aziz bin Habtour], together with the
Minister of Education [Yahia Bader Al-Din Al-Houthi], in the middle of last week,
announced that the teacher's incentive will be ready, and that half of the printing of the
textbook will be ready, God willing [...]".

5. The teacher’s incentives referred to by Al-Mashat are the YR 30,000 that were already
announced in August 2021 to be disbursed on a monthly basis to teachers starting in
September of the same year.?'4 The Panel was unable to independently verify whether these
incentives have been paid since 2021. Nevertheless, the lack of payment of teachers’ salaries
since 2015 remains a major concern, which has been triggering reactions by teachers in
Houthi-controlled areas, including strikes, which resulted in the replacement of teachers and
other education staff with Houthi-appointed education personnel.

6. The Panel accessed some of the revised textbooks and considers the new content to be of
great concern.?!® The impact in the short- and long-term of such propaganda, disinformation
and misinformation can severely damage the future generations in Yemen and have major
negative effects in the whole Middle East region and beyond.

1. The summer camps organized by the Houthis under the theme “Science and Jihad” and
that took place between May and June 2023 reportedly saw a much higher attendance than
previous years, with more than one million children reportedly enrolled. This increase is
mostly attributed to the financial help that families were receiving and the threats and
negative repercussions that families would be subjected to should their children not attend,
including the removal from the list of beneficiaries of humanitarian assistance.

Houthis, acting through CBY, Sana’a, and the GoY, acting through the CBY, Aden, continue
to adopt measures that further divide the financial institutions. The administrative
bifurcation is compounding institutional challenges and adversely impacting the economic
stability of Yemen.

a) Freezing of accounts of 12 entities by CBY, Aden

As a result of the designation of the Houthis as a terrorist organisation by the GoY
(S/2023/130 para. 11 and annex 4), based on Decision No. 17 dated 1 December 2022 of the
Public Prosecutor, the CBY, Aden, on 6 December 2022, froze accounts and banned dealings
with 12 entities and companies, located in Houthi-controlled areas (figure 87.1). It also listed
these 12 entities in the blacklist for their alleged involvement in money laundering and
terrorist financing.

i. Five Circulars of 25 December 2022

CBY, Sana'a issued five circulars on 25 December 2022 directing the banks, traders of basic
commodities, and traders dealing with wood and steel not to deal with “entities carrying out
banking business without licenses from CBY- Sana'a” (figure 87.2-87.5)?". The circulars
mentioned the following banks as those which were not licensed by CBY Sana’a:

¢ Branches of National Bank of Yemen operating in the GoY-controlled areas
e Branches of Cooperative and Agricultural Credit Bank (CAC) in Aden
o Al-Qutaibi Islamic Microfinance Bank

The exchange companies located in the Houthi areas did not provide any data related to their
activities in the areas controlled by the Houthis since the issuance of the circular that
prohibits the submission of data to CBY, Aden. This has made it difficult for this central
bank to exercise effective regulatory control over the exchange companies, some of which
are alleged to have been involved in activities that violate the sanctions regime.

CBY, Aden had introduced a transparent system of online auction to sell foreign currencies
in the market. This measure helped, to some extent, in stabilising the foreign exchange rates
in GoY-controlled areas. In order to upset this auction system, CBY, Sana’a restricted the
banks, operating in the areas under its control, from participating in this online auction
system. The Panel was informed by CBY, Aden that, as a result of these directions by CBY,
Sana’a, the weekly foreign exchange transactions that amounted to USD 30 million, have
come down to a range of about USD 10-15 million per week. Only a few entities are now
participating in the auctions, in contrast to about 90 entities that used to participate prior to
this directive from CBY, Sana’a. The circulars stipulated the following conditions, which,
in effect, weakened the operation of the online auctions:

o Traders are allowed to participate in the foreign exchange auctions held by CBY, Aden
only to the extent of the amount equal to their total sales in the areas under GoY’s control.

o They are not allowed to participate to cover their sales in the areas under the control of the
Houthis.

e Participation in auctions must only be through the branches.?!8

Despite opposition from the exchange companies, CBY, Sana’a issued Decision No. 4 of
2023, requiring these companies to deposit 25 per cent of their capital with it as guarantee
(figure 87.6). This measure severely affected the liquidity as well as the operational
capability of the exchange companies.?*®

The effect of all these measures by CBY, Sana’a was felt in GoY-areas as the foreign
exchange rates have started moving up again. Such adversarial economic policy decisions
would further fragment the economic and banking system and may derail the ongoing peace
process in Yemen.

