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Pendant la période considérée, des facteurs régionaux et internationaux ont
renforcé 1’action de pacification au Yémen. L’accord signé en mars 2023 entre la
République islamique d’Iran et 1’Arabie saoudite sous 1’égide de la Chine, les
pourparlers entre les houthistes et 1’Arabie saoudite négociés par Oman, 1’accord
d’échange de prisonniers entre 1’Iran et les Etats-Unis d’ Amérique et la participation
de plus en plus marquée de la Chine aux affaires du Moyen-Orient ont insufflé un
¢élan positif dans la région.

Le confit au Yémen est, depuis décembre 2022, dans un état de faible intensité,
que certains analystes ont qualifié¢ de « tréve officieuse ». Les contenus provocateurs
et conflictuels diffusés par les plateformes médiatiques affiliées aux houthistes et au
Gouvernement yéménite ont néanmoins augmenté¢ pendant la période considérée,
entravant la dynamique des pourparlers. Les houthistes ont notamment publié bon
nombre de déclarations récemment, menagant la Coalition en appui a la légitimité au
Yémen de reprendre les hostilités, si leurs exigences n’étaient pas satisfaites.

Le Conseil de direction présidentiel a traversé une phase d’intenses conflits
internes. Les problémes structurels ont entravé sa capacité de fournir des services
publics de base, suscitant de violentes critiques parmi le peuple yéménite. La
cohésion du Conseil serait menacée si ces problémes persistaient, et des affrontements
militaires risqueraient d’éclater parmi les forces affiliées a ses membres.

Les houthistes ont continué de refuser toute participation a des pourparlers
directs avec le Gouvernement yéménite. IIs ont réclamé avec persistance le versement
des salaires, notamment aux soldats de 1’armée et aux agents des services de sécurit€,
I’augmentation des vols a destination et en provenance de Sanaa et une plus grande
part des recettes pétroliéres. Ils ont également fait étalage de leurs capacités militaires
au cours de plusieurs défilés et manceuvres, visant a exercer une plus grande pression
sur la Coalition et le Gouvernement yéménite.

Les opérations militaires se sont poursuivies entre les houthistes et les forces
progouvernementales sur les lignes de front, ponctuées d’accrochages, de pilonnages
et d’attaques de drones aériens qui ont occasionné des victimes et des destructions de
biens. Bon nombre de conflits ont opposé des groupes armés qui n’étaient pas associés
aux houthistes. Des conflits intertribaux et des conflits opposant des tribus et des
groupes armés ont été signalés dans les zones contrdlées tant par le Gouvernement
que par les houthistes.

Jusqu’en avril 2023, la plupart des incidents attribués a Al-Qaida dans la
péninsule arabique visaient les forces armées affiliées au Conseil de transition du Sud
a Abiyan. Par la suite, une grande partie des attaques s’est déplacée a Chaboua.

Trois incidents sur le plan de la sécurité maritime ont été signalés depuis
décembre 2022, I’un concernant un vraquier et deux autres, des yachts. Les tensions
sont montées en mer Rouge, tandis que les houthistes établissaient une présence
navale sur I’flle de Kamaran au large de Hodeida. Dans le méme temps, la garde
cotiere yéménite dispose de bases dans des iles de la mer Rouge prés de Hodeida, ce
qui fait peser des risques éventuels sur les navires et les petits bateaux transitant par
les eaux territoriales yéménites. Le 11 aolit 2023, une catastrophe environnementale
majeure a été évitée a la suite du transfert de 1,1 million de barils de pétrole de 1’unité
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flottante de stockage et de déchargement Safer au Yemen (anciennement Nautica).
Des questions ayant trait a la propriété du pétrole, au navire Yemen et aux produits de
la vente du Safer subsistent.

Sur le plan de I’embargo ciblé sur les armes, le Groupe d’experts a noté des
violations de grande ampleur, ayant trait & du matériel militaire tel que des missiles
balistiques, des missiles de croisiére, des missiles antinavire, des attaques de drones
aériens, des engins explosifs improvisés flottants et des centaines de véhicules 4 x4
transformés de fagon a transporter divers systémes d’armes, qui avaient été présentés
par les houthistes pendant les défilés militaires organisés a Hodeida et a Sanaa en
septembre 2022.

De novembre 2022 a juin 2023, 254 drones aériens, 100 moteurs de drones
aériens, prés de 5 tonnes de précurseurs d’explosifs, 2 propulseurs de plongée et
divers matériels militaires ont été interceptés par le Gouvernement yéménite. De
décembre 2022 a janvier 2023, plusieurs milliers de fusils d’assaut, une grande
quantité de munitions, un systéme de surveillance électro-optique et des composantes
de missile balistique a moyenne portée ont été interceptés dans les eaux
internationales.

Toutes les saisies de matériel, corroborées par les déclarations de plusieurs
responsables, ont montré que les houthistes renforgaient radicalement leurs capacités
militaires terrestres et navales, y compris sous I’eau, ainsi que leur arsenal de missiles
et de drones aériens, en violation de 1’embargo ciblé sur les armes.

Les parties au conflit au Yémen ont continué de perpétrer des violations du droit
international humanitaire et du droit international des droits de I’homme. Le Groupe
d’experts a confirmé de nombreux cas de détentions arbitraires, de disparitions
forcées, d’actes de torture, de chatiments corporels et d’autres formes de mauvais
traitements, notamment contre des migrants, de recrutement et d’utilisation d’enfants
et de violences sexuelles et fondées sur le genre. La plupart des violations sur
lesquelles a enquété le Groupe d’experts ont été attribuées aux houthistes, qui ont
continué de recruter et d’utiliser des enfants, en particulier dans le cadre des camps
d’été, dans des proportions alarmantes. L’introduction de nouveaux changements
dans les programmes scolaires, dont le contenu est axé sur la haine, la violence et
I’endoctrinement militaire, est profondément troublante.

L’obligation plus stricte, imposée par les houthistes, de se faire accompagner
d’un mahram (chaperon de sexe masculin) a entravé 1’acces des femmes et des filles
aux services de soins de santé de base, notamment la santé procréative. La liberté
d’expression a €té restreinte au Yémen. Des journalistes, des militants des droits

umai i 16 civi . , umis 3 uvai
humains et des activistes de la société civile ont été harcelés et soumis & de mauvais
traitements par de multiples parties au conflit. Ils ont souvent été détenus pendant des
périodes prolongées, voire mis au secret, car ils dénongaient des cas de corruption,
d’extorsion ou d’autres violations des droits humains.

Des mines terrestres, généralement situées a proximité de batiments civils tels
que des habitations, des écoles et des mosquées, des engins explosifs improvisés et
des restes explosifs de guerre ont continué de menacer grandement la population
civile, en particulier les enfants.

Des conflits en ligne liés a la violence fondée sur le genre, telle que le
harcélement et le dénigrement des militantes, notamment celles de la diaspora, en
particulier par les houthistes, ont également été signalés. Enfin, certaines parties au
conflit ont continué d’entraver I’acheminement de 1’aide humanitaire. Les rapports
faisant état d’un détournement du financement humanitaire et des articles de secours
par les houthistes étaient particuliérement préoccupants.
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Sur le front économique, une guerre de grande ampleur a remplacé la guerre
militaire totale. Les maux économiques rongeant le Yémen sont a présent
inextricablement liés a la situation politique et militaire. Le pays est divisé en deux
zones économiques distinctes sur les plans de la monnaie et des échanges
commerciaux. Les houthistes semblent avoir déployé un ensemble calibré de mesures
économiques coercitives liées aux secteurs maritime, terrestre et aérien, visant a
immobiliser le Gouvernement yéménite et a 1’empécher d’accomplir ses fonctions.
Les attaques contre les biens maritimes, 1’interdiction des exportations de pétrole
brut, le détournement du commerce international d’Aden a Hodeida, le blocage des
routes, I’interdiction d’échanges essentiels sur le plan intérieur, comme le gaz
ménager, et le gel récent des fonds de la compagnie aérienne nationale, Yemenia, sont
révélateurs de la stratégie des houthistes. L’interdiction persistante de séries de billets
de banque émis par la Banque centrale du Yémen établie a Aden, 1’utilisation
éventuelle de faux billets de banque et de faux passeports et les conflits portant sur la
réglementation entre les deux banques centrales menacent la stabilité monétaire et
économique du Yémen.

A la suite des attaques contre le terminal pétrolier de Dabba, les pertes du
Gouvernement yéménite sur le plan des recettes se chiffraient a quelque 1,2 milliard
de dollars par an. Du fait du transfert des importations d’Aden vers Hodeida, le
Gouvernement a essuyé une perte massive en recettes de 1’ordre de 637,36 milliards
de rials yéménites au cours de la période allant d’avril 2022 a juin 2023, se traduisant
par des gains considérables pour les houthistes. La perte totale de recettes résultant
de I’interdiction d’achat de gaz ménager par le Gouvernement yéménite est estimée a
64 milliards de rials yémeénites par an. Une fois que le nouveau mécanisme de collecte
des recettes a été mis en place, en mars 2023, aux points de douane terrestres, les
houthistes ont commencé a traiter les zones contrdlées par le Gouvernement comme
un territoire étranger a des fins douaniéres, divisant effectivement le Yémen en
deux pays.

La poursuite de la dégradation de la situation économique dans les zones
contrdlées par le Gouvernement, notamment le fort taux d’inflation, la dépréciation
du rial yéménite, qui a dépassé la barre des 1 400 contre 1 dollar des Etats-Unis en
juillet 2023, et la médiocrité du systéeme de prestation des services publics,
notamment en ce qui concerne I’électricité, ont entrainé des troubles civils dans
plusieurs villes. Le Yémen a connu une résurgence du mouvement politique en faveur
de 1’autodétermination pour le sud. Méme si les questions économiques ont €té un
théme principal des dialogues politiques et diplomatiques ces derniers mois,
I’incapacité de trouver un terrain d’entente sur ce plan a paralysé les pourparlers
de paix.

Compte tenu de la participation d’acteurs régionaux et internationaux
néanmoins, il est moins probable que les houthistes s’engagent dans une nouvelle
guerre a grande échelle, méme s’ils tiennent des propos menagants. Ils poursuivront
plutot leur politique d’escalade calculée et pourraient multiplier les attaques sur
plusieurs fronts pour régler la question du versement des salaires. Dans 1’ensemble,
ils seraient plus enclins a s’attacher au cadre de rapprochement saoudo-iranien.
L’adoption d’un plan en phases multiples tenant compte de variables contextuelles est
essentielle. A ce stade, la priorité devrait étre de parvenir a un cessez-le-feu officiel.
Il serait donc important de convenir de [’adoption de mesures de confiance
progressives et réciproques sur des questions moins litigieuses afin d’atteindre
I’objectif.

Introduction

1. Le présent rapport, soumis au Conseil de sécurité en application du paragraphe 3
de la résolution 2675 (2023), couvre la période du 1°" décembre 2022 au 31 aoft 2023*
et comprend des informations, conformément au paragraphe 16 de la résolution
2624 (2022), ainsi que des conclusions actualisées a partir des enquétes qui avaient
été citées dans le cadre du rapport final du Groupe d’experts sur le Yémen daté du
21 février 2023 (S/2023/130).

2. Le Groupe d’experts a adopté les meilleures pratiques et méthodes
recommandées par le Groupe de travail informel du Conseil de sécurité sur les
questions générales relatives aux sanctions (voir S/2006/997). Il a mis 1’accent en
particulier sur le respect des normes relatives a la transparence, a 1’objectivité et aux
sources, preuves documentaires et allégations corroborées par des sources
indépendantes et vérifiables, et donné a ses interlocuteurs la possibilité de répondre?.
Le Groupe d’experts a maintenu également une coopération avec 1’Equipe d’appui
analytique et de surveillance des sanctions créée par la résolution 1526 (2004) et a
coopéré étroitement avec le Groupe d’experts sur la Somalie créé par la résolution
2444 (2018).

3. Le mandat du Groupe d’experts a été prorogé le 15 février 2023 par le Conseil
de sécurité dans sa résolution 2675 (2023) jusqu’au 15 décembre 2023. Sur les cing
membres du Groupe d’experts désignés par le Secrétaire général (voir S/2023/235 et
S/2023/518), les contrats de 1’expert en questions financiéres et de 1’experte en
groupes armés ont débuté le 29 mars 2023 et les mandats de 1’experte en droit
international humanitaire, de 1’expert en armements et de 1’expert en questions
régionales ont débuté le 3 avril, le 22 avril et le 24 juillet 2023, respectivement.

4. En 2023, les membres du Groupe d’experts se sont rendus en Arabie saoudite, a
Djibouti, aux Emirats arabes unis, en République islamique d’Iran, au Royaume-Uni
de Grande-Bretagne et d’Irlande du Nord et au Yémen (a Aden, Dabba et Moukalla)?®.
Le Groupe d’experts a procédé a des inspections physiques et virtuelles du matériel,
notamment des composantes de missiles et des munitions saisies par les Etats-Unis
d’Amérique, la France et le Royaume-Uni ou a partir des débris se trouvant sur les
sites des explosions. Il s’est entretenu en présentiel ou en distanciel avec de multiples
interlocuteurs ainsi qu’avec le Président du Conseil de direction présidentiel et le
Premier Ministre et d’autres représentants du Gouvernement yéménite.

5. Le Groupe d’experts a adressé 74 lettres officielles, dont 64 a 24 Etats Membres
et 2 10 a des organisations, entités et sociétés ; il attendait encore 35 réponses au
31 aotit 2023 (voir annexe 3).
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! La période couverte dans le rapport final du Groupe d’experts (S/2023/130) s’est achevée le
30 novembre 2022 ; le présent rapport final couvre donc la période du 1" décembre 2022 au
31 aofit 2023. La date limite pour I’examen des réponses des Etats Membres aux questions du
Groupe d’experts concernant le présent rapport était le 31 aott 2023.

2 On trouvera un complément d’informations sur la méthode de travail du Groupe d’experts et la
possibilité de répondre a I’annexe 1.

3 Les principaux lieux au Yémen sont épelés selon les transcriptions utilisées par le Systéme
d’information géographique des Nations Unies sur la carte figurant a 1’annexe 2.
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II.

Faits nouveaux ayant entravé la paix, la sécurité
et ] stabilité au Yémen

6. Le conflit au Yémen est, depuis décembre 2022, de faible intensité, décrit par
certains analystes comme une « tréve officieuse ». Les efforts menés activement par
la communauté internationale pour trouver une solution permanente au conflit au
Yémen ont fourni le cadre nécessaire en vue du déroulement d’une action
diplomatique aux niveaux régional et bilatéral. L’échange de prisonniers effectué¢ en
avril 2023 a également pesé dans le processus de désescalade entre certaines parties
belligérantes, d’autant plus que des personnalités en vue figuraient parmi les détenus
qui ont été libérés (voir par. 134). Les propos provocateurs et agressifs diffusés sur
les plateformes médiatiques affiliées tant aux houthistes qu’au Gouvernement ont
continu¢ de compromettre la dynamique des pourparlers. Sous la pression de
I’instabilité interne et des frappes, les houthistes ont publié plusieurs déclarations
récemment, menacant la Coalition en appui a la 1égitimité au Yémen de reprendre les
hostilités si leurs exigences n’étaient pas satisfaites*. Les désaccords sur les questions
clivantes ont persisté et les pourparlers avec 1’ Arabie saoudite ont piétiné. Les parties
prenantes intéressées ne devraient ménager aucun effort pour empécher toute
dégradation de la situation et toute reprise des affrontements militaires.

7. Les violations constantes du droit international humanitaire et du droit
international des droits de I’homme perpétrées par les parties au conflit ont suscité un
climat de violence normalisée et d’impunité. Des civils, y compris des femmes et des
enfants, ont continué de subir les conséquences du conflit prolongé et ont été soumis
a toutes formes de violence et de sévices. La violence sexuelle et fondée sur le genre,
le recrutement et [’utilisation d’enfants, la détention arbitraire et la torture
systématique ont figuré parmi les principales menaces a la paix et a la sécurité au
Yémen. Le Groupe d’experts a estimé qu’en 1’absence de systéme solide, permettant
de demander des comptes aux auteurs de ces actes et de les traduire en justice, les
perspectives de parvenir a une paix durable étaient trés minces.

Dynamique régionale et internationale

8.  Des facteurs régionaux et internationaux ont concouru a une situation proche
d’une tréve prolongée au Yémen. Par exemple, le rapprochement saoudo-iranien sous
I’égide de la Chine a débouché sur un accord en mars 2023. L’ouverture de
pourparlers directs entre 1’ Arabie saoudite et les houthistes a Sanaa, sous les auspices
d’Oman, a également ouvert la voie a des pourparlers concrets, qui pourraient
permettre de parvenir a un accord de paix. Cette nouvelle démarche saoudienne en
faveur d’un réglement négocié du conflit au Yémen a été percue comme un geste de
bonne volonté et saluée par divers acteurs régionaux. Certains analystes ont interprété
la nouvelle stratégie comme reflétant la volonté de 1’Arabie saoudite de mettre un
terme aux affrontements militaires afin de porter son attention sur sa stratégie de
développement pour 2030.

9.  Entre-temps, I’échange de prisonniers entre la République islamique d’Iran et
les Etats-Unis en aolt 2023 et le déblocage des avoirs iraniens gelés ont
indéniablement créé un climat positif dans la région. Cette importante évolution, qui
suivait un renforcement de la présence militaire américaine dans la région, pourrait
étre consolidée par d’autres mesures complémentaires. La participation économique
plus marquée de la Chine au Moyen-Orient a créé un nouveau lien entre elle et la

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République islamique d’Iran, lequel pourrait 1’encourager a jouer un rdle dans la
stabilisation des liens saoudo-iraniens®.

Evolution au sein du Gouvernement yéménite

10. Le Conseil de direction présidentiel s’est heurté a de nombreuses difficultés et
critiques. Les divergences de vues et d’aspirations politiques de ses membres ont
entravé son unité et sa performance. Les quatre comités formés a la suite de la création
du Conseil de direction présidentiel : juridique, économique, militaire et sécurité et
réconciliation, n’ont pas pu progresser concrétement dans les taches qui leur avaient
été confiées®. Qui plus est, le comité militaire n’a pas réussi a unifier les différentes
forces armées sous un seul commandement.

11. Les tensions sont montées entre le Conseil de direction présidentiel et le Conseil
de transition du Sud. Le ralliement de deux membres progouvernementaux du Conseil
de direction présidentiel au Conseil de transition du Sud a donné un avantage
numérique a ce dernier et renforcé son influence pour ce qui est de la création d’un
Etat indépendant dans le sud. Le Conseil de transition du Sud a également désigné
comme conseiller spécial une personnalité du Hadramout, Saleh Alquaiti, cherchant
A obtenir ’appui de la province riche en pétrole’.

12. L’influence croissante du Conseil de transition du Sud a été contrée par la
création, en juin 2023, du Conseil national du Hadramout, qui fera office d’organe
représentatif de la province sous 1’autorité du Conseil de direction présidentiel®. De
méme, la création des Forces du bouclier national en janvier 2023, relevant du
Président du Conseil de direction présidentiel, Rachad el-Alimi, visait a pondérer le
r6le dominant du Conseil de transition du Sud dans la province d’Aden. Cette
situation pourrait entrainer de nouveaux conflits et d’éventuels affrontements
militaires parmi des membres du Conseil de direction présidentiel. Les médias ont
signalé notamment que les forces des Brigades des Amaliqa, dirigées par un membre
du Conseil de direction présidentiel, avaient assiégé le bureau du Premier Ministre a
Aden®. Le Groupe d’experts n’a pas été en mesure de confirmer de fagon indépendante
la véracité des faits.

13. Ces facteurs ont entrainé des fractures au Conseil de direction présidentiel, qui
ont entravé sa capacité de s’acquitter de ses taches, notamment celles ayant trait a
I’amélioration des conditions d’existence du peuple yéménite et a la réforme des
institutions de 1’Etat. Malgré un appui financier externe, le Gouvernement yéménite
a peiné a fournir des services publics et a gérer la crise économique. L’absence
prolongée des ministres et d’autres hauts responsables du pays a également entravé
sa crédibilité et sa performance. Le Président du Conseil de direction présidentiel a
été contraint de publier une circulaire ordonnant a tous les ministres et gouverneurs
de réintégrer leurs lieux de travail au Yémen d’ici au 6 aolt 2023, menagant de
prendre des dispositions juridiques s’ils ne s’exécutaient pas (voir annexe 4).

14. Les questions économiques ont pris une ampleur politique et militaire inégalée
depuis décembre 2022, divisant le pays en deux zones économiques et politiques
distinctes et asymétriques.

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Position des houthistes

15. Les houthistes ont continué de refuser d’engager un dialogue, quel qu’il soit,
avec le Gouvernement yéménite et préféré tenir des pourparlers directs avec 1’ Arabie
saoudite. Compte tenu de leur supériorité militaire sur le Gouvernement yéménite, ils
ont fondé leurs exigences, avant d’accepter une proposition de paix, principalement
sur des considérations d’ordre économique, a savoir la levée des restrictions imposées
au port de Hodeida, le versement des salaires, notamment du personnel militaire et de
sécurité, et I’obtention de parts importantes des recettes pétroliéres. Ils ont souhaité
également la participation de 1’Arabie saoudite aux négociations comme partie au
conflit et lui ont donc demandé de prendre en charge notamment les cofits de la
reconstruction et les dédommagements.

16. Sous la pression des gréves menées par les travailleurs de divers secteurs qui
réclamaient le versement de leurs salaires, les dirigeants houthistes ont émis des
propos menacants, s’en servant comme moyen de renforcer leur influence dans les
pourparlers en cours, en particulier en ce qui concernait la question des salaires. Le
chef des houthistes, Abdulmalik al-Houthi (YEi.004), a lancé une mise en garde a la
Coalition en aolt 2023, disant : « La situation en cours ne peut continuer de la sorte :
les Saoudiens ne réussiront pas a laisser notre peuple soumis a un blocus et a des
souffrances et le pays détruit »°. Le chef du Conseil politique supréme, Mehdi
el-Machat, a €également prévenu la Coalition : « Nous sommes préts, afin d’obtenir le
versement des salaires de tous les fonctionnaires du Yémen, a engager une escalade
militaire »*L.

17. Afin d’arracher davantage de concessions, les houthistes ont également organisé
plusieurs défilés militaires et des exercices a tirs réels pour montrer leur puissance.
Le Groupe d’experts est particuliérement préoccupé par le volume et la nature du
matériel militaire affiché par les houthistes.

18. A la fin du mois de juin 2023, le Ministre de la défense désigné par les
houthistes, le général de division Muhammad Nasser Atifi, s’est adressé aux
combattants de la quatriéme région militaire stationnés sur 1’axe de Taéz : « Nous
disons a I’ennemi que les marches, les défilés et les manceuvres ne sont pas destinés
a ’usage des médias, mais que nous préparons des combattants professionnels,
capables d’accomplir toute mission de combat dans les situations les plus ardues ». 1l
a ajouté : « Nous nous préparons a libérer le Yémen de 1’agression et de tous ceux qui
occupent le territoire yéménite, que ce soient les Emiriens, les Saoudiens ou ceux qui
les appuient ou combattent a leurs c6tés. Nous ne sommes pas du tout contre les
Yéménites »*2.

