Bearing in mind. the conclusions and recommendations of the.Committee on 

.Arrangements for a Conf'erence for the Purpose of Reviewing the Charter, contained 

in document A/5487 and its Annex; 

1. Decides to adopt, in accordance with .Artiale 108, the following

emen.:lments to the Charter and submit them for ratii'ication by the Membero of the 

United Nations:

Further decides that these amendments shall be inoperative unless, within 

:ri�om the date of their adoption by the General Assembly, they are ratified 

as required by .Article 108 of the Charter. 

Urges all Members of the United Nations to ratify the above amenc1D:ents 

in accordance with their respective constitutional processes, with the least 

possible delay.
