ESTABLISHMENT OF DIPLOMATIC RELATIONS
BETWEEN '
ANTIGUA AND BARBUDA

THE STATE OF PALESTINE

The Government of Antigua and Barbuda and the Government of the State of Palestine, guided by
their willingness to promote the ties of friendship between their two countries, widen horizons of
mutual cooperation, and responding to the aspirations of the two countries for friendly relations
and contacts: :

Have decided to establish diplomatic relations from the date of signature of this Joint Communique
in accordance with the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations of 1961, willing by this step
to strengthen fruitful cooperation in political, economic, trade, technical and cultural spheres and
in other fields of mutual interest. ' '

Both Governments reaffirm their commitment to the principles contained in the Charter of the
United Nations and international law, including support of the cause of international peace and
security, mutual respect for national sovereignty, territorial integrity and non-interference in
internal affairs of another state.

In witness thereof, the undersigned representatives, duly authorized by their respective
Governments, have signed this Joint Communique in the English and Arabic languages.
