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Notade lasecretariade laUNCTAD

1. Esteinforme se presenta de conformidad con la decision adoptada por €l Grupo de Trabajo
en su 37° periodo de sesiones, celebrado en junio de 2001, en el sentido de que seincluyera el
temaen el programa de su 38° periodo de sesiones (TD/B/WP/L.100). El informe contiene
informacion sobre la financiacion y participacion de expertos en |as reuniones de expertos de
laUNCTAD, lacual servirade ayuda paralograr los objetivos de tal financiacion. También
contiene informacion sobre el fondo fiduciario para aumentar |a participacién de expertos de
paises en desarrollo en las reuniones de la UNCTAD.

2. Enla222reunién gecutivade la Junta se present6 a ésta un informe sobre la financiacion

y la participacion de expertos de paises en desarrollo en las siete reuniones de expertos de
laUNCTAD celebradas en 1999. En & 36° periodo de sesiones del Grupo de Trabajo también se
presentd un informe sobre las dos primeras reuniones de expertos celebradas en 2000
(TD/B/WP/131). El presente informe abarca el periodo comprendido entre el 1° de enero

de 1999y el 31 dejulio de 2001 (a cua se hace referencia como periodo 1999-2001).

3.  Ensuresolucién 53/3, de 12 de octubre de 1998, la Asamblea General convino en que se
utilizarala cantidad de 1.088.000 ddlares de los EE.UU. para sufragar, entre otras cosas, 10s
gastos de |os expertos que asistieran, atitulo personal, alas reuniones de expertos convocadas
por la Junta de Comercio y Desarrollo. Esos fondos se emplearon parafinanciar la participacion
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de expertos de paises en desarrollo en las reuniones de expertos de la UNCTAD celebradas

en 1999, 2000 y parte de 2001. En 2001, laUNCTAD también recibi6 una contribucion del
Gabierno de Finlandia por valor de 500.000 marcos finlandeses (78.568 dolares de los EE.UU.),
que fue destinada a financiar 10s gastos de viaje de expertos de |0s paises menos

adelantados (PMA).

4.  El procedimiento parala presentacion de candidaturas era el siguiente:

i)  El Secretario General delaUNCTAD incluia, en cada notificacion alos Estados
miembros acerca de | as futuras reuniones de expertos, una peticion concreta de que
propusieran expertos para hacer uso de la financiacion;

i) Por lo menos cuatro semanas antes de cada reunion, se invitaba alos Estados
miembros a que nombraran un experto por cada reunion para que se beneficiarade la
financiacién, adjuntando un curriculum vitae.

5.  El Secretario General de la UNCTAD bas0 sus decisiones sobre el aumento de la
participacion de expertos de |os paises en desarrollo en el principio de una representacion
geogréfica equitativa, |as necesidades de |os beneficiarios y la competencia técnica de los
expertos. Se adoptaron disposiciones internas de organizacion para garantizar la aplicacion
plenade las directrices. Para que los recursos disponibles alcanzaran para el mayor nimero de
expertos, las autorizaciones de vigjes se basaban en |las tarifas de transporte menos costosas.

6. Lasdisposiciones mencionadas més arriba se aplicaron atodas las reuniones de expertos
celebradas desde 1999 (véase lalistaen los cuadros 1 a) ac)). En 1999 se celebraron siete
reuniones, nueve en 2000 y, hasta la fecha de |a presentacion en este informe, se han celebrado
tres reuniones en 2001.

7.  Con arreglo a esas disposiciones, en 1999 se financio la participacion de un total

de 146 expertos con una experiencia pertinente probada, de 150 en 2000 y de 16 hastalafecha
en 2001. Los expertos fueron propuestos por sus gobiernosy actuaron atitulo personal.

En 1999, |os gastos total es correspondientes ascendieron a 500.288 dolares de los EE.UU. y,

en 2000 a 487.359 ddlares; hasta lafecha los gastos totales en 2001 ascienden a 29.572 ddlares,
con cargo alas "economias" y a 23.909 dolares con cargo ala contribucién de Finlandia. En €l
caso de una reunion de una duracién de tres dias, |os gastos medios totales efectuados por
expertos fue de 3.427 dolares de los EE.UU. en 1999, de 3.249 ddlares en 2000 y

de 3.343 ddlares en 2001 (véanse los cuadros 2 a) ac)).

