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 I am enclosing herewith an executive summary on the Israeli breaches of the ceasefire for 
the period from 13 June 2001 to 13 July 2001, including acts of deliberate killing which do not 
spare even children, assassinations, inflicting injury, uprooting and burning trees, levelling land, 
demolishing houses, plans for expanding settlements in the West Bank and the Gaza Strip, 
confiscation of lands to establish new settlements, invasions by the Israeli troops of the 
Palestinian territories under the Palestinian National Authority, in addition to practices of the 
Israeli settlers, under the protection of the Israeli troops, such as opening fire on Palestinians and 
burning and destroying Palestinian properties. 
 
 The breaches of the ceasefire referred to also constitute violations of the principles of 
international law, the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the two International 
Covenants on Human Rights.  Equally, they constitute flagrant violations under international 
humanitarian law and the Fourth Geneva Convention relative to the Protection of Civilian 
Persons in Time of War and the First Additional Protocol. 
 
 I would be grateful if you would have this letter as well as its enclosure* distributed as an 
official document of the fifty-eighth session of the Commission on Human Rights under item 8 
of the provisional agenda.
