The Israeli Daily Aggression on the Palestinian People

From: 19.00hrs Sunday, August 11

To: 19.00hrs Mondav, August 12

Israeli occupation troops continue their aggression and now they occupy virtually
every Palestinian population center on the West Bank, and maintain a system of
checkpoints, security cordons and curfews in the rest of the Palestinian territorie:. Israeli
occupation forces have also cordoned off the Gaza Strip and conducted military attacks
against Palestinian installations and houses inside its borders. Under the occ.pation,
Palestinians are prohibited from leaving their homes to go to work or shop, and transport
for relief provisions has been made difficult, if not impossible; up to half of the 3.3 million
Palestinian population is verging on serious malnutrition.

[1] Palestinians was killed, [15] were injured, among them [3] children, [1] critically
and [123] were arrested. [45] Trees were uprooted or burnt and [12] Dunams were
bulldozed. [28] Houses, [20] vehicles, [8] economic establishments, [1] Clinic & [1]
security post were destroyed or damaged. [1] New Israeli military post was erected in
Palestinian areas and Palestinian areas were invaded [13], shelled [8] & bombarded by
machinegun fire [19] times.

¢ Ramallah & Al Birah: The two dities, including the presidential HQ contiruze to be
under siege. They also invaded AL Ranteese Village and arrested four Palestinians.
Meanwhile, They also stormed in Ofer detention camp, which houses 1400 Palestinian
detainees, searched tents, attacked the detainees and destroyed personal proper ties.

¢ Nablus: The occupation forces continued to impose curfew on several
neighborhoods, towns and villages. They also launched house-to-house searches and
damaged houses and shops. The occupation forces invaded Beit Foreek village and
arrested seven Palestinians.

¢ Jenin: The occupation forces invaded AL Yamoon & Ya'bad village, searched
houses, arrested a number of Palestinians and executed the youth Ghazal Freehat (20).

¢ Tolkarem: The occupation forces invaded Rameen Village, searched & ranisacked
houses and arrested a number of Palestinians.

+ Hebron: The occupation forces invaded AL Kassara area, blew up a shoe factory and
arrested its owner.

¢ Jericho: The occupation forces prevented pregnant lady, Taghreed Abu Isleem (29),
from reaching the hospital.

+ Khan Younis: The occupation forces arrested a Palestinians at AL Matehen junction.

Israeli occupation troops continue their aggression and now they occupy virtually
every Palestinian population center on the West Bank, and maintain a system of
checkpoints, security cordons and curfews in the rest of the Palestinian territories.
Israeli occupation forces have also cordoned off the Gaza Strip and conducted
military attacks against Palestinian installations and houses inside its borders.
Under the occupation, Palestinians are prohibited from leaving their homes ta go to
work or shop, and transport for relief provisions has been made difficult, if not
impossible; up to half of the 3.3 million Palestinian population is verging on serious
malnutrition.

[26] Palestinians were injured, among them [7] children, [3] critically and [19] were
arrested. [1228] Trees were uprooted or burnt and [157] Dunams were bulldozed and
[200} were confiscated. [29] Houses, [31] vehicles, [23] economic establishments, [2]
schools and [7] green houses and animal farms were destroyed or damaged. [1] New
Israeli military post was erected in Palestinian areas and Palestinian areac were
invaded [23], shelled [18] & bombarded by machinegun fire [31] times.

¢ Jerusalem: The occupation forces shot and critically wounded onePales dnian
young at a military checkpoint. &

* Ramallah & Al Birah: The two cities, including the presidential HQ contirue to
be under Israeli military occupation and siege.

¢ Nablus: The occupation forces continued to impose curfew on scveral
neighborhoods, towns and villages, and the occupation troops invaded several
houses in the village of Bet Dajan and arrested six Palestinians. . Four other; were
arrested in Balata refugee camp.

¢ Jenin: The occupation forces invaded Anza, Aneen & Jabaa villages, openec: high
caliber machinegun fire at residential areas wounding seven Palestiniars and
prevented ambulances from reaching the spot. A curfew was imposed in the village
of Jabaa. The occupation soldiers also took over several houses and a school and
humiliated villagers.

¢ Tolkarem: The occupation authorities started the topographic works in the lands
of Wadi Al Sham, north of the city, where the security wall will be bui't. The
occupation forces also started the works for a new settlement road in Al Shweka
lands. More than [200] dunams will be confiscated for this purpose.



