SPICIAL REPCRT OF UNIFVIED COMMAND

On Cctober 1, 1200 Tokyo time (10 P.M., September 30, Fastern Stendard Time)
the following messase wes broodeast by the Commanding General of the Unified
Comuand 3 . - : .

"Io the Commamder in Chief, North Korean Forces:

The early and total defeat and complete destrustion of your exmed
forces and var making potential is now ilnevitable, In order that the
decisions of the United HWaticns may be curried out with a ninimum
of furthor loss of life anl destunotion of property, I, as the
United MNations Commander in Chief, cull upon you and the forces under
your command, in vhaltever paxrt of Xorea situated, forthwith to lay
down your arms and cease hostilities under such military supervision
as I amy direct and I call upon you at once to liberate all United
Natlons prisoners of war and civilian internees under yowr control
and to make adeguate provision for thelr protesticn, care,
maintenance and immedlate transportation to such places as T indicatve.
Nowth Korean forces, incluiing prisoners of war in the hands of the
United Nations Commend, will contimie to bo given the care dictated
by civilized custom and practice and permitbed to retwn to their
homes as soon as practicable., T shall anticipate your early decision
upon this opportundty to avold the further useless shsdding of bhlood
and. destruction of property.
