Declaracion a favor de la celebracion de una Conferencia Mundial
sobre la Poblacion y el Desarrollo en 2005

La Conferencia Internacional sobre la Poblacion y el Desarrollo (CIPD), cele-
brada en El Cairo en 1994, establecio en su Programa de Accidn tres conjuntos de
objetivos concretos relacionados con: 1) la prestacion de servicios de planificacion
de la familia y otros servicios de salud reproductiva; 2) la reduccion de la mortali-
dad neonatal, infantil y materna; y 3) el acceso universal a la educacién primaria,
con especial hincapié en las nifias. La Conferencia también expresoé su pleno apoyo
a los programas encaminados a garantizar los derechos en materia de salud repro-
ductiva, y a los relacionados con la igualdad de género, la equidad y la potenciacion
de la mujer.

Estos objetivos ¥ compromisos deben haberse cumplido en el aiio 2015; no
obstante, la Conferencia también sugirié subdividirlos, si procediera, con objeto de
medir los progresos y enfrentar los problemas y dificultades que surgieran en su eje-
cucién. En el examen quinquenal de los progresos alcanzados en la ejecucion del
Programa de Accion de la CIPD, realizado en 1999, se afiadio una nueva meta con-

cerniente a la prevencion del VIH/SIDA.

Como ha demostrado claramente el examen quinquenal efectuado en 1999, si
bien muchos paises han registrado progresos en la consecucion de estos objetivos,
parece poco probable que se cumplan en 2015 a menos que todos los gobiernos ma-
nifiesten mayor voluntad politica y se reafirme el compromiso contraido en El Cairo
respecto de la movilizacidén de asistencia internacional. En este contexto, conside-
ramos que es una necesidad apremiante celebrar en 2005 una conferencia mundial
para: 1) medir los progresos alcanzados a nivel nacional, regional e internacional en
la ejecucion del Programa de Accion de la CIPD, especialmente en relacién con las
metas y los objetivos vinculados con plazos concretos: 2) analizar los problemas y
las dificultades surgidos y sugerir soluciones practicas y realistas; v 3} concentrar de
nuevo la atencién internacional en la importancia vy la urgencia que revisten las
cuestiones relacionadas con [a poblacion y el desarrollo para la lucha contra la po-
breza, la ignorancia, las enfermedades y el deterioro del medio ambiente.

Debe reconocerse claramente que tal conferencia internacional no tendra por
objeto reexaminar ninguno de los acuerdos adoptados en El Cairo o en el examen
quinquenal posterior. Ahora bien, debe proporcionar una oportunidad sumamente va-
liosa para extraer lecciones provechosas de las diversas experiencias operacionales,
examinar los nuevos acontecimientos y proponer las medidas ulteriores necesarias.

Nos comprometemos a promover y apoyar la iniciativa adoptada en esta direc-
cion y exhortamos a las Naciones Unidas, en particular al Fondo de Poblacion de las
Naciones Unidas, la Comision de Poblacidon y Desarrollo. el Consejo Econémico y
Social y la Asamblea General, y a todos los miembros de la comunidad internacio-
nal, incluidos los gobiernos, las instituciones nacionales, regionales e internaciona-
les, las organizaciones no gubernamentales y las fundaciones, a que intervengan ur-
gentemente en la concertacion y ejecucién de un acuerdo mundial sobre la realiza-

cién de esta iniciativa.
