THE WAILING WALL 

The Israelis have claimed they had been prevented from 
visiting Old Jerusalem's Jewish shrines. The truth is that, in 
response to an appeal by the Conciliation Commission for Palestine, 
the Arab Governments pledged themselves "to guarantee freedom 
of access to the Holy Places, religious buildings and sites to 
Ministers of religion, pilgrims and visitors without distinction as 
to nationality or faith." 

"....Israel repliedthat it was of the opinion that it would In 
the circumstances be in the interests of a constructive and final 
settlement if the matter of formulation were dealt with after more 
far-reaching consideration of these problems by the General Assembly," 

ft is therefore clear that Israel itself chose not to make any 
commitments regarding the Holy Places such as those made by the Arabs.
