1.  Dans les réglements RID/ADR/ADN, 135 rubriques sont soumises a la disposition
spéciale 274 (exigeant de compléter la désignation officielle de transport par le nom technique
de la matiere) alors qu’elles ne le sont ni dans le Réglement type, ni dans le Code IMDG, ni dans
les instructions techniques de I’OACI. Elles ne le sont pas non plus dans le réglement CFR 49
des Etats-Unis. La liste des rubriques concernées figure a I’annexe (en anglais seulement).

Ces prescriptions discordantes peuvent entrainer des problémes dans le transport intermodal, ou
I’ajout du nom technique peut ne pas étre exigé sur une partie du trajet et 1’étre sur la partie
suivante.

Proposition

2. Supprimer la mention de la disposition spéciale 274 dans la colonne 6 du tableau A pour
les numéros ONU énumérés a I’annexe.

3. Si cette proposition n’est pas adoptée, les délégations participant aux travaux de la Réunion
commune seront invitées a indiquer si elles appuieraient en revanche une proposition soumise au
Sous-Comité d’experts du transport des marchandises dangereuses de I’ONU, visant a attribuer
la disposition spéciale 274 aux rubriques pour lesquelles elle n’est pas mentionnée dans le
Reéglement type de I’ONU, le Code IMDG et les instructions techniques de I’OACI alors qu’elle
I’est dans les reglements RID/ADR/ADN, de sorte que 1’on assurerait 1’harmonisation des
réglements modaux avec le réglement européen sur les transports terrestres.

Justification

4.  L’absence de prescription relative au nom technique n’a pas posé de probléme pour les
transports maritimes, aériens ou terrestres aux Etats-Unis d’Amérique. La suppression de la
mention de la disposition spéciale 274 pour ces matieres conduira a une harmonisation plus
poussée entre les modes et entrainera un alignement de tous les réglements modaux sur le
Reéglement type de I’ONU.
