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In August 2006 the provincial government of Tyrol decided on the new
foundation for its Toponymic Committee.

Its members are: Peter Anreiter (Chair, University of Innsbruck), Christian
Chapman (University of Innsbruck), Gerhard Rampl (Austrian Academy of
Sciences), Kurt Grubhofer (Provincial Archive of Tyrol) and Richard Schober
(Provincia Archive of Tyrol).

Its tasks encompass not only all matters concerning the standardization of
geographical names in Tyrol, but also research on the historical records of the names
of the Tyrolean communes from the very beginning up to the sixteenth and
seventeenth centuries. A publication isin preparation.
