M ember ship

1. In its resolution 43/222 B, the General Assembly decided to retain the
Committee on Conferences as a permanent subsidiary organ. Pursuant to the
provisions of that resolution, in 2007 the Committee was composed of the following
Member States.

3. At the same session, the Committee agreed in principle that the Chairman
would undertake informal consultations with a view to determining the composition
of its Bureau in 2008.

Organization of work

4. At its organizational session (481st meeting), held on 12 April 2007, the
Committee agreed to follow the guidelines adopted in 1994 and 1995 with regard to
its consideration of intersessional departures from the approved calendar of
conferences and to meet, as required, to review proposals affecting the schedule of
conferences and meetings during sessions of the General Assembly.

5. The Committee convened its substantive session from 10 to 14 September
2007 (484th to 488th meetings).

6. Representatives of the Secretariat addressed the Committee at its
organizational session. The Under-Secretary-General for General Assembly and
Conference Management addressed the Committee at the opening of its
organizational and substantive sessions. At the substantive session, he introduced
the report of the Secretary-General on the pattern of conferences (A/62/161 and
Corr.1 and Add.1 and Add.1/Corr.1).
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Programme of work

7. At its organizational session for 2006, held on 11 May 2006, the Committee
had requested the Secretariat to submit a draft agenda for 2007 to the Committee at
its organizational session for 2007. At its 481st meeting, on 12 April 2007, the
Committee adopted the proposed agenda (A/AC.172/2007/1) and requested the
Secretariat to submit a draft agenda for 2008 to the Committee at its organizational
session for 2008.

Calendar of conferences and meetings

Requests for exceptionsto section I, paragraph 7, of
General Assembly resolution 40/243

9. At its 484th meeting, on 10 September, the Committee on Conferences
considered the section of the report of the Secretary-General on the pattern of
conferences concerning requests from subsidiary bodies to meet during the regular
session of the General Assembly (see A/62/161, chap. 1V, sect. A, and annex Ill) in
connection with three additional requests and explanations of reasons from
subsidiary bodies that were transmitted subsequently for exceptions to be made to
section |, paragraph 7, of Assembly resolution 40/243, by which the Assembly had
decided that no subsidiary organ of the Assembly might meet at United Nations
Headquarters during a regular session of the Assembly unless explicitly authorized
by the Assembly.

Conclusions and recommendations

10. The Committee recommended that the General Assembly explicitly
authorize the following bodies to meet in New York during the main part of its
sixty-second session, on the understanding that all such meetings would be
allocated conference services on an “as available” basis in such a way that the
work of the Assembly and its Main Committees would not be impeded:

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Adoption of the draft biennial calendar of conferences and
meetings for 2008-2009

Introduction and overview

11. At its 484th meeting, on 10 September, the Committee reviewed the draft
biennial calendar of conferences and meetings for 2008-2009 (A/62/161/Add.1 and
Add.1/Corr.1).

Consideration of the draft provisional calendar of conferences and meetings for
2008 and 2009 in the economic, social and related fields

12. At its 482nd and 483rd meetings, on 11 and 20 July, respectively, the
Committee had considered the draft provisional calendar of conferences and
meetings for 2008 and 2009 in the economic, social and related fields (E/2007/L.10)
and had submitted its observations to the Economic and Social Council accordingly.
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M eetings management/improved utilization of conference-
servicing resources and facilities

Mattersrelated to and intersessional departuresfrom the
approved calendar for 2007

13. The General Assembly, in its resolution 61/236, approved the draft revised
calendar of conferences and meetings of the United Nations for 2007 as submitted
by the Committee on Conferences and authorized the Committee to make any
adjustments that might become necessary as a result of actions and decisions taken
by the Assembly at its sixty-first session. The finalized calendar was issued as
document A/AC.172/2007/2.

14. At its 373rd meeting, on 26 August 1994, the Committee had decided that, in
future, requests for intersessional departures submitted to the Committee should be
reviewed by the Bureau, in consultation with the Secretariat, for subsequent action.

15. At its 379th meeting, on 23 March 1995, the Committee had agreed that
proposed changes to the calendar that did not have programme budget implications
could be dealt with by the Secretariat, in consultation with the Bureau of the
Committee.

16. At its substantive session of 1995, the Committee had decided that requests for
intersessional departures submitted to the Committee that involved a change of
venue should be referred to the members for approval. Departures that involved
other types of changes, as decided upon by the Committee at its substantive session
of 1994, should be reviewed by the Bureau, in consultation with the Secretariat, for
subsequent action.

17. Requests submitted in 2007 for changes of venue or additional sessions/
meetings and the action taken by the Committee are set out below.

M eeting statistics of United Nations organs and consultations
with/letter s to bodies concerning utilization of conference
services available to them

Introduction and overview

18. At its 484th meeting, on 10 September, the Committee considered the section
of the report of the Secretary-General on the pattern of conferences containing
statistical data and analysis of the planned and actual utilization of conference
resources allocated to a core sample of bodies that met in New York, Geneva,
Vienna and Nairobi in 2006 (A/62/161 and Corr.1, paras. 23-34, and annex 1). The
overall utilization factor at the four duty stations had decreased from 85 per cent in
2005 to 83 per cent in 2006, reaching the same level as that reported in 2004. The
number of cancelled meetings with interpretation had declined, however, as well as
the overall time lost owing to late starts and early adjournments, as a result of
improved advance planning and coordination with secretariats. The overall
utilization factor had remained above the established benchmark of 80 per cent.

19. The Committee also heard an oral report by the Chairperson on his
consultations with five intergovernmental bodies that had utilized less than the
applicable benchmark percentage of their allocated resources, with the goal of
striking a balance between the efficient substantive work of those bodies while
rationalizing their use of conference-servicing resources. There had been positive
developments as a result of targeted meetings with bodies that had not used all their
resources, including an increased awareness that they should not take their
entitlements for granted and a genuine desire to make the best possible use of the
conference services provided.

