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The Permanent Mission of the Republic of Belarus to the United Nations Office and
other international organizations at Geneva presents its compliments to the secretariat of the
Human Rights Council and has the honour to enclose herewith the comments by the
Government of Belarus on the events in Minsk on 19 December 2010 and the post-electoral
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The Permanent Mission requests that the Government’s comments be circulated as
an official document of the eighteenth session of the Human Rights Council under agenda
item 3.

The Permanent Mission of the Republic of Belarus avails itself of this opportunity to
renew to the secretariat of the Human Rights Council the assurances of its highest
consideration.

Comments by the Government of the Republic of Belarus on the events
on 19 December 2010 and the post-electoral period, September 2011

The Presidential elections 2010 in the Republic of Belarus were conducted in
compliance with national legislation norms and international law acts to which
Belarus is a party.

While electing the Head of State the citizens expressed their will freely, based on the
universal, equal and direct suffrage during a secret ballot.

The General Prosecutor’s office supervision of the electoral process was conducted at all
stages of the elections. Particular attention was paid to ensure electoral rights, public
security and law and order. There were no records of voting rights obstruction.

In full compliance with its international obligations, Belarus invited over 1000 international
observers, including those from OSCE and CIS, to monitor the elections. The CIS
observers and independent observers came to the conclusion that the elections were
conducted in an orderly and transparent manner and ensured the right to a free
expression of Belarus citizens’ will.

Accusations by Western countries brought against Belarus of violation of the rights to
freedom of expression and peaceful assembly are groundless in the context of mass
disorders on 19 December 2010.

The Declaration of Sovereignty of the Republic of Belarus of 1990, which is the
Constitutional Law, says that any forcible actions against the statehood of the Republic of
Belarus taken by political parties, public associations or individuals are subject to legal
prosecution.

Belarus’ legislation on peaceful demonstrations and manifestations is in line with its
international obligations and standards, primarily with those laid down in the International
Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR).

The Constitution of the Republic of Belarus guarantees the freedom of those associations,
meetings, street processions, demonstrations and picketing that do not breach law and order
or violate rights of other people. Ensuring public security and order is the key principle for
conducting public events, which is laid down in the Law on mass events in the Republic of
Belarus.

Restrictive legislative measures do not contradict the International Covenant norms.
Particularly, Article 19 of ICCPR says that the exercise of the right to freedom of
expression carries with it special duties and responsibilities and it may therefore be
subject to certain restrictions. These restrictions shall only be such as are provided by law
and are necessary for respect of the rights or reputations of others, protection of
national security or of public order.

Article 21 of ICCPR recognized the right for peaceful assembly. Yet it says that
restrictions may be placed on the exercise of this right, which are imposed in conformity
with the law and which are necessary, inter alia, in the interests of national security or
public safety, public order.

In the course of electoral campaign the Belarusian presidential candidates Messrs. Andrei
Sannikov, Nikolai Statkevich, Vitaly Rymashevsky, Vladimir Neklyaev, Yaroslav
Romanchuk were repeatedly urging citizens to come to the square on the presidential
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elections day. They did not apply for the authorization needed for a mass event and did not
have such an authorization.

Meanwhile, the legislation of the Republic of Belarus, like the legislation of other
countries, provides that prior to obtaining a permission to organize a mass event the
organizer of such an event does not have the right to urge citizens to take part in it.

The General Prosecutor’s Office repeatedly issued official warnings as a preventive
measure to presidential candidates Messrs. Sannikov, Statkevich, Rymashevsky,
Neklyaev, Romanchuk, who were urging citizens to take part in an unauthorized mass event
in Minsk on 19 December 2010 in defiance of their right to electoral agitation.

In spite of the official warnings the aforementioned candidates deliberately organized
unauthorized meetings and a procession in Minsk on 19 December 2010.

An unauthorized action started at 18.50. Groups of people were coming from different parts
of Minks to Oktyabrskaya square. The organizers managed to bring together about 3000
people.

From 20.10 to 20.55 during the meeting held at Oktyabrskaya square its participants called
for the change of power and demanded to hold Belarusian presidential elections without the
participation in them of the acting President. Law enforcement forces did not interfere in
the course of the meeting.

At 20.57 participants of the meeting at Oktyabrskaya square moved to the roadway,
blocked the traffic on Independence Avenue and made their way towards the Central
Electoral Commission of the Republic of Belarus located at Independence square. Law
enforcement forces did not stand in the participants’ way.

The organizers of the unauthorized procession did not respond to the lawful demands by
law enforcement officers to stop it.

Having reached Independence square, at 21.20 participants of the unauthorized action
started another meeting and demanded the re-run of elections.

Despite this unauthorized action and its participants’ unlawful acts, law enforcement
officers did not yet interfere.

At 21.50 the crowd moved to the building where the Government, the Central Electoral
Commission and the National Assembly of the Republic of Belarus are located.

From 22.00 to 22.30 the most active participants of the unauthorized meeting, following the
calls to seize the House of Government made by the organizers, including by then ex-
candidates Andrei Sannikov and Nikolai Statkevich, started to crash windows and doors in
attempts to break into the guarded state building.

Police officers lined up in front of the House of Government trying to prevent mass
disorders and without resorting to force demanded that the participants should stop
unlawful acts.

