
system of the Charter claim the status of a
Member of the United Nations unless it has
been formally admitted as such in conformity
with the provisions of the Charter.

Beyond that, each case must be judged
according to its merits.

If the Committee agrees with these very
general principles and with the assertion of the
Assistant Secretary-General that the Secretariat
does not claim, as such, any power of decision
in such a matter which would be binding either
on the Security Council or on the General
Assembly, it would perhaps be enough if the
Committee took note of the present statement
and transmitted it to the First Committee as
suitable, in its opinion, to give guidance in the
future.

The following communication has been re­
ceived from the Government of India regarding
all international rights and obligations exercised
by the Government of India, as constituted
before 15 August:

I'FoJlowing is text of Constitution Order on
subject of the devolution of international
rights and obligations:

"1. The international rights and obliga­
tions to which India is entitled and subject
imrp.ediately before 15 August 1947,
will devolve in accordance with the provi­
sions of this agreement.

"2. (a) Membership of all international
organizations together with the rights and
obligations attaching to such membership
will· devolve solely upon the Dominion of
India. For the purposes of this paragraph
any rights or obligations arising under the
final act of the United Nations Monetary
and Financial Conference will be deemed
to be rights or obligations attached to
membership of the International Monetary
Fund and to membership of the Inter­
national Bank for Reconstruction and
Development.

"(b) The Dominion of Pakistan will take
such steps as may be necessary to apply
for membership of such international organ­
izations as it chooses to join.

"3. Ca) Rights and obligations under
international agreements having an ex­
clusive territorial application to an area
comprised in the Dominion of India will
devolve upon that Dominion.

national agreements having an exclusive
territorial application to an area comprised
1n the Dominion of Pakistan will devolve
upon that Dominion.

You will observe from the agreement that
the Government of Pakistan accepts the posi­
tion that membership of all international
organizations devolves solely upon the Domin­
ion of India. This agreement further strengthens
the statement which the Assistant Secretary­
General in charge of the Legal Department has
already made in this connexion.

ApPENDIX I

INDIAN INDEPENDENCE (INTERNATIONAL
ARRANGEMENTS) ORDER, 1947

Whereas the agreement set out in the Schedule
to this Order has been reached at a meeting of
the Partition Council on 6 August 1947;

And whereas it is intended that, as from 15
August 1947, the said agreement shall have
the force and effect of an agreement between
the Dominions of India and Pakistan;

Now therefore in exercise of the powers con­
ferred upon him by section 9 of the Indian
Independence Act, 1947 and of all other powers
enabling him in that beha1f, the Governor­
General hereby orders as follows:

1. This Order may be cited as the Indian
Independence (International Arrangements)
Order, 1947.

2. The agreement set out in the Schedule
to this Order shall, as from the appointed
day, have the effect of an agreement duly
made between the Dominion of India and
the Dominion of Pakistan.

SCHEDULE

Agreement as to the devolution of international
rights and obligations 1tpon the Dominions of
India and Pakistan

1. The international rights and obligations to
which India is entitled and subject immediately
before 15 August 1947, will devolve in accord­
ance with the provisions of this agreement.

2. (a) Membership of all international or­
ganizations together with the rights and obliga­
tions attaching to such membership, will devolve
solely upon the Dominion of India.

For the purposes of this paragraph any rights
or obligations arising under the Final Act of the
United Nations Monetary and Financial Con­
ference will be deemed to be rights or obliga­
tions attached to membership of the Inter­
national Monetary Fund and to membership

The need for a United Nations flag has
already been felt, and will undoubtedly be
felt increasingly in future, in connexion with
the work of the committees or commissions
sent by organs of the United Nations to different
parts of the world, for use at headquarters, at
United Nations offices and information centres.

Recently, for example, in order that the
Com,mission of Investigation concerning Greek
Frontier Incidents might enjoy the protection
of and be identified by a neutral symbol while
travelling through troubled areas or sitting at
meetings under the jurisdiction of several coun­
tries, an unofficial flag was designed by the
Secretariat.

This flag was composed of the official emblem
of the United Nations, as approved by General
Assembly resolution 92 (1) of 7 December 1946,
embroidered or printed in white on a back­
ground of light blue and encircled by the words
"United Nations: Nations Unies". Its dimen­
sions were: small flag-12 inches by 18 inches;
and large size-4 feet by 6 feet, with the above­
mentioned emblem of 5U inches in height and
5% inches in width and 2272 inches by 24
inches, respectively, at the centre.

More than a hundred other suggestions and
designs for a United Nations flag have been
received from several sources in various coun­
tries, and are available for inspection by the
delegations. After examining these suggested
