Ing reasons :

1. General Assembly resolutions 68 (I) C,
paragraph c, and 166 (11) C, paragraph 4, suh­
paragraph d, stated that the advances which the
Secretary-General was authorized to grant for the
requirement,s of the specialized agencies would
constitute repaYK~le loans;

2. The above-mentioned advances had not
been entered in the United Nations budget.
Consequently the General Assembly had been
unable either to examine or confirm them, pre­
cisely because they had not been considered to
he expenses incurred by the United Nations;

By 17 votes to 15 the Fifth Committee, at
its 152nd meeting, had adopted a United States
proposal that the United Nations should bear
these expenses. The sum involved would thus
be added to the 557,000 dollars already
expended by the United Nations for the Prepar­
atory Committee of the Conference.

3. The financing of the preparatory work of
the Trade and Employment Conference repre­
sented nathing more nor, less than the imple­
mentation of a decision taken by t\1e Economic
and Social Council within its prerogatives under
the Charter. It seemed illogical to consider
those expenses as loans. It was impossible to
grant loans to non-existent organizations.

In approving that resolution the General
Assembly would not be creating a precedent
inconsistent with principles to be applied in the
future. The resolution would not he applied
retroactively.

The PRESIDENT, acceding to the request of the
representative of the USSR, put the draft reso­
lution to the vote paragraph hy paragraph.

Such unions
existed in two of the three Trust Territories
whose administration had been investigated
by the l'rusteeship Council, and a similar union
was envisaged for the third Territory. In each
of those cases, the relevant trusteeship agree­
ments authorized the Administering Authority
to take measures to constitute the Territory into
a customs, fiscal or administrative union with
adjacent territories uncleI' its sovereignty, where

'fhe Fourth Committee had agreed unani­
mously that the Trusteeship Council should carry
out a general investigation of all aspects of
lhe question and should recommend such
safeguards as it might deem necessary to preserve
the distinct political status of the Trust
Territories and to permit of effective super­
vision by the Council. Sub-paragraphs (a),
(b), (d) and (e) of the tenth paragraph of reso­
lution II had been adopted unanimously, while
sub-paragraph (c), relating to the International
Court of Justice, had received a large majority
at the 7 3rd meeting of the Committee.

The ninth paragraph, dealing with the status
and separate identity of Trust Territories, and
the last paragraph, recommending the Adminis­
tering Authority to consult the Trusteeship
Council before constituting Or extending an
administrative union and to submit the unified
administration of the Trust Territory and of
adjacent territories to the supervision of the
Council if necessary, had also been adopted
by substanti.:I majorities.

Resolution III recommended an intensifica­
tion of the efforts to increase educational faci­
lities in the Trust Territories; it also recommen­
ded that the Trusteeship Council should study,
in consultation with the Administering Author­
ities and, if so desired, with the United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization,
the financial and technical implications of an
expansion of the facilities for higher education
in Africa, including the possibility of establishing
a university in 1952. That resolution was
adopted without opposition at the 71st meeting.

Resolution IV recommended the Adminis­
tering Authorities to take all measures to im­
prove and promote the political, economic and
social advancement of the indigenous popula­
tions and to accelerate their development towards
self-government and independence. That reso­
lution had been adopted by 26 votes to 10,
with 10 abstentions at the 75th meeting.

Mr. Lannung stated that, although on certain
points discussion had revealed differences of
opinion on the methods to be followed, the
Fourth Committee had as a whole been guided by
Cl desire to promote the well-being and advance­
ment of the popUlation whose administration
had been placed under the supervision of the
United Nations. If that continued to be the ob­
jective of the United Nations and if a spirit of
conciliation was shown, an era of progress would
begin for millions of human beings.

His delegation fully approved the r3com­
mendations in resolution 11 that the Trusteeship
Council should proceed to a general investiga­
tion of the suhject and should submit a report
to the General Assemhly at its next session.
But the resolution drafted hy the Fourth Com­
mittee did not merely recommend detailed study
and investigation; it included opinions of a
general nature and conclusions on the ex­
tremely complex and controversial question of
administrative unions. In adopting the reso­
lution in its present form, the General Assembly
would reach premature conclusions, some of
which would encroach upon the task of the
organ charged with the investigation.

Mr. Sayre stated thqt his delegation was parti­
cularly anxious for the deletion, in the text of
resolutioI\. 11, of the fourth, ninth (sub-para­
graphs a and b) and last (sub-paragraphs a
and b) paragraphs.

The United States delegation requested that
resolution 11 should he voted paragraph hy
paragraph, and stated it would vote against
the paragraphs he had indicated. It considered
that the resolution thus modified would gain
in force and logic and thf.i~ its adoption hy the
Assembly would constitute a distinct step for­
ward. Furthermore, the resolution so modified
would command the practically unanimous sup­
port of Memhers of the Assembly, including
those administering Trust Territories. Although

The delegation ot the United States, although
tn sympathy with most of the conclusions, had
ati'ea y stated In the Fourth Committee l that
it was premature, unnecessary and illogical to
express them in a resolution recommending
investigation of the question concerned. His
delegation had requested at the 69th meeting
the deletion of the paragraphs which set out
those opinions and thought it would he advi­
sable for the Assembly to delete them.

Mr. JBA (India) stated that resolution 11,
which had been jointly sponsored in the Fourth
Committee by the delegations of Cuba, India,
Iraq, Philippines and Venezuela, had been
subjected to the most careful scrutiny and anal­
ysis by the Committee and presented the consid:­
ered views of a substantial majority of its mem­
bers. The Indian delegation supported the
draft resolution and commended it to the General
Assembly for acceptance.

The resolution might be divided into six

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those .Me~bers fully supported ~he idea ~f an
investIgatIOn by the TrusteeshIp Co'uncll of
the complex problem of administrative unions,
they were not prepared to associate themselves
at the present stage with a resolution containing
the expression of opinions which they considered
to be premature.

In the view of the United States delegation,
the essential condition of a successful programme
relating to the Trust Territories lay in close
co-operation between the Administering Powers
responsible for the execution of the programme
and the other Powers. The representative of
the United States therefore strongly urged the
Assembly to adopt resolution 11 in the form
proposed by his delegation.
