Considérations générales

1 Le secrétariat a recu une demande d’ éclaircissements de la part du Pérou concernant
I’ application du Reéglement type au transport de marchandises dangereuses en véhicules-
citernesroutiers.

2. Dans le contexte du Réglement type, les véhicules-citernes routiers entrent dans la
définition de «citerne» et sont expressément exclus de la définition de «citerne mobile».

3. Cependant, les dispositions et prescriptionsrelatives al’ utilisation, ala conception et
a la construction des citernes et aux controles et aux épreuves qu’elles doivent subir
(chap. 4.2 et 6.7), ains que les instructions et les dispositions spéciales indiquées aux
colonnes 10 et 11 de la Liste des marchandises dangereuses, font référence uniquement aux
citernes mobiles.

4, Puisque les véhicules-citernes routiers sont exclus de la définition des citernes
mobiles, les autorités péruviennes compétentes ont initialement pensé que ces dispositions
ne s'y appliquaient pas et en ont conclu que le Reéglement type ne pouvait pas servir de base
alalégidation nationale relative au transport de marchandises dangereuses par route.

5. Bien que le Réglement type vise principalement a couvrir les aspects du transport de
marchandises dangereuses qui concernent |’ ensemble des modes de transport, le secrétariat
note que les instruments juridiques régionaux tels que le RID, I’ADR et I’ ADN contiennent
des dispositions pour les citernes montées sur des véhicules routiers ou des wagons de
chemin de fer qui sont en grande partie harmonisées (chap. 4.3 et 6.8 du RID et de |’ ADR).
Le Code maritime international des marchandises dangereuses (IMDG) contient également,
au chapitre 6.8, des prescriptions applicables aux véhicules-citernes routiers (types
d’emballage OMI 4, 6 et 8), ce qui montre que les dispositions du chapitre 6.7 relatives aux
citernes mobiles peuvent aussi étre pertinentes pour la construction et I’ homologation des
citernes qui sont montées sur des véhiculesroutiers.

6. Le secrétariat note que le nombre toujours croissant de véhicules routiers dans les
pays en développement entraine une augmentation du nombre de véhicules-citernes routiers
utilisés pour la distribution de carburant et que de nombreux accidents, parfois
catastrophiques, se produisent chaque année. On trouvera en annexe une liste non
exhaustive d’incidents survenus depuis 2007. Le Reglement type ne donne aucune
indication sur la maniére de réguler ce type de trafic, s ce n'est par I'application des
dispositions en matiére de placardage et de documentation.

7. Le Sous-Comité est invité a réfléchir a I'utilité qu'il y aurait a examiner cette
guestion au cours du prochain exercice biennal.
