Acknowledging the cooperation of the Federal Government of Sianvaith
the Independent Expert on the situation of humghtsi in Somalia and with the
wider United Nations system,

Welcoming the new United Nations Assistance Mission in Séemahd its
mandate to support the Federal Government of Sanmalideveloping its human
rights capacity and to monitor the situation in Sdie

Reaffirming also the joint communiqué, signed by the United Natiamsl
Somalia on 7 May 2013, on tackling the root caustssexual violence in a
sustainable manner,

Commending the sustained and vital commitment of the Africdnion
Mission in Somalia, the sacrifices it has made, affdming the importance of
continued efforts to provide human rights traintogts and Somali security forces,
with the support of the United Nations Support Cfifor the African Union
Mission in Somalia,

Recognizing the role of the Intergovernmental Authority on Bpment in
working towards peace and stabilization in Somalia,

Recognizing also the role of the international community, includiagross
the United Nations system, in facilitating progressl development in Somalia
through coordinated support to Somalia and, inig@der, in supporting the
implementation of its human rights road map andlifatting the monitoring of its
effectiveness,

1. Decides to hold, from within existing resources, at its twefourth
session, a stand-alone high-level interactive diadowith the aim of exploring how
all stakeholders can work effectively towards thglementation of the road map
and the realization of human rights in Somalia;

2. Also decides to invite to the above-mentioned high-level inttnae
dialogue the United Nations High Commissioner fartén Rights, a high-level
representation from the Federal Government of Samidle Special Representative
of the Secretary-General for Somalia, the Indepen&xpert on the situation of
human rights in Somalia, ,senior representativerglef/ant United Nations agencies
and other relevant stakeholders;

3. Requests the Office of the High Commissioner to provideusmsnary
of the key conclusions of the high-level dialoguertgining to how to ensure
maximum effectiveness of technical and other aamsist in implementing the road
map at the national and subnational levels in Siamial
