The
task force will present its draft plan of action at the 5" meeting of the Adaptation
Committee for review and approval.

3. Composition

3. Thetask force will include five members of the Adaptation Committee. In addition,
the Adaptation Committee invites the LEG, the Standing Committee on Finance, the
Technology Executive Committee and the Board of the Green Climate Fund to each
nominate one of their members to support the work of the task force.

4. Rélationship with external experts

4, External members and experts could be actively engaged in and support the task
force, as necessary and under the guidance of the Adaptation Committee. Those experts
could include representatives of United Nations agencies, research and training institutions,
regional centres and civil society, as well as other stakeholders, according to the specific
needs that the task force istrying to address.
