The Ministers of Foreign Affairs of France and Indomesia, Mr. Roland Dumas and
Mr., Ali Alatas, Co-Presidents of the Paris International Conference on Cambodia,
met on 25 and 27 September in New York for the first time sxnce the Conference
suspended its proceedings.

They exchanged views and information on the varicus developments that have
occurred in the last few weeks, both on the diplomatic scene and in Cambodia. They
welcomed the anncuncement of the withdrawal of Vietnamese troops from Cambodia but
regretted that such a withdrawal did not take place as part of a comprehensive
settlement, which would have included, jinter alia, the setting up of an
international control mechanism acceptable to all.

They also expressed concern at the news of the renewed fighting within
Cambodia and felt that it was all the more urgent and necessary to intensify their
contacts, between themselwves and with all interested parties, in order to fulfil
the mandate given to them by the Paris Conference. They confirmed in this respect
their readiness to resume the negotiating process and reconvene the Conference
and/or its Committees at the appropriate time.
