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The meeting was called to order at 3.05 p.m.

Other matters

1.  Mr. Davidson (South Africa), speaking on behalf
of the Group of 77 and China, said that the Group
noted that the International Criminal Tribunal for
Rwanda would complete its judicial activities by the
end of 2015 and that any pending judicial cases or
appeals would be transferred to the International
Residual Mechanism for Criminal Tribunals. After
December 2015 the International Criminal Tribunal for
Rwanda would undertake administrative activities
related to liquidation, including the transfer and
disposal of assets, retention of institutional memory
and expertise, and personnel issues, which were not
part of the mandate of the International Residual
Mechanism for Criminal Tribunals.

2. Consideration of the pending administrative and
budgetary issues related to the International Criminal
Tribunal for Rwanda should be handled under a
separate agenda item on the financing of the Tribunal
until its liquidation was complete. The Group would be
unable to consider those issues under the financing of
the International Residual Mechanism for Criminal
Tribunals. It trusted that the Secretary-General would
continue to present a separate budget under the
Tribunal agenda item wuntil the liquidation was
complete so as to ensure transparency and
accountability, especially with regard to the transfer of
assets and personnel issues, and avoid any legal
complications during the liquidation exercise.

3.  Mr. Dosseh (Togo), speaking on behalf of the
Group of African States, said that the Group was aware
that the International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda
would enter a liquidation phase after December 2015
and strongly supported the presentation of a separate
budget for the Tribunal to ensure transparency and
accountability in the disposal of assets and to expedite
the liquidation process by leveraging the experience
and institutional memory of staff.
