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l. Opening of the session 

The PRESIDENT opened the fourth session of 
the Economic and Social Council. 

Mr. OwEN (Assistant Secretary-General) 
welcomed, on behalf of the Secretary-General, 
the old and new members of the Council as well 
as the representatives of the specialized agencies 
and non-governmental organizations. The Coun­
cil was entering the operative stage of its work; 
he hoped that the coming session would con­
tribute to the solution of the economic·problems 
of the world. Certain l;mdgetary 'decisions made 
by the General Assembly since the Council's last 
session would affect the work, not only of the 
Council, but of the entire Organization. The 
Secretary-General hoped that in planning its 
wor~ the Council would take those decisi~ns into 
consideration. 

2. Adoption of the agenda {documents 
E/256 and E/256/ Add.3} 

I 

The PRESIDENT, turning to the consideration 
of item 1 of the provisional agenda, announced 
that' item 13, submitted by the Food and Agri­
culture Organization, had been withdrawn by 
that organization. Two additional. items had been 
suggested: one by the Czechoslovak delegation, 
regarding the convening of a timber conference 
by F AO, and the other by the Secretary-General 
of UNESCO, asking the Council to sanction the 
admission to UNESCO of certain ~ations not 
members of the United Nations. 

Decision: The· Council included in the 
agenda the items 'enumerated by the President 
(document Ej256/Add.3). 

Mr. BORIS (France)' commenting on the 
working methods of the Council, pointed out 
that work would be delayed by the fact that the

As regards the reports of the Commissions_, the 
documents relating to items 9, 18 and 20 had. 
been received only recently, while the papers, 
in so far as items 11, 19, 22, 24, 26 and '27 were 
concerned, had

quently, while dfSiring to co-operate to the fullest · 
possible ,extent, the French delegation might have 
to reserve its position on certain specific ques- . 
tions. The ·work would benefit both 'from the 
financial' point of view and from that of effi- . 
ciency if a longer time interval were allowed 
between commission and Council sessions and 
reports. were then circulated immediately after 
their completion by the commissions.

Mr. McNEIL (United Kingdom) agreed with 
th,e representative of France and hoped that the . 
Secretary-General's message concerning the bud­
get would not imply any limitations of the Coun­
cil's work. . 

Referring to the list of members of delegations 
1 (document E/INF /10), he suggested 'that other 
non-governmental organizations in category A 
besides the World Federation of Trade· Unions 
'should have been mentioned as being represented 
at the session. He further recommended that 

·items 10 and 12 of the provisional agenda should 
.be· given. greater priority and should be discussed 
either before or after item 5. Item .11, while re­
lated to item 10, might be discussed later, ·since 
the report of the Working Group for the Far. 
Ea,st on th<.c: reconstruction of devastated areas 
was-not y~t ready. 

' Mr. ARcA PARRO (Peru) drew the Council's

He saw no.objection to adopt­
ing the · agenda in its present form. He agreed 
with the representative of France regarding the 
preparation , of' the agenda and suggested that 
priority of _items could be s'ettled by the officers 
·of the Council in consultation with the repre­
·sentatives. He thought that in view of the length 
of th~ agenda a time-limit should be set for the 
submission of new items. 

Mr. PEREZ CISNEROS (Cuba) supported the 
observations made by the French representative. 
The Economic and Social Council, together with 
the Secretary-General, should establish proceq'll:re 
enabling the va,rious Governments to study the 
agenda at greater leisure and to give full instruc­
tions . to· their delegations. Although Cuba was 
geographically nearer to the seat of the United 
Natiop.s than France, it had suffered from the

same m<;:onvemence. 
, . A.s to giving priority to variqus items of the 
agep.da, -Mr. Perez Cisneros agreed with the 
United Kingdom representative that items 10 
and 12 should receive prompt attention, and 
stated that his Government urged that priority 
should also be given to item 21, the Assembly 
resolution on the crime of genocide.1 In order 
to ensure concrete action with· respect to that 
item, it was necessar.y to consider it earl)l in the 
-session; the items on the agenda were so numer­
ous t,hat the Council might not be able to con­
-sider them all during the present session. 

- The PRESIDENT said that; while the normal 
procedure was to decide upon, the oFder of the 
items while discussing the adoption of the 
agenda, it might be more- advisable in the pres­
ent case, in view of the fact that the agenda was 
heavy, and that some documents had been cir­
·cul.ated only recently, that he, in consultation 
with the various delegations, should establish 
the order of relevant items when a question came 
up for discussion. 

This suggestion was accepted by the Council. ,

could discuss the' $-dvisability of adopting a longer 
period of time as the minimum and of so arrang­
ing the sessions of the commissions as to allow 
the various Governments more time to become ._ 

- acquainted with the commissions' reports. 

