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Addendum

In my report of 1 June 1984 (5/16596, para. 62), I recommended that the
Security Council extend the staticoning of the United Nations Peace-keeping Force
in Cyprus for a further period of six months, and I indicated that I would report
to the Council on my consultations with the parties concerned on the subject as
soon as possible. I wish to inform the Council that the Government of Cyprus as
well as the Governments of Greece and the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland have indicated their concurrence in the proposed extension.

The Government of Turkey has indicated, as has the Turkish Cypriot community, that
it is not in a position to accept the text of the draft resoluticon contained in
document 5/16622, but that its stand will be expounded at the meeting of the
Security Council.
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