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Annex 89: Freezing of bank accounts, Dual currency system and Exchange rate of YR

Freezing of bank accounts

The Panel has received information that CBY, Sana’a regularly sends directives to banks,
with headquarters in Sana’a, to freeze and confiscate funds in the accounts of individuals
and entities opposed to the Houthis. However, for fear of reprisals by the Houthis, these
bank officials are reluctant to reveal the details to the Panel.

Dual currency system

The Houthis through CBY, Sana’a continue to prohibit the use of currency notes printed by
CBY, Aden, declaring them as counterfeit. This has resulted in a peculiar situation in which
domestic trade between the Houthi-controlled areas and the GoY-controlled areas are carried
out using Saudi Riyal (SR), US Dollar and Yemeni Riyal (YR) (of the non-prohibited
series)??° carrying high premia. This has hampered the free flow of goods within Yemen and
has led to uncontrolled inflation in GoY-controlled areas.

Exchange rate of YR

With the increase in imports through the Hudaydah port, the difference in the exchange rate
of YR between the GoY-controlled areas and the Houthi-controlled areas added a new
dimension to the economic impoverishment of the GoY. The exchange rate in GoY-
controlled areas has been very volatile over the years. For example, at the end of 2019, one
USD was equivalent to YR 591, while at the end of 2021, it reached YR 1,700 (Table 89.1.
An analysis of the exchange rates in the past eight months indicates an alarming upward
trend. While in December 2022, one USD was equivalent to around YR 1,100, during the
period from January to May 2023, it remained in the range of YR 1,200. However, in June
2023, the rate crossed YR 1,300, and in July it crossed 1400 raising an alarm in the political
circles in the GoY areas. The exchange rate in the GoY-controlled areas, most of the time,
remains almost double than in the Houthi-controlled areas. The exchange rate between the
YR and the USD has been relatively stable in Houthi areas but volatile and depreciated in
GoY areas, the latter linked to reduced government foreign exchange earnings from oil. The
high exchange rates strain the GoY’s ability to import essential goods at reasonable prices,
thereby pushing the problem of food insecurity to deeply concerning levels.

The following are the monthly averages of exchange rates in Aden and Sana'a from January
2021 to July 2023.

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Difference in the exchange rates for calculation of customs duty

Another facet of the problem is the wide variance in the exchange rates determined for the
purpose of calculation of customs duties on imports. While the customs duty is calculated
in Houthi-controlled ports by adopting the exchange rate of YR 250 per one USD, the rate
in the GoY-controlled ports for non-essential goods was increased in January 2023 from YR
500 per one USD to YR 750 per one USD. As a result, the importers pay more customs duty
for their imports through Aden and other GoY-controlled ports. With the relaxation of
restrictions on imports through the Hudaydah port, the business community now prefers to
import their goods through this port, as they have to pay less customs duty on imports and
the bulk of their imported goods can be sold in Houthi areas, where about 80 per cent of the
Yemeni citizens reside. This shift in the imports of goods from Aden to Hudaydah, on
account of differential customs exchange rates, has further dented the revenue of the GoY.
Since the market rates of exchange in GoY-areas are in the range of YR 1,200-1,400 per one
USD, the GoY, as it is, loses revenue even after fixing the customs exchange rate at YR 750
per one USD. If the GoY reduces the customs exchange rate below YR 750, it will lose
revenue, and if the GoY does not reduce the customs exchange rate, imports will shift from
Aden to Hudaydah, which will result in loss of revenue. Therefore, this exchange rate war
between the two areas of Yemen is affecting the economic stability of Yemen.