19. Sur le front militaire, les opérations entre les houthistes et les forces
progouvernementales se sont poursuivies sur toutes les lignes de front, tandis que les
affrontements et les pilonnages connaissaient des escalades ponctuelles. Des
affrontements opposant des groupes armés entre eux ou des groupes armés a des
factions tribales ont été signalés dans les zones contrdlées tant par les houthistes que
par le Gouvernement. Si Al-Qaida dans la péninsule arabique (AQPA) a cessé ses
attaques contre les houthistes, elle dirige la majorité d’entre elles a présent contre les
forces affiliées au Conseil de transition du Sud.

Perspectives

20. Le Groupe d’experts estime que le réglement du conflit yéménite persistant est
un processus de longue haleine et qu’un reglement pacifique global pourrait s’avérer
impossible dans un avenir proche, en raison de nombreux facteurs, parmi lesquels la
disparité militaire et économique entre les houthistes et le Gouvernement yéménite.
Il faudrait néanmoins encourager la signature d’accords sur des questions moins
litigicuses et les compléter par d’autres mesures de confiance afin d’appuyer et de
consolider la détente en cours.

21. Compte tenu de I’implication des acteurs régionaux et internationaux, la
probabilité que les houthistes enclenchent une nouvelle guerre totale est moins élevée,
malgré leurs propos menagants. IlIs poursuivraient plutét une politique d’escalade
calculée et pourraient multiplier les attaques sur plusicurs fronts pour régler la
question des salaires. IIs pourraient néanmoins s’engager globalement a respecter le
cadre du rapprochement saoudo-iranien. A ce propos, certains analystes s’interrogent
sur la capacité de la République islamique d’Iran d’influencer les décisions des
houthistes, du fait que ces derniers jouissent d’une indépendance économique relative
et ne comptent pas entiérement sur 1’aide iranienne.

22. Le Groupe d’experts pense que les houthistes tenteront d’exploiter pleinement
la situation actuelle et de pousser les différentes parties a les reconnaitre comme entité
légitime. Certains analystes estiment que le fait de les reconnaitre comme une entité
légitime et de leur accorder des concessions disproportionnées pourrait isoler d’autres
parties yéménites et fragiliser leur position. Il est donc fondamental d’inclure les vues
politiques et de tenir compte des intéréts de 1’ensemble des parties dans tout accord
futur.

23. Dans ces circonstances, il vaudrait peut-étre mieux que toutes les parties
conviennent d’un cessez-le-feu officiel et réglent les questions en suspens,
notamment celles liées au versement des salaires, a la reprise des exportations de
pétrole par le Gouvernement yéménite et a 1’allocation des ressources.

24. 1l faudrait impérativement, a cette fin, éviter toute impasse dans les pourparlers
en cours, pour éviter un retour aux affrontements militaires.

25. Dr’apres le Groupe d’experts, il importe que les parties prenantes intéressées
adoptent un plan en phases multiples, qui tienne compte de variables contextuelles.
A ce stade, la priorité devrait étre de parvenir a un cessez-le-feu officiel. Il faudrait
donc convenir de 1’adoption de mesures de confiance progressives et réciproques sur
des questions moins litigieuses afin d’atteindre cet objectif.

Activités de groupes armés menacant la paix, la sécurité
et la stabilité

26. Conformément aux dispositions du paragraphe 17 de la résolution 2140 (2014),
réaffirmées par le Conseil de sécurité dans sa résolution 2216 (2015), le Groupe
d’experts a continué d’enquéter sur des personnes et des entités associées a des
groupes armés, se livrant ou apportant un appui a des actes qui compromettent la paix,
la sécurité ou la stabilité du Yémen.

27. Pendant la période considérée, aucune attaque des houthistes a travers la
frontiére contre un Etat Membre et aucune attaque contre des ports, des terminaux
pétroliers ou des pétroliers dans les zones controlées par le Gouvernement n’a été
confirmée. L’effet des attaques menées contre les installations pétroliéres en 2022
reste cependant palpable (voir par. 167). Aucune frappe aérienne de la Coalition n’a
été signalée depuis 1’entrée en vigueur de la tréve le 2 avril 2022.
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Secteur dans la province de Jaouf controlé par les houthistes

28. Des tensions existent dans un contexte ou les houthistes cherchent a soumettre
les tribus par la force et a confisquer leurs biens. A la fin du mois de janvier 2023,
des membres de la tribu des Bani Naouf a Seil (district de Hazm) avaient enlevé un
dirigeant houthiste et ses compagnons pour amener les houthistes a libérer un membre
des Bani Naouf, qu’ils détenaient depuis quelques mois. Cela a déclenché des
affrontements armés entre les forces houthistes et les membres de la tribu.

29. En juillet 2023, de violents accrochages ont entrainé le décés de plusieurs
membres houthistes, dont le commandant du front de Maraqgez. Les houthistes ont
amené de larges renforts et coupé les routes menant a Seil, ce qui a accentué les
tensions. Ils ont exigé que 11 membres de la tribu se rendent, mais un seul 1’a fait,
tandis que les 10 autres fuyaient vers la zone contrdlée par le Gouvernement*®,

Conflit sur les lignes de front

30. Les opérations militaires entre les houthistes et les forces progouvernementales
se sont poursuivies sur les lignes de front, sous forme d’affrontements, de pilonnages
d’artillerie et d’attaques de drones aériens, occasionnant des pertes civiles et des
destructions de biens. Les houthistes ont organisé des défilés militaires et des
exercices a balles réelles a Ibb, Dhamar, Beida, Jaouf, Mareb et Saada,
s’accompagnant souvent d’envolées sur 1’aptitude a reprendre les opérations
militaires (voir annexe 5).

31. En juillet 2023, les forces armées du Gouvernement yéménite ont signalé un
renforcement militaire sur les lignes de front, notamment dans le secteur de Mareb-
Chaboua-Beida, notamment des systémes d’armes avancées et des unités spéciales.
Selon ces sources, les houthistes ont nettoyé leurs propres champs de mines, ce qui
laisserait entendre qu’une offensive se prépare.

32. Le conflit a Mareb est multidimensionnel et complexe. Les pilonnages, les
affrontements et les attaques de drones aériens entre les houthistes et les forces
progouvernementales se sont concentrés sur 1’ouest du district de Harib, au sud de la
ville de Mareb et dans les parages du camp militaire d’Oum Rich, dans le district de
Jouba (voir figure I). Des affrontements ont été également signalés parmi les groupes
armés, les forces gouvernementales et les tribus. Il est a noter que Mareb est 1’une des
provinces les plus contaminées par les engins non explosés et les mines terrestres, ce

qui entraine un grand nombre de victimes civiles.

33. Les 1 et 2 décembre 2022, de violents affrontements et pilonnages d’artillerie
ont été signalés autour de la chaine montagneuse de Balaq et sur le front Akd au sud
de la ville de Mareb (voir figure II) entre les forces gouvernementales, appuyées par
les tribus affiliées, et les houthistes!*. Ces derniers auraient pris le contrdle de
certaines positions sur le front. Des attaques semblables ont été signalées en mars et
en avril dans les mémes secteurs ; le 11 avril 2023, des affrontements ont été rapportés
en outre le long des fronts de Kassara et de Raghouan a ’ouest de la ville de Mareb®.

34. Des affrontements armés entre les houthistes et les Brigades des Amaliqa ont
éclaté par vagues dans le district de Harib'® de mars a juillet 2023. En mars, de lourds
combats ont été signalés autour des monts Yahmoum, Jandala et Bouara, a la suite
desquels les houthistes ont capturé le mont Bouara, un haut lieu stratégique
surplombant la ville de Harib. Les forces de 1’axe de Saba et les Brigades des Amaliqa
ont affirmé avoir repris le contrdle de ces zones?'.

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Front de Chaboua

35. Une intensification des combats a ¢té constatée le long des zones frontaliéres
entre Beida et Chaboua entre les forces houthistes et les Brigades des Amaliqa et les
Forces de défense de Chaboua®®,

36. A la fin du mois de février 2023, les Forces de défense de Chaboua auraient
déjoué une attaque lancée par les houthistes sur leurs positions dans le secteur
d’Aqgabat-Oum Qoua (district de Markha el-Oulia)®®. Les forces houthistes auraient
pris le controle du mont Khoucheiba ainsi que de secteurs situés a 1’ouest de Wadi
Markha dans le district, a I’issue d’affrontements avec les Brigades des Amaliqa le
26 mars 2023. D’apres le Gouvernement, les Forces de défense de Chaboua ont
repoussé les attaques des houthistes dans ces positions, aprés avoir regu des renforts
d’Ataq®.

37. Des accrochages entre les forces houthistes et les Brigades des Amaliqa et les
Forces de défense de Chaboua ont été signalés sur le front de Makhdara dans le district
d’Ain le 25 février et le 10 mars 20232,

Hodeida

38. Les affrontements et les pilonnages se sont poursuivis & Hodeida entre les
houthistes et les Forces conjointes sur la cote ouest?’. Dans les districts de Touheita
et de Heis (province de Hodeida), les forces gouvernementales ont accusé les
houthistes d’avoir pilonné des zones résidentielles et agricoles, faisant des victimes
civiles?® et creusé des tranchées et des tunnels? vers la mer. Le risque d’explosion de
mines terrestres et d’engins non explosés est demeuré élevé dans ces deux districts.
Les médias houthistes ont accusé les forces gouvernementales d’avoir mené des
pilonnages et des frappes de drones aériens a Jabaliya et Heis?.

Taéz

39. En octobre 2022, le général de brigade Tariq Saleh et le gouverneur de Taéz,
Nabil Shamsan, ont inauguré la mise a exécution du projet de route Kadaha-Birin,
baptisé « briser le siege » de Taéz, reliant les villes de Mokha et de Taéz. Depuis, cing
attaques ont été enregistrées sur cet axe. Trois se sont produites le 25 mars 2023,
contre le convoi du gouverneur de Taéz ; contre le convoi du Ministre de la défense
du Gouvernement yéménite, Mohsen al-Daeri ; une attaque de drone aérien a visé un
poste de contréle du Gouvernement, entrainant la mort de deux soldats. Le 4 mai
2023, les forces houthistes auraient attaqué le matériel d’une entreprise participant a
la construction de la route?®. Enfin, le 7 mai 2023, I’ancien chef de la police du district
de Jabal Habachi a Taéz, le colonel Toufic Waqar Jabari, aurait été tué lors d’une
attaque de drone aérien ciblée (voir annexe 6). Le Groupe d’experts estime que les
houthistes cherchaient probablement a empécher 1’arrivée rapide de renforts
militaires sur le front de Kadaha, étant donné que la route passe a proximité des lignes
de front et permettrait également d’accéder a d’autres lignes de front a 1’ouest de Taéz.

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40. Le 21 juillet 2023, le chef du bureau du Programme alimentaire mondial a Taéz,
Moayad Hameidi, a été tué par balle?” par deux hommes masqués se déplacant 3 moto
a Tourba, dans la ville de Taéz. Les autorités compétentes continuent d’enquéter.

41. Deux assassinats analogues perpétrés par des hommes masqués a moto ont été
enregistrés dans la province de Taéz en juillet 20232, Le 5 juillet, un membre influent
du parti Islah, cheik Ali Mohammed Haissi, a été tué dans la ville portuaire de Mokha
dans sa voiture?®. Un officier yéménite des Forces spéciales de sécurité, Salah
Omrani, a été tué le 10 juillet par des motocyclistes armés prés de son domicile dans
la ville de Tagz®.

Abiyan

42. Des affrontements et des pilonnages entre les houthistes et les Forces de la
résistance sudiste ont été signalés par intermittence. Les forces houthistes ont cherché
a infiltrer des points du front d’ Aqabat el-Thaour le long de la frontiere du district de
Moukeiras (Beida) dans le sud et le district de Lodar (Abiyan) dans le nord. Des
affrontements ont également été rapportés entre les houthistes et les forces de 1’axe
d’Abiyan sur le front d’Aqabat Halhal.

Conflit entre des groupes armés

43. Un grand nombre de manifestations et de conflits dans les provinces ont opposé
des groupes armés non associés aux houthistes. Des conflits survenaient souvent
lorsque ces groupes armés n’étaient pas originaires des lieux dans lesquels ils étaient
déployés.

44. En janvier 2023, la création des Forces du bouclier national a été officialisée
par le Conseil de direction présidentiel (voir par. 12)%L. Elles sont censées étre la force
de réserve du Président du Conseil et du commandant supréme des forces armées,
Rachad Alimi. Elles ont, depuis, établi une base a Aden® et a Lahj et ont remplacé la
141¢ brigade d’infanterie au poste frontiére de Wadiaa avec 1’ Arabie saoudite dans le
Hadramout en mai 2023%. Le 27 avril 2023, Alimi a créé 1’Autorité des opérations
conjointes relevant du Ministére de la défense®. Elle est chargée de coordonner les
opérations des différentes forces armées progouvernementales. Empécher les
divisions entre factions parmi les groupes armés et les réunir sous un commandement
commun reste une gageure®.

45. Les divergences d’intéréts politiques entre la Premiére région militaire, affiliée
au parti Islah, et les Forces d’élite du Hadramout, affiliées au Conseil de transition du
Sud dans le Hadramout, ont conduit a des manifestations locales qui ont été
mobilisées par des parties adverses a Seiyoun, Tarim et Qatan du 7 décembre 2022 au
13 janvier 2023. Le 7 juillet, une fusillade a éclaté lors du rassemblement

Al-Qaida dans la péninsule arabique

46. L’AQPA maintient une forte présence dans les provinces d’Abiyan et de
Chaboua. Son opération, « Fléches de la vérité », s’est poursuivie pendant la période
considérée et s’est intensifiée dans les provinces®. Elle s’est servie de tactiques de
harcelement bien planifiées contre les forces gouvernementales et les forces affiliées
au Conseil de transition du Sud, opérant en petits groupes, a savoir les Forces de la
Ceinture de sécurité, les Brigades d’appui et de renfort et les Forces de défense de
Chaboua. Elles se servent de la couverture de zones montagneuses, comme celles
entourant Wadi Amran. De décembre 2022 a avril 2023, quelque 80 % des faits ont
été signalés a Abiyan, suivi de Chaboua et de Mareb. Depuis mai 2023, un
changement a cependant été observé au niveau du lieu géographique ou se déroulaient
les faits, la moitié d’entre eux se produisant actuellement a2 Chaboua. A Abiyan, la
plupart des attaques lancées par 1’AQPA sont intervenues dans le district de Moudiya.
Elles étaient concentrées a Wadi Amran et a Baqira, non loin, ou se déroulaient
¢galement les opérations antiterroristes du Gouvernement et des Forces de la Ceinture
de sécurité. Le district de Mahfad et, dans une moindre mesure, celui de Lodar ont
¢galement connu des incidents. Le 10 mai 2023, les Forces de la Ceinture de sécurité
ont lancé une opération antiterroriste de grande envergure dans le district de
Mahfad®®. L’ AQPA maintient également une présence dans le Hadramout et a Beida.

47. Les Forces de la Ceinture de sécurité ont été visées dans la majorité des attaques
menées par I’AQPA jusqu’a la fin du mois d’avril 2023, mais les Brigades d’appui et
de renfort et les Forces de défense de Chaboua ont également été prises pour cibles.
En mai 2023, lors du transfert d’une grande partie des attaques a Chaboua, les Forces
de défense de Chaboua sont devenues la cible principale. Des renseignements
convergents ont favorisé des attaques de drones aériens et d’engins explosifs
improvisés visant des commandants se déplacant a bord de véhicules militaires.

48. Le 16 mai 2023, I’AQPA aurait revendiqué une attaque contre les Forces de
défense de Chaboua a 1’aide d’un drone aérien portant une grenade a explosif brisant
de 40 mm?® et a fourni des photographies de la caméra embarquée. Elle n’emploie pas
souvent de drones aériens au cours de ses attaques. La premiére de ce type a été
signalée en avril 20224 Depuis, elle en a lancé au moins six, toutes contre les Forces
de défense de Chaboua a Mousseiniaa dans le district de Said (Chaboua). Il semblerait
que ses membres se soient redéployés dans ce secteur en mai 2023#!, Par exemple, le
24 mai 2023, ’AQPA a affirmé avoir blessé le commandant de la premiére brigade
des Forces de défense de Chaboua, le commandant Ahmed Mohsen Souleimani. Il a
été visé pour la deuxiéme fois au moyen d’un engin explosif improvisé, alors qu’il se
rendait a I’hopital a bord d’un véhicule militaire. L’AQPA s’en prend réguliérement

49. Le 18 février 2023, I’AQPA a annoncé que deux de ses membres détenus par les
houthistes avaient été libérés dans le cadre d’un échange de prisonniers®. Le
lendemain, le chef du Comité national houthiste des affaires relatives aux prisonniers
de guerre, Abdelqader Mourtada, a confirmé 1’échange de prisonniers contre trois
prisonniers houthistes sur la ligne de front de Chaboua*t.

50. Le 3 juin 2023, I’AQPA a présenté une vidéo de preuve de vie concernant le
coordonnateur des opérations sur le terrain du Département de la slreté et de la
sécurité a Aden, Akm Sufiul Anam, un ressortissant bangladais, qui avait été enlevé
le 11 février 2022 a Abiyan, ainsi que quatre agents recrutés sur le plan national*°.
Les otages ont été libérés 11 aoiit 202346

Unité flottante de stockage et de déchargement Safer

51. Le 9 mars 2023, le Programme des Nations Unies pour le développement (PNUD)
a annoncé la conclusion d’un accord avec Euronav* en vue de l’achat d’un
hyperpétrolier valant 55 millions de dollars, doté de la capacité de transférer du
pétrole brut depuis 1’unité Safer. Le superpétrolier Nautica a été acheté a cette fin*®,

52. Le PNUD a recruté les services de la société SMIT Salvage® pour retirer le
pétrole en toute sécurité et préparer I’unité Safer a €tre remorquée vers un chantier de
récupération écologique. Le Groupe d’experts a été informé que le budget total de la
phase d’urgence du projet s’élevait a 121,2 millions de dollars et le déficit de
financement de la phase de sauvetage a 21,8 millions de dollars®°.

53. Le 25 juillet 2023, le navire Ndeavor de servitude au large, choisi aux fins du
sauvetage, et le Nautica (rebaptisé Yemen) se trouvaient tous deux a I’emplacement
du Safer, a 4,8 milles marins au nord de Hodeida, et le transfert du pétrole brut de
navire a navire avait commencé. Le 11 aolt 2023, le transfert de 1,1 million de barils
de pétrole de I’unité Safer au Yemen a été achevé®:.

54. Méme si cette opération a permis d’éviter une catastrophe écologique majeure,

les questions relatives a la propriété du pétrole et du Yemen, ainsi qu’au produit de la

vente du Safer, n’ont toujours pas €té réglées.

Sécurité maritime

55. Trois atteintes a la sécurité maritime ayant trait a des navires se sont produites
dans les eaux territoriales au large des cotes yéménites. A la fin du mois d’aott 2023,
Mehdi Machat a sommé deux sociétés auxquelles appartiennent les transporteurs de
gaz de pétrole liquéfié¢ Sanmar Regent et Epic Bolivar de ne pas charger du gaz dans
le port d’Aden®?. Les enquétes du Groupe d’experts ont révélé que le mode de
navigation des deux navires avait tenu compte de la menace. Le 25 aolt, le Sanmar
Regent a viré de bord a 18 milles marins d’Aden. Le 29 aott, I’Epic Bolivar a effectué

56. Le 17 mars 2023, le vraquier Arietta battant pavillon libérien a essuyé des tirs>
provenant d’hommes armés se trouvant a bord d’un esquif, a 38 milles marins (70 km)
au sud du port de Hodeida a une distance d’un mille marin. L’équipe de sécurité a
bord a riposté aux tirs et I’esquif a rebroussé chemin. Le navire n’avait pas emprunté
le couloir de transit maritime sécurisé®®, comment recommandé, et se rendait a 1 est
des iles Hanich, le commandant n’étant pas au courant des dispositions de sécurité®®.

ou au conflit armé au Yémen (voir annexe 7).

57. Latension en mer Rouge est actuellement élevée, les houthistes ayant établi une
présence navale sur I’1le de Kamaran, au large de Hodeida. La garde cotiére yéménite
dispose également d’une base dans le groupe d’iles Zoubeir en mer Rouge, situées a
quelque 44 milles marins (82 km) au sud-ouest de Hodeida. Cette situation met en

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qui retournent dans le secteur, aprés la répression de la piraterie somalienne. Le
18 avril, alors qu’il se rendait a Djibouti, 1’équipage du yacht a moteur 30 Minutes
s’est abrité par mauvais temps dans un lieu d’ancrage au large de 1’ile de Saba faisant
partie du groupe d’iles Zoubeir. La garde cotiére s’est approchée a bord d’un navire
gris et a tiré, touchant le navire une fois, aprés quoi le 30 Minutes a fui la zone. Selon
’équipage, aucune alerte radio n’avait été donnée avant les tirs. Arrivé en Erythrée,
I’équipage a été détenu pendant une semaine par les autorités nationales, qui avaient
constaté un trou de balle dans la coque du yacht. L’équipage a contacté le propriétaire
du navire, une fois arrivé a Djibouti le 27 avril 2023. Selon la garde cotiére yéménite,
la procédure est d’établir un contact radio avant de tirer sur un navire.

58. Le 27 avril 2023, le yacht Kalizma a quitté le port de Salala (Oman). Il s’est
dirigé vers le couloir de transit au large des cotes yéménites, en direction de I’Egypte.
Il avait a bord un équipage de 10 ressortissants indiens et une équipe de sécurité armée
composée d’un Grec et de deux Indiens. Sa route 1’a amené a traverser les eaux
territoriales yéménites a quelque 6 milles marins au large des cotes de Ras Fartak et
de Hassouein (province de Mahra)®’ (voir annexe 9).

59. Le matin du 28 avril 2023, deux petites embarcations de la garde cotiére
yéménite et une embarcation de la marine yéménite quadrillaient la zone®. Les
patrouilleurs ont tenté d’établir un contact radio avec le yacht par radio VHF, mais le
capitaine du yacht n’a pas répondu aux appels répétés.

Operations du Royaume-Uni®® qui a ensuite donné 1’alerte, concernant une attaque en
cours, signalant des coups de feu®.

60. Selon la garde cotiere yéménite, un officier de marine a été tué et deux membres
de la garde cotiére blessés a la suite de 1’échange de tirs®’. L’un des vigiles armés du
Kalizma aurait été blessé par balle. Lorsque le navire est arrivé a Djibouti, il a été
immobilisé par les autorités locales, a la demande des autorités yéménites.

Exercice naval des houthistes au large de 1’ille de Kamaran (voir annexe 10)

61. Le 13 avril 2023, les houthistes ont organisé un exercice naval®? au large de 1’ile
de Kamaran au nord de Hodeida%. Bon nombre de vedettes rapides ont été présentées,
équipées de divers types d’armes tels qu’un systéme de lance-roquettes multiples de
107 millimetres, ainsi que des mitrailleuses lourdes et 1égeres (voir par. 67).

62. Le 5aoflit 2023, a 3 heures du matin, une déflagration a été entendue au terminal
méthanier de Balhaf (voir par. 167)%. La roquette a atterri a 2,5 kilométres de ce
terminal, ou un cratére d’environ 2 métres de diameétre et des débris de la roquette
étaient visibles.