8.  Paragarantizar unarepresentacion geogréfica equitativa, la UNCTAD adopté como
directrices |a préactica establ ecida para la representaci On geogréfica entre |os paises en desarrollo
con arreglo alaresolucion 1992/222 del Consejo Econdémicoy Social. Se entendia que €l
equilibrio geogréfico se estableceria de manera general y no se aplicaria necesariamente en
forma estricta a cada reunion de expertos. El interés en los temas de | as reuniones podria variar
segun losintereses y las necesidades de desarrollo de cada regién o Estado miembro.

9.  Sobreesabase, ladistribucion porcentual efectiva de los expertos por regiones, en
comparacion con el objetivo previsto, fue la siguiente en € periodo 1999-2001.:

10. En 1999-2001 hubo una ligera sobrerrepresentacion de expertos procedentes de Africay
unainsuficiencia muy peguefia de la representacion de expertos de laregion de Asiay €
Pacifico, asi como lade AméricaLatinay el Caribe. Sin embargo, la distribucion parece haberse
aproximado lo suficiente al objetivo fijado para haber garantizado una distribucion equitativa
(cuadros 3 a) ad)).

11. Algunos Estados miembros atendieron con maés frecuencia que otros la solicitud de que
propusieran expertos para participar en las reuniones. De hecho, en 1999-2001 el analisis del
nuiimero de paises de cada region geogréfica abarcados indica que los 131 expertos de Africa
procedian de 36 paises, 10s 91 de Asiade 22, y |os 90 expertos de América Latina de 23 paises
(cuadro 4 d)).

12.  En 1999, hubo en total 45 expertos (0 sea, un 31% del nimero total) de 21 paises menos
adelantados (PMA). De ellos, 37 expertos procedian de 18 PMA de Africay 8 de 3 PMA de
Asiay €l Pacifico. En 2000, hubo un total de 49 expertos (es decir, un 33% del nimero total)
de 25 PMA. De€llos, 40 expertos procedian de 20 PMA de Africay 9 de 5 PMA de Asiay €
Pacifico. En 2001, 7 expertos (un 44% del total) de 7 paises menos adel antados han participado
hasta la fecha en las reuniones de expertos. En los cuadros 4 a) a c) se presentan detalles aese
respecto.

13. Por ultimo, y en relacién con |os aspectos de género, es interesante observar que,

en 1999, 27 de los 146 expertos de | as capital es financiados eran mujeres (18,5% de los
expertos). En 2000, el niumero aumentd a 34 mujeres de un total de 150 expertos (22,7% de los
expertos). En 2001, 3 de cada 16 expertos han sido mujeres (18,8% de |os expertos).

El promedio genera correspondiente a periodo 1999-2001 es del 20,5%, lo cual

representa 64 mujeres del total de 312 expertos financiados. Ladistribucion por género

se presenta en los cuadros 5 @) ad).

14. Todas las regiones propusieron mujeres como candidatos en calidad de expertos durante el
periodo 1999-2001. Laregion de AméricaLatinay e Caribe propuso a 26 mujeres en calidad de
expertos de un total de 90 (29%), y mas de lamitad de los paises de la region que participaron en
las reuniones propusieron por o menos unamujer. Laregion de Africa propuso a 21 mujeres en
calidad de expertos de un total de 131 expertos (16%), y un 39% de |os paises participantes de
ellapropusieron a menosunamujer. Laregion de Asiay el Pacifico propuso 17 mujeres de un
total de 90 expertos (19%), y un 33% de |os paises participantes propusieron por |o menos una
mujer. En los cuadros 6 a) ac) se presentan detalles al respecto.

15. En1999-2001, la participacion de expertos de paises en desarrollo en |as reuniones fue
bastante alta, tanto la de los financiados por |os propios gobiernos como |os financiados por
laUNCTAD. De hecho, delos 1.137 expertos procedentes de las capitales que asistieron alas
reuniones, 872 eran de paises en desarrollo (un 77%). De ellos, 312 fueron financiados por la
UNCTAD (36%) y 262 procedian de paises menos adelantados (23%). Sin embargo, como
porcentgje, y pese ala participacion general bastante alta, e nimero de expertos de las capitales
ha venido disminuyendo constantemente.