+ Qalgilya: The occupation forces invaded the city and raided and searched
several houses.

¢ Salfeet: The occupation forces arrested one Palestinian at Der Astia military
checkpoint.

¢ Hebron: The occupation forces destroyed a family house in Al Daherin and
caused severe damage to several nearby houses, definitely closed several shops -
near a Jewish settlement post and arrested a number of Palestinians in Bab Al
Zaweya. Meanwhile, Jewish settlers ransacked and vandalized several shops near
the settlement post.

¢ Bethlehem: The occupation forces destroyed a family house in Al Doha without
allowing owners to take out their properties and caused severe damage to reearby
houses.

¢+ Northern Gaza: The occupation forces bombarded several times Palesinian
areas near the Jewish settlements of Dugit and Eli Sainai causing severe damage.
They also arrested one Palestinian worker in his way to his job in Bet Hanoun.
Meanwhile, the occupation forces continued for the third consecutive clay to
bulldoze agricultural lands east of Bet Hanoun, where more than [80] dunam:; have
been destroyed, including water wells and supplies network.

¢+ Khan Younis: The occupation forces penetrated Palestinian areas in Ktazaa,
bulldozed more than [50] dunams of land and destroyed large number of olive and
other fruitful trees.

[1] Palestinian was killed, [19] were injured, among them [5] children, [2] critically
and [35] were arrested. [43] Trees were uprooted or burnt and [18] Dunams were
bulldozed. [31] Houses, [23] vehicles, [19] economic establishments, [1] schoc], [1]
institution, [2] security posts were destroyed or damaged. [3] New Israeli military
posts were erected in Palestinian areas and Palestinian areas were invaded [16],
shelled [14] & bombarded by machinegun fire [29] times.

¢ Ramallah & Al Birah: The two cities, including the presidential HQ cont nue
to be under Israeli military occupation and siege and the occupation troops
invaded the village of Dair Debwan, stormed houses and arrested one
Palestinian. Meanwhile, Bait Eel Jewish settlers fenced off (1000) Dunams of land
in the villages of Dora Al Qare & Yabrood.

¢ Nablus: The occupation forces continued to impose curfew on several
neighborhoods, towns and villages, searched, ransacked & damaged house: and
arrested three Palestinians. They occupation troops bombarded houses injiiring
two citizens in Balata refugee camp.

¢ Jenin: The occupation forces invaded Toubass village, opened high caliber
machinegun fire at residential areas, bulldozed one family house and caused
damage to adjacent houses, killed Nasser Jarar (42), injured another Palestinian
and prevented ambulances from reaching the spot. They also bomba-ded
residential areas in the city, ransacked houses, invaded several villages and
arrested three Palestinians.

¢ Tolkarem: The occupation forces re-imposed curfew on the city, attacked
citizens and vehicles, erected roadblocks, forces Palestinians to take off their
clothes at gun point and opened fire at Palestinians.

¢ Hebron: The occupation forces invaded Al Daheria, destroyed a family house
In and caused severe damage to several nearby houses, took over a three-s ‘ory-
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house, kicked out its residents and transformed it into a military post and
continued to demolish stores in the old city. Meanwhile, Sefer Jewish se*tlers
attached and injured an elderly man in Bani Naim village.

¢ Bethlehem: The occupation forces vandalized and closed a family house in Al
Khader village.

¢ Northern Gaza: The occupation forces bombarded Palestinian areas nea: the
Jewish settlements of Dugit and Eli Sainai causing severe damage. They also
bulldozed agricultural lands and trees east of Bet Hanoun.

¢ Mid Area: The occupation frigates bombarded the fishery market setting it to
fire in Dier Al Balah. The occupation tanks penetrated into Al Birka arez. and
destroyed a water main force.

¢ Khan Younis: The occupation forces invaded Khazaa area, searched houses
and arrested six Palestinians. They also bombarded several neighborhoods i1 the
city causing damage.

Israeli occupation troops continue their aggression and now they occupy
virtually every Palestinian population center on the West Bank, and maint1in a
system of checkpoints, security cordons and curfews in the rest of the Palestinian
territories. Israeli occupation forces have also cordoned off the Gaza Stripand
conducted military attacks against Palestinian installations and houses inside its
borders. Under the occupation, Palestinians are prohibited from leaving their
homes to go to work or shop, and transport for relief provisions has been made
difficult, if not impossible; up to half of the 3.3 million Palestinian population is
verging on serious malnutrition.