20. Solutions suggested during those consultations included improving accuracy at
the planning stage in forecasting the number of meetings requiring interpretation;
opening meetings on time, including waiver of the quorum rule; suggesting
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discussion of other items or holding informal consultations with interpretation if
time remained; avoiding the unpredictable cancellation of meetings; maximizing the
option of scheduling informal consultations with interpretation services, and
scheduling shorter meetings if it was anticipated that interpretation services would
not be needed for the full duration of the meeting.

21. Three intergovernmental bodies that had previously underutilized conference-
servicing resources had reached or surpassed the established benchmark of 80 per
cent in 2006 as a result of careful planning and ongoing dialogue with conference
services. Two major factors directly linked to decreased utilization were meeting
cancellations and time lost owing to late starts and early endings. Accordingly, the
Chairperson proposed three options to improve efficiency, namely, writing a short
letter on behalf of the Committee to the chairpersons of all committees, requesting
them to pay greater attention to avoiding late starts and early endings, reflecting that
phenomenon in the draft resolution and requesting members to discuss those factors
with their regional groups and States.

22. The Chairperson suggested that the most effective way to improve the
utilization of conference services was a three-pronged approach. The Committee and
its Chairperson, acting on its behalf, should conduct consultations with
chairpersons, particularly incoming chairpersons, to inform them of the relevant
guidelines and recommendations concerning the use of conference-servicing
resources;, the Department for General Assembly and Conference Management
should continue its proactive approach with “underutilizers’ at the planning stage;
and intergovernmental bodies should improve their planning and organization of
work by being more redlistic in their requests for conference services.

Discussion

23. Delegations stressed the key role of the Committee in ensuring effective
management of the conferences and meetings of the United Nations through
substantive consideration of all the issues arising in relation to conference
management.

24. The view was expressed that a balanced approach must be taken, bearing in
mind the prerogatives of intergovernmental bodies regarding methods of work, rules
of procedure and scheduling of sessions. The intensive consultations between the
Chairperson and the secretariats of underutilizers had yielded good results and
should continue.

25. In response to a request for clarification on how the utilization factor was
calculated, a representative of the Secretariat explained that early endings of
meetings posed less of a problem than late starts. At the initial planning stage, all
meetings were assumed to be three hours long, but with advance notice, if a meeting
was expected to be shorter, the utilization factor could be adjusted accordingly. In
the same way, if the remaining time was used for informal consultations with
interpretation, for instance, the utilization factor would not be affected.
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Provision of inter pretation services to meetings of regional
and other major groupings of Member States

Introduction and overview

26. At its 484th meeting, on 10 September, the Committee considered the section
of the report of the Secretary-General on pattern of conferences concerning the
provision of interpretation services to meetings of regional and other major
groupings of Member States (A/62/161 and Corr.1, paras. 35-41). The percentage of
such meetings provided with interpretation had fallen from 87 per cent in 2005 to
77 per cent in 2006 because more meetings had been requested and because the
better utilization of conference services by calendar bodies had resulted in fewer
cancellations and therefore less residual availability. In the previous year, acting on
the request made by the General Assembly in its resolution 60/236, the Secretariat
had identified two options to overcome the problem. The first, to earmark specific
resources in order to make conference servicing for meetings of regional and other
major groupings of Member States more predictable, had not been pursued. The
second, a “piggyback” plan whereby the Department in New York allocated specific
services on a weekly basis, had been put into effect as from 1 January 2007. While
that option seemed to have had a positive effect, it was unlikely to offer a permanent
solution. In the absence of a mandate from the Assembly earmarking specific
resources to service such meetings, the Department could see no further innovative
or cost-free options to satisfy requests for services from regional and other major
groupings of Member States.

Discussion

27. The Committee expressed concern that, as time went on, increasing requests
for meetings and more successful efforts to use conference services efficiently
would leave less and less capacity to reallocate to meetings of regional and other
major groupings of Member States. Some del egations wondered whether all possible
approaches had been explored and whether enough effort was being devoted to
finding long-term rather than ad hoc solutions. The “piggyback” option only
succeeded if financial resources remained in step with the increasing demand for
conference services. If resources were cut off at an arbitrary level, breaking that
dynamic, the operation of the intergovernmental bodies would suffer doubly from a
lack of conference services and from a lack of essential input from regional and
other magjor groupings of Member States.

28. In answer to arequest for an assessment of the resources which would need to
be earmarked to service meetings of regional and other major groupings of Member
States, should the mandate be amended and such an option be envisaged, the
representative of the Secretariat said that just such an assessment had been made in
the form of an estimate of programme budget implications provided severa years
previously (A/58/397). However, that option had not been pursued by Member
States. The services continued, therefore, to be dependent on cancellations, which
were unpredictable, and the Department had no other solutions to offer. It was for
the Committee to decide if it wished to continue to rely upon the “piggyback”
approach, which had yielded some positive effect, or to explore other methods for a
long-term solution.

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Improved utilization of conference facilities at Nairobi

29. At its 484th meeting, on 10 September, the Committee considered the section
of the report of the Secretary-General on the pattern of conferences concerning the
utilization of conference facilities at the United Nations Office at Nairobi (A/62/161
and Corr.1, paras. 42 and 43). The Office had confirmed that all meetings of
Nairobi-based bodies in 2006 had been held in Nairobi.

Improved utilization of the Conference Centre at the
Economic Commission for Africa

30. Also at its 484th meeting, on 10 September, the Committee considered the
section of the report of the Secretary-General on the pattern of conferences
concerning the utilization of the Conference Centre at the Economic Commission
for Africa (A/62/161 and Corr.1, paras. 44-48).