In spite of that at 22.14 there were more calls to seize the House of Government and then
the participants started crashing the building’s windows and doors again.

The participants used fixtures, crowbars, pry bars and other objects. That proves
obviously aggressive character of acts committed by the meeting’s participants.

All above-mentioned clearly demonstrates that on 19 December 2010 the organizers’
actions in close proximity to the guarded state building were not peaceful but deliberately
aimed at triggering mass disorders.
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The storm of the House of Government and the development of the meeting into acts
of violence forced the law enforcement agencies to take necessary measures to ensure
ordre public in compliance with ICCPR norms.

At 22.37, 3 hours after the unauthorized meeting started, the law enforcement forces
took active steps to suppress mass disorders.

The law enforcement officers pushed the crowd back from Independence square and
detained some most ardent participants of the unauthorized gathering in order to prevent the
seizure of the House of Government, to suppress mass disorders and to ensure public
security. Neither supervising prosecutors, nor courts found those detentions unlawful.

In this context it is appropriate to regard not the authorities but the organizers and
participants of those events as violators of international standards, who infringed Belarus’
legislation as well as the OSCE/ODIHR Guidelines on Freedom of Peaceful Assembly,
which determine an assembly as peaceful if its organizers have professed peaceful
intentions.

The legislation of the Republic of Belarus provides for the use by law enforcement agencies
of special means in cases of suppression of mass disorders, group disorderly conduct or
acts aimed at damage to and/or destruction of property. Such special means as tear gas,
water-cannons or plastic bullets were not used against participants in mass disorders on
19 December 2010.

In the course of mass disorders over 600 individuals were detained, including ex-
presidential candidates Messrs. Andrei Sannikov, Vitaly Rymashevsky, Nikolai Statkevich,
Grigory Kastusyou and Vladimir Neklyaev.

Most of the detained participants were brought to administrative responsibility and
released within the next several days.

Minsk District Courts heard 12 criminal cases on mass disorders against 41 defendants.
10 of them were sentenced for the organization and active participation in group acts
disrupting public order which lead to public transportation operating irregularity. 27
individuals were found guilty of active participation in mass disorders. 4 individuals —
Messrs. Nikolai Statkevich, Dmitry Uss, Alexander Klaskousky, Andrei Sannikov were
convicted of organizing mass disorders.

38 out of 41 defendants appealed against the Court’s decisions.

Judicial proceedings against participants of 19 December 2010 events were held in the
presence of OSCE monitors invited by the Government of the Republic of Belarus.

The legitimacy and validity of the judgments passed was verified in cassational proceeding
by Minsk City Court. No violations were found, the judgments remained in force.

In compliance with Article 17 of the Criminal Procedure Code of the Republic of Belarus
all suspects and defendants in the mass disorders case were given the opportunity to
either defend themselves or to use attorney’s services.

All lawyers on the criminal case commenced on mass disorders in Minsk on 19 December
2010 were granted unimpeded access to defendants depending on the number of
detained persons and the technical capacity of the detention facilities were they were
placed.

In the course of trial proceedings no pressure on the judges or people’s assessors was
exerted with the aim to thwart comprehensive, thorough and objective consideration of the
case, as it entails responsibility as laid down in the legislative acts.

At the same time, statements made and sanctions imposed against Belarusian judges by
the European Union states and the US can be regarded only as the evident attempt to
exert pressure upon judges and to influence judicial decisions at the stage of
consideration of certain criminal cases on the events of 19 December 2011.

The detention conditions of mass disorders’ participants met the national legislation
requirements and international standards. It is confirmed, inter alia, by monthly
examinations by the Prosecutor General’s Office of the legitimacy of detention and
detention conditions of the individuals in custody.

In the course of repeated examinations personal records of the detainees, other relevant
documents, including medical ones were scrutinized. During obligatory prison cells rounds
the detainees were asked about complaints over detention conditions or possible
infringement of their rights by the facility administration.

It is determined that all individuals held in custody were provided with access to proper
medical assistance and they occasionally got food and nonfood parcels as well as
remittances, which were used for buying food and other goods on the detainees’ demands.

While inquiring the detainees, including ex-candidates for the Belarusian presidency and
their proxies, no complaints over detention conditions, health status or violation of their
rights were made.

Moreover, the Prosecutor General’s Office conducted an inspection regarding Mr. Alyes
Mikhalevich’s allegations of inhuman treatment he endured at the detention center during
the preadjudication detention.

The facts indicated by Mr. Alyes Mikhalevich in his allegations did not prove true. That is
why the ruling was made to deny instituting legal proceedings. In the spirit of transparency
and openness the inspection results were brought by Belarus to the attention of the HRC
Special Rapporteur on torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or
punishment.

President of the Republic of Belarus Alexander Lukashenko considered clemency
applications by 13 of the aforementioned citizens and granted them pardon as they
regretted their deeds, accepted their fault, recognized the unlawfulness of their actions
as well as expressed readiness to strictly observe in the future the legislation of the
Republic of Belarus.

In August 2011 criminal prosecution of several individuals in connection with the
criminal case on mass disorders in Minsk on 19 December 2010 was discharged.

In order to provide the UN Human Rights Council with the unbiased and objective
information on the situation with human rights in the country, Belarus stands ready to
continue its constructive collaboration with the High Commissioner for Human Rights.