As regards items. 10, 11 and 12, it appeared 
·to be the general opinion that they should be 
consi~ered at the beginning of the present ses­
sion. 

Mr. PAPANEK (Czechoslovakia_) remarked 
that many . difficulties would be eliminated if 
the commissions met 1 immediately after, rather 
than just before the sessions of the Council. Call­
ing attention to_ the WFTU proposal of two items 
for the <j.genda/ he enquired whether, that pro­
pbsal should be co~idered when the agenda was 
~dopted or when item 6 of the agenda was under 
discussion. 

The PRI(.SIDENT replied that action with' re­
spect to the WFTU proposal would depend upon 
the decision of the Council concerning item 6. . ' 

Decision: The provisional agenda was 
adopted. 

3. Discussion of an amendment of rule of 
procedure No. 17 to correspond with 
the new General Assembly rule of 
procedure No. 87 regarding terms ~f 
office of members {d~cument E/263) 

The PRESIDENT explained that the fact that a 
second half of the first session of the General 
Assembly had been held in October 1946, rather 
than a regular second session, as had been origi­
nally contemplated, necessitated the alteration of 
rule of procedure No. 17. He pointed out that 
if the proposed new rule No. 17 was adopted, 
the Council would -have to proceed immediately 
to. the election of its President and Vice-Presi­
dents. 

Decision: The f;roposed new rule No. 17 was 
adopted. 2

4. Election of President and Vice-Presidents 

· Mr. STINEBOWER (United States of America) 
called attention to the final words of rule No. 
1 7 as adopted, stating that the President and 
Vice-Presidents were eligible for re-election. He 
accordingly nominated for President Sir Rama­
swami Mudaliar (India), whose patience, wis­
dom and . skill had been at the service of the 
United Nations since the inception of the Or­
ganization. 

Mr. CHANG (China) and Mr. NASH (New 
Zealand) supported the nomin~tion. 

Decision: Sir Ramaswami M udaliar (India) 
was elected President unanimously. 

Mr. McNEIL. (United Kingdom) proposed 
Mr. Papanek (Czechoslovakia) as first Vice­
President. · 

Mr. MoRozov (Union of Soviet Socialist Re­
publics) warmly supported the proposal. 

D.ecision: Mr. Papanek (Czechoslovakia) was 
unanimously elected first Vice-President. 

Mr. SA~TA CRuz (Chile), speaking in the 
name of the delegations of Cuba and Venezuela 
as :well as his own, proposed Mr. Area Parr6 
(Peru) as second Vice-President. 

Mr. PAPANEK (Czechoslovakia) supported 
the proposal. 

Decision: Mr. Area Parr6 (Peru) was unani­
mously elected second Vice-President. 

The PRESIDENT expressed his gratitude to the 
,Council for the great honour' it had done him 
in electing h~m President for the second time. 
Jt would be a pleasure to continue his work with 
the able assistance of the two Vice-Presidents. 

He welcomed the·new members of the Coun­
cil, and the representatives of the specialized 
agencies which had been brought into relation­
ship with the United Nations, the inter-govern­
mental organizations with which agreements 
were still to be concluded, and the non-govern­
mental organizations in category A, which had 
been granted consultative status. As regards 
document E/INF /10, he agreed that all the 
organizations in category A should be included 
in the list. 1 

-

The President then explained briefly the rea­
sons for which the commissions had been com­
pelled to hold their sessions shortly before the 
fourth session of the Council. He hoped that it 

· would be possible to' arrange the discussion of 
tl:te various items- on the agenda in the order 
most convenient to the differe~t delegations. Re­
ferring to an observation by the United Kingdom 
representative, he said that the General Assembly 
resolution concerning financial estimates in con­
nexion with Council resolutions2 required the

. The Economic and Social Council was enter­
ing u'pon the second year of its activity, the or­
ganizational stage of its work being virtually 
completed. He called upon the members of the 
Council, the Commissions, arid the Secretariat 
to rededicate themselves to their task in the spirit 
•of the United Nations Charter. 

Mr. PAPANEK (Czechoslovakia) thanked the 
representatives .of the United Kingdom and the 

.l.Jnion of 'Soviet Socialist Republics for having 
nominated him, and the remaining members of 
the Council for the honour they had done him 
in electing him first Vice-President. His Goyem-

' ment had always endeavoured to help bring 
about international co-operation· and to 

.strengthen the· Organization of the United Na­
tions, particularly in economic, social and cul­
tural matters.. The Czechoslovak delegation .: 
deeply appreciated the Council's recognition of 
its efforts. 

Mr. AReA PARR6 (Peru) expresse<;i his sincere 
appreciation of the honour which had been con­
ferred upon him and his country, and tnanked 
the representatives of Chile; Cuba and Ven~zuela 
for having nominated him second Vice-President. 
He deemed it a privilege to co-operate, in that 
dtpacjty, with the President and the first Vice­