Based on the memorandum no. 170 / m-m dated 11/23/2022 issued by CBY — Sana’a, which includes
banks and exchange companies that are not authorized to deal with agencies, funds, international / UN
organizations, civil society organizations, in addition to entities that are not authorized to conduct
business in general. Those banks and exchange companies are as follows:

1- National Bank of Yemen

2- Tadhamon Bank

3- Al-Qutaibi Islamic Bank for Microfinance — (not licensed to operate in banking business)
4- Cooperative and Agriculture Credit Bank — Aden branch

5- Al-Kuraimi Islamic Bank

6- Aden Bank for Microfinance - (not licensed to operate in banking business)

7- Arab Bank

8- Saba Islamic Bank

As for exchange companies, all of them are not authorized to contract with organizations directly for the
purposes of distributing humanitarian cash assistance. Exchange companies can contribute to the
implementation of these works through subcontracts with banks that are authorized to deal with the
organizations.

Therefore, starting from 1/1/2023, we hope that everyone will work and adhere to what was mentioned
above, and not deal with unauthorized banks, as well as companies that do not have contracts with the
authorized banks in dealing with agencies, funds, international / UN organizations, and civil society
organizations, in order to maintain the continuation of the implementation of monetary programs,
projects and activities without any obstacles.

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Annex 91: Law banning all types of interest

1. Despite serious opposition from the banking and trade circles, in March 2023 the Houthis
adopted “The Prohibition of Usurious Transactions Act”, a new law banning all types of
interest on banking and commercial transactions such as deposits, loans, Letters of Credit,
and Letters of Guarantee. The new law also repeals the savings deposits provisions of the
Post and Postal Savings Act without suggesting alternative savings schemes or returns from
such deposits that were offered by the Post Office as a non-banking institution.

2. For enforcing the provisions of this law, the following officials have been granted the
status of judicial police officers pursuant to a decision of the Public Prosecutor: a) designated
employees of CBY, Sana’a; b) designated employees of the Ministry of Finance and the
Ministry of Industry and Trade; c) the Minister of Finance; and d) the Minister of Industry
and Trade. Under this new law, whosoever violates the provisions of articles 3, 4 and 7 shall
be imprisoned for a period of not less than six months and not more than four years and fined
not less than YR 100,000 and not more than YR 3 million.

3. According to various stakeholders, this new law will sharply divide the banking and
commercial activities in the two areas of Yemen, and the new regime, when fully
implemented, will completely ruin the economy of Yemen.??? The banking community of
Yemen strongly feels that since the new law applies to all loans and facilities that were
granted before the date on which it enters into effect, this is contrary to article 104 of the
Yemeni Constitution, which provides that laws cannot be applied retroactively without the
approval of two-thirds of the members of the House of Representatives. These bankers are
of the opinion that the law will give rise to disputes in relation to many banking and
commercial transactions, and many judicial disputes will arise between commercial banks
and depositors concerning the way in which deposits are put to use. Further, there will be
confrontations between the State and the government, on the one hand, and the local and
foreign banks, on the other, that have invested their funds in treasury bills issued by CBY,
Sana’a.

4. As per information received by the Panel, Yemen, like many other countries, finances its
deficit by overdrawing up to 92 per cent of the amount from its central bank, or by raising
funds through the issuance of treasury bills, or other such instruments. Since this will be
prohibited under the new law, the bankers feel that it will no longer be possible to finance
the ongoing general budget deficit, which amounted to approximately YR 905 billion in
2015. It is also argued that external sources of financing, such as foreign loans and deposits
(without interest), will dry up, as will some categories of grants and foreign aid. The
authorities would not be able to pay up the internal public debt, which as of June 2022 stood
at YR 3.449 billion, and the outstanding external public debt, which amounted to USD 6.6
billion. As per the letter??® sent by the Yemeni bankers to the Houthis, which was seen by
the Panel, the following are some of the adverse outcomes of the new law:

i. Bank financing, including loans and current facilities available from commercial banks in
the form of loans and facilities, will cease. For example, it is estimated that such financing
amounted to YR 466 billion in 2018, whereas it had reached YR 539 billion in 2013. Banks
will thus suddenly lose their largest source of revenue, namely interest, which comprises up
to 81 per cent of the revenue of certain Yemeni banks.

ii. Traditional commercial banks, which currently provide the bulk of bank financing and
cover business transactions, will lose their role. Current deposits amounting to YR 3,750.7
billion, of which YR 2,271.4 billion are frozen deposits from 2016 and earlier, pose a
challenge to the commercial and Islamic banks as they are unable to allow clients to

iii. Microfinance activities which are used for supporting small businesses will stop.
iv. It will be difficult to continue processing transactions with correspondent banks abroad.