Elle avait déja visé Balhaf, son gazoduc et des bases militaires voisines,
notamment le 6 avril 2021,

Armes et application de I’embargo ciblé sur les armes

64. Conformément aux paragraphes 14 a 17 de la résolution 2216 (2015) du Conseil
de sécurité, le Groupe d’experts a porté son attention sur une série d’activités de
surveillance et d’investigation pour répertorier les violations de 1’embargo ciblé sur
les armes, comprenant la fourniture, la vente et le transfert directs ou indirects au profit
des personnes et entités désignées par le Comité créé par la résolution 2140 (2014), ainsi

que de celles agissant pour leur compte. Conformément au paragraphe 16 de la
résolution 2624 (2022), le Groupe d’experts a porté son attention sur les composants
disponibles dans le commerce qui ont été utilisés par des personnes ou des entités
désignées par le Comité pour assembler des drones aériens, des engins explosifs
improvisés flottants télécommandés et d’autres systémes d’armes.

65. Le Groupe d’experts a analysé le matériel présenté par les houthistes lors des
défilés militaires organisés a Hodeida et a Sanaa en septembre 2022. Il a enquété sur
quatre nouveaux cas de contrebande maritime d’armes et de munitions, dont I’un lié
a un systéme de surveillance électro-optique et a des composantes de missiles
balistiques a moyenne portée, ainsi que sur la contrebande par voie terrestre de
moteurs de drones aériens et de grandes quantités de détonateurs et de précurseurs
chimiques d’explosifs. Il a également enquété sur deux propulseurs de plongée 58
saisis par le Gouvernement yéménite en novembre 2022 et analysé les débris d’un
missile lancé en 2022 par les houthistes a Dabba.

66. Le Groupe d’experts note que le Gouvernement yéménite a fait 10 saisies de
matériel qui aurait €té destiné aux houthistes, en violation de 1’embargo ciblé sur les
armes.

Contrebande par voie maritime d’armes de petit calibre,
de munitions associées, de dispositifs électroniques
et de composantes de missiles balistiques

Saisies des Etats-Unis
Navire Marwan-1

67. Le 1" décembre 2022, le chalutier de péche Marwan-1, transportant une quantité
importante de munitions, a été intercepté par les Etats-Unis dans le golfe d’Oman. Au
total, 1 080 000 cartouches de 7,62x54 Rmm pour fusils-mitrailleurs, 25 000 cartouches
de 12,7x99 mm pour fusils antimatériel®®, 6 960 amorces de roquette de 122-mm
(Grad)™ et 870 boites de poudre propulsive en bande pour PG-77! ont été consignés.
A I’exception des munitions de 12,7x99 mm, qui font toujours 1’objet d’une enquéte
par le Groupe d’experts, les marquages et I’emballage du matériel saisi correspondent
a ceux fabriqués en République islamique d’Iran. Sur la base des documents trouvés
a bord, qui ont été communiqués au Groupe d’experts, le navire était parti de Bandar
Abbas (République islamique d’Iran) (voir annexes 11 a 14).

Boutre apatride

68. Le 6 janvier 2023, un boutre apatride transportant une quantité importante
d’armes a été intercepté par les Etats-Unis dans le golfe d’Oman. Au total, 1 918 fusils
d’assaut de type 56-1 présentant des caractéristiques techniques et des marquages
semblables a ceux fabriqués en Chine et 198 fusils d’assaut compacts AKS20U
présentant des caractéristiques techniques et des marquages semblables a ceux
fabriqués en Fédération de Russie ont été retrouvés (voir annexes 15 et 27).

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Saisies de la France

69. Le 15 janvier 2023, un boutre apatride transportant une quantité importante
d’armes et de munitions a été arraisonné par la France dans le golfe d’Oman. Au total,
2 999 fusils de type 56-1, 100 fusils AKS20U, 50 fusils-mitrailleurs’ et 201 canons
associés, dont les caractéristiques techniques et les marquages sont semblables a ceux
fabriqués en Bulgarie, en Chine, en Hongrie, en République islamique d’Iran et en
Roumanie (voir annexes 16 a 23 et 27), 23 missiles antichars guidés Dehlavieh
(S/2023/130, par. 56, S/2021/79, par. 84 et annexe 13, S/2020/326, par. 52, et
S/2018/594, par. 115 et 116 et annexe 42) dont les caractéristiques techniques et les
marquages sont semblables a ceux fabriqués en République islamique d’Iran, et
578 400 munitions de calibre 7,62x54 Rmm, dont les marquages et 1’emballage sont
semblables a ceux fabriqués en République islamique d’Iran ont été interceptés (voir
annexe 23)7.

Analyse des fusils saisis de type 56-1 et AKS20U

70. Le Groupe d’experts note que depuis décembre 20177, 22 152 fusils d’assaut
de type 56-1 ont été saisis, principalement en mer (voir annexes 24 a 26).

71. En tout 1406 fusils d’assaut de type 56-1 portant des numéros de série
appartenant au méme lot que ceux saisis au début de 1’année 2023 ont été signalés par
Groupe d’experts sur la Somalie, aprés avoir été saisis en mer le 20 décembre 2021
par les Etats-Unis (S/2023/130, par. 42 et S/2022/754, par. 104).

72. Le Groupe d’experts note que les numéros de série des 298 fusils d’assaut
AKS20U saisis font partie du méme lot (voir annexe 28).

73. Le Groupe d’experts n’a pas recu de réponse de la Chine ou de la Fédération de
Russie, concernant la chaine de conservation des armes saisies. La République
islamique d’Iran a informé le Groupe d’experts qu’elle n’avait pas produit ce matériel.

Saisies du Royaume-Uni

74. Le 25 février 2023, un navire de contrebande en provenance de la République
islamique d’Iran et voguant & grande vitesse dans les eaux internationales a été
intercepté dans le golfe d’Oman par le Royaume-Uni, qui a déclaré que 1’équipage
était de nationalité iranienne. Sept missiles antichars guidés Dehlavieh, dont quatre a
téte thermobarique (voir annexe 29) et des composantes d’un systéme de surveillance
électro-optique '® et d’un missile balistique a4 moyenne portée (un systéme de
navigation par inertie, 6 pointes de fusée et 16 déviateurs de jet) ont été retrouvés’’.
Tout ce matériel présente des caractéristiques techniques semblables a celles
produites en République islamique d’Iran.

2 Le Groupe d’experts note que des fusils-mitrailleurs présentant des caractéristiques techniques et
des marquages similaires ont été enregistrés a maintes reprises au cours des saisies effectuées
depuis 2018 (S/2022/50, par.

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75. Le Groupe d’experts a confirmé des systémes de navigation par inertie
similaires, trouvés dans : a) les débris du Borkan-2H tiré le 25 mars et le 11 avril
2018 contre 1’Arabie saoudite ; b) les débris du Borkan-37° tiré le 17 janvier 2022
contre les Emirats arabes unis ; ¢) les débris d’un des Qiam iraniens (S/2018/594,
par. 90) tiré le 8 janvier 20208 contre une base des Etats-Unis située a Erbil dans le
nord de I’Iraq (voir annexes 30 a 37). Ce dernier a été revendiqué par la République
islamique d’Iran®.,

76. Les caractéristiques techniques des composantes techniques saisies par le
Royaume-Uni sont semblables a celles des missiles balistiques Rezvan a moyenne
portée relevant de la série Qiam produits par la République islamique d’Iran®.

Saisies du Gouvernement yéménite
Détonateurs électriques et cordeau détonant

77. Le 13 aout 2020, 40 000 détonateurs électriques et 100 bobines de cordeau
détonant® auraient été saisis par les Brigades des Amaliqa sur la cote, prés de Ras
el-Ara (province de Lahj) ou ils étaient déchargés d’un navire non identifi¢. D’aprés
un autocollant apposé sur une caisse, le destinataire était Wahah Trading Company,
établi a Djibouti® (voir annexe 38). Le Groupe d’experts enquéte sur I’affaire pour
identifier le fabricant de ces articles et leur destination finale.

78. Selon une source du Groupe d’experts, des cordeaux détonants similaires
fabriqués en juin 2020 avaient été observés sur le marché noir dans les zones
contrdlées par les houthistes en décembre 2021.

Détonateurs pyrotechniques

79. Le 24 avril 2021, un camion transportant 1,5 million de détonateurs
pyrotechniques aurait été intercepté par les Brigades des Amaliqa dans la province de
Taéz (voir annexe 39).

80. D’aprés le marquage visible sur une des caisses, ces détonateurs ont été
fabriqués le 27 février 2021 par la Gulf Oil Corporation Limited®, une société
enregistrée en Inde®. Sur un autocollant apposé sur la caisse, Wahah Trading
Company est mentionné comme le destinataire (voir par. 77).

81. Le Groupe d’experts a observé que, du 9 mars au 25 octobre 2021, Wahah
Trading Company avait regu quatre autres livraisons pour un total de 225 tonnes de
produits chimiques identifiés comme des composants, pouvant servir a la préparation
d’explosifs et de propergol pour missile. Le Groupe d’experts enquéte pour établir si

82. Djibouti n’a pas donné suite a la demande d’information du Groupe d’experts
sur Wahah Trading Company.

83. Le Groupe d’experts constate que des détonateurs pyrotechniques présentant des
caractéristiques similaires sont largement utilisés par les houthistes dans la
fabrication d’engins explosifs improvisés et de mines terrestres de divers modeles.
Selon ses sources, plus de 2,5 millions d’engins explosifs improvisés, de mines
antichars et de mines terrestres antipersonnel auraient été posés par les houthistes®’,
principalement sur les lignes de front. Le Groupe d’experts n’a pas pu confirmer ces
données de fagon indépendante. Si 1’on considére néanmoins qu’il faut en moyenne
5 kilogrammes de matiéres chimiques explosives pour fabriquer un seul engin posé
par les houthistes, le Groupe d’experts estime que quelque 12 500 tonnes de ce
matériel chimique explosif auraient été acquises par les houthistes en violation de
I’embargo ciblé sur les armes.

84. Selon un analyste spécialisé dans les mines terrestres, un grand nombre de mines
posées par les houthistes depuis 2018 ont été fabriquées par eux sur place.

¢) Précurseurs d’explosifs

85. D’aprés un rapport d’enquéte communiqué par les Forces de la Ceinture de
sécurité, prés de 5 tonnes de produits chimiques, a savoir de la poudre d’aluminium,
de la poudre d’oxyde de fer, de I’amidon de riz et de la résine phénolique, ainsi que
des piéces détachées de mitrailleuses, des drones, des optiques et des appareils
pouvant servir a la production d’armes ont été saisis par les Forces de la Ceinture de
sécurité a Aden le 17 et le 22 février 2023 dans le quartier de Boureiqa a Aden, aprés
avoir été importés d’une société chinoise par le port a conteneurs d’ Aden. Le matériel
était transporté dans deux conteneurs d’expédition, et des dispositions avaient été
prises pour que le lot soit collecté a Aden par trois chauffeurs du nord du Yémen®,.
Selon les Forces de la Ceinture de sécurité, le matériel était destiné aux houthistes
(voir annexes 40 et 41).

86. Le Groupe d’experts a noté que la cargaison de poudre d’aluminium avait été
qualifié¢e de « gomme de fleur », ce qui laisse supposer qu’elle était en toute
probabilité importée a des fins illicites. L’aluminium finement pulvérisé peut étre
employé comme précurseur d’explosifs artisanaux et 1’on sait que les houthistes se
sont servis d’explosifs a base de nitrate d’ammonium et d’aluminium et d’explosifs a
base de chlorate d’aluminium dans leurs engins improvisés. La poudre d’aluminium
peut également étre mélangée a du perchlorate d’ammonium pour produire un
puissant propergol. Le Groupe d’experts a confirmé une tentative de faire passer
subrepticement du perchlorate d’ammonium au Yémen, qui a été intercepté dans le
golfe d’Oman le 7 novembre 2022 (S/2023/130, par. 48). L’affaire fait 1’objet d’une
enquéte de la part du Groupe d’experts.

87 Une partie des mines antichars et mines terrestres antipersonnel a été saisie par les houthistes en

2014-2015 dans les stocks du Gouvernement yéménite.

Aprées la saisie du matériel et la détention des chauffeurs, des textos du propriétaire de la société
importatrice ont été trouvés dans le téléphone portable de 1’un des chauffeurs, demandant si la
poudre d’aluminium avait ét¢ dédouanée comme « gomme de fleur », comme indiqué sur la
facture d’exportation.

Deux propulseurs de plongée

87. En novembre 2022, deux propulseurs de plongée portant des marquages
conformes a ceux fabriqués par Bonex GmbH, une société établie en Allemagne, et a
ceux du modéle Constellation HP® ont été trouvés a Ataq par les forces de la
Coalition, peu aprés une attaque manquée de drones aériens par les houthistes contre
le port pétrolier de Qana (province de Chaboua) (S/2023/130, par. 23 et 24 et
annexe 6) (voir annexe 42). Apres la saisie, le matériel aurait été détruit a la demande
du Gouvernement yéménite.

88. Selon une source, il a été rapporté que les propulseurs de plongée opérés par
I’unité navale houthiste de commandos se trouvaient dans la région de Hodeida.

89. Le Groupe d’experts note que les propulseurs de plongée qui ont été étayés sont
semblables a ceux présentés au début du mois de mars 2023 pendant une exposition
militaire qui s’était tenue dans la région d’Arvand Kenar (province du Khouzestan)
en République islamique d’Iran (voir annexe 43).

90. Bonex n’a pas donné suite a la demande du Groupe d’experts et les autorités
allemandes ont demandé a ce dernier de leur accorder plus de temps pour enquéter
sur cette affaire.

Cent moteurs de drones aériens

91. Le 31 décembre 2022, un camion qui entrait au Yémen par le point de passage
de Chahn a la frontiére omanaise a été intercepté par la douane yéménite. D apres les
autorités yéménites, le camion avait enfreint le réglement d’entrée légale et le
chauffeur n’avait pas fourni les documents requis concernant la cargaison. Il a réussi
a s’enfuir. L’importateur, interrogé par les autorités douaniéres, a affirmé que le
camion transportait une cargaison de vétements.

92. Selon les documents qui ont été mis a la disposition du Groupe d’experts, la
cargaison contenait 100 moteurs de drones aériens DLE 170 (S/2023/130, annexe 5,
figure 5.26, S/2021/79, annexe 12, figure 12.3, S/2020/326, par. 62 et S/2019/83,
par. 85 et annexe 12) ayant les mémes caractéristiques que ceux fabriqués en Chine
(voir annexes 44 a 47)%.

93. Le Groupe d’experts observe que des moteurs DLE 170 avaient été installés sur
le drone aérien Samad-3 ayant servi a I’attaque (S/2023/130, annexe 5, figure 5.26)
menée par les houthistes. Compte tenu du nombre de moteurs de drones saisis, on ne
peut exclure que les houthistes renforcent leurs capacités d’attaques de drones
aériens.

Divers matériel (voir annexes 48 a 50)

94. En aout 2023, les Forces de la Ceinture de sécurité ont informé le Groupe
d’experts qu’elles avaient récemment saisi une cargaison de 30 pistolets a Aden.

95. Les autorités douaniéres yéménites ont indiqué au Groupe d’experts avoir saisi,
a chaque fois au point de passage frontalier de Chahn, 54 drones aériens le 12 mars
2023, 2 990 ceintures tactiques le 22 mars 2023 et 5 175 étuis de pistolet, 1 232 paires
de gants tactiques et 498 jumelles de vision nocturne le 21 mai 2023. Elles ont
également saisi une cargaison de 40 boites de pistolets portant le logo de 1’usine Glock
GmbH d’un modéle non spécifié le 23 juin 2023.

96. Le Gouvernement yéménite a informé le Groupe d’experts de la saisie en février
2023, dans la province d’Aden, de 200 drones équipés de caméras de surveillance, de
4 pieux lance-fusées de missiles antichars guidés et de 15 missiles associés, ainsi que
200 cylindres d’oxygene pour plongeurs en scaphandre et de matériel naval de
communication.

97. Le 31 aofit 2023, le commandant houthiste de la Brigade de défense coétiére
aurait déclaré que les houthistes avaient renforcé leurs capacités navales durant la
tréve.

98. Le Groupe d’experts enquéte pour savoir si les houthistes sont 1’utilisateur final
de ce matériel. Le Gouvernement yéménite n’a toujours pas donné suite a la demande
d’information et d’inspection du matériel saisi, formulée par le Groupe d’experts.

Attaques confirmées de missiles et de drones aériens
de reconnaissance dans les secteurs controlés par le Gouvernement

Missile de croisiére Quds-2 tiré sur le terminal pétrolier de Dabba

99. Le 21 novembre 2022, le terminal pétrolier de Dabba (province du Hadramout)
a fait I’objet d’une attaque au moyen d’un missile de croisiere (S/2023/130, par. 37,
figure III et annexe 9). Cette attaque a €té par la suite revendiquée par les houthistes
(voir annexes 51 a 53).

100. Le Groupe d’experts en a inspecté les débris le 25 juin 2023. Les caractéristiques
techniques et les marquages correspondent a ceux du missile de croisiére Quds %
étayés par le Groupe d’experts aprés les attaques suivantes : le 14 septembre 2019
(S/2020/326, par. 54 et annexe 14), le 23 novembre 2020 sur les installations de
distribution de pétrole de 1’Arabian American Oil Company (Aramco) a Djedda
(Arabie saoudite) (S/2022/50, annexe 16), le 17 janvier 2022 sur 1’aéroport
international d’Abou Dhabi et le dépdt de carburant de 1’Abu Dhabi National Oil
Company (Emirats arabes unis) (S/2023/130, par. 17 et annexe 5, figures 5.11 4 5.19)
et le 28 janvier 2022 sur un esquif saisi par le Royaume-Uni qui se serait éloigné a
grande vitesse des cOtes iraniennes en direction d’Oman.

Présentation a grande échelle de matériel militaire
par les houthistes

101. Le Groupe d’experts note que, le 1¢ et le 22 septembre 2022, les houthistes ont
organisé des défilés militaires de grande ampleur a Hodeida ®® et 4 Sanaa %
(S/2023/130, annexe 10).

102. D’aprés le Gouvernement yéménite, 25 000 participants en tenue ont assisté a
ces défilés. Il a également été observé qu’une partie du matériel présenté comprenait
des missiles balistiques, des missiles de croisiére, des missiles antinavires, des
systemes de surveillance électro-optiques et des armes 1égéres et de petit calibre qui
n’étaient pas en possession des forces armées du Gouvernement yéménite avant 2015.
Sur les 63 articles qui font 1’objet d’une enquéte du Groupe d’experts concernant

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d’éventuelles violations de 1’embargo ciblé sur les armes®, seuls 12 avaient été
répertoriés par le passé (voir annexes 54 a 74).

103. Le Groupe d’experts étudie les capacités des houthistes de mettre au point, de
tester, de produire, de réassembler et d’utiliser le matériel complexe présenté lors des
défilés.

Marché noir

104. Le Groupe d’experts note que divers modeles d’armes 1égéres et de petit calibre,
notamment des systémes portables de défense antiaérienne et des missiles antichars
guidés, seraient proposés a la vente sur le marché noir, notamment dans les villes de
Sanaa et de Saada contrdlées par les houthistes (S/2015/125, par. 148 et 149).

105. Parmi le matériel qui aurait été proposé a la vente, le Groupe d’experts a trouvé
des fusils de type 56-1 et AKS20U (voir par. 68 a 73) dont les numéros de série sont
conformes a ceux saisis en mer (voir annexes 75 et 76). Il pense que des transferts
d’armes qui n’avaient pas été interceptés par les autorités compétentes sont parvenus
aux zones controlées par les houthistes.

106. Le Groupe d’experts considére que les ventes non réglementées d’armes 1égeres
et de petit calibre contribuent a une prolifération dans la sous-région, a méme de
compromettre la paix, la sécurité et la stabilité au Yémen et au-dela. La nature du
matériel précis tel que des systémes portables de défense antiaérienne pourrait
susciter I’intérét de groupes armés, y compris de groupes terroristes, et fait donc peser
une menace sur la sécurité de I’aviation civile. Le Groupe d’experts continue
d’enquéter.

Pistolets relevant du méme lot, étayé au Yémen et en Somalie

107. Le Groupe d’experts note que des pistolets CF98-9 ayant des caractéristiques
techniques et des marquages conformes a ceux fabriqués en Chine sont également
proposés a la vente dans des zones contrdlées par les houthistes®. Il observe que des
pistolets ayant le méme numéro de lot ont été constatés par les Groupes d’experts sur
le Yémen et sur la Somalie. Le Groupe d’experts sur la Somalie a par exemple relevé
que les pistolets utilisés par le groupe terroriste Harakat el-Chabab el-Moujahidin (les
Chabab) (SOe.001) au cours d’une tentative d’assassinat en aotit 2019 (S/2019/858,
annexe 2.6, figure 6) appartenaient au méme lot et portaient un numéro de série ayant
un écart de 18 chiffres par rapport a un autre pistolet étayé par le Groupe d’experts
sur le Yémen (voir annexe 77). Cinq autres pistolets CF98-9 ayant des numéros de
série conformes a ceux susmentionnés ont également été consignés par des chercheurs
en Somalie en 2021. Le Groupe d’experts sur le Yémen croit savoir qu’il existe un
réseau de contrebande étroitement coordonné qui opére entre le Yémen et le Soudan
et regoit des armes d’une source commune.

Fusils d’assaut G3 modernisés au Yémen et passés en contrebande au Soudan

108. Le Groupe d’experts a observé que, depuis le mois de juin 2023, de multiples
sources ont signalé la présence aux mains des Forces d’appui rapide® de G3, qui sont
modernisés dans les zones contrdlées par les houthistes depuis la mi-avril 2023 (voir

annexe 78). Ils seraient utilisés dans le cadre du conflit armé en cours au Soudan. Le
Groupe d’experts croit qu’il existe un réseau de contrebande étroitement coordonné
qui opére entre le Yémen et le Soudan.

Actes contraires au droit international humanitaire
et au droit international des droits de ’homme

109. Conformément aux paragraphes 9, 17, 18 et 21 de la résolution 2140 (2014), lus
conjointement avec le paragraphe 19 de la résolution 2216 (2015) et le paragraphe 6
de la résolution 2511 (2020), le Groupe d’experts continue d’enquéter sur les
violations du droit international humanitaire et du droit international des droits de
I’homme perpétrées par toutes les parties au conflit au Yémen, notamment les
entraves a [’acheminement et a la distribution de 1’aide humanitaire.

110. Les civils, y compris les enfants, continuent d’étre les premiéres victimes du
conflit en cours et sont exposés a de graves menaces telles que la présence généralisée
de restes explosifs de guerre, en particulier de mines terrestres, les frappes contre les
populations et les infrastructures civiles et la prolifération non réglementée d’armes.
La plupart des violations sur lesquelles a enquété le Groupe d’experts pendant la
période considérée sont attribuées aux houthistes.

Attaques indiscriminées contre des civils et des infrastructures
civiles

111. Les parties au conflit ont continué de commettre des attaques indiscriminées
contre des civils et des biens de caractére civil, en violation du droit international
humanitaire.

112. Les faits sur lesquels a enquété le Groupe d’experts comprennent des attaques
qui ont occasionné des dégits aux infrastructures civiles et ont entravé la vie
quotidienne des habitants du Yémen et leur accés aux services de base.

113. Malgré la baisse de la violence en plusieurs points des lignes de front depuis
I’accord relatif a la tréve d’avril 2022, le nombre de victimes civiles est demeuré
¢levé, en raison notamment d’une augmentation des pertes causées par les restes
explosifs de guerre.