16. S e numero de expertos de las capitales inscritos en 1999 para asistir alas reuniones se
compara con el de losinscritos en 2000 y 2001, es alln mas evidente que se haregistrado una
considerable disminucidn en la participacion de expertos de las capitales (cuadro 7). En 1999, se
financié un 42% de los expertos procedentes de paises en desarrollo. Estacifrabao

al 35% en 2000y al 17% en 2001. El nUmero de expertos procedentes de las capitales de paises
desarrollados y paises en desarrollo por reunion haregistrado una tendencia descendente
andloga. El nimero total ha descendido del 68% en 1999 a 60% en 2000 y al 38% en 2001.

El nimero de expertos de paises en desarrollo por reunion paso de 50 en 1999 a 48 en 2000 y
a31 en 2001.

Resumen financiero general

17. Ené periodo comprendido entre el 1° de enero de 1999y el 31 de julio de 2001, los gastos
totales parala financiacion de expertos ascendieron a 1.017.219 ddlares, con cargo ala
asignacion inicia delas"economias' de 1.088.000 ddlares, y 23.909 con cargo ala contribucion
de Finlandia. El costo medio del vigjey las dietas ascendi¢ a 3.337 dolares.

18. Hastalafecha, y aparte de la citada contribucion de Finlandia, dos gobiernos han aportado
un total de 4.000 ddlares al fondo fiduciario establecido por laUNCTAD en 1998 para aumentar
la participacion de expertos de paises en desarrollo en sus reuniones.

19. Lasecretariacalculaque e remanente puede permitir sufragar los gastos de vigje y dietas
de hasta siete expertos por reunion en €l caso de las cinco reuniones que queda por celebrar
en 2001.

Conclusiones

20. End informe alaJunta de Comercio y Desarrollo en su 22° periodo de sesiones
(TD/B/EX(22)/2), |a secretaria expreso la opinion de que la calidad e importancia, tanto de los
debates de las reuniones de expertos convocadas en 1999, como de sus resultados, habian
aumentado como consecuencia de la presencia de |os expertos adicionales de paises en desarrollo
financiados mediante las disposiciones mencionadas mas arriba. En sus deliberaciones sobre la
cuestion, los miembros de la Junta compartieron esa opinion. Laexperienciade la secretaria en
relacion con las reuniones cel ebradas en 2000, y con las tres cel ebradas hasta la fecha en 2001,
confirma que esa conclusion sigue siendo valida.

21. Lasecretariase haesforzado a méaximo para garantizar un equilibrio geografico
satisfactorio. La representacion de los paises menos adel antados ha mejorado en el
periodo 1999-2001 habiendo pasado del 16% del nimero total de expertos de las capitales
en 1999 al 27% en 2000 y al 32% en 2001. Este aumento puede atribuirse, no solo alos
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esfuerzos delaUNCTAD paralograr gue un nimero minimo de los expertos financiados
procedieran de paises menos adelantados, sino también ala generosa contribucién del Gobierno
de Finlandia, que se destiné a financiar expertos de estos paises.

22. No obstante, latendencia descendente general de la participacion por reunién de expertos
de las capitales de paises en desarrollo guarda una estrecha relacion con la disponibilidad de
recursos para sufragar |os gastos de vigje y 10s costos conexos de esos expertos.

23. Esevidente que lafinanciacion ha permitido aumentar la participacion de expertos de
paises en desarrollo, en particular los PMA. Si no puede mantenerse la financiacién de expertos
de las capitales (bien con cargo a fondo fiduciario de la UNCTAD o con contribuciones de los
propios gobiernos), es probable que contintie en el futuro la actual tendencia descendente, la cual
posiblemente afectaralos trabajos y € papel de las reuniones de expertos.

24. El establecimiento de las reuniones de expertos, a igual que las comisiones
correspondientes, fue uno de los pilares de lareformade la UNCTAD, en su noveno periodo de
sesiones (mayo de 1996), que permitid contar con conocimientos técnicos especializados paralos
trabajos del mecanismo intergubernamental. La disposicion especial paralafinanciacion de
expertos ha facilitado directamente la participacion de expertos de |os paises en desarrollo, en
particular los que tienen que hacer aportaciones pero que, de otro modo, no habrian podido
participar. Su participacion ha redundado atodas luces en beneficio de lalabor
intergubernamental dela UNCTAD. Los expertos han compartido su experienciay han
contribuido alacreacion de consenso. Si se quiere mantener, y, cuando sea posible, acrecentar,
lacalidad y relevancia de las reuniones de expertos de la UNCTAD, habra que encontrar los
medios para que un numero suficiente de expertos de |os paises interesados puedan participar en
€sas reuniones.