[2] Palestinians were killed, [21] were injured, among them [7] childrer, [3]
critically and [18] were arrested. [350] Trees were uprooted or burnt and [73]
Dunams were bulldozed. {24] Houses, [19] vehicles, [12] economic establishments,
[1] school, [1] institution, [1] farm and [3] green houses were destroyed or dam:z ged.
[3] New Israeli military posts were erected in Palestinian areas and Palestinian areas
were invaded [11], shelled [17] & bombarded by machinegun fire [43] times.

¢ Jerusalem: The Israeli occupation forces demolished a commercial store in Ras
el Amood neighborhood.

¢+ Ramallah & Al Birah: The two cities, including the presidential HQ cont nue
to be under Israeli military occupation and siege and the occupation troops
invaded BirZeit town, stormed and ransacked houses and arrested two
Palestinians. Meanwhile, the Israeli troops bulldozed a Palestinian sec irity
position in Sateh Marhaba area where two tanks and three APC’s ‘were
stationed.

¢ Nablus: The occupation forces continue to impose curfew on several
neighborhoods, towns and villages, searched, ransacked & damaged houses and
arrested three Palestinians in the Tel village. Meanwhile, Jewish settlers baked
by the occupation troops took over a house in the village of Luban al-Shark yeh,
confiscated vehicles and imposed [$1200] fine upon the owners.

¢ Jemin: The occupation forces killed an 18-year-old teenager “Nidhal
Dharagma” when they used him as 2 “human shield” to assassinate “Nasr
Jarrar”, 45, disabled. They also bulldozed more than 30 Dunams, uprooted
hundreds of olive trees in Ateyba area to erect the separation fence. They also
imposed a curfew on the town of Burgin, searched and ransacked houses and
burnt a 2-story building completely. The occupation forces started to expand the
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Jewish-only settlement of “Mabodotan B” in Ya’abd area , opened a bypass road
on Palestinian agricultural lands and opened fire and prevented farme:s to
access their farms. They also collected a [180] INS traffic fines from Palest nian

drivers.

¢ Qalgilya: The occupation forces imposed a strict curfew on the towns of
“Habla” and “Azzoun”, stormed and searched houses, attacked Palestinians and
forced them to take off their clothes and arrested several citizens.

¢ Bethlehem: The occupation forces bulldozed 3 dunams in Al Arrouj village
dug huge trenches (Sm. width, 3m. depth) which caused severe damage 0 an
adjacent house.

¢ Gaza: The occupation forces backed up by tanks penetrated more thin 2
km.] in Wadi Gaza area, stormed and searched houses and arrested a
Palestinian. Meanwhile, the occupation forces continued to loot the fertil: soil
near Netzarim Jewish-only settlement and transferred more than [30] truck-
loads into the Green Line.

¢ Khan Younis: The occupation forces killed a 5-year-old boy with a bull2tin
the head from a tank positioned near “Gani Tal” Jewish -only settlement when
they opened fire at residential houses. Several Palestinians were also injured. one
critically. They also prevented ambulances from access and opened fire at them
causing damage.

¢ Rafah: The occupation forces opened fire at the residential houses in Rafah
Refugee Camp, [2] children were wounded. They also stormed and searched
houses and arrested [3] Palestinians.

Israeli occupation forces have also cordoned ¢ ff the
Gaza Strip and conducted military attacks against Palestinian installations
and houses inside its borders. Under the occupation, Palestinians are prohibited
from leaving their homes to go to work or shop, and transport for relief
provisions has been made difficult, if not impossible; up to half of ihe3.3
million Palestinian population is verging on serious malnutrition.

[2] Palestinians were killed, [23] were injured, among them [5] childrzn, [1]
critically and [30] were arrested. [23] Houses, [19] vehicles, [9] economic
establishments, [2] institutions and [1] farm were destroyed or damagz:d. [1]
New settlement road was built and [1] new Israeli military post was erec ted in
Palestinian areas and Palestinian areas were invaded (4], shelled [14] &
bombarded by machinegun fire [32] times.

¢ Ramallah & Al Birah: The two cities, including the presidential HQ
continue to be under Israeli military occupation and siege.

¢ Nablus: A 9-year-old boy died when the occupation forces at Der Sharaf
military checkpoint prevented the ambulance transporting him from
reaching the hospital. The occupation forces continue to impose curfew on
several neighborhoods, towns and villages, search, ransack & damage
houses. They also invaded the village of Bet Eba, searched and ransacked
houses and arrested a number of Palestinians. Seven Palestinians were
injured.