Introduction and overview

31. The Assistant Secretary-General for General Assembly and Conference
Management had recently visited the Economic Commission for Africa (ECA) and
reported that the situation regarding the use of the Conference Centre had continued
to improve, owing in large part to increased marketing efforts by ECA. In addition,
the method of calculating the utilization rate had been corrected. The Commission
was cooperating closely with the Department of Safety and Security regarding
security standards in approving meetings to be held there. He also reported
increased cooperation between ECA and the United Nations Office at Nairobi,
which had taken the form of the loan of a staff member working in information
technology from Addis Ababa to Nairobi and advice from Nairobi about enhancing
the conference services in Addis Ababa

Discussion

32. Satisfaction was expressed at the significant improvement in the utilization
rate of the Conference Centre at ECA and the concrete results of closer
collaboration between ECA and the United Nations Office at Nairobi. The efforts of
ECA to improve the quality of conference services were commendable.
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Impact on meetings held at Headquartersduring the
implementation of the capital master plan, strategy |V
(phased approach)

Introduction and overview

33. At its 484th and 485th meetings, on 10 September, the Committee on
Conferences considered the section of the report of the Secretary-General on the
pattern of conferences concerning the impact on meetings held at Headquarters
during the implementation of the capital master plan, strategy IV (phased approach)
(A/62/161, paras. 49-51). As the document chain was complex and highly integrated
and General Assembly mandates regarding documentation unyielding, it had been
decided that the best course of action was to keep the operation intact by relocating
all language staff, including translation services, editors and text-processing units,
to the temporary swing space located at 305 East 46th Street for the duration of the
implementation of the capital master plan. In addition, a portion of staff from the
Executive Office and the Information Management and Technology Unit would be
at the swing space location for administrative and technical support. The
Under-Secretary-General had indicated that while the proposed budget for
2008-2009 had recognized to some extent the need to strengthen that Unit, two
additional P-3 posts would be essential for it to be fully staffed. The timing of the
move was currently planned for the third quarter of 2008, but could be postponed
until the first quarter of 2009, after the sixty-third session of the Assembly, if delays
in implementation of the plan warranted it. The goal was to ensure the uninterrupted
delivery of documentation in all six official languages, according to the principle of
equal treatment of all languages. To that end, a working group comprising focal
points from every functional group had been formed. The next phase of planning
would involve focal points from each individual unit slated to move.

34. A representative of the Capital Master Plan Office reported that the design
phase of the project was moving forward while the owner of the rental space
performed demolition and clean-up. Once that work was completed, construction of
the new office space would begin. The projected duration of occupation of the space
would continue through 2013, although that date was still tentative.

Discussion

35. Delegations believed that it was imperative that the implementation of the
capital master plan should not compromise the quality of the conference services
provided to Member States and the equal treatment of the language services, which
should be provided with equally favourable working conditions and resources with a
view to achieving maximum quality of their services, including during their
temporary relocation to a swing space. Satisfaction was expressed about close
interaction between the Department and the Capital Master Plan Office in that
regard.

36. Satisfaction was expressed that the planning for the move of language staff to
the swing space would ensure a seamless transition that would not adversely impact
the provision of documentation. In response to questions regarding the logistics of
moving some 750 staff members, the representative of the Capital Master Plan
Office said that a relocation project management firm was being engaged to
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coordinate the details. Staff would move sequentially by groups, usually over a
weekend, in accordance with the workflow and the limitations on volume imposed
by the capacity of elevators in the new space. The construction manager, appointed
30 July, was working on developing an updated schedule. The next annual report of
the Secretary-General, to be issued in the near future, would contain updated
information for the project.

37. The Department for would be operating from four different locations for the
duration of the project: the swing space; the temporary conference building; the
basement and second floor of the existing conference building; and at 2 United
Nations Plaza. Concerns were therefore expressed about maintaining the necessary
level of information technology infrastructure in all those locations.

38. Replying to questions regarding expenses for the swing space covered under
the capital master plan budget, the representative of the Capital Master Plan Office
said that one-time costs, such as the cost of disconnecting and reconnecting existing
computers and other equipment, and up to $500,000 for the purchase of new
furniture had been included, although most of the existing furnishings would be
reused unless a cost-benefit analysis indicated that purchasing new furniture and
equipment would be more cost-effective. The costs of the relocation project
management firm were also included.

11
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Integrated global management/results of the work of the
task forces and follow-up on their recommendations

Introduction and overview

39. At its 485th meeting, on 10 September, the Committee on Conferences
considered the section of the report of the Secretary-General on the pattern of
conferences concerning integrated global management (A/62/161, paras. 5-11). The
two-year project aimed at harmonizing the administrative policies, practices and
procedures of conference servicesin New York, Geneva, Vienna and Nairobi had led
to the adoption in 2006 of a compendium of administrative policies, practices and
procedures. The compendium reflected the agreements reached by the task forces of
the two-year project as well as those reached at the 2006 Coordination Meeting of
Conference Managers, including, in particular, proactive document management and
waiver management, as well as a common roster for individual contractors. The
compendium had been made available to Member States for information purposes. A
workshop of programme and information technology staff from all four duty
stations in March 2007 had made progress on the three projects under the
Department’s global information technology initiative (centrally hosted reporting
database; more integrated meetings management system; standardization of
documents management systems), which would run until 2009. The Department had
been advised to evaluate the customer relationship management (CRM) and
enterprise content management (ECM) applications being introduced, with
considerable delays, throughout the Secretariat, to determine their suitability for its
meetings planning and servicing project and documents planning and processing
project.

40. During the sixty-first session of the General Assembly, a client survey on
conference services distributed to representatives of the Member States had
collected data on the performance indicators identified in the strategic framework
for the period 2006/07. While services had been rated excellent or good by 86 per
cent, satisfactory by 13 per cent and poor by under 2 per cent of the respondents, the
overall response rate had been about 13 per cent. The Department had sought the
advice of the Office of Internal Oversight Services on ways to improve the survey,
which had been conducted every year since the fifty-ninth session. The Office had
suggested changes to the survey form and other ways to increase feedback,
particularly a central database to capture and analyse communications from
committee chairpersons, Member States and other conference services clients. The
informational meetings for Member States, which had begun in 2002, were now held
in a number of duty stations and attended by the chiefs of language services and by
representatives of the Department of Public Information, which was responsible for
the Organization's website and press releases. It had been suggested that the
Department for General Assembly and Conference Management should issue a
brochure outlining its mandates, working methods and outputs, and that each
permanent mission should have a focal point for translation and interpretation
iSsues.
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Discussion

41. Delegations urged the Department not to lose sight of the goal of integrated
global management, which was to improve efficiency and quality and to harmonize
practices and procedures across the four duty stations. Any changes in working
methods must take account of the uniqueness of the language services and respect
the principles of equality of duty stations and official languages. Delegations
underlined the importance of ensuring the principle of “equal grade for equal work”
and equal treatment of conference servicing staff in the context of the
implementation of integrated global management. It was also stressed that the
integrated global management initiative would be successful if, together with
harmonization of standards and practices, it ensured a balanced and effective
division of labour among the four duty stations, with the coordinating role being
played by the Department, without excessive centralization of functions in
Headquarters.