v. Since the returns from the foreign investment holdings of Yemeni banks (in the form of
term deposits or investments in debt instruments) will be prohibited, commercial banks will
be forced to convert those holding into current deposits without returns and deprive
themselves of the returns generated by those holdings. The foreign investment holdings of
traditional commercial banks of Yemen amounted to approximately YR 343 billion in June
2022.

vi. Opportunities for foreign direct investment in projects will disappear.

vii. Prohibiting payment of interest will have major repercussions in case of debts. The State,
banks and the business sector have neither repaid their debts for years, nor paid the interest
on those debts. The aforesaid representation of the bankers mentions the following debts:

viii. The current debt owed to the Central Bank [Sana’a] by the government amounted to
YR 5,561 billion as of June 2022.

ix. Debt owed to the Central Bank [Sana’a] by public institutions amounted to YR 309 billion
as of May 2022.

x. Debt in the form of treasury bills and bonds owed to commercial banks by the government
amounted to YR 1,787 billion as of May 2022.

xi. Debt in the form of bank deposits owed to commercial banks by the Central Bank
[Sana’a] amounted to YR 688 billion in 2021.

xii. Debt owed to depositors by commercial banks amounts to YR 3,750 billion, including
frozen deposits of approximately YR 2,271 billion prior to 2016.

xiii. Debt in the form of existing loans owed by customers to commercial banks amounted
to approximately YR 284 billion in 2022.

xiv. The external debt of the State amounted to USD 6.6 billion in 2022.

xv. In addition, there are debts owed by public institutions and the non-banking sector to the
government, including the debts of the pension funds and the postal fund.
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5.According to CBY, Aden, since the Houthis have not been paying salaries to the civil
servants for several years, a large number of them relied on the interest revenue received
from their deposits in the banks and post office as a source of their livelihood. CBY, Aden
argues that prohibiting citizens’ access to this revenue will exacerbate the humanitarian
situation and increase poverty levels in Yemen. The Panel was further informed that. CBY,
Sana’a never paid any interest on the treasury bills and now has converted these bills to
current account deposits, as a result of which they will not be paying any interest on these
deposits.

Sir,

I write in the light of the incentive mechanism that has been put in place at the port

of Hudaydah for the import of goods, the purpose of which is to alleviate the bur-
den on consumers and protect traders from the arbitrary measures that were being
enacted in occupied areas.

We are mindful of the need to implement public policy and encourage and sustain

imports through the port of Hudaydah, prevent the goods from spoiling, and keep
to land crossings except when necessary and in accordance with the policies deter-
mined by the Supreme Economic Committee.

Accordingly, from 21 Muharram A.H. 1445 (8 August 2023), taxes and other rev-
enue on all goods imported through land borders and at the port of Hudaydah shall
be assessed at a cash rate of 100 per cent of the total customs value. The customs
rate shall remain at 50 per cent of the total customs value for all goods arriving at
land customs points through land or sea crossings of occupied areas.

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Annex 93: Oil Sector
1. The oil sector was the worst hit by the conflict.

Ras Isa port

2. Because of the ongoing conflict, export of oil from Ras Isa port has stopped since March
2015. This port used to receive oil from several productive sectors in Ma’rib and Shabwa
namely sector-18 Safer, sector S1 Dames, sector S2 Al-Ugla, sector-5 Jannah, and sector-9
Malik that is located on the west of Al-Masila and connected through the oil pipeline from
SAFER to Ras-Isa’s export terminal on the Red Sea.??*. This pipeline suffered repeated
sabotage attacks in the past.??® This has no doubt affected the economy of the country.

Attacks on Al-Dhabba oil terminal

3. After a few years of remaining in-operational due to the conflict, GoY had commenced
production and export of crude oil in late 2017 from Sector 14, Al-Masila in Hadramawt
Governorate with quantities not exceeding 20 percent of that of 2014. However, the non-
renewal of the truce in October 2022, was followed by attacks on the port of Al-Dhabba in
Hadramawt Governorate. This resulted in the cessation of production and export of crude
oil from the sectors namely14 Al-Masila, 10 East Shabwa, 51 East Al-Hajar, 53 East Sir, and
9 Malik??, The total crude oil revenue for the year 2021 amounted to USD 993 million, and
up to November 2022, it amounted to USD 980 million. The GoY informed the Panel that it
is losing revenue of about USD 1.2 billion per year.??’ But taking into account the cost of
repairs and replacement of equipment and facilities at the Al-Dhabba oil terminal, the GoY
loss would amount to about USD 2 billion. The GoY is also deprived of its major source of
foreign exchange, which is critical for importing essential food items and fuel for generation
of electricity for the people. This has also undermined the ability of CBY, Aden to intervene
to support the declining YR.??