Attaques contre les civils et les biens de caractére civil

114. Le Groupe d’experts a enquété sur de nombreuses attaques qui auraient été
perpétrées par les différentes parties au conflit. Selon les données auxquelles le
Groupe d’experts a eu acces, de décembre 2022 au 31 aofit 2023, on comptait 1 436
victimes civiles, dont 253 enfants, et 341 attaques contre des infrastructures civiles %,
principalement contre des immeubles résidentiels et des véhicules. La province de
Saada a enregistré le plus grand nombre de victimes civiles chaque mois, excepté en
juillet 2023, pendant lequel la plupart des victimes ont été recensées dans la province
de Taéz®.

115. Parmi les divers incidents, les ambulances semblaient de plus en plus visées,
notamment les ambulances militaires, principalement par 1’ AQPA.

Victimes civiles des mines terrestres, des engins explosifs improvisés
et des engins non explosés

116. Au Yémen, des civils continuent d’étre exposés aux menaces liées aux mines
terrestres, aux engins explosifs improvisés et aux munitions non explosées, qui ont
fait de nombreuses victimes civiles, en particulier des enfants. C’est au mois de juillet
2023 que le plus grand nombre d’enfants victimes de restes explosifs de guerre a été
enregistré (23, dont 9 sont décédés) depuis le début de 1’année®,

117. Du 1°" décembre 2022 au 31 aoft 2023, les actes liés a des restes explosifs de
guerre, y compris des mines terrestres et des engins non explosés, ont fait 417
victimes civiles, dont 140 morts et 277 blessés. Les provinces de Hodeida, Jaouf,
Mareb et Taéz ont été parmi les plus touchées. Par exemple, le 25 juillet, un engin
non explosé a Wadi Abida (province de Mareb) a explosé, tuant un homme, sa femme,
sa mére et cinq enfants. Deux autres enfants ont été blessés dans 1’explosion®?.

118. Le Groupe d’experts a regu des rapports sur divers lieux ou des mines et des
engins explosifs improvisés avaient été¢ posés dans des villages, 1’objectif étant de
viser des habitants retournant chez eux, aprés le départ des houthistes de ces régions
rurales. Généralement, les houthistes placent des mines antipersonnel a 1’intérieur et
autour d’écoles, de mosquées, d’habitations, notamment sous les matelas, de puits et
d’autres points d’eau.

Attaques contre des groupes vulnérables, dont des minorités religieuses
et des migrants

119. Le Groupe d’experts a enquété sur des cas d’attaques indiscriminées perpétrées
contre des groupes minoritaires. Le 25 mai 2023 a Sanaa par exemple, les forces
houthistes ont enlevé 17 personnes appartenant a la communauté bahaie, dont cinq
femmes, qui s’étaient réunies pour élire leur comité national de direction®. Le raid

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a été enregistré par 1’un des participants qui suivait la réunion sur Zoom!%, Onze
d’entre eux sont encore en détention, dont deux femmes!®.

120. Les migrants, les demandeurs d’asile et les réfugiés au Yémen, en particulier les
femmes et les enfants, subissent des violations systématiques de leurs droits. Le
Groupe d’experts a recu des informations crédibles faisant état d’actes de torture et
d’autres formes de mauvais traitements, y compris des viols, en particulier contre des
migrants éthiopiens, perpétrés par des groupes de passeurs qui seraient liés aux parties
au conflit. Selon les données communiquées au Groupe d’experts par 1’Organisation
internationale pour les migrations et des sources gouvernementales, on estime a
200 000 le nombre de migrants au Yémen, y compris des demandeurs d’asile et des
réfugiés, principalement éthiopiens (89 %) et somaliens (voir annexe 79)%,

Détentions arbitraires et disparitions forcées

121. Toutes les parties au conflit ont détenu arbitrairement ou fait disparaitre de force
des hommes, des femmes et des enfants, principalement en raison de leur association
supposée avec des parties adverses, a des fins de lutte antiterroriste ou de rangon. Les
civils qui sont victimes de détention et de disparition forcée comprennent notamment
des militants des droits humains, des activistes de la société civile, des agents recrutés
sur le plan national ou international travaillant pour des organisations locales ou
internationales et des journalistes. Dans certains cas, des hommes portés disparus ou
détenus sont souvent le seul soutien de famille et sont pergus par leur communauté
comme des citoyens ordinaires, n’ayant aucune affiliation politique ou militaire.

122. Les enquétes du Groupe d’experts ont révélé que, dans certains cas, alors que
I’on croyait certains hommes disparus décédés, leurs épouses s’étaient remariées et
leur héritage avait été réparti entre les descendants, de sorte qu’une fois libérés, ils se
retrouvaient sans rien. Cette situation épouvantable s’est encore dégradée, poussant
certains d’entre eux au suicide.

123. Le Groupe d’experts a également regu des informations selon lesquelles les
houthistes et le personnel pénitentiaire dans les prisons gouvernementales privaient
les détenus des articles de secours humanitaires fournis par les organismes d’aide,
qu’ils réservaient a leur propre consommation.

Torture et autres peines ou traitement cruels, inhumains ou dégradants

124. Le Groupe d’experts a enquété sur plusieurs cas d’hommes, de femmes et
d’enfants placés en détention ou disparus de force, qui continuaient d’étre soumis a
de la torture et a d’autres peines ou traitements cruels, inhumains et dégradants.

125. D’aprés les preuves recueillies par le Groupe d’experts, y compris les dossiers
médicaux, des prisonniers détenus par les houthistes ont été¢ soumis a des tortures
psychologiques et physiques systématiques, notamment le refus d’une intervention
médicale pour soigner les blessures a la suite des tortures infligées qui, dans certains
cas, ont entrainé des handicaps permanents ou la mort. Le Groupe d’experts a constaté
des cas de torture perpétrés par les houthistes dans divers centres de détention officiels
ou non officiels, notamment dans la prison du camp de sécurité central de Sanaa,
appelée Exchange House, administrée par le chef du Comité national houthiste des
affaires relatives aux prisonniers, Abdelqader Mourtada (voir annexe 80).

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126. Des femmes ont été détenues par les houthistes pour diverses raisons liées au
conflit, dont une affiliation supposée avec des parties adverses, une orientation
politique ou une participation a des organisations de la société civile ou a des activités
de défense des droits humains, ou a des actes dits « indécents ». Parmi elles, deux
mannequins yéménites connues% ont été détenues arbitrairement en février 2021 et
condamnées en novembre a une peine de cing ans de prison??’. Les femmes détenues
par les houthistes ont ét¢ soumises a des actes de torture et a autres mauvais
traitements, notamment par les Zeinabiyat'®. Elles ont également été victimes
d’agressions sexuelles, dans certains cas soumises a des tests de virginité, et ont
souvent été empéchées d’avoir accés a des articles essentiels, dont des produits
d’hygiéne féminine. En aolt 2023, les houthistes ont renvoyé la militante des droits
humains Fatima Arouli, détenue depuis aolt 2022, devant leur cour pénale
spécialisée®.

127. Les décisions rendues par la cour pénale spécialisée des houthistes ou par
d’autres tribunaux houthistes sont assimilées a des fatwas et ont donc un poids
judiciaire et religieux qui peut avoir des conséquences majeures a long terme sur la
vie des personnes condamnées, notamment en ce qui concerne leur sécurité, une fois
libérées.

128. D’aprés les rapports obtenus par le Groupe d’experts, les houthistes ont détenu
également des adolescents dgés de 13 ans, dont certains reléveraient de « problémes
d’éthique », accusés d’« actes indécents » en raison de leur orientation homosexuelle
présumée. D’autres enfants détenus sont considérés comme des « cas politiques »,
souvent du fait que leur famille ou eux-mémes ne respectent pas 1’idéologie ou les
préceptes houthistes (voir par. 142). Ces adolescents partagent les mémes cellules que
des prisonniers adultes. Le Groupe d’experts a recu des informations crédibles selon
lesquelles les gargons détenus au poste de police du martyr Ahmar a Sanaa subissaient
systématiquement des viols.

129. Le Groupe d’experts a regu bon nombre de rapports de torture et de mauvais
traitements de prisonniers détenus par les forces affiliées au Conseil de transition du
Sud. Le journaliste Ahmed Maher (S/2023/130, par. 108) est encore détenu a la prison
Bir Ahmed ou il serait soumis a des actes de torture et a des mauvais traitements (voir
annexe 81). Le Groupe d’experts a également réuni des preuves crédibles selon
lesquelles les forces affiliées au Conseil de transition du Sud torturaient
systématiquement des hommes dans des prisons officielles ou secrétes, notamment a
la prison secréte Waddah () de la province d’Aden, ce qui aurait entrainé le décés
d’hommes dont on ne sait toujours pas ou ils se trouvent.

130. Le Groupe d’experts a également recu des informations faisant état d’actes de
torture et de mauvais traitements infligés a des prisonniers détenus par les forces
affiliées au Gouvernement, notamment a des femmes incarcérées a la prison de
sécurité politique de Mareb, principalement du fait de leur association présumée avec
les houthistes. Aprés sa libération, Samira March (voir par. 134), qui appartiendrait a
la minorité des Mouhamachine'®, a dénoncé les actes de torture qu’elle aurait subis
pendant sa détention qui a duré cinq ans. La Commission nationale chargée

131. L’AQPA continue d’enlever et de faire disparaitre de force des Yéménites et des
étrangers et de les priver de liberté. En aolt 2023, quatre agents recrutés sur le plan
national et un agent recruté sur le plan international du Département de la slireté et
de la sécurité ont été relachés apres avoir été maintenus en captivité durant 18 mois
par le groupe (voir par. 50), dans des conditions épouvantables. On ignore quel est le
sort réservé a la plupart des personnes détenues par 1’ AQPA.

Libération des détenus dans le cadre de 1’Accord de Stockholm

132. Pendant la période considérée, une troisiéme série d’échange de prisonniers a
eu lieu dans le cadre de 1’Accord de Stockholm?*'?,

133. En mars 2023, la Coalition et les houthistes ont accepté de libérer 887
prisonniers durant une période de trois jours!®3. Du 14 au 16 avril 2023, la Coalition
a libéré 706 personnes en échange de 181 prisonniers relachés par les houthistes. Ces
derniers comprenaient 16 soldats saoudiens et trois soldats soudanais, les autres étant
principalement des civils, qui ont été traités comme des prisonniers de guerre.

134. Seule une femme, détenue pour son association présumée avec les houthistes,
qui aurait incité d’autres femmes a rejoindre 1’autorité de facto, figurait parmi les
prisonniers libérés (voir par. 130). Plusieurs détenus trés médiatisés ont été libérés
par les houthistes, notamment le frére de I’ancien Président Abd Rabbuh Mansur Hadi
et le fils de Tariq Saleh. Les quatre journalistes détenus par 1’autorité de facto depuis
juin 2015 et condamnés a mort par le juge Mohamed Mufleh, nommé par les
houthistes, devant la cour criminelle spécialisée des houthistes le 20 octobre 2020114,
faisaient également partie de 1’échange, a la suite de négociations complexes qui ont
duré des années!?,

Violences sexuelles et fondées sur le genre, liées au conflit

135. Le Groupe d’experts a confirmé des cas de violences sexuelles et fondées sur le
genre, liées au conflit et perpétrées par les parties au conflit au Yémen, dont des cas
de viols et d’autres formes de violences sexuelles contre des hommes, des femmes et
des enfants, qui sont loin d’avoir été tous signalés, principalement en raison du
déshonneur associé a ces violations. Le Groupe d’experts a recu des rapports faisant
état de violences sexuelles contre des hommes et des femmes se trouvant dans des
centres de détention, principalement comme moyen de torture, qui sont attribuées
pour la plupart aux houthistes. Plusieurs cas de violences sexuelles perpétrées contre
de jeunes gargons dans des centres de détention ou des postes de police par les
houthistes ont également été signalés au Groupe d’experts (voir par. 128 et 145). Des
viols sont aussi systématiquement commis par des groupes de trafiquants affiliés a
des parties au conflit contre des migrants, notamment des demandeurs d’asile et des
réfugiés provenant principalement de la Corne de 1’ Afrique (voir annexe 79).

136. Le Groupe d’experts a recueilli des preuves sur les problémes auxquels se
heurtaient les femmes et les filles en raison du conflit, y compris 1’instauration ou

137. Le Groupe d’experts a recu de nombreux rapports selon lesquels des femmes
étaient empéchées de se rendre dans les zones contrdlées par les houthistes, y compris
pour recevoir un traitement médical a 1’étranger, en I’absence de mahram®'®. Dans
certains cas, des femmes et des jeunes filles n’ont pas été autorisées a voyager, méme
si elles disposaient des certificats requis, signés par leur mahram ou le cheik concerné,
conformément a la réglementation en vigueur. Dans certains cas, en 1’absence de
chaperons masculins adultes, les femmes devaient voyager avec les parents masculins
les plus proches, y compris de trés jeunes gargons. Les femmes militant pour les droits
humains ou celles supposément affiliées a un parti politique adverse ont été détenues
par les houthistes pendant de longues périodes et souvent contraintes de verser une
amende ou de signer des documents par lesquels elles s’engageaient a respecter les
restrictions nouvellement imposées.

138. Les opérations humanitaires menées par 1’ONU et les organisations non
gouvernementales au Yémen ont €té gravement entravées par l’imposition du
réglement 1ié au mahram par les houthistes. Cette situation a entrainé une
modification du mandat des membres féminins du personnel, qui doivent désormais
se consacrer principalement a des taches bureaucratiques (voir par. 148).

139. L’exigence de se faire accompagner par un mahram est strictement appliquée
dans les zones contrdlées par les houthistes, en particulier dans les provinces
d’Amran, Hajja, Hodeida et Saada. Elle serait néanmoins requise ponctuellement
concernant des déplacements dans des zones particuliérement conservatrices sous
contréle gouvernemental, notamment dans les provinces d’Abiyan et de Lahj.

140. Une autre tendance en nette hausse est la s€paration femmes-hommes et d’autres
mesures restrictives imposées par les houthistes dans les espaces publics, notamment
dans les universités (voir annexe 82). La faculté des médias de I’université de Sanaa
a été I’une des premiéres visées par la circulaire publiée en juillet 2023 par le Forum
des étudiants affiliés aux houthistes, qui annongait que femmes et hommes
assisteraient aux cours des jours différents de la semaine (voir annexe 83). Le Groupe
d’experts estime que ces directives et d’autres visant les jeunes étudiants font partie
d’une campagne plus large, liée au conflit, qui porte gravement préjudice aux femmes
et aux filles au Yémen.

141. Le Groupe d’experts a recueilli de nombreuses preuves d’un recours a la
diffamation publique, comprenant généralement des allégations de prostitution,
contre des femmes yéménites, y compris de la diaspora. Les femmes participant
actuellement a la vie politique, a des organisations de la société civile ou a la défense
des droits humains ou qui I’avaient fait précédemment recoivent également des
menaces personnelles, y compris de mort, ainsi que des menaces contre des membres
de leur famille. Ce type de violence, qui comprend le harcélement en ligne dans les
médias sociaux, nuit gravement a ces femmes, en particulier compte tenu de la nature
conservatrice de la société yéménite (voir annexe 84). La plupart de ces faits ont été
attribués aux houthistes.

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Violations des droits des enfants

142. Le Groupe d’experts a confirmé un large éventail de violations des droits de
I’enfant perpétrées par les parties au conflit, qui sont particuliérement préoccupantes,
étant donné 1’effet indélébile qu’elles ont sur les générations yéménites futures. En
particulier, les changements récemment apportés au programme d’enseignement et la
campagne systématique d’endoctrinement visant a garantir 1’adhésion de la
population a 1’idéologie houthiste!'” alimentent un climat de haine, de violence et de
discrimination, comportant une composante militaire centrale, éléments qui
compromettent tous gravement la paix, la sécurité et la stabilit¢ au Yémen (voir
annexe 85).

Recrutement et utilisation d’enfants

143. Le Groupe d’experts a constaté que les enfants étaient de plus en plus soumis a
de la propagande et a des entrainements militaires, en particulier dans le contexte des
camps d’été qui, en 2023, auraient accueilli plus d’un million de jeunes yéménites
vivant dans les zones contrdlées par les houthistes!'®. Si des mesures positives ont été
prises, comme 1’ont affirmé les houthistes, lors de la signature d’un plan d’action avec
I’ONU en avril 2022 pour combattre et prévenir cette violation, les preuves recueillies
dénotent une tendance inverse!®.

144. Les camps d’été dans les zones controlées par les houthistes se sont déroulés en
mai et en juin 2023 dans neuf provinces'?® selon trois modalités : a) des camps d’été

Les houthistes ont affirmé que plus de 700 000 enfants avaient participé aux camps d’été en 2022,
contre un objectif déclaré en 2023 d’y inscrire 1,5 million (voir www.saba.ye/ar/
news3236884.htm?file_id=1).

Dont des plateformes de médias appartenant aux houthistes.

Saada, Amran, Reima, Hajja, Ibb, Dalea, Mareb, Beida et Jaouf.
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ouverts, pour filles et gargons 4gés de 6 a 12 ans*? ; b) des camps d’été modéles, pour
filles et garcons agés de 6 a 17 ans'?? ; ¢) des camps d’été fermés (résidentiels), ou
des gargons agés de 13 a 17 ans passaient de 30 a 45 jours, sans rentrer chez eux.
Seuls les enseignants étaient autorisés a accéder aux centres résidentiels, qui auraient
dispensé une formation militaire. Le Groupe d’experts a constaté que des enfants agés
d’a peine 10 ans étaient exposés a un entrainement militaire. Les houthistes offraient
également des incitations financiéres pour promouvoir un taux de fréquentation plus
¢élevé dans les camps d’été, en supprimant les frais d’inscription pour 1’année scolaire
suivante (voir annexe 86).

145. Les enfants sont souvent recrutés par la coercition ou des menaces contre les
familles. D’apres des rapports crédibles obtenus par le Groupe d’experts, des familles
vivant dans les zones contrélées par les houthistes qui refusaient d’envoyer leurs
enfants rejoindre des forces houthistes ou ne sont ouvertement pas alignées sur
I’idéologie houthiste faisaient 1’objet de représailles, telles que leur retrait des listes
de bénéficiaires ayant droit a I’aide humanitaire, ainsi que l’enlévement et la
détention des enfants concernés, qui étaient soumis a diverses formes de mauvais
traitements, y compris des violences sexuelles (voir par. 135). Dans d’autres cas, les
enfants étaient emmenés de force dans les camps d’été fermés, puis envoyés sur les
lignes de front.

Entrave a ’acheminement et a la distribution de I’aide
humanitaire

146. La situation humanitaire au Yémen est extrémement grave, aprés plus de huit
ans de conflit prolongé. L’intervention humanitaire continue d’étre gravement sous-
financée, ce qui prive des milliers de personnes d’une aide humanitaire vitale.

147. La désinformation a I’égard des travailleurs humanitaires s’est considérablement
intensifiée, ce qui a encore nui a leurs activités. La propagation de rumeurs infondées
sur ’efficacité des vaccins et divers obstacles opérationnels s’est poursuivie dans les
zones contrdlées par les houthistes. Cela a entravé 1’accés des enfants aux vaccins
contre des maladies évitables telles que la poliomyélite, la rougeole, le tétanos et la
diphtérie!?®,

148. Les restrictions aux mouvements, par 1’imposition d’un mahram aux membres
féminins du personnel recrutés sur le plan national ont gravement compromis leur
capacité de fournir des services aux femmes et aux jeunes filles, en particulier des
services de santé procréative (voir par. 137). Ces restrictions ont nui également aux
travailleurs humanitaires masculins en raison des retards accumulés aux postes de
contrdle et autres obstacles bureaucratiques.

149. Le nombre limité de vols a destination et en provenance de 1’aéroport de Sanaa
a empéché des personnes vivant dans des zones contrdlées par les houthistes de
recevoir des soins médicaux a 1’étranger.

150. Les problémes de financement ont eu des répercussions sur 1’acheminement de
I’aide humanitaire. En particulier, la récente décision du Programme alimentaire
mondial d’interrompre dans un premier temps les activités de prévention de la
malnutrition a compter du mois d’aoit 2023 et celle prise par la suite de réduire
davantage les fonds!?* sont trés préoccupantes, car les habitants du Yémen, en

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particulier les enfants en état de malnutrition aigué sévere, sont entiérement
tributaires de 1’aide humanitaire internationale pour leur survie.

151. Les ingérences dans 1’acheminement de 1’aide humanitaire et les entraves
imposées par certaines parties au conflit se poursuivent. Le Groupe d’experts a été
avisé de retards dans la livraison de I’aide humanitaire dus a des obstacles d’ordre
bureaucratique imposés par le Gouvernement yéménite et a obtenu de nombreux
rapports sur I’imposition de redevances illégales!® aux convois transportant des
articles humanitaires aux points de contrdle par les houthistes et d’autres groupes
armés. Les retards prolongés imposés par les houthistes a 1’acheminement des
produits humanitaires ont eu pour conséquence la distribution d’aliments et de
médicaments périmés a la population.

152. Le Groupe d’experts a regu de nombreux rapports faisant état de détournement
de fonds humanitaires et de la vente d’articles de secours, y compris dans des centres
de détention, par les houthistes, ainsi que de la radiation de bénéficiaires des listes
par 1’autorité de facto, en raison d’affiliations & des parties politiques adverses ou
d’un refus de se conformer aux réglements imposés.

Questions économiques et financieres

Questions économiques pouvant menacer la paix, la sécurité
et la stabilité

Contexte

153. Les problémes économiques affligeant le Yémen sont tellement indissociables
de la situation politique globale et des conflits qu’ils ne peuvent plus étre considérés
comme étant uniquement de nature « financiére » ; ils font peser une grave menace
sur la paix, la sécurité et la stabilité du pays. La poursuite du conflit et les
interventions macroéconomiques et microéconomiques dispersées des autorités ont
aggravé une situation économique déja précaire. Bien que les questions économiques
aient été un théme clef des dialogues politiques et diplomatiques, ces derniers mois,
I’incapacité de trouver un terrain d’entente a paralysé les pourparlers de paix.

154. La dégradation constante de la situation économique dans les zones controlées
par le Gouvernement, notamment les taux d’inflation élevés, la dépréciation du rial
yéménite et la mauvaise prestation des services publics, en particulier de 1’¢électricité,
a €té exploitée par les partis politiques dans le sud. Les questions économiques ont
donc pris des dimensions politiques, entrainant des troubles civils dans plusieurs
villes. Elles ont également fortement divisé le nord et le sud, provoquant la résurgence
d’un mouvement politique réclamant 1’équité, la justice et le respect des régles, pour
ce qui est des habitants des zones controlées par le Gouvernement. Les tendances
séparatistes et sécessionnistes semblaient innées au cours de ces flambées politiques,
influencées par les enseignements du passé et le souhait du sud d’accéder a
I’autodétermination.

155. Ces différends économiques, qui n’ont pas été réglés, menacent non seulement
le processus de paix en cours, mais aussi 1’unité et 1’intégrité du Yémen.

Guerre économique

156. Les houthistes semblent avoir déployé un ensemble calibré de mesures
économiques coercitives pour immobiliser le Gouvernement yéménite et I’empécher
d’opérer comme tel. Le Ministre des affaires étrangéres et des expatriés a déclaré que
les houthistes comptaient utiliser « la faim comme arme au cours de leur
agression »'%,

Fracture du systéme bancaire et financier

157. La prise de controle de la Banque centrale du Yémen établie & Sanaa a permis
aux houthistes d’avoir accés a ses dépots massifs et d’exercer un contrdle total sur le
secteur bancaire. Cela a provoqué la création d’une banque centrale paralléle a Aden
par le Gouvernement yéménite. Au fil des ans, afin que chacun puisse affirmer son
autorité sur I’autre, les deux régimes de réglementation adverses ont souvent émis des
directives contradictoires pouvant avoir des conséquences punitives en cas de
non-respect (voir annexes 87 a 89). Cette dichotomie administrative menace
grandement la stabilité économique du Yémen.