¢ Jenin: The occupation forces destroyed a family house in Kfar Raez and
caused severe damage to several nearby houses and electricity and water
supply networks and the occupation soldiers arrested a number of
Palestinians and opened fire on several of the city’s neighborhoods.

¢ Tolkarem: The occupation forces invaded the village of Anabta, riided

and searched several houses and destroyed a family house without allowing
owners to take out their properties.
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¢ Salfeet: The occupation forces invaded the city, raided a family house and
arrested one Palestinian.

¢ Hebrom: The occupation forces invaded a family house, ransicked
properties and arrested one Palestinian.

¢ Bethlehem: The occupation troops arrested a number of Palestinians.

¢ Gaza: A 75-year-old woman died from wounds sustained when the
occupation forces launched a missile attack on a residential neighborhood in
the city on July 23d.

¢+ Khan Younis: The occupation forces bombarded Al Rabwat Al Gtarbia
wounding a number of Palestinians and causing severe damage.

¢ Rafah: The occupation forces opened fire at residential houses ia Tal
Zougrob wounding four young Palestinians.

¢ Miscellaneous: Israeli High court allowed the occupation army to
confiscate Palestinian land near the Jewish settlement of Netsareem in order
to build a new road for the settlement.

Israeli occupation forces have also cordoned cff the
Gaza Strip and conducted military attacks against Palestinian installations
and houses inside its borders. Under the occupation, Palestinians are prohibited
from leaving their homes to go to work or shop, and transport for relief
provisions has been made difficult, if not impossible up to half of rhe 3.3
million Palestinian population is verging on serious malnutrition.

[1] Palestinian was killed, [22] were injured, among them [4] children, [4]
critically and [187] were arrested. [98] Trees and [27] dunams of lanc. were
bulldozed. [30] Houses, [29] vehicles, [11] economic establishment:, [1]
institution, [1] mosque, [1] hospital and [2] green houses were destroved or
damaged. [170] Dunams of land were confiscated for the expansion of
seftlements. [2] New military points were erected. Palestinian areas were
invaded [24], shelled [14] & bombarded by machinegun fire [30] times.

¢ Jerusalem: The occupation forces arrested three Palestinians and
bulldozed vast areas of agricultural land in Al Esaweia.

¢ Ramallah & Al Birah: The two cities, including the presidential HQ
continue to be under Israeli military occupation and siege. The occupation
soldiers also raided, searched and ransacked several houses in the city, took
over several Palestinian vehicles and used them to chase Palestinians in AL
Kassarat and AL Ram areas and arrested [7] Palestinians. Six others were
arrested in the village of Kharabtha and the occupation authorities delivered
land confiscation orders to tens of Palestinians.

¢ Nablus: The occupation forces continue to impose curfew on several
neighborhoods, towns and villages, search, ransack & damage houses. They
also shot and killed a 40-year-old Palestinian in the village of Rojeel, and
demolished two family houses in the Village of Laban and kidnapped one
Palestinian. '

¢ Jenin: The occupation forces invaded the refugee camp, stationed around
the UNRWA school and opened fire at Palestinian houses wounc ing a
number of them.



¢ Tolkarem: The occupation forces stormed Shweka neighborhood, eracted
several checkpoints, opened fire and gas bombs at Palestinian houses and
bombarded the northern and western neighborhcods wounding a number of

Palestinians.

¢ Qalgilya: The occupation forces arrested one Palestinian at Ornet military
checkpoint.

¢ Hebrom: The occupation forces invaded several of the city's

neighborhoods, raided, searched and ransacked houses and arrested [150]
Palestinians.

¢ Bethlehem: The occupation troops invaded and took over a family house
and turned it into a military post.

¢ Gaza: The occupation forces opened fire at residential houses in Al Sheikh
Ejleen causing severe damage.

¢ Mid Area: The occupation forces invaded several houses near the Jewish
settlement of Kfar Darom and arrested a 28-year-old Palestinian.

¢ Khan Younis: The occupation forces bombarded Al Namsawi and Al Amal
neighborhoods critically wounding four Palestinians, among them a 9-year-
old girl and causing severe damage. The occupation forces also bulldozed
vast area of agricultural land east of the city.

¢ Rafah: The occupation forces invaded Mosbeh area, searched and
ransacked houses, attacked Palestinians and arrested eight members of the

same family.