42. Responding to requests for clarification, representatives of the Secretariat said
that the status of the compendium of administrative policies, practices and
procedures was reflected in its name. It described the administrative aspects of the
work of the Department. The Department had made a conscious effort to ensure that
the compendium was in line with legislative mandates by referring it to the Office of
Legal Affairs of the Secretariat. The fact that it would be updated in the future
should not be taken to mean that it was a draft document awaiting finalization. It
just reflected the fact that the process of harmonization was not finished. In
addition, conditions evolved and that was why the compendium had to be seen as a
work in progress. Delegations noted the outcome of the work of the integrated
global management task forces and urged the Department to ensure that
administrative policies, practices and procedures regarding conference services
developed on the basis of recommendations of the task forces were in full
compliance with relevant General Assembly resolutions.

43. Responding to requests for clarification, representatives of the Secretariat
explained that the proposal for a common roster for individual contractors involved
consolidating and rationalizing the currently independent lists of individual service
providers maintained by each duty station. By contrast, companies providing
services to the Department could not simply be placed on a roster, but must follow
the Organization’s usual procurement process, which involved competitive bidding.
A distinction remained between outside contractors and freelance staff working
off-site as an alternative to working in-house. While the delegations noted that the
compendium contained several modifications in the existing requirements for
candidates at the competitive examinations for new language staff, including
preparation of drafts electronically and a test of computer skills, they stressed the
importance of transparency and equal treatment of candidates at examinations for all
official languages.

44. In reply to delegations’ questions, the Assistant Secretary-General explained
that the global information technology initiative could not progress properly if the
large amounts of data existing in each duty station were not directly comparable and
compatible. The common code structure needed for the proposed global reporting
data warehouse was expected to advance further later in 2007. The Department
would work with the Secretariat’s Information Technology Services Division, which
was represented on the Department’s global information technology board, and the

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recently appointed Chief Information Technology Officer to ensure the compatibility
of the Department’s stand-alone documents and meeting management systems with
the enterprise resource planning system proposed for the entire Organization.

45. Delegations maintained that the key performance indicator of the Department
was the satisfaction of Member States with the services provided. They appreciated
the complex measures taken by the Department towards evaluating the feedback of
Member States on the quality of conference services in accordance with relevant
provisions of General Assembly resolutions on the pattern of conferences and
encouraged the Department to continue to provide equal opportunities to Member
States to present their evaluation in the six official languages of the United Nations
and to further improve the content of the multilingual survey. Language-specific
information meetings proved to be a most useful tool of interaction between
Member States and Department officials on the issue of improving the quality of
conference services. The Committee welcomed the suggestion that feedback from
Member States could also be channelled through the Department’s newly appointed
Communications Officer. Delegations also encouraged the Department to continue
to explore best practices and techniques in evaluating client satisfaction.
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Translation and inter pretation-related matters

Introduction and overview

46. At its 486th and 487th meetings, on 12 September, the Committee on
Conferences considered the report of the Secretary-General on the pattern of
conferences, section VI, concerning translation and interpretation-related matters
(A/62/161, paras. 84-86, Performance measurement and management; paras. 87-89,
Self-revision; paras. 90-92, Contractual translation and quality control; paras. 93-98,
Succession plans for language staff; and paras. 99-100, Impact of freelance
recruitment on quality of interpretation at all duty stations).

47. Representatives of conference services at the United Nations Offices at
Geneva, Vienna and Nairobi participated via videoconference in the 486th meeting
of the Committee and discussed the theme of training and mobility, and their
implications for the quality of conference services.

Geneva

48. The Director of the Conference Services Division in Geneva reiterated the
importance of increasing the resources which the Organization devotes to training.
In the particular case of the Department for General Assembly and Conference
Management, which had embarked on a process of reform to improve the quality,
quantity, timeliness and cost-effectiveness of its services, the scarcity of training
risked undermining quality. The departure of the 30 per cent of the staff of the
Conference Services Division in Geneva who were due to retire in the coming
six years would leave a gap in knowledge, skills and experience that must be filled
through training and mobility. The ongoing information technology harmonization
would play a vital role by ensuring that wherever staff moved, they would be using
identical or similar systems and therefore reach optimum productivity faster. On
mobility, the Committee on Conferences could help by recognizing the special
characteristics of language staff and paving the way for special mobility provisions
for them.

Nairobi

49. The Chief of the Division of Conference Services in Nairobi expressed full
support for the Department’s continuous learning policies and requests for
resources, which would maintain quality and facilitate the intergovernmental
process. For various reasons, Nairobi had problems attracting and retaining
language staff. To halt the continuous turnover, efforts must be made to make the
duty station more attractive. Training efforts could help and had already been
exploited to bring up to standard some examination candidates who had narrowly
missed achieving the required results on their first attempt. Mobility could also
help; perhaps staff who agreed to serve in Nairobi could be assured a transfer
elsewhere after atime.