Attacks on Yemen LNG project in Balhaf

4. In order to take advantage of its gas reserves in Ma’rib, especially from sector (18) Marib,
Al-Jawf, the Yemen LNG project was launched in 2005 in Balhaf in Shabwa Governorate,
on the coasts of the Gulf of Aden, 200 km south-west of Mukalla and around 400 km east
of Aden. This was Yemen’s largest-ever industrial investment of about USD 4.5 billion. The
new Yemen LNG terminal, opened in Nov 2009, comprises a single LNG berth, two
140,000m? storage tanks and associated re-liqufaction plant. The gas is piped via a 320 km
pipeline from Ma’rib gas fields. The plan was to export 6.7 million MTs of LNG per annum
for at least the next 20 years, considered a game changer for the economy of Yemen.
However, due to the conflict, the Yemen LNG stopped gas production, liquefaction, and
export in April 2015.22° The pipeline feeding the gas terminal has reportedly been targeted
several times by AQAP.2%

5. The Panel has received information that, on 5 August 2023, some rockets were reportedly
fired towards the military base near the Yemen LNG site. Although no damage has been
reported to the Balhaf gas terminal, such incidents compel the company to continue to close
down its facility, thereby adversely impacting any chance for the revival of Yemen’s
economy. As per the company, “As a consequence of the current security situation, Yemen
LNG remains in force majeure and the plant remains in a preservation mode.”?3!

Message addressed to traders concerning shipping to the port of Hudaxdah,
and efforts to resolve the situation of goods held at inspection points

A meeting took place today between the Ministe} of Industry and Commerce, Mu-
hammad al-Mutahhar, senior Government officials, and managers of all the incor-
porated maritime companies with a presence in Yemen.

The outcomes were as follows.

1. All the maritime companies are fully prepared to accept any shipments to
the port of Hudaydah of any goods except weapons. The port of Hudaydah is fully

open in accordance with the political agreement among the Yemeni State, Saudi
Arabia and the United Nations. That agreement remains unannounced, so that the

Saudi enemy can save face.

2 All traders who have freight detained at customs crossings or have ship-
ments at sea should redirect their shipments to the port of Hudaydah, using the form
provided. A copy of the policy should be attached and transmitted to the Sana’a
office of the maritime company office through which the shipment was arranged.
The company should then confirm that the shipment has been redirected.

3. A copy of the redirection document should be sent to the clearance agent
and to the operations number of the Ministry of Commerce and Industry, which will
be transmitted to you. Freight will be released for those traders who have sent the
redirection document.

4, Freight that is on the road between the main crossings and the inspection
points will be inspected, and the Ministry of Commerce and Industry will be notified
s0 that the freight is not hindered on arrival.

5. From this date onward, no goods whatsoever that have been shipped through
the port of Aden will be allowed to enter.

6. Anyone who has goods stored in the south or in an area outside the control
of the Political Council and wants to bring those goods into Sana’a has two options,

The first is that the goods can be inspected, and a copy sent to the Ministry of Com-
merce and Industry.

The second is that the goods can stay where they are until the port of Hydaydah is
opened up and the problem is resolved.

7 Any trader who has a shipment anywhere in the world and wants to ship it
to Yemen should get in touch with the maritime companies here in Yemen. The
goods will be shipped to Hudaydah directly. For information, the international ship-
ping company Saba, by Mahir,and Saddam al-Sharafi, is prepared to ship any con-
tainer from anywhere in the world at the same price as shipments to Aden. The same
is true of other companies.

8. Requests to redirect shipments should be submitted as soon as possible to
ensure prompt coordination with shipping companies. An agreement has been
reached with shipping companies that Thursday and, most likely, Friday will be