Cooperative and Agricultural Credit Bank a Aden

158. Le 19 mai 2021, les houthistes ont publié la circulaire n® 70 de 2021, donnant
pour directive aux entreprises et aux sociétés de change de ne pas traiter avec la
Cooperative and Agricultural Credit Bank, qui opére dans les zones contrdlées par le
Gouvernement (voir annexe 90). Par la suite, le Haut Conseil chargé de la gestion et
de la coordination des affaires humanitaires et de la coopération internationale, affilié
aux houthistes, a publié la circulaire n°® 2084 mettant en garde les organisations
internationales et autres contre toute coopération avec les banques et les sociétés de
change non agréées par la Banque centrale du Yémen établie a Sanaa, y compris la
Cooperative and Agricultural Credit Bank, qui souhaitaient opérer sans entrave dans
les zones controlées par les houthistes (ibid.).

159. Le Groupe d’experts a obtenu des informations de la Banque centrale du Yémen
établie a Aden et de la Cooperative and Agricultural Credit Bank selon lesquelles cette
derniére avait participé a 1’appel d’offres (demande de proposition n° 100-14489)
lancé par le Fonds social de développement, afin de fournir d’urgence des services de
transfert d’argent aux familles a faible revenu habitant dans les zones contrélées par
le Gouvernement. La banque a déclaré qu’elle remplissait toutes les conditions de
I’appel d’offres, mais avait été déclarée non qualifiée et empéchée de participer a ce
projet humanitaire au motif de son inclusion sur la liste des entités « sanctionnées par
le donateur ». Elle a affirmé que ce refus de 1’appel d’offres était une mesure de
rétorsion prise par les houthistes a son encontre, du fait qu’elle avait transféré son
sicge a Aden en 2019 (voir figure VII).

Accordingly, we confirm to you that the bank is not
subject to any sanctions, and the bank has moved its
head office to the temporary capital, Aden, starting
from the year 2019, acting based on the best banking
practices in providing the financial services and has the
widest correspondent banking network around the
world and it's considered the largest bank in
contributing to the continuation of the flow of
commodities and the arrival of humanitarian aid
throughout the conflict period.

So, you are kindly requested to take the necessary
measures to remove confusion and complete the
procedures for the bank’s contribution as one of the
project implementers.

Interdiction de billets de banque

160. Les houthistes ont contesté la politique monétaire du Gouvernement yéménite
en annongant que la nouvelle série de billets de banque émis par la Banque centrale
du Yémen établie a Aden étaient faux et ils en ont interdit la circulation (S/2022/50,
annexe 26, par. 10 a 12). Il en est résulté des différences massives dans les taux de

Interdiction des intéréts sur les opérations bancaires et commerciales

161. En mars 2023, les houthistes ont adopté une loi sur I’interdiction des opérations
usuriéres, qui interdit le paiement d’intéréts sur les dépdts, les bons du Trésor, les
obligations d’Etat et autres instruments ou opérations commerciales similaires.

162. Le Yémen a été divisé en deux zones économiques et commerciales ayant des
monnaies distinctes (voir annexe 91).

Controle des échanges commerciaux, des droits de douanes et des taxes

163. Les houthistes ont exercé un contrdle sur le commerce international et per¢u des
droits de douane et d’autres taxes dans les ports qu’ils contrdlaient. Ils ont recouru a
une double imposition, puisque des droits de douane étaient versés sur les
marchandises importées a travers les ports relevant du Gouvernement yéménite. Le
8 aolt 2023, les houthistes ont publi¢ une circulaire sur un « mécanisme de collecte
des recettes publiques aux points de douane terrestres », évaluant le taux des droits
de douane a 50 % de la valeur douaniére totale pour toutes les marchandises arrivant
aux points de douane terrestres aprés avoir franchi par voie terrestre ou maritime des
« zones occupées » (voir annexe 92). Les houthistes traitent donc les zones contrdlées
par le Gouvernement comme des territoires étrangers a des fins douaniéres et ont
effectivement divisé le Yémen en deux.

Le Gouvernement yéménite est privé des recettes engrangées

164. Les houthistes ont également privé le Gouvernement yéménite de toute
possibilité de percevoir des recettes.

Secteur pétrolier

165. Ce secteur a €té le plus touché par le conflit (voir annexe 93). Avant le conflit,
les recettes pétrolicres étaient estimées a 7,9 milliards de dollars. En 2014, le Yémen
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produisait quelque 167 000 barils par jour, mais, de 2020 a 2022, la production a
diminué pour passer a 50 000 a 60 000 barils par jour'?’.

Attaques contre le terminal pétrolier de Dabba

166. La non-prorogation de la tréve en octobre 2022 a été suivie d’attaques contre le
terminal pétrolier de Dabba. Cela a entrainé 1’arrét de la production et de I’exportation
de pétrole brut des secteurs 14 Masilah, 10 Chaboua Est, 51 Hajar Est, 53 Sir’ Est et
9 Malik'®. Chaque année, le Gouvernement yéménite perd des recettes se chiffrant a
quelque 1,2 milliard de dollars!?®, Le montant total des recettes dérivées du pétrole
brut en 2021 était de 993 millions de dollars, et en 2022 (jusqu’en novembre) de 980
millions de dollars. Compte tenu du colit des réparations et du remplacement du
matériel et des installations au terminal pétrolier de Dabba, les pertes essuyées par le
Gouvernement yéménite s’éléveraient a quelque 2 milliards de dollars 0. Le
Gouvernement yéménite est ainsi privé de sa principale source de devises étrangeéres,
laquelle est essentielle pour ’importation de produits alimentaires de base et de
combustible pour la production d’électricité. Cette situation a également compromis
la capacité de la Banque centrale du Yémen établie & Aden d’intervenir et d’enrayer
le déclin du rial yéménite®.

Attaques pres du projet de gaz naturel liquéfié a Balhaf

167. Le projet de gaz naturel liquéfié a Balhaf était I’investissement industriel le plus
important jamais réalisé au Yémen, se chiffrant a quelque 4,5 milliards de dollars,
I’objectif étant d’exporter 6,7 millions de tonnes de gaz naturel liquéfié¢ par an
pendant au moins 20 ans. En raison du conflit, les opérations ont toutefois été
interrompues en 20152, L’oléoduc alimentant le terminal pétrolier aurait été visé
plusieurs fois par ’AQPA™, Le 5 aoiit 2023, des roquettes auraient été tirées en
direction de la base militaire située a proximité du site de gaz naturel liquéfié du
Yémen (voir par. 62). Selon la société, « en raison des conditions de sécurité en cours,
Yemen LNG reste en situation de force majeure et 1’usine est en mode de
préservation »134,

Commerce international : détournement des importations d’Aden a Hodeida

168. En avril 2022, I’importation de combustible et autres dérivés du pétrole par le
port de Hodeida a été autorisée. A compter du 7 février 2023, les houthistes ont obtenu
I’autorisation d’importer tous types de marchandises par leurs ports, exceptées celles
qui sont interdites. Avec 1’augmentation des importations par Hodeida, ils ont percu
quelque 4 millions de dollars par I’intermédiaire des services maritimes de janvier a
juillet 2023, montant qui devrait atteindre 7 millions de dollars d’ici décembre
20231,

169. Le Groupe d’experts a appris que les houthistes contraignaient ceux qui
importaient des marchandises par le port d’Aden a signer une promesse d’importer
par le port d’Hodeida, sous peine de se voir infliger des mesures punitives. Les

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commercants ont été avertis qu’a partir de la date du message, aucune marchandise
expédiée par le port d’Aden ne serait autorisée a entrer dans les zones contrdlées par
les houthistes. Ces derniers ont recommandé aux commergants de passer par la
compagnie maritime internationale Saba, appartenant a Mahir et Saddam Charafi, qui
expédierait n’importe quel conteneur de n’importe quel lieu, dans le monde, a
Hodeida, au méme prix que les expéditions a Aden (voir annexe 94).

170. Ce déplacement des importations d’Aden vers Hodeida a entrainé une perte
massive de recettes pour le Gouvernement yéménite se chiffrant & 637,36 milliards
de rials yéménites d’avril 2022 a juin 2023 '%et un gain appréciable pour les
houthistes.

Commerce intérieur entre le Nord et le Sud : interdiction de [’achat de gaz ménager
et d’autres articles dans les zones contrélées par le Gouvernement

171. En mars 2023, les houthistes ont cessé d’acheter du gaz ménager au
Gouvernement yéménite, qui représentait environ 60 % du gaz ménager produit a
Mareb. Les camions en provenance des zones controlées par le Gouvernement
transportant du ciment, de 1’acier, du bois et des granulés n’ont pas été autorisés a
entrer dans les zones houthistes. Les houthistes ont commencé a importer tous ces
articles par les ports de Hodeida et de Ras Issa, ce qui a réduit leur dépendance a
I’égard du Gouvernement yéménite, pour ce qui était de ces approvisionnements.
Contrairement aux 52 819,4 tonnes de gaz de pétrole liquéfié importées en 2022, les
importations ont fortement augmenté pour atteindre 234 649,7 tonnes jusqu’en juillet
2023, soit une augmentation de 444 % par rapport a 2022, Les importations d’avril
a juillet 2023 représentaient a elles seules 216 072,6 tonnes, soit 92 % des
importations totales jusqu’en juillet 202338,

172. La quantité de production, qui était de 60 a 70 remorques par jour, est passée de
25 a 40 remorques par jour. Le gaz ménager vendu aux zones contrdlées par les
houthistes au premier trimestre de 2023 s’¢élevait a 70 367,38 tonnes, qui sont passées
a 38 380,65 tonnes au deuxiéme trimestre, soit une réduction de 31 986,73 tonnes
(45 %) et une perte de recettes de 7,8 milliards de rials yéménites.

Blocage des axes principaux

173. Le conflit a lourdement pénalisé les principales artéres et les ponts, qui ont été
gravement endommagés. Les restrictions et la perception illégale par les houthistes
de redevances sur les principaux axes reliant les provinces et aux points de controle
par divers groupes armés dans les zones contrélées par le Gouvernement ont
gravement entravé la circulation des biens et des personnes, restreignant encore
davantage le commerce intérieur. Le siége de Taéz a doublé les colts de transport des
produits de base!?. Les axes routiers les plus touchés étaient ceux reliant les
principales villes du nord et du sud, notamment la route N1 (reliant Taéz, Ibb, Dhamar
et Sanaa a Aden). Les houthistes ont bloqué la route de 6 kilométres reliant Taéz a
Houban, un important centre économique, contraignant les habitants a effectuer un
détour de 100 kilométres. Non seulement il faut plusieurs jours pour transporter des

Ressources financieres des personnes visées par les sanctions
et leurs réseaux

174. Les personnes visées dans le cadre du régime de sanctions prévu par la
résolution 2140 (2014), celles qui agissent en leur nom ou sur leurs instructions et les
entités qu’elles possédent ou contrdlent continuent de recevoir, de posséder ou de
contrdler, directement ou indirectement, des fonds, d’autres avoirs financiers et des
ressources économiques. Riches en fonds, les houthistes sont devenus
économiquement supérieurs, le rapport de force économique s’étant inversé ces
derniers mois en leur faveur. L’effet des sanctions financiéres sur ces individus a été
limité.

Impression de billets de banque, de timbres fiscaux et de passeports

et a D'utilisation de faux billets de banque par les houthistes qui cherchaient a
satisfaire leurs besoins en financement. Le 28 aotit 2023 par exemple, 1’ambassade
du Yémen a Beijing a re¢u une demande d’une société chinoise relative a du papier
pour billets de banque, concernant un Yéménite qui 1’aurait contactée au sujet de
I’impression de billets de banque, de timbres fiscaux et de passeports. Le Groupe
d’experts a recu des copies des documents pertinents, y compris le passeport de
I’intéressé et une lettre datée du 26 mars 2023 du Directeur général du Département
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des passeports et de la citoyenneté du Ministére yéménite de 1’intérieur demandant la
facilitation de 1’achat de papier et d’encre. Les enquétes du Groupe d’experts ont
révélé que 1’intéressé ne représentait pas le Gouvernement yéménite et que son
passeport, soi-disant délivré le 19 mars 2023, n’avait pas ¢été émis par le
Gouvernement yéménite.

176. Le Groupe d’experts n’exclut pas la possibilité de la délivrance dudit passeport
par 1’autorité nommée par les houthistes et de I’utilisation de faux billets et de faux
passeports au Yémen dans le passé!®. Il enquéte sur cette affaire.

Recette provenant du secteur des carburants

179. Les houthistes ont tiré d’importantes recettes du secteur des carburants. Avec
I’augmentation des importations de carburant par le port de Hodeida, ils pergoivent
désormais d’importantes recettes douaniéres de ce secteur.

Gel des comptes de la compagnie aérienne Yemenia (Yemen Airways) et d’autres

180. Le Groupe d’experts a recu des informations selon lesquelles, le 8 mars 2023,
les houthistes avaient gelé les fonds sur les trois comptes bancaires de la Yemenia a
Sanaa, se chiffrant a 80 millions de dollars. Avec les fonds supplémentaires crédités
sur les comptes bancaires de la compagnie a Sanaa et le déblocage de certains fonds,
un montant de 78 millions de dollars avait €té gelé au 5 aofit 2023. La compagnie
aérienne n’est plus en mesure d’utiliser les piéces détachées se trouvant dans son
hangar d’entretien a Sanaa. L’objectif principal était de la contraindre a augmenter le
nombre de vols hebdomadaires entre Sanaa et Amman de trois a six et a transporter
les pélerins du hajj a Djedda. La Yemenia a assuré 6 vols a destination d’Amman en
juillet, 5 vols a destination de Djedda en juin et 12 vols de Djedda et de Médine a
destination de Sanaa en juillet 2023. Les fonds n’ayant cependant pas été débloqués
par les houthistes, la Yemenia a réduit le nombre de vols a destination d’Amman a
trois par semaine. Le Gouvernement yéménite détient 51 % des parts de la compagnie
aérienne’®?, ce qui pourrait expliquer également pourquoi les houthistes visent le
secteur de ’aviation civile. Le gel des fonds a entravé les opérations quotidiennes de
la compagnie aérienne et retardé 1’achat de nouveaux avions. Cette situation
compromet en outre les projets d’augmentation des services aériens au départ de
Sanaa vers davantage de destinations a 1’étranger, y compris & des fins humanitaires.

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181. Les houthistes auraient également confisqué les biens de la Chambre de
commerce et d’industrie de Sanaa. Le Groupe d’experts enquéte actuellement sur ces
questions.

Contrebande et trafic de stupéfiants, d’objets culturels et d’autres articles

182. Le Groupe d’experts a recu des informations sur 1’augmentation des faits de
contrebande et de trafic de stupéfiants au Yémen, des saisies de cargaisons par les
autorités au Yémen et des interceptions de boutres transportant des cargaisons de
stupéfiants par les forces navales internationales. De 2016 a 2021, la superficie des
terres consacrées a la culture du khat (Catha edulis), un stimulant doux largement
consommé au Yémen, a augmenté de plus de 40 %**. Le Groupe d’experts enquéte
actuellement pour savoir si les houthistes ont concouru a augmenter la production de
khat et s’ils participent au trafic et a la contrebande de drogues pour produire des
fonds destinés a leurs activités militaires.

183. Le conflit au Yémen a laissé une grande partie du patrimoine en ruine. Le
Groupe d’experts enquéte actuellement sur 1’ampleur de la destruction des sites
culturels et sur la contrebande d’antiquités.

Questions économiques dans les zones controlées
par le Gouvernement

Crise de I’électricité a Aden

184. De mai a aolit 2023, Aden aurait connu des coupures d’électricité de plus de
15 heures par jour en raison des pénuries de carburant alimentant les centrales
électriques. La Banque centrale du Yémen établie a Aden a informé le Groupe
d’experts que la subvention pétroliére saoudienne de 170 millions de dollars avait été
utilisée de novembre 2022 a mars 2023 et que, depuis, le Gouvernement yéménite
payait pour le carburant. Des manifestations et des troubles civils ont été signalés
dans de nombreuses régions se trouvant sous controle gouvernemental pour dénoncer
la dégradation des services publics, le Gouvernement yéménite étant accusé d’étre
incapable de régler ces problémes (voir annexe 95).

185. En juin 2023, pour appeler I’attention du Gouvernement yéménite sur ces
problémes, le gouverneur d’Aden a annoncé que les recettes douaniéres et fiscales
percues dans le port d’Aden et dans la zone franche d’Aden ne seraient pas déposées
a la Banque centrale du Yémen établie a Aden. Le 12 juin, les employés de la Banque
centrale du Yémen établie 8 Aden ont été¢ empéchés de transférer de 1’argent des ports
vers les coffres de la Banque centrale!**. La question a cependant été réglée et, le
19 juin 2023, ’argent a été déposé a la Banque centrale du Yémen établie a Aden.

Inspection des cargaisons

186. Les navires se rendant dans les ports contrdlés par les houthistes ont été soumis
a D’inspection du Mécanisme de vérification et d’inspection des Nations Unies a
Djibouti, conformément a la résolution 2216 (2015), et a I’inspection de la Coalition,
un exercice conjoint de la cellule d’évaluation et des opérations humanitaires et du
Gouvernement yéménite, dans la zone d’attente de la Coalition. Depuis février 2023,
tous les types de restrictions a I’importation de marchandises, exceptées celles qui

187. Le systéme d’inspection du Mécanisme de vérification et d’inspection des
Nations Unies se poursuit cependant comme avant, bien qu’il doive traiter davantage
de navires a présent, en particulier des porte-conteneurs. Alors que des cargaisons
avaient été importées dans 265 conteneurs en aolit 2020, les conteneurs a la fin du
mois de juillet 2023 étaient au nombre de 3 511, le poids de la cargaison étant passé
de 5 939 tonnes a 109 829 tonnes, enregistrant une croissance record de 1 325 % et
1 849 % du nombre de conteneurs et du poids de la cargaison, respectivement.

188. En ce qui concerne I’inspection par la Coalition, en mars 2023, visant a accélérer
le mouvement des marchandises et a appuyer le processus de paix et les pourparlers,
la cellule d’évaluation et des opérations humanitaires avait autorisé les navires en
provenance des ports de Jizan et de Djedda (Arabie saoudite) a se rendre directement
au port de Hodeida. Le Groupe d’experts a appris que cette mesure avait ét¢ abrogée
et que les responsables de la Coalition et du Gouvernement effectuaient des
inspections & Djibouti dans le cadre du Mécanisme de vérification et d’inspection des
Nations Unies et soumettaient également des conteneurs a un controle.
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189. L’efficacité du systeme d’inspection, visant a garantir le respect de la résolution
2216 (2015) a pris de I’importance, compte tenu de 1’augmentation considérable du
nombre de navires et des types de cargaison. Le Mécanisme de vérification et
d’inspection des Nations Unies se heurterait a de graves contraintes sur les plans du
financement et des ressources humaines. Il n’a donc pas pu communiquer des
informations essentielles au Groupe d’experts pour ses enquétes et analyses. Un
systéme solide de profilage et d’inspection des cargaisons, automatisé et axé sur des
risques permet de faciliter le dédouanement des cargaisons humanitaires et
commerciales de bonne foi et de cibler la contrebande de marchandises interdites.

Surveillance des mesures de gel des avoirs et d’interdiction
de voyager

190. Le Groupe d’experts a continué de surveiller I’application par les Etats Membres
des mesures de gel des avoirs et d’interdiction de voyager, imposées aux
paragraphes 11 et 15 de la résolution 2140 (2014), respectivement, pour ce qui est des
personnes inscrites sur la liste.