Vienna

50. The Chief of Conference Management Services in Vienna said that mobility
and training were important elements of alearning culture that promoted continuous
training and development. While there was room for future debate on whether
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uniform or differentiated training and individual or group training was most
efficient or cost-effective, he wished to focus on mobility and its relevance to
Vienna, which was a small duty station with its own characteristics. The staff of the
Conference Management Services there had been highly mobile, through lateral
moves, promotions, temporary assignments and transfers to other duty stations.
However, mobility and career development suffered because comparable functions
in New York and Geneva carried higher grades than in Vienna. In order to address
the problem, which had been highlighted as integrated global management efforts
progressed, in the proposed programme budget for the biennium 2008-2009 the
Secretary-General proposed six senior interpreter positions and the abolition of five
P-3 posts in the Translation Service in favour of P-4 posts. However, remaining
obstacles consisted of a lack of senior revisers in the translation sections and the
practice of recruiting candidates from competitive examination rosters at the
P-2 and P-3 levels only rather than at the P-4 level also, thus demotivating those
with considerable experience.

New York

51. The Director of the Documentation Division in New York believed that while
there was recognition of the importance of training for United Nations staff, that had
not as yet been followed up by any increase in funding for training. The Department
had long enjoyed a culture of continuous learning, recognizing the value of keeping
knowledge, including staff members' mastery of developments in their mother
tongues, up to date. The newly appointed departmental training coordination officer,
in his dialogue with all the language services, had confirmed that training was
pivotal to the objectives of the Department and to the maintenance of skills, career
development and staff morale. However, as conference service staff were part of a
chain of production, withdrawing them from their functions to undergo training
created a need for temporary assistance, which in the Department was properly
termed temporary assistance for meetings as distinct from the Secretariat-wide
general temporary assistance. Marking a new approach, a comprehensive
departmental training plan, with appropriate costings, was under preparation. That
would be submitted to the Office for Human Resources Management, which
controlled training resources.

Discussion
Geneva

52. Inresponse to comments regarding requests for resources, the representative of
the Conference Services Division in Geneva said that adequate resources were
needed to satisfy the new demands for meeting and document services. It was vital
for the Department to evolve a common approach to coping with the workload
implications for the Division of decision 5/1 of the Human Rights Council on
institution-building of the United Nations Human Rights Council and of the
proposed revisions to the biennial programme plans and priorities for the period
2006-2007 (A/61/125).

Nairobi

53. The Chief of the Division of Conference Services said that his duty station had
benefited from the Department’s integrated global management project, especially
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through the assistance with information technology issues that was provided from
New York and Vienna. However, as in the case of Vienna, there was a mismatch
between functions and grade levels in Nairobi compared with Geneva and New
York. The United Nations Office at Nairobi had limited control over the availability
of conference-servicing resources, 50 per cent of which came from extrabudgetary
funds under charge-back arrangements with the United Nations Environment
Programme and the United Nations Human Settlements Programme.

54. Representatives of the Secretariat said that the roster of successful candidates
from the competitive examination for Arabic interpreters held in April 2007 was
expected to be ready in September 2007 and might yield recruits for Nairobi as a
long-term solution to the persistent vacancy problem that had been discussed at
length in the Committee. A shorter-term solution, covering approximately one year,
had been found in the form of temporary staff. The chief of the Arabic Interpretation
Service in New York had also tested the skills of freelance interpreters interested in
working in Nairobi. It must be borne in mind that the vacancy rates in Nairobi for
interpreters of some other languages were no better than for Arabic and that in any
event interpreters in that duty station were sometimes idle because their workload
varied. That resulted in an overall utilization rate of 50 per cent and to staff being
loaned to other duty stations, a practice which raised the utilization rate to no more
than 55 per cent.

New York

55. The delegations of the German-speaking States that provided extrabudgetary
resources to fund the German Translation Section at Headquarters emphasized the
valuable work performed by the staff concerned.

Vienna

56. In response to concerns expressed by delegations regarding problems with the
inconsistent quality of freelance interpretation services and the inadequate revision
capacity to check the quality of contractual translation, the Chief of the Conference
Management Service indicated that the issues affecting interpretation and translation
both stemmed from the duty station’s distinct development in the days before the
integrated global management project. Member States rightly demanded the same
level of quality in conference services in Vienna as they did elsewhere, yet staff in
Vienna performed the same functions as elsewhere at lower grade levels.

57. While the number of interpreter posts requested in the budget for the next
biennium fell far short of a full interpretation team, those posts would reduce to
approximately 30 per cent the current 50 per cent reliance on freelance interpreters
to provide services not only to the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime and
other Secretariat bodies, but also to the International Atomic Energy Agency, the
Preparatory Commission for the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty
Organization and the United Nations Industrial Development Organization. The
measures proposed to address the situation were welcomed as a step in the right
direction.

58. In the translation sections, by contrast, reliance on outside personnel working
under contractual or off-site arrangements, with the necessary information
technology support, was being increased substantially, creating a need for more
systematic quality control and therefore for the recruitment of senior revisers at the
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P-5 level. If resources for such staff were denied, the only available solutions were
not ideal: obliging staff at the P-4 level to perform functions outside their job
descriptions; recruiting retired revisers on short-term contracts, or sharing the
workload with other duty stations. The importance of quality control being carried
out at the appropriate level (that is, by senior revisers at the P-5 level) was stressed,
also with a view to ensuring the principle of equal grade for equal work.

General discussion

59. Delegations stressed that the issue of mobility was still under discussion in the
General Assembly and no mandate had been approved so far. Language staff were
exempted from mandatory mobility schemes anyway. In addition, mobility should
not be pursued as an end in itself. Movements of language staff within and among
the duty stations were justified only if dictated by the needs of improving the quality
and efficiency of conference services of the Organization.

60. Delegations attached priority to improving the quality of translation and
interpretation, while it was recognized that the quality of those services depended,
inter alia, on the provision to all the language services of equally favourable
working conditions and human and financial resources. Several delegations stated
that they attached great importance to the principle of equal treatment of language
staff. Several delegations expressed serious concern about the continuing practice of
recruiting short-term language staff for certain language services on a local basis,
regardless of their actual domicile, for the sake of financial savings, which
represented unequal treatment and could compromise the quality of conference
services. Cost savings should not be pursued at the expense of quality. A
representative of the Secretariat said that many factors influenced the use of
temporary assistance, including the level of permanent staffing and the actual
workload for a language or duty station and the availability of freelance staff on the
local market, and that a difference in spending levels should not be perceived as
discrimination. Delegations also expressed concern about the information provided
by the Secretariat on the existing discrepancies in grade for the chiefs of the Chinese
and Russian copy preparation and proofreading sections.