Recommandations

191. Le Groupe d’experts recommande que le Conseil de sécurité :

a) encourage les parties au conflit et les autres parties prenantes, notamment
les médiateurs internationaux, a intégrer dans le processus de paix des mesures visant a :

i)  contribuer a stabiliser la tréve officieuse actuelle et a empécher tout retour
a la confrontation militaire, afin d’ouvrir la voie a un cessez-le-feu officiel ;

i) formuler et appliquer des mesures de confiance progressives et
réciproques, telles que la libération des enfants recrutés et utilisés par les parties
au conflit et celle des personnes détenues dans le cadre du conflit, afin de
pouvoir régler des questions complexes telles que le versement des salaires, la
levée du siége de Taéz et le fait de permettre au Gouvernement yéménite
d’exporter du pétrole ;

iii) garantir la participation du Gouvernement yéménite et de toutes les autres
parties prenantes yéménites ;

iv) élaborer une vision commune de [’unité du Yémen, comprenant une
structure politique et administrative appropriée ;

v) inclure des éléments de justice transitionnelle ayant trait a la protection
des enfants et préserver la liberté d’expression ;

b) condamne avec la plus grande fermeté toutes les attaques visant des civils
et des infrastructures civiles, qui sont proscrites au regard du droit international
humanitaire, et réaffirme que les parties au conflit doivent se conformer aux
obligations que leur impose le droit international ;

c) envisage la création d’une unité de surveillance au sein de I’entité
compétente des Nations Unies afin de suivre de pres les violations de 1’embargo ciblé
sur les armes et de renforcer la capacité du Gouvernement yéménite de contrer les
flux illicites d’armes, de munitions et de matériel connexe ;

d) demande au Gouvernement yéménite et a la Coalition d’établir un
mécanisme conjoint pour collecter les débris d’armes, y compris de drones aériens
utilisés par les houthistes ou I’AQPA dans leurs attaques, et le matériel saisi et de
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veiller a ce que les informations, les analyses médico-légales et le stockage soient
diment consignés, tout en maintenant la chaine de conservation ;

e) demande aux parties au conflit de prendre des mesures pour mettre fin a
I’utilisation indiscriminée de mines terrestres et de retirer les mines terrestres posées
dans les zones civiles qui sont sous leur contrdle, et encourage les Etats Membres a
renforcer leur appui a I’action de déminage humanitaire au Yémen, y compris par la
mise a disposition de spécialistes, de matériel et de fonds adéquats, avec des garanties
appropriées pour prévenir toute utilisation abusive ;

f)  demande aux Etats Membres d’appuyer le Programme mondial de lutte
contre la criminalité maritime de 1’Office des Nations Unies contre la drogue et le
crime afin de renforcer la capacité de la garde coétiére yéménite d’empécher la
contrebande d’armes, de drogues et d’autres articles, de secourir et de récupérer les
migrants et d’autres personnes, ainsi que de rechercher et de secourir les navires en
détresse, y compris les navires de péche yéménites ;

g) demande aux entités compétentes des Nations Unies et aux autorités des
pays de la région de renforcer les mécanismes de coordination existants pour
surveiller et traiter les questions liées au trafic et a la traite d’étres humains en
provenance de la Corne de 1’Afrique vers le Yémen par des entités liées aux parties
au conflit ;

h) demande a toutes les parties au conflit de mettre immédiatement fin a la
torture et autres mauvais traitements ou peines inhumains ou dégradants contre les
prisonniers, ainsi qu’a la détention arbitraire de civils en raison de leur affiliation
supposée a des parties adverses dans le conflit, en garantissant une procédure
réguliére et un proces équitable ;

i)  demande a toutes les parties de garantir la liberté d’expression et la liberté
des médias, de s’abstenir de soumettre les journalistes, les défenseurs des droits
humains et les militants de la société civile a la détention arbitraire, a la torture et a
d’autres mauvais traitements ;

J)  demande a toutes les parties au conflit de mettre immédiatement fin a la
pratique illégale des disparitions forcées et d’informer les membres des familles
concernées du lieu ou se trouvent les personnes enlevées et du motif de leur détention ;

k) encourage le Gouvernement yéménite a devenir partie a la Convention
internationale pour la protection de toutes les personnes contre les disparitions
forcées ;

1)  demande a toutes les parties au conflit de donner la priorité a la libération
des enfants, des femmes, des personnes dgées et des détenus gravement malades dans
le cadre de 1’échange de prisonniers effectué au titre de 1’Accord de Stockholm ;

m) demande aux houthistes de respecter les obligations que leur imposent le
droit international des droits de 1’homme et le droit international humanitaire, en
particulier la Convention relative aux droits de 1’enfant, ratifiée par le Yémen en
1991, et son Protocole facultatif concernant I’implication d’enfants dans les conflits
armés auquel le Yémen a adhéré en 2007, ainsi que de :

i)  mettre fin immédiatement au recrutement et a 1’utilisation d’enfants de
moins de 18 ans, y compris a I’endoctrinement militaire en cours dans les camps
d’été ;

i) de mettre un terme a la révision du programme d’enseignement national
yéménite, qui viole les principes de la Convention relative aux droits de 1’enfant
et la teneur du Protocole facultatif concernant 1’implication d’enfants dans les
conflits armés, et de travailler en partenariat avec les entités compétentes des
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Nations Unies pour veiller a ce que les manuels scolaires reflétent pleinement
les principes de non-discrimination et favorisent la paix, la tolérance, 1’¢égalité
et le respect des autres civilisations ;

n) demande a toutes les parties de s’acquitter de 1’obligation consistant a
faciliter I’acheminement rapide et sans entrave des secours humanitaires pour toutes
les personnes se trouvant dans le besoin et, dans ce contexte, demande aux houthistes
de lever I’obligation liée au mahram concernant les agentes des services d’assistance
afin de faciliter I’accés des femmes et des filles a 1’aide humanitaire, y compris aux
soins de santé de base et aux services de santé procréative, et de s’abstenir d’empécher
les déplacements de celles qui souhaitent se faire soigner a I’étranger et des personnes
qui sont le soutien de famille ;

0) demande aux donateurs de mettre en place un mécanisme solide pour
veiller a ce que les personnes qui sont dans le besoin regoivent 1’aide humanitaire a
laquelle elles ont droit et empécher tout détournement de fonds humanitaires, ainsi
que de denrées alimentaires et d’articles de premiére nécessité ;

p) encourage les Etats Membres a renforcer leur appui a la Commission
nationale chargée d’enquéter sur les violations présumées des droits humains au
Yémen et demande aux parties au conflit de collaborer avec elle ;

q) mette en place un mécanisme international indépendant afin de demander
des comptes aux auteurs des violations du droit international humanitaire et du droit
international des droits de 1’homme perpétrées par toutes les parties au conflit au
Yémen et d’offrir des réparations et un appui aux victimes et a leurs familles, y
compris a celles des personnes tuées a la suite de ces violations ;

r) envisage d’encourager les parties au conflit et les médiateurs
internationaux a mettre en place d’urgence un comité économique composé de
représentants de toutes les parties prenantes afin de préparer un cadre de réglement

des différends économiques selon un calendrier précis ;

s)  demande aux houthistes de s’abstenir de confisquer, arbitrairement et par
la force, des terres, des batiments et d’autres biens appartenant a des personnes et a
des entités, en dehors des garanties d’une procédure réguliére, et d’envisager
d’imposer des sanctions a ceux qui se livrent a de tels actes ;

t)  demande aux houthistes de prendre des mesures pour que les recettes
engendrées par les ports de Hodeida, Salif et Ras Issa soient versées a la Banque
centrale du Yémen a titre de contribution au versement des salaires dans la province
de Hodeida et dans 1’ensemble du Yémen, conformément a 1’Accord de Stockholm.

192. Le Groupe d’experts recommande que le Comité envisage :

a) d’encourager les Etats Membres a augmenter les fonds humanitaires
alloués au Yémen ;

b)  de publier un communiqué de presse condamnant la torture et les mauvais
traitements infligés aux prisonniers détenus par les parties au conflit et de demander
le respect des obligations imposées par le droit international humanitaire et le droit
international des droits de I’homme ;

c) d’inviter la Commission nationale chargée d’enquéter sur les violations
présumées des droits humains au Yémen a informer le Comité de ses activités et des
résultats de ses enquétes ;

d) de renforcer le systéme actuel de profilage et d’inspection des cargaisons
en le dotant d’un systéme robuste, automatis¢, axé sur les risques, qui faciliterait le
dédouanement des cargaisons humanitaires et commerciales de bonne foi et viserait
la contrebande de marchandises interdites.

Annex 1: Methodology

1. The Panel uses satellite imagery of Yemen procured by the United Nations from private
providers to support investigations. It also uses commercial databases recording maritime
and aviation data and mobile phone records. Public statements by officials through their
official media channels are accepted as factual unless contrary facts are established. While
it has been as transparent as possible, in situations in which identifying sources would
expose these sources or others to unacceptable safety risks, the Panel does not include
identifying information.

2. The Panel reviews social media, but no information gathered is used as evidence unless it
could be corroborated using multiple independent or technical sources, including
eyewitnesses, to appropriately meet the highest achievable standard of proof.

3. The spelling of toponyms within Yemen often depends on the ethnicity of the source or
the quality of transliteration. The Panel has adopted a consistent approach in the present
update.

4. The Panel places importance on the rule of consensus among the Panel members and
agrees that, if differences and/or reservations arise during the development of reports, it
would only adopt the text, conclusions, and recommendations by a majority of the members.
In the event of a recommendation for designation of an individual or a group, such
recommendation would be done based on unanimity.

5. The Panel has offered the opportunity to reply to Member States, entities and individuals
involved in most incidents that are covered in this report. Their response has been taken into
consideration in the Panel’s findings. The methodology for this is provided in appendix A.
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Appendix A ‘The opportunity to reply’ methodology used by the Panel

1. Although sanctions are meant to be preventative not punitive, it should be recognized that
the mere naming of an individual or entity'*® in a Panel’s public report, could have adverse
effects on the individual. As such, where possible, individuals concerned should be provided
with an opportunity to provide their account of events and to provide concrete and specific
information/material in support. Through this interaction, the individual is given the
opportunity to demonstrate that their alleged conduct does not fall within the relevant listing
criteria. This is called the ‘opportunity to reply’.

2. The Panel’s methodology on the opportunity to reply is as follows:

@ Providing an individual with an ‘opportunity to reply’ should be the norm;

(b) The Panel may decide not to offer an opportunity of reply if there is credible
evidence that it would unduly prejudice its investigations, including if it would:

0] Result in the individual moving assets if they get warning of a possible
recommendation for designation;

(i) Restrict further access of the Panel to vital sources;

(ili)  Endanger Panel sources or their relatives or Panel members;

(iv)  Adversely and gravely impact humanitarian access for humanitarian actors in the
field;

v) For any other reason that can be clearly demonstrated as reasonable and justifiable
in the prevailing circumstances.

3. If the circumstances set forth in 2 (b) do not apply, then the Panel should be able to provide
an individual an opportunity to reply.

4. The individual should be able to communicate directly with the Panel to convey their
personal determination as to the level and nature of their interaction with the Panel.

5. Interactions between the Panel and the individual should be direct, unless in exceptional
circumstances.

6. In no circumstances the third parties, without the knowledge of the individual, can
determine for the individual its level of interaction with the Panel.

7. The individuals, on the other hand, in making their determination of the level and nature
of interaction with the Panel, may consult third parties or allow third parties (for example,
legal representative or their government) to communicate on their behalf on subsequent
interactions with the Panel.

145 Hereinafter, the term individual will be used to reflect both individuals and entities.
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Appendix B Investigations methodology on violations relating to IHL, IHRL,
and acts that constitute human rights abuses

1. The Panel adopts the following stringent methodology to ensure that its investigations
meet the highest possible evidentiary standards, despite it being prevented from visiting
places in Yemen. In doing so it pays particular attention to the “Informal Working Group on
General Issues of Sanctions Reports”, (S/2006/997), on best practices and methods,
including paragraphs 21, 22 and 23, as per paragraph 14 of resolution 2564 (2021).

2. The Panel’s methodology, in relation to its investigations concerning alleged IHL, IHRL
and human rights abuses, is as set out below:

All Panel investigations are initiated based on verifiable information being made
available to the Panel, either directly from sources or from media reports.

In carrying out its investigations on the use of explosive ordnance, the Panel relies on
at least three or more of the following sources of information:

(i) At least two eyewitnesses or victims;

(ii) At least one individual or organization (either local or international) that has also
independently investigated the incident;

(iii) If there are casualties associated with the incident, and if the casualties are less than
ten in number, the Panel will endeavour to obtain copies of death certificates and
medical certificates. In incidents relating to mass casualties, the Panel relies on
published information from the United Nations and other organizations;

(iv) Technical evidence, which includes imagery of the impact damage, blast effects,
and recovered fragmentation. In all cases, the Panel collects imagery from at least
two different and unrelated sources. In the rare cases where the Panel has had to
rely on open source imagery, the Panel verifies that imagery by referring it to
eyewitnesses or by checking for pixilation distortion:

a) Inrelation to air strikes, the Panel often identifies the responsible party through
crater analysis or by the identification of components from imagery of
fragmentation; and

b) The Panel also analyses imagery of the ground splatter pattern at the point of
impact from mortar, artillery, or free flight rocket fire to identify the direction
from which the incoming ordnance originated. This is one indicator to assist in
the identification of the perpetrator for ground fire when combined with other
sources of information.

(v) The utilization of open source or purchased satellite imagery, wherever possible, to
identify the exact location of an incident, and to support analysis of the type and
extent of destruction. Such imagery may also assist in the confirmation of timelines
of the incident;

(vi) Access to investigation reports and other documentation of local and international
organizations that have independently investigated the incident;

(vii)Other documentation that supports the narrative of sources, for example, factory
manuals that may prove that the said factory is technically incapable of producing
weapons of the type it is alleged to have produced;

(viii)  Inrare instances where the Panel has doubt as to the veracity of available facts
from other sources, local sources are relied on to collect specific and verifiable
information from the ground, for example, if the Panel wished to confirm the
presence of an armed group in a particular area;
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(ix) Statements issued by or on behalf of a party to the conflict responsible for the

The Panel may also seek access
to court documents if the detainee is on trial or other documentation that proves or
disproves the narrative of the victim;

Where relevant, the Panel uses local sources to collect specific and verifiable
information from the ground, for example, medical certificates;

Statements issued by the party to the conflict responsible for the incident;

Open-source information to identify other collaborative or contradictory
information regarding the Panel’s findings;

Detainees do not have always access to medical care, nor is it always possible to
obtain medical reports, especially in cases of prolonged detention. Therefore, the
Panel accepts testimonies received from detainees alleging that violence was used
against them during detention by the detaining parties as prima facie evidence of
torture;

For the same reasons, medical and police reports are not required by the Panel to
conclude that rape or sexual violence took place.

In carrying out its investigation in respect to the recruitment of children by parties to
the conflict, the Panel is particularly mindful of the risk pose by its investigations for
the children and their family. The Panel also refrains from interviewing directly the
victim, unless it is sure that this will not have a negative impact on them. Therefore, the
Panel often relies on sources such as:

Investigations and other documentation from local and international organizations
that have independently investigated the incident;

Interviews with people and organizations providing assistance to these children;

Interviews with other people with knowledge of the violations such as family
members, community leaders, teachers, and social workers.

The standard of proof is met when the Panel has reasonable grounds to believe that the
incidents had occurred as described and, based on multiple corroboratory sources, that
the responsibility for the incident lies with the identified perpetrator. The standard of
proof is “beyond a reasonable doubt”.

Upon completion of its investigation, wherever possible, the Panel provides those
responsible with an opportunity to respond to the Panel’s findings in so far as it relates
to the attribution of responsibility. This is undertaken in accordance with the Panel’s
standard methodology on the opportunity to reply. Generally, the Panel would provide
detailed information in any opportunity to respond, including geo-locations. However,
detailed information on incidents are not provided when there is a credible threat that it
would threaten Panel’s sources, for example, in violations related to deprivation of
liberty, violations associated with ground strikes on a civilian home, or in violations
associated with children.

If a party does not provide the Panel with the information requested, the Panel will
consider whether this is of sufficient gravity to be considered as non-compliance with
paragraph 18 of resolution 2624 (2022) and thus consideration for reporting to the
Committee.

3. The Panel does not include information in its reports that may identify or endanger its

sources. Where it is necessary to bring such information to the attention of the Council
or the Committee, the Panel deposits such information in the custody of the Secretariat
for viewing by members of the Committee.

4. The Panel does not divulge any information that may lead to the identification of victims,

witnesses, and other particularly vulnerable sources, except: 1) with the specific
permission of the sources; and 2) where the Panel is, based on its own assessment,
certain that these individuals would not suffer any danger as a result of such disclosure
of information. The Panel stands ready to provide the Council or the Committee, on
request, with any additional imagery and documentation to support the Panel’s findings
beyond that included in its reports. Appropriate precautions will, however, be taken to
protect the anonymity of its sources.

Office of the Presidency of the Republic

1 August 2023
Subject: Circular

With regard to the aforementioned subject, minister, governors, deputy ministers,
under-secretaries and the heads of executive agencies are hereby notified that they must
abide by the following:

1. Starting on 6 August 2023, they must be present in their places work in the capital and
in the governorates. Whosoever violates this instruction will be subject to legal measures.
Those who have been tasked with official duties on the basis of a written authorization
from a competent authority are exempt from this instruction.

2. All authorizations to expend sums from the State budget or the budgets of agencies are
revoked. Expenditure authority is restricted to those who are legally authorized, ministers
or their deputies, governors or their deputies, heads of agency or their deputies and
representatives of the Ministry of Finance within the agencies.

3. In exceptional and justified cases, such authorization may be granted, with the approval
of the Prime Minister, for a period not exceeding two weeks to the directors of the facility
who are not consultants.

4. Decisions previously taken by the Presidential Leadership Council with regard to high-
level appointments that were made by other than the legally mandated authority must be
implemented faithfully.

5. The Central Bank must be informed regarding the implementation of the provisions of
paragraphs 3 and 4. No requests for expenditure that are contrary thereto must be accepted.

6. The results must be reported to us one week from today’s date. The Civil Service
Ministry and the Central Audit and Accounting Organization must monitor
implementation of the present circular.

6. On 10 July, the 3rd Military Region held a live-fire exercise in the Serwah district of
Ma’rib province. An Mi-17 helicopter was also displayed at the exercise. Several senior
Houthi military leaders attended the event.*5°

7. On 6 August, the Houthis held a graduation parade for the Republican Guard and Special
Forces in the central military region in Ma’rib Governorate using live-fire. During the event,
the Houthi-appointed Minister of Defence, Major-General Muhammad Nasser Al-Atifi,
stated that the graduation of these forces represents a strong tributary to strengthening the
military capabilities of Yemen, keeping pace with the requirements of the current situation,
mostly dedicated to preparation and constant readiness to face all challenges. He indicated
that the Houthi leadership and its forces are in the stage of de-escalation, and are ready for
peace, while at the same time keeping the military option open. He stated that the Houthis
are capable of imposing new rules of engagement with their enemy.*5!

Attack on the convoy of Governor Nabil Shamsan on 25 March 2023
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1. On Sunday, 25 March 2023, at 7:20am the convoy of Ta’izz Governor Nabil Shamsan
departed from the city of Al-Mukha. They were planning to join the convoy of the Minister
of Defence in the Al-Kadaha area. They were travelling in an armoured Land Cruiser with
distinctive plates via the Al-Mukha-Al-Kadaha road to Ta‘izz city. When the convoy
reached the Ugmah area in the Mawza’, district, the Governor’s car was attacked by either
a missile or explosive-laden UAV which caused serious damage to the vehicle. The GoY
claimed that it was a missile attack, and that the missile was launched from a location under
the control of the Houthis in Jabal Al-Urf very close to the area they were travelling (map
6). After disembarking from the car, the Governor was ambushed and fired-on with mortar
and machine gun fire. The Governor was evacuated via footpaths and wadis to an area out
of gunfire range. He was taken to the December 2 Hospital in Al-Mukha for medical
examination. This was one of three attacks recorded on the day.'*

2. On the same day, the convoy of the GoY Minister of Defence, Mohsen Al-Da’eri and
Chief of Staff Saghir bin Aziz’s was attacked on the Al-Mukha-Al-Waziyah road. The
Minister of Defence continued his travel to Mayoun Island in the Bab-el-Mandab strait,
located 70km south of Al-Mukha, for a field visit. No casualties were reported during the
first two incidents.®>*

3. The third incident on the same day was a UAV strike targeting a GoY military checkpoint
on the same road, Killing two soldiers.

4. On 4 May, the Houthis targeted the construction and asphalting equipment of the company
involved in tarring the road with UAVSs, damaging bulldozer and crawler excavator, and
injured three workers on the project.

Background

1. On 17 March 2023, the Liberian-flagged Bulk Carrier, Arietta (IMO 9446403%), came
under fire from armed men in a skiff, 38 nautical miles (70 kilometres) south of the port of
Hudaydah. The attackers did not approach but fired at the vessel from a distance of one
nautical mile (nm). The onboard security team returned fire and the skiff turned away. The
vessel was not using the Maritime Security Transit Corridor (MSTC), as recommended, and
was travelling to the east of the Hanish Islands as the captain was not aware of the security
arrangement. The Panel assessed that the incident likely is not linked to piracy nor the armed
conflict in Yemen.

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Annex 8: Maritime Security Incident involving the Motor yacht 30 Minutes
Background

1. On 17 April 2023, the crew of motor yacht, 30 minutes (MMSI 262064900'%%) underway
to Djibouti left Jizan commercial port in KSA.**° They had a crew of three Russian and one
Egyptian nationals. On 21 April 2023, the Jeddah Maritime Rescue Coordination Centre
(JMRCQC) received calls from the Russian Search and Rescue Centre and the agent of the
Russian owner, that the owner lost contact with the yacht on 19 April 2023.16°

2. According to the crew, they left Jizan port and spent the night off a small island in KSA
territorial waters. On 18 April, at around 4:00-5:00pm, while underway to Djibouti, the crew
took shelter from heavy weather at an anchorage off Saba Island, a volcanic island in the
Red Sea and part of the Zubair Island group in Yemeni territorial waters. The island is
located approximately 44 nm (82km) WSW off Hudaydah. While they were there, they were
approached by a grey coast guard type boat approximately 10m long with a weapon mounted
on the front. They were shot at and hit once by a 12.7mm round. They were not sure if the
shots came from the coast guard vessel or the land. They fled the area. According to them
there were no radio warning prior to the shooting.1®*

3. When the yacht reached Eritrean waters on 19 April, the crew and the yacht were detained
by Eritrean authorities in Assab, after a bullet hole in the hull of the yacht caught the

the Russian embassy would be contacted to verify their identities, and that the authorities
would investigate whether the bullet hole was caused by an attack and identify those
responsible. They were treated well by Eritrean authorities and were allowed to leave after
a week.

4. The crew reached Djibouti on 27 April. According to the JMRCC, they received
confirmation from both the owner and the Head of the Consular Section of the Russian
Federation in KSA on 27 April that the yacht had arrived in Djibouti and that the crew was
safe. In addition, the Jeddah Maritime Information Sharing Centre (JMISC) received a
message from the Djibouti Navy via the MERCURY Maritime Security Community
Information Exchange Platform informing them that the yacht had arrived in Djibouti on 27

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Annex 9: Maritime Security Incident involving the Yacht, Kalizma
Background

1. On 27 April 2023, the 117-year-old, 165-foot yacht Kalizma (IMO 2869864) left the port
of Salalah, Oman where the yacht spent five hours. The Kalizma sailed towards the transit
corridor off the coast of Yemen in the Gulf of Aden, underway to Egypt. She had a crew of
ten Indian nationals onboard and an armed security team consisting of one Greek and two
Indian nationals. Her route brought her through the territorial waters of Yemen about six nm
off the coast of Ras Fartak and Hasween, Al Mahra Governorate, Yemen.'%® On the
morning of 28 April 2023, two small boats from the Yemeni Coast Guard (YCG) and a boat
from the Yemeni Navy were on patrol in the area. The YCG established radio
communication instructing the vessel to stop and fired warning shots at the yacht when they
did not comply. Believing that they were under attack by pirates, the Kalizma s crew issued
a distress call, reporting that they were under attack by three skiffs each with three to four
people onboard, to the United Kingdom Marine Trade Operations (UKMTO), which is
responsible to provide maritime security information in the region. UKMTO issued an alert
about an ongoing attack reporting that shots had been fired.*6

2. According to the YCG, one naval officer was killed and two coast guard personnel were
injured as a result of the exchange of fire. One of the armed guards on the Kalizma was
reportedly injured by a bullet. The Kalizma reached Djibouti, and the Yemeni authorities
requested the local authorities to detain the vessel.

The second to the warehouses of the Al-Ostora office for transportation by a means of transporting a Hilux type car, and
on the same date, a seizure force was sent to the Al-Othmani warehouses after (Othman) confessed to storing and
possessing a shipment of other raw materials, and 120 bags of the material were seized. On 28/2/2023, the accused,
Muhammad Hussein Ahmed Haidar, was arrested next to Al-Othmani’s stores, after a process of monitoring and tracking
his return from China, and after proving his participation in the process of shipping and entering the seized goods.

Second: the customs entry incident

Through the process of tracking the source, the entry of the shipment to the capital, Aden, it was shown in the preliminary
inference collection records that it had entered through the customs port Free Zone / Aden on 11/20/2022 AD within the
load of container No. 173 according to the following entry data:

- Customs declaration number: C31658

- Manifest No.: NR16720221026 Country of Origin: CHINA

- Bill of lading number: 21027200 NGJH

- Shipping port: CHIWAN

- The carrier company: KOTA NASRAT

- Source sender: SUIFENHE

- Labeling the container load according to the customs declaration: empty bottles. . Designation of the entry of the
explosive substance according to the bill of lading: under the name (FLOWER GUM), literal translation: flower glue,
common nomenclature: ceramic glue.

Circumstances accompanying the entry of the shipment into the customs of the Aden Free Zone:

It was found that there was a prior communication (from one of the partners due to a dispute, according to the confessions,
about the entry of two containers to the customs of the free zone / Aden with No. 173 and No. 935 in the name of the
importer Yasser Abdel Salam for Trade, carrying spare parts for weapons and turning machines for weapons, drones and
night vision material.

Seizure action taken in the customs base:

According to the inspection minutes No. 8/0559 and No. 0562/10 conducted by the customs police at the customs base:

1. The container load was subjected to inspection, and a shipment of drones, binoculars, weapon spare parts and
machines suspected of being used to lathe weapons was seized.

2. Financial fines were imposed for the crime of entry and confiscation of the reported prohibited shipments, and
the exit of container No. 935 with the rest of its cargo on 16/12/2022 AD, including 120 bags of raw materials
that were seized in Al-Othmani’s warehouses, and the exit of container No. 173 with the rest of its cargo on
1/1/2023 AD, including 40 barrels of raw materials which was seized.