61. Concern was expressed about the demographic change that would be affecting
the language services as a whole in the near future, with the expected retirement of
nearly 20 per cent of language staff within five years. There was a need for
succession planning to ensure that the resulting vacancies would be filled in atimely
manner and that experienced senior revisers would be available to train new staff.
Delegations supported the efforts of the Secretariat to engage in outreach activities
targeting universities that trained language professionals in the countries using
United Nations languages to ensure that their graduates were properly equipped to
function effectively in international organizations. According to representatives of
the Secretariat, outreach to colleges, universities and schools of translation and
interpretation regarding language careers in the United Nations and other
international organizations had resulted in contacts in the United States of America,
Spain, Argentina, China and the Arab world, and those efforts would be pursued and
expanded. In particular, visits were planned to the Russian Federation and the
United Kingdom.

62. Some frustration was expressed at the long delays in the recruitment of
successful candidates from competitive examinations, sometimes as long as two
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years. A representative of the Secretariat agreed that the process was lengthy and
labour-intensive, but was considered to be worth the effort because the goal was the
recruitment of career professionals. Some of the delays occurred in the Office of
Human Resources Management, which conducted a thorough and careful
verification of the credentials of each successful candidate, although the process
could be streamlined. In reply to questions regarding the use of targeted
examinations to fill chronic vacancies in certain duty stations, he said that the Office
of Human Resources Management was reluctant to authorize such a departure from
established policy because of potential legal implications, although it had not
completely ruled out the possibility. Such examinations would also limit the pool of
candidates, risking the lowering of standards. It was agreed that a step-by-step
approach was the best way to move towards a solution to those problems.

63. Quality control, especially of contractual translation, was another matter of
great importance to delegations and to the Department, which had requested seven
additional P-5 posts at Headquarters to meet a need that was expected to grow with
the increasing use of translation companies. Satisfaction was expressed that regular
meetings were being held between the translation and interpretation services for the
coordination of terminology and the development of electronic glossaries. As part of
integrated global management, a Terminology Coordination Board had been
established for the harmonization of terminology used in the four main duty stations
and the regional commissions.

64. In reply to questions regarding the application of the new performance
measurement methodol ogy, a representative of the Secretariat said that the workload
standards previously used had proven to be one-dimensional, and if they were taken
as the only measure of success, other targets, such as quality, could be missed. The
methodology, which drew inspiration from the “balanced scorecard” for
performance measurement, took into account a broad array of factors, including
such areas as vacancy rates in key occupational groups.
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Documentation and publication-related matters

Introduction and overview

65. At its 485th and 487th meetings, on 10 and 12 September, the Committee on
Conferences considered the section on document management of the report of the
Secretary-General on the pattern of conferences (A/62/161, paras. 52-83, and
annex IV). The senior management of the Department for General Assembly and
Conference Management was closely involved in document management through
regular communication with department heads and presiding officers on the status of
pre-session documentation. Presiding officers were informed whenever late
submission of a document was approved, with the goal of full transparency on when
the report would be available. Author departments received regular reminders of
submission deadlines and a model timeline had been developed for their use as a
means of sharing best practices in the preparation of reports.

66. As part of the accountability mechanism requested by the General Assembly in
its resolution 61/236, monthly internal reports on documents management statistics
were used to produce a more detailed bimonthly documents management report
covering all aspects of the document chain, which was presented to the
Departmental Management Group and often served as an early warning of
submission problems. In addition, the interdepartmental task force met several times
a year to consider any issues related to document production. To institutionalize the
accountability mechanism, a proposal was made to establish a separate unit for
monitoring, evaluation, statistics, risk assessment and change management functions
in the proposed programme budget for the biennium 2008-2009.

67. Updated figures for the timely submission of documentation as at 31 August
2007 showed that 66 per cent of documents had been submitted on time and that the
average delay was 18 days, up from 15 days in 2006. Thus far in 2007, 60 per cent
of documents had been issued in compliance with the six-week rule, compared with
53 per cent in 2006; the percentage of documents issued within four weeks was
75 per cent, compared with 78 per cent in 2006.

Discussion

68. The Committee reaffirmed the importance of timely submission and issuance
of documentation, which had a direct effect on the efficiency of the work of United
Nations bodies, while expressing appreciation for the efforts of the Secretariat to
improve the situation. Appreciation was expressed also for the online course on
writing reports that had been developed in Vienna. Delegations also attached
importance to the timely publication of documents on the United Nations website,
while observing the practice of simultaneous distribution in all official languages.
When asked if additional resources were needed to improve the timely issuance of
documentation, a representative of the Secretariat said that the capacity planning
process, by enabling the Department to adjust to variations in supply and demand,
allowed it to work within existing resources.

69. While some delegations expressed support for the proposals made by the
Secretary-General in paragraph 77 of his report, others were of the view that those
proposals would not expedite the processing of reports. With regard to the proposal
in paragraph 77 (c), in particular, it was felt that each body should deal with
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submissions from Member States on an individual basis and that many General
Assembly resolutions mandated the publication of such submissions in all official
languages.