3. Not taking any seizure and legal measures against the persons directly involved in the crime.

Through the aforementioned data and facts, we are facing evidence of material acts constituting a crime of non-tax
customs evasion, or rather (security smuggling), which is represented in the introduction of military materials and
explosive materials in violation of the provisions of restriction, prevention and restriction, with the aim of delivering
them to areas under the control of a belligerent enemy, and in light of a situation witnessing wars and armed conflicts,
security instabilities, and parties to the conflict targeting security, stability, and tranquility in the liberated governorates,
with the availability of the element of knowledge and the intent to introduce explosive materials.
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The following actions are prohibited:

Knowledge before and during the shipping process.

Knowledge before and during the clearance process

Knowledge during the process of inspection, inspection and release of the shipment from the borders of the customs
authorities.

Third: The incident of cooperation with the enemy (the purpose of entry):

The process of seizing the materials took place at the stage of possession and the storage process before the transfer
process to its final destination, in the warehouses of the Al-Ostora Office for Transport in the possession of the accused
Ahmed Al-Imad, the mediator of transporting the shipment to the Houthi-controlled areas / Sana’a for a person named
Abdul-Malik Al-Osaimi, after agreeing on the transportation process and fees, (which is the same destination and the
same purpose as entering the airline shipment sights and machine gun parts, with different recipients).

These are material acts constituting the crime of complicity and cooperation with a belligerent enemy by introducing
explosive materials in which the will of the perpetrators was moving towards the completion of its result and the
realization of its danger and damage had it not been for the intervention of other reasons and barriers that have nothing
to do with the will of the perpetrators that prevented its delivery to the areas of control of the Houthi militia, and terrorist
groups that target the southern governorates. Liberated by all means and tools.

Fourth: the actions attributed to each of the detainees in the case:

Evidence of the following:

Evidence of the act of transporting, storing and possessing prohibited explosive materials. Evidence of material acts
constituting the crime of customs evasion (non-tax) represented by shipping, clearance and entry of explosive raw
materials in addition to military binoculars, drones and weapon spare parts to the country through the Aden Free Zone
port, contrary to the provisions of prohibition and prohibition. Evidence of the acts constituting the crime of attempting
to bring in prohibited materials with military uses for the purpose of delivering them to areas controlled by the enemy.

This is against:
The accused / Muhammad Hussein Al-Haidari and the accused / Othman Muhammad Saeed Abdullah with their persons,
characteristics, and their representation of the means and means that were used in the crime.

2. Evidence of the following:

The act of storing and being in possession of prohibited explosive materials

Proof of the initiation of the process of transporting prohibited explosive materials to Houthi-controlled areas. Failure to
prove the element of intent and knowledge of the possession, storage and transportation of prohibited explosive materials.
This is against the accused / Ahmed Abdullah Ali Al-Emad.

Fifth: The scope of criminal responsibility:

Criminal responsibility in customs crimes is based on expanding the circle of officials, so the responsibility extends to
every person who came into contact with the smuggled materials physically and extended his authority over them
(whether he was a natural or legal person), even for a short period, or participated in any of the activities of the warehouse
in which they were seized. . authorized by them. storage).

Complicity or facilitation in its commission or acts of prevention in seizing it, and therefore it includes:

1. Owners, purchase, shipping and import brokers, transport brokers, and the possessor under any capacity, and the owner,
manager, or tenant

2. Customs brokers, as they are fully responsible for violations and smuggling crimes committed by their employees.

3. Legal persons (the trucking and importing company, the means of external transport, the means of internal transport,
and the means of storing.

4. the employees of the customs authorities are governed by two cases:

The first: direct penal responsibility with proven knowledge.
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The second: tort liability by proving negligence, negligence, and refraining from performing one's duty, in light of the
presence of a shipment that falls within the scope of suspicion in terms of the existence of a prior notification and in
terms of its destination to the Houthi-controlled areas, and in terms of the existence of a difference (that an ordinary
employee can notice by simply examining the theoretical characteristics of an explosive material characteristics and the
properties of the glue that entered the material under its name.

Sixth: Available evidence and evidence:

1. Physical evidence: represented in the seized materials, seizure records and documentation of the seizure process.

2. Data and information of customs papers, bills of lading and invoices for the shipping price of the material.

3. Acknowledgments and confessions in the minutes of interrogation of the accused.

4. The physical evidence extracted and documented (attached within the file, which confirms the following in its content):
- Confirmation of the agreement process in China regarding the shipping process, which proves the availability of
knowledge that they are prohibited raw materials. . Mining containers with drone cargo, weapon spare parts, and
aluminum powder, knowing that they are prohibited materials. . The process of agreeing to ship materials at a price of
(1,400) dollars per CBM, while the usual price and acquaintance with it is (500) dollars) only for licensed goods.

- Evidence of the availability of knowledge during the inspection process at the customs that the released materials are
prohibited explosive materials.

- Evidence of the entry of three types of prohibited materials estimated at about 3 tons, of which the forty barrels are
included in one bill of lading sent to the mediator for the purchase of materials in China and sent to the owner of the
goods Abdul Malik Al-Osaimi, indicating the total weight of the materials (5,645) CBM, including the forty barrels, and
clarifying In which the total shipping price is (7,916 dollars) from calculating the shipping price (1,400) dollars per CP.
M) and a difference of more than (900) dollars) from the declared goods (in addition to confirming this equation with the
confessions of the interrogation records).

- Conversations, letters, agreements and acknowledgments between the sender and the clearing agent refer to the process
of customs clearance in a boycott manner in the amount of 5,000 dollars for each container without opening or inspection,
and the process of sharing the customs fine with the customs authority obtaining a 40%, committee members 20%, state
treasury 40%.

- Confirmation of getting used to the crimes of entering containers rigged with prohibited goods, and there was nothing
left but to enter the tanks, according to what was stated in audio clips and correspondence in text and letters).

- Letters and confessions using notes in the name of propaganda and advertising shops and notes in the name of the
military establishment (including Brigades of Sa’leek of Taiz, and the Department of Military Armament / Taiz for the
release of prohibited shipments.

- Conversations between the accused warning of the need to change the data of the containers that were coming during
the inspection of the container 173 and Al-Hayyah 935.

- Confessions of the change process that took place in the data of the containers that were coming and changed them in
the name of the importer, Muhammad Fadl Al-Dubai, and the name of the customs broker, Yasser Al-Dubai, which
arrived on 23/2/2023 AD, and cleared, loaded, and unloaded its cargo in New Al-Haidary stores in Al-Mamdara.

- Pictures of the seized material during the shipping and loading process in China, and during the transportation process
from customs to warehouses

- Evidence of the purpose of bringing in explosive and prohibited materials, which is to deliver them to Houthi-controlled
areas.

- Evidence reporting a lack of testing capabilities increases the possibility of the substance's hazardous uses for military
purposes as the declared raw materials can be checked with simple and available capabilities.

1. Ballistic missiles, cruise missiles, rocket launchers, and UAV

1. Eight models of ballistic missiles, six models of long-range guided rockets, three models of cruise missiles, and 13 models
of UAV (surveillance and/or attack)'® which were displayed by the Houthis during the parades are being investigated by
the Panel for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo (annexes 56-57 and 59-61).

2. Air defence
2. Four models of air defence systems which were displayed by the Houthis during the parades are being investigated by the
Panel for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo (annex 62).

3. Surveillance and communication material

3. Two models of EOSS and high frequency communication equipment which were displayed by the Houthis during the
parades are being investigated by the Panel for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo. The main body of one of
the EOSS, designated as “Sadiq” by the Houthis shows a similar shape as one of the materials seized by the UK, referred to
in para. 74 (annex 63).

4. Mobility

4. The Panel observes that during the military parade held in Sana’a on 22 September 2022, the Houthis displayed hundreds
of Toyota Land Cruiser pickups, which the Panel is investigating for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo. Most
of these vehicles that appear to be new have been transformed into ‘technicals’,*3* equipped with a wide range of armaments
such as Heavy Machineguns (HMG), anti-aircraft canons, Man-Portable Air Defence System (MANPADS), ATGMs,
recoilless guns and MLRS (annex 65).

5. The Panel believes that such a large number of light 4x4 vehicles gives the Houthis the capacity to conduct large
movements of troops in a short time and over great distances while providing them with significant firepower.

5. Maritime capability

6. During the parades, the Houthis also displayed the following materials which are being investigated by the Panel for
potential violations of the targeted arms embargo: a) Four models of AShM (annex 71); b) Seven models of armed speed
boats and/or remote controlled WBIEDs (annexes 72-73); ¢) Two models of large volume influence naval mines, one model
of naval limpet mine, one model of naval shape charge and three models of naval contact mines (annex 74).

6. Small Arms and Light Weapons (SALW)

7. The Panel observes that during the military parade held in Sana’a on 22 September 2022, the Houthis displayed new
assault rifles, sniper rifles and Anti-Material Rifles (AMR) (annexes 66-68). This material is being investigated by the Panel
for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo.

8. The Panel observes that similar new assault rifles have been displayed by the Houthis during their naval show of force
held on April 2023 in Kamaran Island, north of Hudaydah (para. 61). The Panel notes that these assault rifles, similar to the
AK-103, are allegedly manufactured locally by the Houthis!® (annex 67). In addition, the Panel documented that the Houthis
reportedly manufactured locally clones of AK-104 compact assault rifle (annex 68). This material is also being investigated
by the Panel for potential violations of the targeted arms embargo.

Annex 79: Brief overview of the situation of migrants in Yemen

1. The Panel has been investigating the situation of migrants in Yemen. Based on the
data received by the International Organization for Migration (IOM) and GoY
sources, it is estimated that there are nearly 200,000 migrants in Yemen, including
asylum seekers and refugees, mostly Ethiopian (89%) and Somali. More than 77,000
of them arrived as of January 2023, marking a significant increase from the previous
year, which counted a total of 73,233 arrivals.

2. The vast majority of migrants in Yemen are subjected to severe ill treatment and
live in extremely dire conditions. Of the 200,000, IOM estimates that some 40,000
want to be repatriated,’®® while about 160,000 are on the move trying to reach other
Gulf countries. The summer months of June, July, and August 2023 witnessed a major
spike in arrivals. Most of the migrants reaching the Yemeni shores are not aware that
there is an ongoing armed conflict.

3. Once in Yemen, migrants are dependent on trafficking networks who deprive them of
their liberty if they are unable to pay additional fees. They are subjected to torture and other
forms of ill treatment, including sexual violence, and are forced to request money from their
families. Some of them become pregnant as a result of rape, which creates a major stigma,
including when they are able to return to their country of origin. Those who are able to pay,
are set free and can continue their journeys upwards. Reportedly, migrants are asked to pay
fees at checkpoints, which are managed by various parties to the conflict, including the STC,
GoY, and the Houthis. Also, the practice reported in the communication by the group of UN
independent experts to the Houthis of October 2022 is still ongoing.2%°

4. The Panel also received reports of targeted killing of migrants attempting to cross the
border with the KSA, including the presence of mass graves on the Yemeni side of the
border. Migrants who manage to reach Sa’dah Governorate and those who are unable to pay
the requested fees to cross the KSA border, are allegedly forced to be the first ones
attempting to cross, so that they would be shot first by the Saudi Border Guards. Children
are reportedly most likely to be those put forward.?%

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Annex 80: The Central Security Camp in Sana’a and the so-called Exchange House
prison

1. The Central Security Camp in Sana’a includes several buildings, such as the so-called
Exchange House prison, operated by the Houthi National Committee for Prisoners’ Affairs
under the leadership with Abdulgader Al-Murtada. The prison hosts the detainees, mostly
civilians, some of whom are supposed to be included in prisoner exchange deals between
the Houthi and other parties to the conflict. Some detainees have been living in this prison
for years. These include political prisoners, journalists, prisoners of war from the battle of
Jabara Valley of 2019, men detained on criminal charges, mentally ill detainees, and drug
addicts, among others.

2. Prisoners are systematically subjected to torture and other forms of cruel, inhuman, or
degrading treatment or punishment perpetrated by the prison’s staff. Based on the multiple
reports received by the Panel, various members of the prison’s management were and still
are torturing the prisoners, including Abdulgader Al-Murtada.

3. Some of the types of torture inflicted to the prisoners include: 1) Pointing guns at the head
and pretending to shoot; 2) Making them stand for long hours and stand while spreading
their legs and hitting between the thighs, including on the genitals; 3) Hitting their heads on
the wall; 4) Removing chairs so that they fall on the ground and subsequently stepping on
them, and dragging them; 5) Beating with metal, wooden, and electric sticks; 6)
Administering electric shocks; and 7) Hanging in outdoor areas to intimidate other detainees.
Prisoners are mostly denied the required medical treatment, including for injuries caused by
the torture, and in some cases of emergency, the prison staff prevented medical personnel to
perform surgeries, explicitly requesting the provision of antibiotics as an alternative to
surgical procedures. As a result, some prisoners have permanent disabilities, and some have
reportedly died.

4. The Panel also gathered evidence of extortion. Prisoners and their families are forced to
pay high amounts of money to be able to make brief phone calls or to be able to meet. Often,
the phone calls are allowed for the sole purpose of requesting families to transfer additional
money, which will be administered by the prison’s management on behalf of each prisoner.
The prisoners who can pay more, are usually given a better treatment and better cells, while
those who cannot pay, are subjected to torture and other cruel, inhuman, or degrading
treatment.

5. The prisoners must pay for the medicines they need while detained. For example, a box
of paracetamol is reportedly sold at a price that is five times the regular local price. Based
on multiple reports received by the Panel, some of the medicines purchased by the prisoners
were contained in boxes with a “not for sale” label, or that were known to be medical
products donated by humanitarian agencies and sold to the prisoners. Allegedly, some of the
prison guards were providing these details and other information about internal affairs of the
prison to the prisoners, mostly in exchange of money or gat purchased by the prisoners
through their available funds controlled and managed by the prison’s management.

6. Periodically, some of the prisoners are held in incommunicado detention for months.
Detainees are also held in solitary confinement, in cells with no mattress, no blankets,
sometimes in abandoned bathrooms converted into cells for long periods of time. Some of
the cells are called “squeezers”, as their size is reportedly 1 meter by 0.5 meters with no
access to water and ventilation. Some of the prisoners have reportedly been held in the
“squeezers” for months. During the day, through loudspeakers, detainees are forced to listen
to lessons from Shia’ clerics and Al-Masirah channel broadcasting, among others, lectures
by Abdulmalik Al-Houthi (YEi.004), aimed to “re-educate” prisoners, a vast majority of
whom are reportedly Sunni.

7. According to multiple sources, there are some 3,000 detainees currently held in the Central
Security Camp. Some of these prisoners were minors at the time when they were initially
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detained, some became mentally ill as a result of the severe torture inflicted, and some died

under mysterious circumstances.

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Annex 81: The impact of the protracted conflict on the freedom of expression,
including of the media, in Yemen

1. The protracted conflict has negatively impacted freedom of expression, including
the media, in the country. Propaganda and disinformation deepened ideological and
socio-political divisions across Yemen, which served to delegitimize the work of
journalists fostering a climate of self-censorship. In addition, the increasingly strict
enforcement, since early 2022 of mahram (male guardian) imposed by the Houthis in
areas under their control on women’s travel, has further challenged the work of female
journalists.?%?

2. Civil society and human rights activists, journalists, and other people active on
social media are primarily accused of spreading false and malicious misinformation,
espionage, including for foreign entities, and disruption of public security.

3. In Yemen, there are nearly no independent media outlets, and public information is
generally highly manipulated by parties to the conflict and their supporters to
promulgate disinformation and misinformation that would result in increasing
political leverage. Often, this results in the abduction, detention, or enforced
disappearance of people engaged in the media, or online platforms.

4. During the reporting period, the Panel has investigated several cases of men and
women who have been and that are currently detained or forcibly disappeared for
having expressed their views online or on paper.

5. The multiple evidence gathered indicates that the Houthis use popular or relatively
known figures to support their own propaganda, forcing them to sign (often
blindfolded) declarations of guilt that include the spreading of false information or
espionage. Another regular practice by the de facto authority, is to force the detainees,
in exchange of freedom, to record videos in which they admit their responsibilities on
the alleged charges. In some cases, after the video is recorded, the detainee is freed,
while in other cases, the video is widely broadcasted, but the person remains in
detention often for the purpose of either negotiating their release through other means.
Of particular concern, the Houthis, through their specialized criminal court, have
issued death sentences against the four journalists Abdelkhaliq Amran, Tawfiq Al-
Mansouri, Harith Hamid, and Akram Al-Walidi.

6. The STC is also detaining, forcibly disappearing, or threatening journalists and
activists who publicly criticize them and are also forced to sign or deliver confessions.
Based on reports received by the Panel, the STC-affiliated forces have also abducted and
forcibly disappeared many men and women who have been publicly vocal, through online
videos and social media posts against their operations. Panel sources indicate that many of
the abductees are held in secret detention facilities. One of the emblematic cases is the
one of the journalist Ahmad Maher,?% particularly in relation to his right to a fair trial
in the Specialized Criminal Court of Aden. Reportedly, since his arrest and detention by the
STC-affiliated forces on 6 August 2022 until the end of February 2023 he was prevented
from being brought before the court for 13 times, allegedly due to logistical impediments,
partly attributed to the GoY.

7. The Panel also received reports of threats by the GoY against people who criticize
its actions, including via social media and other public fora. Arrest warrants have
been issued against some journalists who accused the judiciary in Ma’rib of
corruption.?%

Subject: Standards of appearance and dress for university students

In respect of the above-mentioned subject, and having regard to the teachings of our true
religion, as well as the imperative to uphold our Yemeni moral and social values and our
university’s values, and considering that students’ appearance is something that matters to
us and a reflection of their development, students in all the colleges and centres of the
university must adhere to the following:

. Students must carry and clearly display their university card when they attend
lectures, engage in practical studies, are in the library or engage in any activity at the
university during the academic day.

. Students must maintain personal hygiene and wear clean clothes that cover the body,
are not transparent or revealing, are not of extremely bright, eye-catching colours, and are
not indecent. The following is strictly forbidden:

I. Males

. Male students may not enter the campus and the campuses of colleges located away
from the main campus carrying a weapon of any kind. Whosoever violates this directive will
be referred for investigation.

. They must not cut or style their hair in an unsuitable fashion and use light-coloured
hair dyes.

. They must cut long and unclean nails.
. They must not sport tattoos, colours and piercings.
. They must not wear metal rings, earrings and chains on the neck, hands or clothing.

. They must not wear t-shirts or any inappropriate shirt that reveals the chest, or large
parts of it, and the forearms.

. They must not wear tight, body-hugging trousers, trousers that sit below the waist
and trousers that touch the ground.

. They must not wear any clothing that bears political, regional or sectarian slogans.
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. They must not wear shoes, sportswear, shorts, tanks tops and extremely loose
clothing.

Il. Females
. Females must not wear tight, body-hugging or tight-waisted clothing and dresses.

. They must not wear clothing that bears decorations or political, regional, sectarian
or inappropriate slogans.

. They must not sport manicures, colours or any dyes on the body and hands, as such
are considered to be unclean.

. They must not have long nails and fingernail extension, which demonstrate lack of
personal hygiene.

. They must not wear high heels and open shoes, which make the legs vulnerable to
being pricked by contaminated needles.

. They must not wear an excessive humber of accessories on their hands and legs,
other than the usual accessories.

. They must not have nose piercings or use teeth decorations and coloured lenses.

. They must not use excessively bright cosmetics on the face, eyes and lips, as well as
false eyelashes.

These directives shall be implemented, and implementation must be monitored on a daily
basis in order to ensure compliance.

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Annex 83: Houthis’ gender segregation policy: the case of the Faculty of Mass
Communication of Sana’a University

1. On 17 July 2023, the Houthi-affiliated Student Forum, which reportedly replaced the
Students Union of Sana’a University, published a new circular to the students of the faculty
of Mass Communication.

2. According to the circular, the academic year would start on 22 July 2023 and that three
days per week would be allocated for male students, namely Saturday, Sunday, and Monday,
while female students would attend on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday.

3. This prompted immediate reactions by students and professors who did not support this
decision. Reportedly, Dr Samia Al-Aghbary, head of the journalism department of the
Faculty of Mass Communication, was removed from her function because of her
disagreement on this decision and was subsequently replaced with the Houthi-appointed Dr.
Ali Hussein Hassan Al-Ammar.2%®

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4. The Houthi public media outlets reacted to the criticisms received on this decision. They
published some articles presenting the findings of research reportedly conducted by
renowned international universities such as Harvard University, alleging the devastating
effects of gender mixing. Among the reported findings of the Harvard university research, a
quarter of the number of female students are raped in western universities because of the
policy of gender mixing.2°® The Panel wrote to Harvard University to verify the veracity of
the above-mentioned research and findings and is awaiting a response.

5. Mohammed Ali Al-Houthi, Chairman of the Houthi Revolutionary Committee, publicly
informed that “this decision was done in accordance with the wishes of the students, because
they carry modesty, pride, and high Islamic values”.2” He also noted that fathers can choose
if they want their daughters to study with male students, and if so, they can submit the request
to the university. Multiple sources indicated that Al-Houthi is well aware that Yemeni
fathers would not dare to submit such a request.

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Annex 84: Defamation as a gender-based violence tool against Yemeni women,
including diaspora women

1. The use of public defamation against Yemeni women, particularly those previously or
currently involved in politics, as well as human rights activists was widely documented by
the Panel during the reporting period through multiple unrelated sources and interviews with
survivors.

2. In the specific context of Yemen, accusing women of being prostitutes, or performing the
so-called “indecent acts”, can ruin their reputation for life creating a major stigma. This also
has severe societal implications, which in some cases results in the same outcome that
survivors of rape face, namely, to be disowned by their family members.

3. At the beginning of June 2023, Noura Al-Jarwi, the Director of the Coalition of Women
for Peace in Yemen currently living in the UK, was subjected to public defamation through
the publication of a video documentary produced by the Houthi-affiliated Al-Masirah TV
channel, in which she is featured together with other women. The documentary aims to
demonstrate that they are part, or have been forced to be part, of a “prostitution network
used by the KSA in their propaganda war”. Specifically, Al-Jarwi is described as a leading
figure in procuring prostitutes that would work for the Coalition, primarily to seduce their
opponents. Inthe documentary, she is accused of recruiting other girls held in Houthi prisons
to be engaged in prostitution. Al-Jarwi is a former Houthi prisoner, who was previously the
undersecretary of the Houthi Minister of Youth and Sports. She is now targeted reportedly
due to her active involvement in advocating the release of all women detained by the
Houthis, who are mostly accused of “indecent acts” and treason. According to the
information shared with the Panel, she is subjected to threats on social media, including from
people reportedly affiliated with Al-Qaeda.

4. The same documentary is also featuring Samira Al-Houri,?*® who used to be detained by
the Houthis and reportedly a victim of sexual violence while in detention. She was released
in 2019 and later moved to Riyadh, KSA. In April 2022, she was arrested and detained by
the Saudi authorities. Upon its request, the Panel received official information that Al-Houri
is currently detained on charges related to her possible affiliation with an [unspecified]
terrorist group.

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Annex 85: Houthi revision of textbooks in primary and secondary schools, including
summer camps

1. The Houthis recently introduced changes in the textbooks, starting with primary education
levels, in areas under their control. These changes are reflecting their ideology and political
views, influenced by Shia’ religious beliefs.