70. Although no magjor improvement in the timely issuance of documentation
could be reported, a representative of the Secretariat said that the summary record
backlog at Headquarters had been eliminated going back to 1995. Through
integrated global management of conference services, contractual translation
capacity at Headquarters had been used to process some of the summary records
originating at the United Nations Office at Geneva

Calendar of conferences and meetings

1. Approves the draft biennial calendar of conferences and meetings of the
United Nations for 2008 and 2009, as submitted by the Committee on Conferences,¢
taking into account the observations of the Committee and subject to the provisions
of the present resolution;

2. Authorizes the Committee on Conferences to make any adjustments to
the calendar of conferences and meetings for 2008 and 2009 that may become
necessary as a result of actions and decisions taken by the General Assembly at its
sixty-second session;

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4. Requests the Secretary-General to ensure that any modification to the
calendar of conferences and meetings is implemented strictly in accordance with the
mandate of the Committee on Conferences and other relevant resolutions of the
General Assembly;

.
Utilization of conference-servicing resources

1. Reaffirms the practice that, in the use of conference rooms, priority must
be given to the meetings of Member States;

2. Notes that the overall utilization factor at the four main duty stations,
while still above the established benchmark of 80 per cent, decreased from 85 per
cent in 2005 to 83 per cent in 2006, although the planning accuracy factor improved
by 5 per cent over the 2005 reporting period;

3.  Welcomes the steps taken by those bodies that have adjusted their
programmes of work in order to achieve the optimum utilization of conference-
servicing resources, and requests the Committee on Conferences to continue
consultations with the secretariats and bureaux of bodies that underutilize their
conference-servicing resources;

4.  Recognizes that late starts and unplanned early endings seriously affect
the bodies utilization factor owing to the amount of time lost, and invites the
secretariats and bureaux of bodies to pay adequate attention to avoidance of late
starts and unplanned early endings;

5.  Recognizes the importance of meetings of regional and other major
groupings of Member States for the smooth functioning of the sessions of
intergovernmental bodies, and requests the Secretary-General to ensure that, as far
as possible, all requests for conference services for the meetings of regional and
other magjor groupings of Member States are met;

6. Notes that the percentage of meetings held by regional and other major
groupings of Member States that were provided with interpretation services in the
four main duty stations in 2006 decreased to 76 per cent, as compared with 87 per
cent in 2005, expresses its concern about the difficulties experienced by Member
States owing to the lack of conference services for some meetings of regional and
other major groupings of Member States, and requests the Secretary-General to
continue to explore innovative ways to address this problem and to report thereon to
the General Assembly through the Committee on Conferences;

10. Welcomes the increased promotional activities undertaken by the
management of the United Nations Conference Centre at the Economic Commission
for Africa, that resulted in a utilization rate of 60.13 per cent in 2006, a marked
increase over the 2005 rate of 42.23 per cent, which is an upward trend that is
continuing with a utilization rate of 75 per cent recorded as of the end of May 2007;

11. Also welcomes the cooperation agreement concluded by the Economic
Commission for Africa with the Division of Conference Services at the United
Nations Office at Nairobi with respect to the sharing of conference-servicing and
information technology staff, as well as similar agreements reached with the
International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda, the United Nations Office at Geneva
and United Nations Headquartersin New York;

12. Requests the Secretary-General to continue to explore means to increase
the utilization of the Conference Centre at the Economic Commission for Africa,
bearing in mind the headquarters minimum operating security standards, and to
report thereon to the General Assembly at its sixty-third session;

Impact of the capital master plan (strategy 1V (phased approach)) on meetings
held at Headquarters during itsimplementation

1. Requests bodies having their meetings listed in the calendar of
conferences and meetings, when planning their meetings, especially major or high-
level conferences, summits and special meetings, organs created under the Charter
of the United Nations, their subsidiary bodies and other intergovernmental
organizations and treaty bodies that normally meet at Headquarters, to take into
consideration the limitations and inflexibility of the entire conference facilities at
Headquarters throughout the construction phase of the capital master plan;

3.  Requests all meeting requesters and organizers to liaise closely with the
Department for General Assembly and Conference Management of the Secretariat
on all matters related to the scheduling of meetings to allow maximum predictability
in coordinating activities at Headquarters during the construction period;

4. Requests the Committee on Conferences to keep the matter under
constant review, and requests the Secretary-General to report regularly to the
Committee on matters pertaining to the calendar of conferences and meetings of the
United Nations during the construction period;
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5.  Requests the Secretary-General to ensure that implementation of the
capital master plan, including the temporary relocation of conference-servicing staff
to the swing space, will not compromise the quality of conference services provided
to Member States and the equal treatment of the language services, which should be
provided with equally favourable working conditions and resources, with a view to

6. Also requests the Secretary-General to provide adequate information
technology support for documentation services to ensure their seamless operation
throughout the implementation of the capital master plan;

7. Notes that during the implementation of the capital master plan, a part of
the conference-servicing staff and information technology resources of the
Department for General Assembly Affairs and Conference Management will be
temporarily relocated to a swing space, and requests the Secretary-General to
provide adequate support to ensure continued maintenance of the information
technology facilities of the Department, implementation of the global information
technology initiative and delivery of quality conference services,

Integrated global management

1. Notes with appreciation the progress achieved in the implementation of
the global information technology project aimed at integrating across duty stations
information technology into meetings management and documentation-processing
systems and the global approach to harmonizing standards and information
technology and sharing good practices and technological achievements among
conference services at the four duty stations,

2. Notes with appreciation the initiatives undertaken in the context of
integrated global management aimed at streamlining procedures, achieving
economies of scale and improving the quality of the conference services, and in this
regard stresses the importance of ensuring equal treatment of conference-servicing
staff aswell as the principle of equal grade for equal work at the four duty stations;

3. Reaffirms that the major goals of the reform of the Department for
General Assembly and Conference Management are to provide high-quality
documents in a timely manner in all official languages, as well as high-quality
conference services to Member States at all duty stations, and to achieve those aims
as efficiently and cost-effectively as possible, in accordance with the relevant
resolutions of the General Assembly;

4.  Requests the Secretary-General to ensure that all language services are
given equal treatment and are provided with equally favourable working conditions
and resources, with a view to achieving maximum quality of those services, with
full respect for the specificities of the six official languages and taking into account
their respective workloads;

5. Also requests the Secretary-General to ensure the compatibility of
technologies used in all duty stations and to ensure that they are user-friendly in all
official languages,

6. Further requests the Secretary-General to complete the task of uploading
all important older United Nations documents onto the United Nations website in all
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six official languages on a priority basis, so that these archives are also available to
Member States through that medium;

7. Reiterates that the satisfaction of Member States is a key performance
indicator in conference management and services;