2. In November 2022, the Houthi-appointed Minister of Education Yahia Bader Al-Din Al-
Houthi presided over the first national conference “to develop education curricula and
diversification of education paths”. In his interview to Al-Masirah channel,?® Al-Houthi
informs that the textbooks that have been used within the Yemeni education system contain
multiple mistakes and inaccuracies, hence the need for an in-depth revision. The ongoing
revision of the textbooks is reportedly undertaken in partnership with Yemeni and foreign
specialists. According to Al-Houthi, “What is required is not an amendment, what is required
is a replacement, a complete renewal [of the textbooks]”.

3. 0On 5 April 2023, the Head of the Houthi Supreme Political Council, Mahdi Al-Mashat,
used his official twitter account?'® to urgently “call on the Arab and Islamic countries to
consolidate the state of enmity and discontent with the enemies of the nation, the Zionists

and the Americans in their media and in the school curricula”. The same message was posted
again on 20 April 2023?!* and 27 June 2023.212

4. During his speech at the opening of the school year in Sana’a on 22 July 2023,%3 Al-
Mashat, informed that “the Prime Minister [Abdel Aziz bin Habtour], together with the
Minister of Education [Yahia Bader Al-Din Al-Houthi], in the middle of last week,
announced that the teacher's incentive will be ready, and that half of the printing of the
textbook will be ready, God willing [...]".

5. The teacher’s incentives referred to by Al-Mashat are the YR 30,000 that were already
announced in August 2021 to be disbursed on a monthly basis to teachers starting in
September of the same year.?!4 The Panel was unable to independently verify whether these
incentives have been paid since 2021. Nevertheless, the lack of payment of teachers’ salaries
since 2015 remains a major concern, which has been triggering reactions by teachers in
Houthi-controlled areas, including strikes, which resulted in the replacement of teachers and
other education staff with Houthi-appointed education personnel.

6. The Panel accessed some of the revised textbooks and considers the new content to be of
great concern.?!® The impact in the short- and long-term of such propaganda, disinformation
and misinformation can severely damage the future generations in Yemen and have major
negative effects in the whole Middle East region and beyond.

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Annex 86: Summer camps 2023 and graduation ceremonies

1. The summer camps organized by the Houthis under the theme “Science and Jihad” and
that took place between May and June 2023 reportedly saw a much higher attendance than
previous years, with more than one million children reportedly enrolled. This increase is
mostly attributed to the financial help that families were receiving and the threats and
negative repercussions that families would be subjected to should their children not attend,
including the removal from the list of beneficiaries of humanitarian assistance.

2. Based on the evidence gathered by the Panel, children attending summer camps have been
exposed to:216

v Military training and/or military indoctrination,

v Educational activities based on textbooks that include the glorification of child
combatants, discriminatory content, and a distorted narrative and interpretation of national
history,

v Incitement to hatred and violence, including against Yemenis who do not support
the Houthi ideology and the so-called disbelievers and traitors,

4 Daily recitation (often multiple times per day) of the Houthi slogan calling for the
death of the US and Israel, and curse to the Jews,

v On-site visits to cemeteries of Houthi martyrs, including child martyrs, portraying
the heroic image of children who died while fighting along the Houthis.

Houthis, acting through CBY, Sana’a, and the GoY, acting through the CBY, Aden, continue
to adopt measures that further divide the financial institutions. The administrative
bifurcation is compounding institutional challenges and adversely impacting the economic
stability of Yemen.

a) Freezing of accounts of 12 entities by CBY, Aden

As a result of the designation of the Houthis as a terrorist organisation by the GoY
(S/2023/130 para. 11 and annex 4), based on Decision No. 17 dated 1 December 2022 of the
Public Prosecutor, the CBY, Aden, on 6 December 2022, froze accounts and banned dealings
with 12 entities and companies, located in Houthi-controlled areas (figure 87.1). It also listed
these 12 entities in the blacklist for their alleged involvement in money laundering and
terrorist financing.

b) Countermeasures by the Houthis: Circulars issued by CBY, Sana'a
i. Five Circulars of 25 December 2022

CBY, Sana'a issued five circulars on 25 December 2022 directing the banks, traders of basic
commodities, and traders dealing with wood and steel not to deal with “entities carrying out
banking business without licenses from CBY- Sana'a” (figure 87.2-87.5)?". The circulars
mentioned the following banks as those which were not licensed by CBY Sana’a:

¢ Branches of National Bank of Yemen operating in the GoY-controlled areas
e Branches of Cooperative and Agricultural Credit Bank (CAC) in Aden
o Al-Qutaibi Islamic Microfinance Bank

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e Aden Microfinance Bank

The exchange companies located in the Houthi areas did not provide any data related to their
activities in the areas controlled by the Houthis since the issuance of the circular that
prohibits the submission of data to CBY, Aden. This has made it difficult for this central
bank to exercise effective regulatory control over the exchange companies, some of which
are alleged to have been involved in activities that violate the sanctions regime.

CBY, Aden had introduced a transparent system of online auction to sell foreign currencies
in the market. This measure helped, to some extent, in stabilising the foreign exchange rates
in GoY-controlled areas. In order to upset this auction system, CBY, Sana’a restricted the
banks, operating in the areas under its control, from participating in this online auction
system. The Panel was informed by CBY, Aden that, as a result of these directions by CBY,
Sana’a, the weekly foreign exchange transactions that amounted to USD 30 million, have
come down to a range of about USD 10-15 million per week. Only a few entities are now
participating in the auctions, in contrast to about 90 entities that used to participate prior to
this directive from CBY, Sana’a. The circulars stipulated the following conditions, which,
in effect, weakened the operation of the online auctions:

e Traders are allowed to participate in the foreign exchange auctions held by CBY, Aden
only to the extent of the amount equal to their total sales in the areas under GoY’s control.

o They are not allowed to participate to cover their sales in the areas under the control of the
Houthis.

e Participation in auctions must only be through the branches.?!8

Despite opposition from the exchange companies, CBY, Sana’a issued Decision No. 4 of
2023, requiring these companies to deposit 25 per cent of their capital with it as guarantee
(figure 87.6). This measure severely affected the liquidity as well as the operational
capability of the exchange companies.?*®

The effect of all these measures by CBY, Sana’a was felt in GoY-areas as the foreign
exchange rates have started moving up again. Such adversarial economic policy decisions
would further fragment the economic and banking system and may derail the ongoing peace
process in Yemen.

On 26 January 2023, CBY, Aden issued a circular directing all exchange companies and
establishments to complete the registration process with CBY, Aden and establish a link with
the consolidated funds network via the link: www.unmoneye.com:8000. The entities were
directed to sign the contract and register their agents with the MONEX financial transfer
system by 31 January 2023. Failure to do so would result in the imposition of fines by CBY,
Aden (figure 88.1).

Reacting to this move, CBY, Sana’a issued the retaliatory circular no. 5 dated 29 January
2023, prohibiting exchange companies to register with or connect to any financial remittance
networks or systems with any other central bank in Yemen without obtaining permission
from CBY, Sana’a (figure 88.2).

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Annex 89: Freezing of bank accounts, Dual currency system and Exchange rate of YR

Freezing of bank accounts

The Panel has received information that CBY, Sana’a regularly sends directives to banks,
with headquarters in Sana’a, to freeze and confiscate funds in the accounts of individuals
and entities opposed to the Houthis. However, for fear of reprisals by the Houthis, these
bank officials are reluctant to reveal the details to the Panel.

Dual currency system

The Houthis through CBY, Sana’a continue to prohibit the use of currency notes printed by
CBY, Aden, declaring them as counterfeit. This has resulted in a peculiar situation in which
domestic trade between the Houthi-controlled areas and the GoY-controlled areas are carried
out using Saudi Riyal (SR), US Dollar and Yemeni Riyal (YR) (of the non-prohibited
series)??° carrying high premia. This has hampered the free flow of goods within Yemen and
has led to uncontrolled inflation in GoY-controlled areas.

Exchange rate of YR

With the increase in imports through the Hudaydah port, the difference in the exchange rate
of YR between the GoY-controlled areas and the Houthi-controlled areas added a new
dimension to the economic impoverishment of the GoY. The exchange rate in GoY-
controlled areas has been very volatile over the years. For example, at the end of 2019, one
USD was equivalent to YR 591, while at the end of 2021, it reached YR 1,700 (Table 89.1.
An analysis of the exchange rates in the past eight months indicates an alarming upward
trend. While in December 2022, one USD was equivalent to around YR 1,100, during the
period from January to May 2023, it remained in the range of YR 1,200. However, in June
2023, the rate crossed YR 1,300, and in July it crossed 1400 raising an alarm in the political
circles in the GoY areas. The exchange rate in the GoY-controlled areas, most of the time,
remains almost double than in the Houthi-controlled areas. The exchange rate between the
YR and the USD has been relatively stable in Houthi areas but volatile and depreciated in
GoY areas, the latter linked to reduced government foreign exchange earnings from oil. The
high exchange rates strain the GoY’s ability to import essential goods at reasonable prices,
thereby pushing the problem of food insecurity to deeply concerning levels.

Another facet of the problem is the wide variance in the exchange rates determined for the
purpose of calculation of customs duties on imports. While the customs duty is calculated
in Houthi-controlled ports by adopting the exchange rate of YR 250 per one USD, the rate
in the GoY-controlled ports for non-essential goods was increased in January 2023 from YR
500 per one USD to YR 750 per one USD. As a result, the importers pay more customs duty
for their imports through Aden and other GoY-controlled ports. With the relaxation of
restrictions on imports through the Hudaydah port, the business community now prefers to
import their goods through this port, as they have to pay less customs duty on imports and
the bulk of their imported goods can be sold in Houthi areas, where about 80 per cent of the
Yemeni citizens reside. This shift in the imports of goods from Aden to Hudaydah, on
account of differential customs exchange rates, has further dented the revenue of the GoY.
Since the market rates of exchange in GoY-areas are in the range of YR 1,200-1,400 per one
USD, the GoY, as it is, loses revenue even after fixing the customs exchange rate at YR 750
per one USD. If the GoY reduces the customs exchange rate below YR 750, it will lose
revenue, and if the GoY does not reduce the customs exchange rate, imports will shift from
Aden to Hudaydah, which will result in loss of revenue. Therefore, this exchange rate war
between the two areas of Yemen is affecting the economic stability of Yemen.

Based on the memorandum no. 170 / m-m dated 11/23/2022 issued by CBY — Sana’a, which includes
banks and exchange companies that are not authorized to deal with agencies, funds, international / UN
organizations, civil society organizations, in addition to entities that are not authorized to conduct
business in general. Those banks and exchange companies are as follows:

1- National Bank of Yemen

2- Tadhamon Bank

3- Al-Qutaibi Islamic Bank for Microfinance — (not licensed to operate in banking business)
4- Cooperative and Agriculture Credit Bank — Aden branch

5- Al-Kuraimi Islamic Bank

6- Aden Bank for Microfinance - (not licensed to operate in banking business)

7- Arab Bank

8- Saba Islamic Bank

As for exchange companies, all of them are not authorized to contract with organizations directly for the
purposes of distributing humanitarian cash assistance. Exchange companies can contribute to the
implementation of these works through subcontracts with banks that are authorized to deal with the
organizations.

Therefore, starting from 1/1/2023, we hope that everyone will work and adhere to what was mentioned
above, and not deal with unauthorized banks, as well as companies that do not have contracts with the
authorized banks in dealing with agencies, funds, international / UN organizations, and civil society
organizations, in order to maintain the continuation of the implementation of monetary programs,
projects and activities without any obstacles.

Accordingly, we confirm to you that the bank is not
subject to any sanctions, and the bank has moved its
head office to the temporary capital, Aden, starting
from the year 2019, acting based on the best banking
practices in providing the financial services and has the
widest correspond banking k around the
world and it's considered the largest bank in
contributing to the continuation of the flow of
commodities and the arrival of humanitarian aid
throughout the conflict period.

So, you are kindly requested to take the necessary
measures to remove confusion and complete the
procedures for the bank’s contribution as one of the
project implementers.
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Annex 91: Law banning all types of interest

1. Despite serious opposition from the banking and trade circles, in March 2023 the Houthis
adopted “The Prohibition of Usurious Transactions Act”, a new law banning all types of
interest on banking and commercial transactions such as deposits, loans, Letters of Credit,
and Letters of Guarantee. The new law also repeals the savings deposits provisions of the
Post and Postal Savings Act without suggesting alternative savings schemes or returns from
such deposits that were offered by the Post Office as a non-banking institution.

2. For enforcing the provisions of this law, the following officials have been granted the
status of judicial police officers pursuant to a decision of the Public Prosecutor: a) designated
employees of CBY, Sana’a; b) designated employees of the Ministry of Finance and the
Ministry of Industry and Trade; c) the Minister of Finance; and d) the Minister of Industry
and Trade. Under this new law, whosoever violates the provisions of articles 3, 4 and 7 shall
be imprisoned for a period of not less than six months and not more than four years and fined
not less than YR 100,000 and not more than YR 3 million.

3. According to various stakeholders, this new law will sharply divide the banking and
commercial activities in the two areas of Yemen, and the new regime, when fully
implemented, will completely ruin the economy of Yemen.??? The banking community of
Yemen strongly feels that since the new law applies to all loans and facilities that were
granted before the date on which it enters into effect, this is contrary to article 104 of the
Yemeni Constitution, which provides that laws cannot be applied retroactively without the
approval of two-thirds of the members of the House of Representatives. These bankers are
of the opinion that the law will give rise to disputes in relation to many banking and
commercial transactions, and many judicial disputes will arise between commercial banks
and depositors concerning the way in which deposits are put to use. Further, there will be
confrontations between the State and the government, on the one hand, and the local and
foreign banks, on the other, that have invested their funds in treasury bills issued by CBY,
Sana’a.

4. As per information received by the Panel, Yemen, like many other countries, finances its
deficit by overdrawing up to 92 per cent of the amount from its central bank, or by raising
funds through the issuance of treasury bills, or other such instruments. Since this will be
prohibited under the new law, the bankers feel that it will no longer be possible to finance
the ongoing general budget deficit, which amounted to approximately YR 905 billion in
2015. It is also argued that external sources of financing, such as foreign loans and deposits
(without interest), will dry up, as will some categories of grants and foreign aid. The
authorities would not be able to pay up the internal public debt, which as of June 2022 stood
at YR 3.449 billion, and the outstanding external public debt, which amounted to USD 6.6
billion. As per the letter??® sent by the Yemeni bankers to the Houthis, which was seen by
the Panel, the following are some of the adverse outcomes of the new law:

i. Bank financing, including loans and current facilities available from commercial banks in
the form of loans and facilities, will cease. For example, it is estimated that such financing
amounted to YR 466 billion in 2018, whereas it had reached YR 539 billion in 2013. Banks
will thus suddenly lose their largest source of revenue, namely interest, which comprises up
to 81 per cent of the revenue of certain Yemeni banks.

ii. Traditional commercial banks, which currently provide the bulk of bank financing and
cover business transactions, will lose their role. Current deposits amounting to YR 3,750.7
billion, of which YR 2,271.4 billion are frozen deposits from 2016 and earlier, pose a
challenge to the commercial and Islamic banks as they are unable to allow clients to

iii. Microfinance activities which are used for supporting small businesses will stop.
iv. It will be difficult to continue processing transactions with correspondent banks abroad.

v. Since the returns from the foreign investment holdings of Yemeni banks (in the form of
term deposits or investments in debt instruments) will be prohibited, commercial banks will
be forced to convert those holding into current deposits without returns and deprive
themselves of the returns generated by those holdings. The foreign investment holdings of
traditional commercial banks of Yemen amounted to approximately YR 343 billion in June
2022.

vi. Opportunities for foreign direct investment in projects will disappear.

vii. Prohibiting payment of interest will have major repercussions in case of debts. The State,
banks and the business sector have neither repaid their debts for years, nor paid the interest
on those debts. The aforesaid representation of the bankers mentions the following debts:

viii. The current debt owed to the Central Bank [Sana’a] by the government amounted to
YR 5,561 billion as of June 2022.

ix. Debt owed to the Central Bank [Sana’a] by public institutions amounted to YR 309 billion
as of May 2022.

x. Debt in the form of treasury bills and bonds owed to commercial banks by the government
amounted to YR 1,787 billion as of May 2022.

xi. Debt in the form of bank deposits owed to commercial banks by the Central Bank
[Sana’a] amounted to YR 688 billion in 2021.

xii. Debt owed to depositors by commercial banks amounts to YR 3,750 billion, including
frozen deposits of approximately YR 2,271 billion prior to 2016.

xiii. Debt in the form of existing loans owed by customers to commercial banks amounted
to approximately YR 284 billion in 2022.

xiv. The external debt of the State amounted to USD 6.6 billion in 2022.

xv. In addition, there are debts owed by public institutions and the non-banking sector to the
government, including the debts of the pension funds and the postal fund.
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5.According to CBY, Aden, since the Houthis have not been paying salaries to the civil
servants for several years, a large number of them relied on the interest revenue received
from their deposits in the banks and post office as a source of their livelihood. CBY, Aden
argues that prohibiting citizens’ access to this revenue will exacerbate the humanitarian
situation and increase poverty levels in Yemen. The Panel was further informed that. CBY,
Sana’a never paid any interest on the treasury bills and now has converted these bills to
current account deposits, as a result of which they will not be paying any interest on these
deposits.

Sir,

I write in the light of the incentive mechanism that has been put in place at the port

of Hudaydah for the import of goods, the purpose of which is to alleviate the bur-
den on consumers and protect traders from the arbitrary measures that were being
enacted in occupied areas.

We are mindful of the need to implement public policy and encourage and sustain

imports through the port of Hudaydah, prevent the goods from spoiling, and keep
to land crossings except when necessary and in accordance with the policies deter-
mined by the Supreme Economic Committee.

Accordingly, from 21 Muharram A.H. 1445 (8 August 2023), taxes and other rev-
enue on all goods imported through land borders and at the port of Hudaydah shall
be assessed at a cash rate of 100 per cent of the total customs value. The customs
rate shall remain at 50 per cent of the total customs value for all goods arriving at
land customs points through land or sea crossings of occupied areas.

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Annex 93: Oil Sector
1. The oil sector was the worst hit by the conflict.

Ras Isa port

2. Because of the ongoing conflict, export of oil from Ras Isa port has stopped since March
2015. This port used to receive oil from several productive sectors in Ma’rib and Shabwa
namely sector-18 Safer, sector S1 Dames, sector S2 Al-Ugla, sector-5 Jannah, and sector-9
Malik that is located on the west of Al-Masila and connected through the oil pipeline from
SAFER to Ras-Isa’s export terminal on the Red Sea.??*. This pipeline suffered repeated
sabotage attacks in the past.??® This has no doubt affected the economy of the country.

Attacks on Al-Dhabba oil terminal

3. After a few years of remaining in-operational due to the conflict, GoY had commenced
production and export of crude oil in late 2017 from Sector 14, Al-Masila in Hadramawt
Governorate with quantities not exceeding 20 percent of that of 2014. However, the non-
renewal of the truce in October 2022, was followed by attacks on the port of Al-Dhabba in
Hadramawt Governorate. This resulted in the cessation of production and export of crude
oil from the sectors namely14 Al-Masila, 10 East Shabwa, 51 East Al-Hajar, 53 East Sir, and
9 Malik??®, The total crude oil revenue for the year 2021 amounted to USD 993 million, and
up to November 2022, it amounted to USD 980 million. The GoY informed the Panel that it
is losing revenue of about USD 1.2 billion per year.??’ But taking into account the cost of
repairs and replacement of equipment and facilities at the Al-Dhabba oil terminal, the GoY
loss would amount to about USD 2 billion. The GoY is also deprived of its major source of
foreign exchange, which is critical for importing essential food items and fuel for generation
of electricity for the people. This has also undermined the ability of CBY, Aden to intervene
to support the declining YR.??

Attacks on Yemen LNG project in Balhaf

4. In order to take advantage of its gas reserves in Ma’rib, especially from sector (18) Marib,
Al-Jawf, the Yemen LNG project was launched in 2005 in Balhaf in Shabwa Governorate,
on the coasts of the Gulf of Aden, 200 km south-west of Mukalla and around 400 km east
of Aden. This was Yemen’s largest-ever industrial investment of about USD 4.5 billion. The
new Yemen LNG terminal, opened in Nov 2009, comprises a single LNG berth, two
140,000m? storage tanks and associated re-liqufaction plant. The gas is piped via a 320 km
pipeline from Ma’rib gas fields. The plan was to export 6.7 million MTs of LNG per annum
for at least the next 20 years, considered a game changer for the economy of Yemen.
However, due to the conflict, the Yemen LNG stopped gas production, liquefaction, and
export in April 2015.22° The pipeline feeding the gas terminal has reportedly been targeted
several times by AQAP.2%

5. The Panel has received information that, on 5 August 2023, some rockets were reportedly
fired towards the military base near the Yemen LNG site. Although no damage has been
reported to the Balhaf gas terminal, such incidents compel the company to continue to close
down its facility, thereby adversely impacting any chance for the revival of Yemen’s
economy. As per the company, “As a consequence of the current security situation, Yemen
LNG remains in force majeure and the plant remains in a preservation mode.”?3!

Message addressed to traders concerning shipping to the port of Hudaxdah,
and efforts to resolve the situation of goods held at inspection points

A meeting took place today between the Ministe} of Industry and Commerce, Mu-
hammad al-Mutahhar, senior Government officials, and managers of all the incor-
porated maritime companies with a presence in Yemen.

The outcomes were as follows.

1. All the maritime companies are fully prepared to accept any shipments to
the port of Hudaydah of any goods except weapons. The port of Hudaydah is fully

open in accordance with the political agreement among the Yemeni State, Saudi
Arabia and the United Nations. That agreement remains unannounced, so that the

Saudi enemy can save face.

2. All traders who have freight detained at customs crossings or have ship-
ments at sea should redirect their shipments to the port of Hudaydah, using the form
provided. A copy of the policy should be attached and transmitted to the Sana’a
office of the maritime company office through which the shipment was arranged.
The company should then confirm that the shipment has been redirected.

3. A copy of the redirection document should be sent to the clearance agent
and to the operations number of the Ministry of Commerce and Industry, which will
be transmitted to you. Freight will be released for those traders who have sent the
redirection document.

4, Freight that is on the road between the main crossings and the inspection
points will be mspected, and the Ministry of Commerce and Industry will be notified
s0 that the freight is not hindered on arrival.

5. From this date onward, no goods whatsoever that have been shipped through
the port of Aden will be allowed to enter.

6. Anyone who has goods stored in the south or in an area outside the control
of the Political Council and wants to bring those goods into Sana’a has two options.

The first is that the goods can be inspected, and a copy sent to the Ministry of Com-
merce and Industry.

The second is that the goods can stay where they are until the port of Hydgydah is
opened up and the problem is resolved.

7 Any trader who has a shipment anywhere in the world and wants to ship it
to Yemen should get in touch with the maritime companies here in Yemen. The
goods will be shipped to Hudaydah directly. For information, the international ship-
ping company Saba, by Mahir,and Saddam al-Sharafi, is prepared to ship any con-
tainer from anywhere in the world at the same price as shipments to Aden. The same
is true of other companies.

8. Requests to redirect shipments should be submitted as soon as possible to
ensure prompt coordination with shipping companies. An agreement has been
reached with shipping companies that Thursday and, most likely, Friday will be