8. Requests the Secretary-General to continue to ensure that measures taken
by the Department for General Assembly and Conference Management to seek the
evaluation by Member States of the quality of the conference services provided to
them as a key performance indicator of the Department, provide equal opportunities
to Member States to present their evaluation in the six official languages of the
United Nations and are in full compliance with relevant resolutions of the Assembly,
and requests the Secretary-General to report to the Assembly, through the
Committee on Conferences, on progress made in this regard;

9.  Also requests the Secretary-General to continue to explore best practices
and techniques in client satisfaction evaluations and to report on a regular basis to
the General Assembly on the results achieved,;

10. Welcomes the efforts taken by the Department for General Assembly and
Conference Management to seek the evaluation by Member States of the quality of
the conference services provided to them, and requests the Secretary-General to
continue to explore innovative ways to systematically capture and analyse feedback
from Member States and committee chairpersons and secretaries on the quality of
conference services, and to report thereon to the Assembly through the Committee
on Conferences;

11. Requests the Secretary-General to keep the General Assembly apprised of
progress made in integrated global management;

12. Takes note of the outcome of the work of the integrated global
management task forces, and requests the Secretary-General to ensure that
administrative policies, practices and procedures of conference services developed
on the basis of recommendations of the task forces shall be in full compliance with
relevant General Assembly resolutions;

Documentation and publication-related matters

1. Emphasizes the paramount importance of the equality of the six official
languages of the United Nations;

2. Reaffirms that the Fifth Committee is the appropriate Main Committee of
the General Assembly entrusted with responsibilities for administrative and
budgetary matters;

3. Sresses that matters related to conference management, including
documentation, fall within the purview of the Fifth Committee;

10. Sresses the importance of the concordance principle in order to ensure
equally valid texts of resolutionsin all six official languages;

V.
Translation and inter pretation-related matters

1. Requests the Secretary-General to continue his efforts to ensure the
highest quality of interpretation and translation servicesin all official languages;

2. Reiterates its request to the Secretary-General to make sure that
terminology used in translation and interpretation services reflects the latest
linguistic norms and terminology of the official languages in order to ensure the
highest quality;

3. Reaffirms section IV, paragraph 3, of its resolution 59/265, section IV,
paragraph 4, of its resolution 60/236 B and section V, paragraph 3, of its resolution
61/236, and reiterates its request to the Secretary-General, when recruiting
temporary assistance in the language services, to ensure that all language services
are given equal treatment and are provided with equally favourable working
conditions and resources, with a view to achieving maximum quality of their
services, with full respect for the specificities of each of the six official languages
and taking into account their respective workloads;

4. Requests the Office of Internal Oversight Services to conduct a
comprehensive review of the existing special arrangements governing the
recruitment of temporary assistance staff in language services at the four major
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United Nations duty stations, in particular as regards their compliance with relevant
staff rules and regulations and General Assembly mandates in the field of human
resources management, and to submit a report thereon to the General Assembly at
its sixty-third session through Committee on Conferences;

5. Expresses continued concern at the high vacancy rate in the
interpretation and translation services at the United Nations Office at Nairobi,
especially the chronic difficulty in staffing the Arabic Interpretation Unit, and
requests the Secretary-General to address this as a matter of priority through, inter
alia, assistance from Member States in advertising and facilitating the conduct of
competitive examinations to fill these language vacancies;

6. Requests the Secretary-General to hold competitive examinations for the
recruitment of language staff sufficiently in advance so as to fill current and future
vacancies in language services in a timely manner, bearing in mind the persistent
situation at the United Nations Office at Nairobi, and to inform the General
Assembly at its sixty-third session of effortsin this regard,;

7. Notes with appreciation the measures taken by the Secretariat to fill
current and future vacancies at the United Nations Office at Nairobi, and requests
the Secretary-General to consider further measures aimed at decreasing the vacancy
rates in Nairobi as an exceptional case and to inform the General Assembly at its
sixty-third session of effortsin this regard;

8. Requests the Secretary-General to continue to address the issue of
succession planning by enhancing internal and external training programmes,
developing staff exchange programmes between organizations and participating in
outreach activities to institutions that train language staff for international
organizations;

9. Takes note of the challenges presented by the demographic situation in
language services, as described in paragraphs 87 to 89 of the report of the Secretary-
General, requests the Secretary-General to take necessary measures to avoid any
negative impact on the quality of translation and interpretation and to report
thereon, as appropriate;

10. Requests the Secretary-General to continue to seek evaluation by
Member States of the quality of the conference services provided to them, including
through the language-specific informational meetings held twice a year, and to
ensure that such measures provide equal opportunities to Member States to present
their evaluation in the six official languages of the United Nations and are in full
compliance with the relevant resol utions of the General Assembly;

11. Also requests the Secretary-General to continue to improve the accuracy
of translation of documents into the official languages, giving particular significance
to the quality of translation;

12. Further requests the Secretary General to take the necessary steps to
enhance translation quality in all official languages, in particular for contractual
translation, and to report thereon to the General Assembly at its sixty-third session;

13. Takes note of the information contained in paragraphs 90 to 92 of the
report of the Secretary-General, and requests the Secretary-General to provide at all
duty stations adequate staff at the appropriate grade level, with a view to ensuring
appropriate quality control for external translation;
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14. Notes the performance measurement matrix proposed by the Secretary-
General in response to the request to develop a comprehensive methodology for
performance measurement and management from a full-system perspective, and
looks forward to receiving the indicators for all duty stations beginning 2008;

15. Takes note of the information contained in paragraphs 99 and 100 of the
report of the Secretary-General on the impact of freelance recruitment on quality of
interpretation at all duty stations, welcomes the measures proposed in this regard,
and requests the Secretary-General to report on the issue to the General Assembly at
its sixty-third session through the Committee on Conferences,

16. Requests the Secretary-General to report to the General Assembly at its
sixty-third session on the experience, lessons learned and best practices of all main
duty stations in performing quality control of contractual translations, including on
the requirements of numbers and appropriate level of the staff needed to carry out
this function.
